The Legiflative Council is to confift of not fewer than
feven Members for Upper and fifteen for Lower Gana-
da ; to be fummoned by the Governor authorifed by
the King. Such Members to hold their feats for life:
unlefs forfeited by four years continual ahfence or by
fwearing allegiance tofome foreign Power. The Houfe
of Aflembly is to confift of not lefs than fixteen Mem-
bers for Upper and not lefs than fifty for Lower
Canada, chofen by the Freeholders in the feveral
Towns and Counties: the Council and Affembly are
to be called together at leaft once in every year and
every Aflembly is to continue four years unlefs fooner
diffolved.

THE ARRIVAL and DEPARTURE Of MaTLS.

AT the beginning of every month a Packet-Boat
fails from Falmouth for North-America, having a
Mail for Quebec on board—In the fummer months fhe
puts in at Halifax (in her way to NewYork) and there
delivers the Mail for Canada—From Halifax they arg
forwarded by Poft for Quebec—In the monthsof Nov,
Dec. Jany. and Feby. the Packet.-Boats pafs Halifax
and deliver the Mails for Canada to the Agent for Bri-
tith Packet-Boats at New York, who forwards them
through the United States by the neareft poft route for
Montreal.

A Mail for England is difpatched from Quebec once
-every fortnight in fummer-and once a month in winter
to be put on board the firft Packet-Boat for Falmouth.

A Mail for Burlington in the United States is made
up at Quebec every Thurfday, and at Montreal every
Saturday, by which conveyance Letters may be fent for
Europe under cover to a friend at New York, on paying
the Canadian Poftage at the office at which the Letter
is put in. Opportunities offer weekly at New York for
Englind. The Poft for Montreal leaves Quebec every
Monday and Thurfday at 4 o’clock in the evening,
and the Poft leaves Montreal for Queb:c on the fame
days at the fame hour., The Poft arrives at thofe places
on the morning of Wednefdays and Saturdays.

A monthly communication by Poft between this
Province and Upper-Canada, has lately been opened
and will continue during the winter,
