: MEXICO « CITY, March 2~~(Can.
Press.)—Gen Felix Diaz was accorded
a, great ovation this afternoon at the
bull ring, the first performance of the
matadors’ sport since before the bom-
bardment of the capital
Ten thousand spectators stood and
cheered lustily when Gen. Diaz enter-
ed a box in the arena, attended only
by his secretary, his chief of staff and
a few friends, and the hero of the re-
volution was forced to rise time amd’
again to acknowledge the demonstra-
tions.
" Diaz granted the request of the mat-
adors to kill the bull, and presented
favors to the popular heroes of the
arena when the animals had been de-
spatched. Machaquido, a noted mat-
ador, was slightly injured when - he
put the blade into the third bull

At noon President Huerta, General
|Diaz, Gen. Mondragon and Gen. Blam-
quet stood on the balcony of the Na-
tional Palace and reviewed the par-
ade organized by the Felix Diaz Club
in honor of the men who were most
closely identified with the recent re-
volt. Several thousand persong re-
presenting the different branches of
the military service, civic socleties
and fraternal ' organizations, afoot,
mounted and in carriages, paraded
thru the principal streets. Thousands
of spectators lined the streets sur-
rounding the palace, but were not
markedly demonstrative, altho the
“vivas” werce numerous.

Honored Dead Generals.

A feature of the parade was the
riderless horse of Gen. Bernardo
Reyes, walking behind a carriage in
which reposed a painting of the gen-
eral draped with crepe.

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MEMBERS OF SUPREME COURT
DID NOT WANT MORE JUDGES

Correspondence Between Sir

James Whitney and Judges|

Shows That the Bench W as Unanimously Opposed to
the Appointment of Three Judges on the Ground Thaﬁ

Work Was Decreasing.

Sir James Whiteney may have been
quite right when he appointed three
additiona) judges to the supreme court
of judicature last year, but it has de-
veloped that he did so against the.
wishes of the judges who were than
and had been for years at Osgoode
Halk

Under the Judicature Act, which
was passed by the legislature on
March 22, last year, three judges for
the high- court bench—Mr. Justice
Lennox, Mr, Justice Leitch and Mr.
Justice Meredith—were appointed.
When an amendment calling for the
repeal of the act was introduced by
Mr, Rowell, leader of the opposition,
wasg voted down, Sir James Whitney
said that “a unanimous request was
made by the high court judges for an
increase ef their members.” He said
that nothing to the contrary had been
received by the government since then
or since Oct. 23, 1909,

Letters Brought ‘Down.

N. W. Rowell last year asked an or-
der of the house for the return of all
correspondence between Sir James
Whitney and members of the bench
of the supreme court of judicature
touching upon the appointment of
three more judges. The return has
just come down, and in it are a num-

ber of interesting letters which were
exchanged between the premier and
the judges, showing that Sir James
did not coincide with the views of the
members of the bench in regard to
the matter.

On October 28, 1909,
sent to Hon. J. J. Foy, attorney-gen-
eral, by the late Sir Chas. Moss, who
was then president of the supreme
court of judicature, transmitting the
following resolutions, which were
unanimously adopted:

1. That it is the opinion of the
judges that In the public interest
and for the due and proper de-
spatch of business, there is urgent
need of an increase in the number
of judges of the supreme court of
Judicature.

2. That the judges recommend

" that provision be made for the
appointment of three additional

judges. . .

3. That the president communi-
cate these resolutions to the at- .
torney-general of Ontario.

The Jetter added that it had been ap-
parent for some time that the work of
the court could not efficiently, satis-
factority and speedily® be disposed of
‘without additional-judges.

Following out the request of the lafe
Sir. Charles' Moss a bill was drafted
and gubmitted to Sir Allan Aylesworth
with the request’ that the new judges,
two or three in number, be looked after
in the estimates of 1910.- Sir Allan'
wrote to Mr, Foy, saying: “The fact
that you ‘have introduced legislation
on - the subject indicates, of course.
that you ‘'concur in the views
expressed by the chief Jus-
lce, and in these circumstances it
seems a bold thing for anyone to
differ, yet 1 must admit that I hesi-
tate, and cannot rid myself of the
feeling that the present staff of supe-
rior court judges in . the province
ought to be equal to the amount of
work there is at the present time.” Sir
Allan said that he had thought the
recent increase in the jurisdiction of
the county courts would have relieved
the work of the high court judges. He
promised the bill careful considera-
tion, however. Nothing more was done
until last year, when Sir James Whit-
ney introduced his bill to the legisla-
ture, aiming at an increase of “ the
Judges.

At a full meet-
ing of the judges on March 80 g ‘re-
solution was drawn up and - sent  to
Sir James Whitney expressing the
view that the coanditions of the ad-
ministration no longer required ad-
ditlonal judues,

In reply to this resolution, Sir James
sent a letter to ¢ach of the judges. The
wording of the letters were the same,
except  for an additional paragrapt
n the one to Sir Glenholme Falcon-
bridge, which said: *] may say that
[ was more or less surprised, having
regard to your statement to me a few
weeks ago, that you desired the ap-
pointment of additional judges.”

Why They Changed Minds.

In a letter of March 27 Mr. Justice
Middleton sent a letter to the premier
explaining why the judges had chang-
ed their minds since October, 1909. He
said that the decrease of work did not
necessitate an increase in judges, or
words to that effect. In 1909 the num-
ter of cases heard was 1142 and in
{911 the number was 696, showing
hat the then number of Supreme court
judges were being relieved of consid-
erable work by the enlarged jurisdic-
ticn of the county court judges.

Mr. Justice Britton, Mr. Justice Su-
therland, Sir John Boyd and Mr. Jus-
tice Riddell all communicated with the
premier and explained why they had

Mr, Justice Britton replied that he
was not aware of how the memoran-
dum was sent, but, “I hasten to assure
you that not the slighest discourtesy
was intended, and to express my re-
gret that the memorandum was sent
without a covering letter.”

Serious, Results.

more judges had been the subject of
considerable digscussion among the
Judges, “and I have gradually formed
the opinion that most of them have
meantime changed their view about
the matter, and were also apprehen-
sive that if the second part of the Law
Reform Act were proclaimed and put
in force, it would lead to serious re-
sults prejudicial to the interests of the
public and the administration of. jus-
tice. I also understood in a general
way that the views of the judges had
been dgommunicated to members of
the government prior to the discus-
sion in the house.”

Sir John Boyd sald: “I was not pre-
sent at the meeting of the judges in
October, - 1908, who' approved of an
increase on the bench. I was not
aware of what they had done till-quite
recently, when their opinions had
changed. ‘I was therefore surprised to
read in the papers that you were un-
der the belief that their concurrence
was still given to the actjon of your
government? I thought it necessary
that you should be advised formally
of the changed view and so at the
earliest possible moment after your
speech was published, I joined with
the other signatories. This had o
pbolitical aspect on my part, but was
& matter entirely for your eye.”

Sir Glenholme Falconbridge replied
to 8ir James Whitney, in the follow-
Ing terms, with respect to the state-
ment of the premier that Sir Glen-
holme had remarked that additional
judges were required:

“l am In receipt of your faver of
26th instant, on my return from Bar-
rie assizes. I do not recall any state-

ne that I desired the ap-
(pointment of the additional Judges,
and should be glad to be reminded
of the occasion. For many mouaths it
has been recognized at Osguvode 1lall
that no additional Judges werz re-

quired.”

Sir Glenholme followed up with an-
other letter two days later, or on
March 30, to this effect:

Considered the Best of

Cofnprehensive Lecture Delivered at Trinity Coilegé on

Some lgnorance.

The lecturer thought these. stories
illustrate the ignorance of many peo-
ple who go to « foreign country for a
few days or weeks and then think they
krow it all. Love of truth consists in
the endeavor to find out good every-
where and appreciate it.

In the educational system of Ger-
many. quality has always been pre-
ferred to quantity, and in the matter
of free education, the German BEmpire
is in advance of other nations, for
before 1716 it possessed free education
for country and town. The system
divides its schools into the elemen-
tary, secondary and universities. All
teachers are civil servants and re-
ceive pensions. Elementary teachers
take six years’ course. secondary
teachers must have university train-
ing. All educational institutions are
under, control of the state There are
over 60.000 free e¢lementary schools,
with = 10,000.000 pupils. Mechanical
learning from books is largely dis-
carded. Natural history {s conducted
iry the open aifr. From six to fourteen
{s the primary school age; thirty-two
hours n week are given to the school,
four hours given to religious instruc-
tion. Separate classes for boys and
girls recelve instructions on the mys-
teries of life, the parents be‘ng also
present. There are 160,000 teachers,
only 29,000 being women. The salar-
jes are from $300 to $950 a year. There
are- also middle, classical and semi-
classical schools.

Long School Hours.

School hours here reach 11 hours a
day. The system has advantages and
disadvantages, one of the latter be-
ing that 756 per cent. are short-sight-
ed, another the singular mania for

suicide, accounted for In part by the

premature precocity of the
youth, % .

In the 26 universities of the empire
thereis no fixed course -of study, no
compulsion to attend lectures, no con-
trol, everyone is absolutely his own
master. The most -prominent scien-
tists iq every branch are secured for
the universities, and by the nature of
things students are obliged to spe-
clalize. Professors are exchanged by
the institutions, cramming is scarcely
known. The one exception. to liberty
is' in the matter of politics. Stu-
dents are in a manner under guard-
ianship of state, and are considered too
immature to be judges on this im-
portant matter. Hence the immatur-
ity in politics of the German student.
The universities have 66,000 students;
including 5000 ladies. 'Theatres are
one of the most potent influences in
Germany. Shakspere is seen on the
boards more frequently than in Eng-
land. Music is another great power,
and there are 30,000 books published
annually, Hence ‘the |people must
read.

There are three state churches
Germany, the Protestant, Roman
Catholle and Jewish. Two-thirds - of
the population are Protestant. Clergy-
men ar: appointed by the state, they
being semi-officials, All areentitled to
pensions. »- The Protestant church is
losing ground today, said Mr. Reich:
In three years 17,000 secessions were
handed in, in Berlin _alone. Reéasons
for this the lecturer thought were that
the clergy were inclined to become too
academic and lacking in sympathy.
’I'_h~ clergy scarcely ever ,visit. So-
cialists charge them with being state
officials first, teachers of Christianity
after. Ever child when fourteen years
of age is allowed by the state to choose
his own religion. i

Referring "to the Roman Catholic
Church the lecturer said you will be
surprised at its power. The storm of
1873-1891 ended with Bismarck’s de-
feat and the triumph of the church.
The Increase in forty years was from
twelve to seventy-three millions. Re-
ligious feeling here is far from being
on -the wane. Reasons for this are

The Ontarlo Football Association’met
Saturday afternoon‘at the ‘Walker House,

and F, A. ,Bnter of  Montreal, president
of the Dominion Football Association, ad-
dressed the: delegates.. President Geo. B.
Little wag:unable to be present, and Vice-
President Tom Watson occupied the chair
in his place. Nearly every club had a
representative at the meeting, and they
listened. to the remarks ‘and arguments
of Mr. Barter for over an héour. He out-
lined his actions in England, the strength
of the D. F. A, and in reviewing the
articles of alliance with the A. A. A. of
C., pointed out just where this body had
failed to live up to their agreement .with
the Canadian soccer men.

The time had come, he declared, to
make a stand for their rights, as granted
by the International Football Federation,
and, while remembering with gratitude
the assistance of the -A. A. U. of %th': the
formation of the D. F. A., he reluctantly
stated that the D. F. A. must assert its
independence and stand alone. ’

An open discussion was-held, the out-
come of which may prove to be an epoch-
making meeting in the history of sport in
Cana The following resolutions were
passed by a unanimous vote :

1. That the O. F. A, endorsed the ac-
tions of Fred A. Barter, president of the
D. F. A., while in England.

2. Approved of the affiliation of Canada
gxth the International Football Federa-

on.

3. That, in view of the fact that 'the A.
A. U. of C. were unable to live up to the
provisions of their agreement with the D.
- A., that the latter be recommended to
declare their independence and recall the
articles of alliance. "4

Mr. Barter discussed the springing up
of professionalism in the soccer ranks,
and pointed out the necessity of provincial
governing bodies being-in a position to
coﬁtroéthe same. G

8 Canada is already a  provisional
member of the I. F. B\, soccer enthusiasts
are pointing out that in a few years their
game will be rated amongst the leaders,
as In England and in other countries,

Mr. R. Home Smith made no bones
abcut the tax reform question at ths
meeting of the Assoclated Boards of
Trade at London. He flatly declared
it tc be a political issue. And ap-
parently a number of gentlemen
swallowed their economic convictions,
and brought down the vote to a nar-s
row majority for tax reform. Fven
this cannot be entirely satisfactory ¢o-
Bir James Whitney. With the notifi-
cation that the question was a par¥
issue still the vote was in favor of
tax reform. And if it had not bedn
& party issue we may bé sure it would ]
have beeén very much more largely_ in
favor of tax reform. It is well to
note, however, that in an intellizent
body, such as the convention of the
Associated Boards of Trade, tax reform
had an independent majority. It is
not to be doubted that this represents
the opinion of the country. The whole
question is then, to what extent. are
the people willing to forego tax reform
for the sake of other benefits to’ be
expected from Sir James Whitnéy's
government; or how long will it be
before they develop sufficient confi-
dence in Mr. Rowell and his followers
for the sake of tak reform to trast
them with the management of the
hydré-electric system, which Libarals
oppose in Hamilton, in Brantford, in
Newmarket and Aurora, and in fact

-wherever they have the opportunity?

Mr. Rowell has to set his party right
on this question. No doubt Sir James
has ‘calcplated ‘the odds before he de-
clared against tax reform,

My, Home Smith naturally opposes
tax reform Thg more. vacant acres
anyone has under his-control the less
favorably he is impressed with a pro-
posal to make the land bear the bur-
den of taxation. The farmer does not
object, for* his land is undef eultiva-
tion and making its due returns. The
builder does not object, for the pros-
pective buyer or the tenant bears the
load: But the speculator waiting for
thg unearned increment, or the earned
increment, for that matter, prefers to
treat tax reform us an impracticable
theory. Mr. Home Smith should
have the credit of proposing a sliding
6cale exemption for workman's homes,
and g tax, to be readjusted at inter-
vals, on the unearned inecrement on
land, following the Lloyd ‘George sys-
tem,

Perhaps Sir James will take note of
Mr. Home Smith’'s suggestions,
with the demand for reform
made by the Associated Boards wliich
Mr. Home Smith, on political grounds,
opposed.

The
exemrttmn referred to appears to his
majesty's government to conflict with
the express words of rule one of ar-
ticle three of the Hay-Pauncefote
treaty, and the act gave the president
no power to modify or digcontinue the
exemijtion,

Equality of Treatment Denied.

“In [their opinion the mere confers-
ring iy congress of power to fix low-
er tolgs oh U, 8, ships-than on British
ships amounts to a denia] of the right
of ' British shipping to equality of
treatment, and ig,therefore, inconsis-
tent with, the treaty irrespective of
the particuiar way in which guch pow-
er hag been so far actually exercised.

“In stating thus briefly their view
of the compatibility of {le action . of
congress with their treaty rights, his
majesty’s government hold that the
difference which exists between the
two governments is clearly one which
falls within the meaning of artiele 1
of the arbitration treaty of 1908,

“As regards the suggestion contain-
ed in the last paragraph- but one of
your-note under veply, his majesty’s
government conceive that article 1 of
the treaty of 1908 g0 clearly meets
the case that has now arisen, that it
is sufficient to put its provisions in
force in whatever manner the two
governments may find the mdast con-
venient. It is unnecessary to repeat
that a reference to arbitration would
be rendered superfluous if. steps .were
taken by the United States to remove
the objection entertained by his; ma-
jesty’s government to ' the act.

Case for Arbitration.

“His majesty's government have
not desired me to argue in this note
that their interpretation of the Hay-
Pauncefote treaty is the correct view,
but only that a case for the arbitra-
tion of that issue has already arisen
and now exists. They conceive that

the interest of both countries requires |

that issue to be settled promptly be-
fore the opening of the canal, and by
means which will leave no ground for
regret or complaint. The avoldance
of possible friction has been one of
the main objects of those methods of
arbitration of which the U. 8. has
been for so long a foremost and con-
s'stent advocate. His majesty’s gov-
ernment think it more in accordance
with the general arbitration treaty
that the settlement desired should
precede, rather than follow, the do-
ing of any acts, which could raise
questions of actual damage suffered;
and Dbetter, 'also, that when vessels
begin to pass thru the great water-
way. in whose construction all the
world has been interested, there should
be left subsisting no .cause of (llf(er-
ence which could prevent any other
nation from joining without. reserve
in the "satisfaction the people of the
U. 8. will feel at the completion of' a
work of such grandeur and utility.

In Urging Support of Expendi-
ture on Army, Emperor [s
Credited With Signifi-
cant Remark.

BERLIN, March l.—Emperor Wil-
llam is credited in connection with
the proposed increase in. the peace
footing of the German army with
the remark: “Eighteén thirteen was a
year of sacrifice. Iet 1913 also be mo
for everyone, for the time is scarcely
less critical than 1813.”

The first cost of Germany's increas-
eéd armaments, according to a semi-
official statement today, is to be cov-
ered by an unprecedented general
levy on property. German subjects
thruout the empire are to be called
on to contribute a lump sum in pro-
portion to their possessions. The

|reigning houses, according to an un-

officlal report, are to be asked to sac-
rifice their freedom from taxation, but
persons possessing less than $7500 or
$12,500, according to the decision of
parllament when it deals with the
?ubject, are to be exempt from the
evy.

An estimate of $250,000,000 as the
cost of the change published today is
generally accepted as reliable, 7

The proposal of a general levy igre-
garded as making the German army
increase quite as much a national
sacrifice as is the French extension of
active service in the army from two
to three years.

Other taxation is contemplated in
order to cover the regular annual
charges brought about by the _ in-
crease of the forces.

Emperor Willlam is reported as fa-
voring both the general levy and the
taxation of the princes.

AUSTRIA'S PREPARATION.

WVIENNA, March 2.—(Can. P-reu.)r/

. . TROOPERS
HOGT MEXIGNS

Spirited Brush Reported on
Border Near Douglas—
Four Mexicans Were

Killed.

"EL PASO, Tex., March 2.—(Can.
Press.)—Four American army officers
walking on the American line three
miles from Douglas are reported to
have been fired on by forty regular
Mexican soldiers patrolling the bor-
der out of Agua Prieta, opposite Doug-
las. Sixteen of the negro troopers of
the Ninth rushed to the place of the
firing and a spirited skirmish ensued.

The American soldiers were holding
their position at the international
line when reinforced by two troops of
the Ninth. The Mexicans were rout-
ed. leaving four killed on rthe ficld
and the others straggling tiacu the
brush wounded. It is said that the
American troops became 50 c¢xcized
that they overstepped the boundary
and pursued the Mexicans for some
distance.

The fight caused great anxiety at
Douglas, to which the telegraph lines
are not open today. The townspeople
armed themselves and went to the
boundary, believing: the Mexican svld-
fers were attempting to invage the
U. 8. Within a few minutss hundreds
of citizens were at the plica armed
and ready. Cowboys rushed in fro:s:
nearby ranches.

DIED ON DOORSTEP.

COAL BARONS
" BLED PUBLI

Paid Employes Four Millions
More and Took Thirteen
Millions From Con- °

sumers.

WASHINGTON, March 2.—(Can.
Press.)—Hard coal companies increas-
ed the wages of their employes at the
rate of $4,000,000 a year by the strike
agreement of last May, and increased
the price of anthracite to consumers
$13,450,000, according to a report bas-
ed on an investigation by the bureau
of labor, submitted t6 the house today.

The report submitted by Secretary
Nagel is the result of an investigation
conducted  in response to a house re-
solution asking for the “elements of
cost and profit included in the present
high price of anthracite.”

An average of 26 cents a ton in
wholesale coal prices was discovered
to have been made since the strike
agreement of last May. In spite of
the fact that the workers benefited
about $4,000,000 in increased wages
during the year, the report adds “that
the increases in prices havé Dbeen
as the increases in prices have .been
more than sufficient to compensate
fully those companies whose costs of
production have increased most rapid-
iy during the recent years, and at the
same time have very greatly increas-
ed the profits of those companies, of

‘ducing more deals.
