Some very small portions = of
our front line trenches which have
not yet been reoccupied are kept un-
der our heavy barrage fire.

Bring Down Aviators.

Four avia-
tors and one machine were capiured.
The other machine sank.”

Urges Canadians to, Follow
Example Set by British
Public.

Aun- appeal for greater u'.cx'lﬂcu in
men, money and individual service in
Canada, together with a greater faith
in God, was sounded by Major Rev. C.

W. Gordon (Ralph Connor), of Winni-
peg, in a sermon last night before 4
congregation of several hundred people
in the Timothy Eaton Memorial
Church, 8t.

In his address which lasted nearly
an hour, theé speaker called” Canada to
task for faflure to really appreciate
the seriousness of the war; he aske
that the pleasures of life be elimin-
ated and a whole-soul, whole thought
affort given'to aid the allies in -Canada.

“Faith {s a wonderful thing,” de-
clared Major Cordon, “it is exercised
only 'when the sight gives out.

But no
matter how bright and cheerful ‘they
gre, they are more or less under 2
shadow. Faith is not religious any
more than if is a business. It is one

"of the powers of the soul.

“It is faith which makes men . lay
down their lives for a cause. Faith.
How little we can do without it. ‘The
propoeal of the German chancellor to
sell out the honor of the allies ‘vas
answered by faith.

First-—It will allow all Americsn
passenger ships to proceed thru. th
restricted zone about the British Isle
unbambpered.
- SBeomd—It will allew all
freight ships to proceed thru th:z rg-
stricted zone unmolested provided thay |
ara. not carrying contraband.

Third-—It provides that the United
States Government designate the ships
not carrying contraband, and this
guarantee will obtain immunity to
them while going thru the ‘zubmarine
zone, : .

It proposes, however, to continue {o
sink without warning American or
foreign zhips carrying o cargo of con-
traband.

These propusals will be offered for-
mally to the U. 8. thru Dr. Ritter, the
Swiss minister, when indications nre
given that this government iz willing
to discuss the proposition. The state
derartment has already said, however,
that it will take no notice of any in-
formal proposals. They must be first
made, therefors, thru Dr. Ritter. Yes-
terday Germany merely indicated that
a trap was ready for the U, 8.

If they
are in earnest now is their chance to
work it out; and Conservatives ought
to: bo specially interested,  in-
asmuch as° when the - Trans-
continental and the Grand Trunk
Pacific were up in the house of vom-
mons, they took occasion, time after
time, to declare that they had no con-
fidence in such a road . bullt with
public money and then given to'the
Grand Trunk, but theéir view and their
hope was that it could b& built by the
country and owned by the country, and,
that if that were done=-they, would
gladly support it. Now théy have the
chance to get it; do they proposy’ to
do it? %

Settling the Clay Belt

One more of the advances we are
to owe to the war is to be the settle-
ment in a sensible and reasonable way
of our vacant lands. What prudence
and commonsense should have insisted
upon for years past is now aﬂf’owt to be
undertaken under the compulsion of
necessity, The imperative need of pro-
viding for the returned soldiers is to
bring about the adoption of the sys-
tem we have been ‘advocating for
years, and we duly acknowledge Hon.
Mr, Ferguson’s shrewdness in taking it
up. The principle we laid down was
that it was absurd to ask individuals
to go up into the bush land anmd ex-
pect them to settle down thefe, make
their own clearings, take all the risks
of weather and fire, anti make a suc-
cess of it. A few under exceptional
circumstances have done it, but it is
not possible for the average or for any
but the unusually equipped. The
other chief point is that the bush is a
Hability and not an asset in most
cases.

The plan has been adopted in con-
formity with the first principle of
community settlement. Land is to be
cleared, the soldiers are to receive 80-
acre allotments, ten of which is to be
cleared, and advances up to $500 are
to be made, secured upon the land, for
the purpose of procuring utensils, seed,
stock, etc. This is a businesslike and
patriotic method of settling the north
country, and we trust it wiil be ex-
tended to any settler who desires to
make trial of his fortune in the great
clay Dbelt.

Canadian Pictures of the War

By all verdicts on both sides of the
ocean the Canadian war pictures which
appear for the first time in Canada to-
day at the Regent Theatre, are the
finest presentation of war scenes which
have been secured at the front.

Buying Out the Danes
An offer of $25,000,000 for the Danislh
West Indian possessions has been
made by the United States and ac-
cepted by Denmark after a vote of the
Danes both at home and in the West
Indles. It is not long since equal suf-
frage legislation was adopted by the
Danish Government, and the first op-
portunity that Danish women had to
vote was on this question of the sale
to the United States. The West In-
dian Danish women had the right to
vote the samo as those at home, and
they all voted for the transfer.

The question has now heen raised
whether the United States will permit
these Danish women .to continue {o

will they compel them to revert to the
unenfranchized level of the majority
of American women. In a number of
the states ot thie republic. \wvomen have
the right to vote, Colorado and Idaho
for twenty-oue years, and it would
seem reasonable to expect that tihe
Danes would be allowed to retain all
the rights and privileges they enjoyed
under the Danish monarchy. It would
be rather an anomaly for the Danes
to find themselves less free in a re-
public than under a king.

The matter is not without interest
to Canada, for it hiag already been sug-
gested in London that a closer associa-
tion between Canada and the British
West Indies may be one of the qQues-

ferences after the war. There

AMERICANS MAY STAY
TO CARRY ON RELIEF

Even if United States Enters War,
Someone Must Look After
Suffering Belgians.

Mrs, Arthur Pepler, convener of
Belgian relief, 80 King street \west,
has received the following statement
frqun the central executive at Mont-
reul: o :

“Little can be added to what has
aiready been stated in the press as
to the bearing of the present diplo-
matic position of the United States on
sffairs of the commission for relief in
Belgium. The attitude of the com-
mission is that. reg:.'.rtiless of the
break in diplomatic. cselations, amd
even in the event of the United States
being forced into  Thostilities, work
must continue. The position today is
that men of the commission have been
instructed to remain in Belgium ang,
altho the status of the commission is
somewhat vague, it is probable that
barring the United «States’ participa-
tion in the war a wcy will be found
for continuing work as at present, but
in any event wémay be sure that the
sentiment of the worid and interests
of those concerned will call for con-
tinuance of the service, and that if
Americans have to leave Belgium rep-
resentatives ¢f some other neutral na-
tion will take their placce. In that case
the United States’ position in connec-
tion. with relief work would be the
same as that of England, TFrance,
Canada and so forth.”

The work being carried on by Mrs.
Agar Adamson is in the unconquered
part of Belgium, and, as she has been
asked to enlarge the ‘area under her
supervision, she will require support
even more than heretafore,

COLD DELAYS TRAINS

Drop in Temperature Greatiy
Reduces Motive Power of
the Roads.

The efforts of Terminal Superins
tendent Farrell to concentrate all the
available motive power for the move-
ment ef coal during the week-cnddid
not have much effect, at least untii
aiter 6 o'clock last night. Not a train
of coal arrived durng Sunday, and
only one train was reportad in- the
yards at 8.30 last night. The Crand
Trunk reported. however, that a nun:-
ber were on tlie way, but could not
specify exactly how many. One offi-
cial of the road. stated that on Sat-
urday there were- 20 crews at ¥ort
Erie, and last négm-‘;\,’fmico vards ex-
pected about 11 trairisbefore 7 a.m,
today. One dealer, nhowever, stated
definitely that there were only six
traing of fuel on the way ‘¢ Toronto.

The Grand Trunk officials reperted
ot Saturday morning that for the nre-
cecing 24 hours they had received 53
cars of kard coal, 23 of soft and one
car of coke. This muakes a total of 77
cars of fuel,and is only a little better
then half the number that W. S. Wil
son, G.T.R. superintendent of truns-
portation, arnounced last weels hat
his recad would endeavor to bring to
Toronty daily.

While the present severe weather
greatly increases Liie demanl for fuel
und the discoinfort sutfered hy theso
unable to eblain it, the effect of peé
vailing weather conditions upon the
1ailways must not be cverlocked. The
efficiency of the motive power is re-
duced almost 50 per e¢ent, and *the
gsnow may even temporarily block
traffic entirely. Last night it was re-
ported that ccnditions were mcderat-
ing around Fort Wrie.

Clesing Coal Offices.

Many of the local coal dealers nave
been forced to close their offices in
order to avcid thd tearinl®:ppeals for
fuel. This action ‘has been taken hy
some because they have nn fuel, while
many who have it are so far ahead
with orders that arc bheyond their
abllity to deliver, that the course hae
been taken in order te catch up with
deliveries, which in some cases are
two weeks behind.

The dealers whe had coal were busi-
1y engaged or: Sunday in an effort to
catech up with their orders. Duaring
ihe day the Elias Rogers Co. supblied
between 600 and Tu0 families withh a
totay of 900 tons of fuel. ‘The parlia-
ment buildings, which were entirely
out of fuel, received sH tons of coa.
from the Standard Fuel Co.. which
had two yards open and supplied 100
fainilies,  eaeh  with a tou: D. B.
Jacques of Jacques, Davy & o, said
his company supplied 76 homies. The
piactice of dcling out the supply in
auarter-ton lots has had to ke atar-
Goned, . as it was tound that this
amount lasted nc time and requirid
toc¢ much delivery.

Deposits Made in Penny Bank
Are Higher Than in Previous
: Years. '

A sign of the times in the schocols
is the thrift that not only is being
taught but is being acted on thruout
the . schools in Canada.

JIM RICE FAVORS
FOUR MILE COURSE

Thre Miles, He Says, Places
Premium on Brute Force,
Not Oarsmanship.

Jim Rice of Torento, rowing go.xch of
Columbia University, 18 quoted as fol-
lows concerning rowing distances: i

#ites ne ireason to be set against
rowing three miles instead of four, and
I'm not. But I d¢ think there are some
good arguments against cutting down
the length of the varsity race. In one
of the first years I was at Colurabia
our orew went down to Anapolis to row
the Navy a two-mile rece. The sallor
orew was much Feavier and much more
powerful than ours, and they beat us by
a number of lengths. A few weeks af-
ter that the midshipimen came up tc the
Hudson, and théy rowed us a four-mile
race here. They held their own and
more again for balf the distance, but
towara the end of the mcc we sinply
walked away from tkem and beatl thein
cut with lergths to spare.

The point I'm making is that it is rot
tili the last mile cr mile and a halt that
the finer points of rowing begin to toll,
Then brute force begins to wear out, and
it's the sciemce that wins. The crew
that keeps its form in the last mile o
a stiff four-mile race is the crew that
has the real rowing technique. Now, if
you cut out the fourth mile of the varsity
race you eliminate the very thing which
you ought to develop in all collese ath-
1otes, let elone rowing. Instead of cm-

brute strength.
