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We have lately received a very encouraging letter from 
the Principal of Point Aux Tremble School, stating that our

Hospital, we are now supporting a cot in that Institution.

We have heard also this year several times with pleasure 
from Rev. Norman H. Russell, at Mhow, India. One of our 
teachers (Miss Hodgins) left us this year to be a helpmeet and 
co-worker with Mr. Russell.

Our scholars have again been successful in passing cred­
itably the Higher Religious Instruction Examination, ten 
having received diplomas, one a prize and one a medal.
