OF ALDERMAN MILLIDGE

The St. John Law Sociely met this
morning in the equity court chambers, in
. the Pugsley building, to express its sin-
\ cere regret relative to the death of Alder-
man Millidge.

The president of the society, Dr. Silas
Alward, presided, and after stating to
the members present the object of the
meeting, spoke in a feeling' manner of
the great respect he always held for the
deceaged alderman. He said that Alder-
man Millidge was during life a brilliant
scholar and an’ upright and honorable
gentleman in every respect. He was a
noted classical and literary man, having
received excellent training at the Univer-
sity of New Brunswick and at the Har-
vard Law School. Speaking of the de-
parted alderman’s record as a lawyer, Dr.
Alward said that he had attained pro-
minence as an advisory counsel rather
than as a practitioner at the courts. The
president in referring to the late Thomas
Millidge’s connection with the common
council in this sity, said that as he was
a man of independent means he render-
‘ed valuable assistance to the welfare of
civic affairs and to the community in
general during the past ten years, and
added that by his death St. John had
lost a faithful and important citizen,
whose great desire was to promote the
interests of this city whenever the oppor-
tunity preseypted itself.

SEAPILE, Wn., Jan. 25—A special re-
porter of the Post-Intelligencer wires from
Port Angeles, at 3.30 a. m. that ‘the rescue
ship City of Topeka picked up a life raft
at one o’clock yesterday afvternoon; six
miles off Cape Beals with ‘19 survivors
of the Valencia on board. The men were
in a pitiable ' condition and almost dead
from exposure. The rescued are:

G. D. Harden, passenger; M. Tarpey,
quartermaster; P. - O’Brien, waiter; W.
Raymond, mes§man; W. D. Johnson, coal
passer; J. C. Egales, fireman; C. F. Lee-
man, Frank Lehn, first freight. clerk;
Josgph McCaffery, passenger; J. Welch,
waiter; A. Hawkins, passenger; P. Peter-
son, second officer; J. Poddent, waiter;
John Johnson, third cook; C. L. Allison,
passenger from ‘St. Paul; John - Cigodas,
fireman; Thomas Garrick, first assistant
engineer; G. Willis, passenger; P. Primer,
fireman. i

The condition of the survivors was piti-
able. They were half frozen and practic-
ally unccnscioug from the exposure. The
raft was sighted about 12 o’clock, but ow- |
ing to the thick weather it was supposed
to be nothing but a*log. At last, by the
aid of a powerful glass its true nature was
determined.

A \terrible sea was running; one minute
the raft was poised on top of a wave and
next it"would be lost from wew in the
gully formed by the mountdinous break-
ers. :

The men on their frail support battled
bx:ave] with a pair of oars to reach the
City of Topeka, which, owing to the
dangerous coast, could not run in any
closer. »
closer to them. Within half a mile from
the raft a boat was lowered from the
Topeka in charge of Second Mate Burke,
who with much difficulty succeeded in
making fast'a line to the raft.

* The spectators on ‘the Topeka watched
the struggling of the gallant seamen
preathleasly. One minute they were high
in the air, the next lost to sight. At
last they succeeded in bringing the raft
to the side of “the steamer. The sight of |
the poor creatures on the raft brought |
tears to the eyes of the sailors on the
vessel. On the raft sat an old man with
snow-white hair and pallid features, who
held on bravely to his place. Three other
men were lying in a senseless heap in the
rear, washed by every swell and retained
solely by the bodies of the other men
who were closely packed. Time and time
agyin great seas swept over them, semd-
ing a shndder through the oplopkers, who

feared to see them swépt away. - The work'l’

of rescuing them was dangerous. The meén
were too -exhausted to even tie a ro
about themselves. For.a minute it ]ookzt';
as though the' old man with grey hair
was gone, when the raft gave a sudden
lurch, but the prompt work of Maite
Burke and his men finally got him on
deck. This 'man was no sooner safe when
another fainting form was swept Away,
and was only rescued by quick work on
the part of the boat’s crew. The next
man to be swept from the raft managed
to‘grasp a line and cling to it unmtil he
was hoi§ted half way up the ship’s side,
when his strength gave out and he fell
back. He was picked up by the boat.
The raft put out from the ‘wreck yes-

“The command:to dack her off was
given and she went astern-at full speed,
but it was toe-Jates The water was pour-
ing in like a mill race.

This saved many |
lives, as, she was-then swept back to the
shore, and struck once again in such a
position-that she semained partially above
the water and on:an even keel,

second or two I canght a glimpse of an |

The
waves dashing over the ship swept the
deck loose and every swell ‘lifted it. We
clung to the rigging and ‘deckhouse. Then
an abtempt was made to get a-line ashore.
A fireman named Cigales agreed to swim
ashore. He was in the water fully half an
hour, but was unable to make the beach.
The ship struck in a bad spot. She is
directly at the foot of a precipitous bluff
that comes sheer to the. water’s edge.
One man was swept ashore and succeeded
in landing on a small rock. ‘We shot a
line to Him and he tried to climb-the cliff,
but fell and was killed before our eyes.
“One of the most pitiable incidents was
that of a little boy, about 5 years old.
His father,"mother and two little sisters
put off+in one of the boats. The boat was
capsized and all were drowned. The lit-
tle fellow waded around the deck crying

for his parents. The last I saw of him
he was clinging to the rigging.

“By Wednesday morning the ehip was
rapidly going to pieces.

“In thé morning, another sad calamity
occurred.! About 15 or 20 persons, am-
ong thém one/ or two women, had ‘ taken
refuge’ in the ! foretopmast. They appear-
ed to be in the safest place, as it was re-
moved from the wash of the waves, al-
though the flying epray dached over their
heads. Suddenly, and without warmng,
the maet tottered and fell' with a crash,
carrying its load of ehrieking human
freight to a terrible “death.

some of thie: rémaining women to go Wi
u;" but: they: yefused. N elp eén ’
reach them before mormimg; -and-the ship
will Hhve then gone to pieces. She was
breaking up when we left her; and could
not possibly have held together more than
a few hours. She lies® directly in such a
position @it there is no ‘hope of anyone
reaching shore. If the two boats wh':ch
we saw get away and put to sea are pick-
ed up, their occupants and ourselves will
be the only: ones saved. - _

“Captain Johnson lost his bearings and
fan the ship ashore. It was a d'ark and
stormy night, and nothing gmﬂd be seen.

The level of prices, taking a general
average, has risen fairly steadily, but
among individual stocks there has been
great irregularity, indicating .that spe?sl-
lators by no means have been of one mind
as to the immediate tendency of prices.
In other words, it has been very far from
a market of the sort of 1901 amd 1902,
where the outside public, to use a favorite
phrase, “took the bit in its teeth” un.d
swept away all opposition.

Sment still must be looked for mainly.
The host of professional traders, large
and small, hold the balance of power,
gnd they make up a sufficient force,
whether of buying or selling, to determ-
ine the day-to-day fluotuations. So long
as these are the characteristics of the
speculative situation the market may be
expected to move as it has this week,
and, in fact, as it has pretty much for a
vear past—namely, with no great degree
of upiformity—the prevailing method be-
ing for stocks to advance singly or in
groups rather than for the whole to as-
cend at once. There is always the possi-
bility, however, of the outside interest
inoreasing sufficiently to give the move-
ment a broader character, and, indeed,
signs_are mnot lacking at the close of the
weelk that outside\participation is extend-
ing S0 rapidly that before long it will be~
come the dominating force in the market.

Washington, Jan. 24—~When the smoke
of the liveliest legislative battle of the ses-
eion had cleared in the house today,
Speaker Clannon and his organization were
in complete control and the joint state-
hood programme of, the administration had
been adcpted! - Forty-thred Republican
“insurgents” went down' to defeat, having
voted vainly with the Democrate to gain
control of the rule, the terms of which
are to govern the statehood bill ip its
passage through the house. {

The vote ordering the previous question
on the rule was 192 a“}es and 165 nays.
This clearly “defeated the opposition, the
full strength of whieh was polled, and lit-
tle interest was taken in the vote for the
adoption of the rule, which immediately
followed and ‘was carried by a majority
of thirty.

France and Germany would accept. :

France virtually enuncistes in a modi-
fied form the principle of the Monroe
Doctrine in, Northwest Africa. She has
acquired and holds a position toward
Moroceo that, according to  ‘her view,
makes 71031 political influence with other
powers 'impossible. On the question of
economic equality she saye “yes,” but on
that of political equality she answers
“no.” . .

Germany insists on political equality
with éven more tenacity than she does on
the question of economic equality.

The real struggle, however, is over the
political = future of Morocco. France
would rather withdraw from the confer-
ence than tie up the political destiny of
Morocco by international control. While
this is fiot an suthoritative official utter-
ance, it unmistakably represdnts the feel:
ing of the Frenth delegation. -France re-
fuses to be excluded from what she holds
to be the legitimate expansion of her in-
fluence in Northern Africa. :

The French delegates appear to realize
that the current of the conference -is
[against them because neutral powers such
as the United States Jean toward the idea

ward France's special geographical and
thistorical paramountey.

France, therefore, may strive for a nega-
tive result so far as‘poh'ﬁcal questions go,
accepting fully a commercial equality and |
joining in the effort to reach just econ-|
omic conclusions, but resisting suggestions
for the internationalization of any of the
public services of Morocco.

Germany will press for the internation-
alization of the police. It ;should be |
understood that this question' of police
does mot refer to the ordinary force for
the maintenance of local order, but in the

BIG GAME RETURNS

Increase of 4,000 Shown Over

Last Year---More Resident
Licenses Issued.

The game receipts for tlis province for
the season ended Dec. 31, show an increase
of about $4,000 over last year.

Victonia, B. C.. Jan. 23—The steamer
Valencia, en route from San Francisco
with 94 passenpgers and a crew of 60, went
ashore -at midnight Jast night during a
tHick fog and a large number were drown-
ed when attempting to leave the ship.

The stedmer struck on the rocks against
& high-cliff, and is likely to go to pices at
any time,

One boat's crew weached Cape Beale
at 3 o'clock this afternoon and nine men
got ashore near the telegraph hut, about
fifteen miles from the lighthouse.

Two men- are prisoners on the face of
the clif near where fhe steamer went
ashore and cannot get up the cliff or' re-
tarn to the wreck. The sea will probably
reach them when the tide is high.

The men report some painful ecenes.
One woman dropped her child into the
sea when ‘trying to hand it to her hue
band, who was in ome of the boats.

When the boats left there was a little
boy rupming about the deck crying for
his mothér, who was among the drowned,

Almost certain death faces those left
on the wreck. :

of $6 paid on each case even when the]
ch were undisputed; that the inepec-
‘ofi:l not adiministered the law impar-
tially, and that he was improvidently
using the licemse -~ fund; that in conse-
quence of his actions the salaries of the
commissionérs had ‘not been paid, there
being no fund out of which to pay them.
