Ensued-:-A Terrific Artillery Fire---The Officers
of the Baltic Fleets<Li Hung Chang's Fore:-

At the Russian front, Monday, Oct.
10.—By messenger to Mukhen, Oct.
11:—(Delayed in transmission). The
artillery duel is progressing on ‘the
Russian left, twenty miles southeast
of Mukden, while the fighting at Yen-
tai rages with terrible bitterness.The
Japanese are essaying a counter at~-
tack. The result is in the balance.
Russian reinforcements are coming
up rapidly.

# TERRIFIC BATTLE.

Mukden, Oct. 11:—8 a. m.—(Dglay=-
ed)—The battle commenced this
morning along the line of the rail-
way with a terrific artillery fire on
both sides. The railway line almost
to Yentai is in possession of the Rus-
sians. - The station itself has been
,damaged nearly beyond recognition.
The - weather® is beautiful and the
sound of cannonading is audible a dis-
tance of forty imiles. It is impos-
sible to tell how the day’s fighting
will develop. © The fighting on "Afon-
day . commenced carly in the morn-
ing. A fire of four hour’s duration
forced back the Japanese along al-
most the entire front and opened the
way for an infantry attack. About
noon the The Japanese began to re-
tire. Their flanks and centre were
stubbornly defended and the battle
increased in -intensity, concentrating
about the Yentai coal mines, where
firing continued until darkmess fell.
+As a net result of the days events
the Russian drove in the Japanese
left, while the right clung to its po-
sition but maintained itself only
with difficulty.

Mukden;, Oct. 11.—(Delayed) The
aggressive movement of Gen. Kuro-
patkin’s army is causing the Japan-
ese column on the northeast to with-
draw, concentrating at the Yentai
coal mines. Russian scouting parties
were in contract with the the Japan-
ese Monday evening, and captured
100 head of cattle. The retirement of
the Japanese was so hurried that
they abandoned their field telegraph
and telephone lines. The Russian
soldiers are in the best of spirits and
advance to battle singing.

SILENT BUT BUSY.

Tokio, Oct. 12.—~11 a. m.—Silence
has been preserved at headquarters
concerning the events around Liao
Yang and Mukden. It is popularly
reported that the Russian advance
and attack is welcome news. Here-
tofore -the Japanese have been com-~
pelled to take the aggressive and
openly assault tho strongest works,
The people believe now that the con-
ditions are reversed, the troops will
speedily check the Russians, instanc-
ing ‘Lieut.

OFFICER HURT

Ryan swung around quickly and pull-
ed the officer to the ground; and he
had scarcely regained his feet when
he received a, blow.. on the back of
the neck.

Ryan broke loose and ran up Car-
leton street, but was recaptured near
Union street, and taken to the cen-
tral police station. - On reaching the
guard room Perry noticed for the
first time that when he fell on Car-
leton street he had injured his hand
quite badly.-One of the bones had
teen displaced and he was obliged to
go to Dr. Berryman and have it
dressed.

Ryan’s father said that he called
at the police court several times and
up to ten o‘clock found that no
charge had been recorded against his
boy, | He asked that the case be ad-
jour so that the charge of assault
mighd be investigated.

His honor said that he.had been

very careful to instruct the police
about recording charges against pri-
soners ‘as soon as they were brought
in. This had not always been done.

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RUSSIAN REPORTS ARE

A5 ROSY AS

AT THE FIRST.

They Expect Kuropatkin to Do Great
Work == - Letter From Empress === The
Composition of the Baltic Fleet Which
is to Sail for the Far East.

Tokio, Oct. 11.—7 p. m.—~Tokio to-
night is eagerly, awaiting the tidings
of-the persistently rumored engage-
ment south of Mukden. It is report-
ed that the Russians assuming the
ofiensive crossed the Hun river and
attacked General Kuroki’s forces, cap-
turing a position which the Japan-
ese, strongly reinforced, recapturqd.
and reoccupicd. The “Japanese, it. is
reported have checked the Russian
advance. It is said that the losses
on both sides .awere hesvy. No official
econfirmation of these reports can be
obtained. !

RUSSIANS ESAGER.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 11.-5.11 p. m
—No official news was received from
the front as to what is happening
to-day, but a’portion of Gen. Kuro-
patkin’s despatch dated ‘last might

given to the public showed that his_

steadily pushing forward
and that the Japanese werc grad-
uwally withdrawing their .outposts
which were only a cannon shot di%-
tant. There have been almost con-
stant artillery skirmishes which at
any moment ‘may develop into a bat-
tle.

A flood of telegrams is being sent
to Kuropatkin from all parts of Rus-
sia, congratulating him on the as-
sumption of the offensive.

RUSSIAN ADUANCE.

Mukden, Oct. 11.—A Russian cor-
respondent of the Associated Press
describing incidents of the Russian
advance tells of a frightfyl dust
storm, the worst of the season in
Manchuria, which raged on Sunday.
It was at its height while a batal-
lion of the Pekoflf regiment with guns
attacked a Japanese force posted
in a village east of the railroad and
south of the Shakhe river, and drove
out the Japanese after a stubborn
resistance. Clouds of dust blinded
~the combatants, and it was impos-
.sibla to aim. The fingers of the sol-
diers were numb with cold and a
strong wind blew the shells beyond
the mark. The Japanese got away
in good order, carrying off the killed
and wounded. The railroad is clear
and nc damage so far as the Shakhe
river. The correspondent repeats the
statement that Liao Yang is practic-
ally clear of Japanese troops, In-

Mukden Oct. 11.—-7:45 p. m.—A

iget back home. None of them; how-
'ever, Has any idea of going home ex-
icept, as, victors. We have enough
‘troops and the one determination of
officers and men is to wipe out the
Japanese.”’

RUSSIAN FLEET.

Paris, Oct. 12—The Echo De Paris

St. Petersburg correspondent, learns
from what he believes to be a reli-
able source, the final composition of
the new fleet, which is to sail from
the Baltic for the Far BEast and
which is as follows: The battleships
Oslabia, Sissoi, Veliky, Navarin,
Borodino, Alexander III, Orel and
Prince Souvaroff, the cruisers Almaz,
Zemtchug, Izuymrud, Admiral Nikhin-
off, Dmitri Donskoi, Oleg, Aurora and
Svetlana, nine destroyers and ten big
transports. .

Government Reports Contradict

the Idea That Education is Soon |

Forgotten.

Washindton, Oct. 11—The idea that the
educated Indian usually takes a relapse
to savaglery after leaving the influence of
the government school is not at all
borne out by the recent ual report of
the superintendent of Indian schools,
Miss Estelle Reei. At most of the large
schools the career of the pupils alter
leaving school is closely watched and re-
ports are received from time to time.

These reports show, according to Miss
Reel, that the student whao has returned
to his people is endeavoring to make
worthy use of the education he has re-
ceived.

The instances of useful and successful
Yives léd by the Indians who have had
the advantage of school training are
numerous, many being expert mechanics,
carpenters, shoemakers, blacksmiths and
the like. o

The career of Thomas W. Alverd, of
the Shawnee Indians of Oklahoma, is cit-
ed as one instance in which tHe educa-
tion of the government was profitably
given. As teacher, surveyor, farmer and
department clerk, he has had much in-
fluence for good on his tribe. He was
graduated from Hampton a number of
years ago and his son, also a graduate
of the institution, took a ppst gfaduate
course in agriculture this year.

The mayor of Pender, Nebraska, ia
Thomas L. Sloan, a Hampton graduate.
He is a lawyer of prominence, having
been recently admitted tq tices before
the United States Supreme Court.

The superintendent of the Carlisle In-
dian school, in Pennsylvania, says of the
students of that institution:

‘“They are to be found in every capac~
ity., as teachers, clerks, trained nurses,
housekeepers, dressmakers, farmers and
stockraisers, two as inspectors of cars
on: the railroads, some as section bosses
and hands in railroad repair shops and
other mechanical establishments, and as
enlisted men in the army and navy,

““One is in the real estate busimess in
Oklahoma and is vice president of a bank
there. Amnother is bookkeeper in' one of
the large banks of Pittsb , Pa. Quite
a number are living on their allotments.
There were 100 of our graduates and
non-graduates engaged in the Indian

in 1902, filling positions
as teacher, clerk, gfarmer, %lackamith,
etc.”’

The Big Horn irrigating canal on the
Crow reservation, Montana, has been
built by Indian labor. The work has fur-
nished the Indians remunerative labor,
taught them how to work and shown
them the necessity of having better hor-
wes. Thé Mogquis at Keams Canyogn, Ari-
zona, are all industrious. Their earnings
last year exceeded $8,000, and seven suc-
cessful stores have heen started by young
m%n oNf' theMtri?e.

n New Mexico forty-two young - men
from the Indian schgol ag’ Saﬁta Fo
worked last year on the Santa Fe Cen-
tral Raflway. The Mescalero Apaches
last year clipped 15,500 pounds of wool
from their flocks, receiving 18 cents a

pound.

The 2,000 Indians on the Oneida reser-
vation are practically self-supporting.
The Indians of the northwest and the Pa-
cific coast suppcrt themselves by work-
ing in the canning factories and the hop
fields. These are merely a few instances
taken by Miss Reel at random from dif-
ferent sections to show that Indians all
over the country are beginmning to help
themselves, and, departing from the ways
of the ablorigine in idleness, feathers and
warpaint, are becoming industrions and
self-supporting citizens.

President McLean tells
of Forward Work:New
Field Secretary Speaks:»
The Committees Nam-
ed::Disiting Workers
Speak.

Woodstock, N. B., Oct. 12.—(Spec-
ial)—The twenticth annual provincial
convention of the N. B. S. S. Asso-
ciation met in the Reformed
Baptist Church, last evening.
