The House should legislate for the Province at
large,and not for particular intercsts at the expense
of the others ; and such duties as would be found
sufficient for the purposes of a Revenue, would be
the wisest and safest to adopt. It was obvious
from the whole tenor of the dispatch so often refer.
red to, that all articles of a similar description must
be in future subject to the same duties whenever
theywere imported from the States or England. Any
duties imposed for the purposes of protection were
unjust as they laid restrictions on the general trade
of the country, to assist persons who, in their turn
could not be mueh benefited, while the country at
large way left to suffer under an unjust and partial
system. Here the hon. member enumerated seve-
ral articles which had been extravagantly protect-
ed during the past year, such us Hats, Chairs, and
Clocks, the effect on the latter articles beingz the
inducement for persons to smuggle them by hun-
dreds into the Province. He thought that with
Tew objections a scale of 4 per cent would be the
best and safest to gdopt, as it would be sufficient
for the purpose, and not so high 2s to induce smug-.

SixguLArR AND MELANCHDLY ACCIDENT 31§
New York.—A most melancholy and hruart
rending accident occurred iu this city last eve- |
ning, at the foundry and blacksmith shop of |
Mr. Edward Duvall, No. 102 Charlton-street. |
The facts, so far as we could ascertain them,
are these ; Mr. Basterman, keeper of the Light
House nt Sandy Hook, has been in the habit
for some time pust of raking the bay around
the Hook for old iron, &c. which he brought
to the city and solil to Mr. Duvall. On Satur-
day last; a load was brought to Duvall’s shop
by Mr. Basterman, among which was a bomb-
shell or petard, nbout 16 inches in length and
10 in diameter, which Mr.-B. had raked up a
few days betore.  Yesterday while Mr. Du-
vall was removing the bomb from his shop to
the side-walk for the purpose of weighing it,
he discovered that it contained powder, aud on
taking a hammer and striking it for the purpcse
of getting the powier out, it exploded and in-
stantly killed &lr. Duvall, the owner of the
shop, Mr. Aaron U. Price, muster mason of 79
Thompson-street, Robiert Broderick, of the
corner of Hudson and King-streets, and so -
jured a boy, whose name we could not leain,
that he diod in a few hours. The horse of
Mr. Price, from which that gentleman had just
dismounted, was also instantly killed, The
windows in the neighborhood were very much
shattered by the explosion, and n piece ol the
