He intimated that this was an attempt to oust
the Government, that the leaders of the oppo-
sition might take their places,—that, were it
effected, Mr. Ritchie would be the leader, and
that he placed much more confidence in the pre-
sent leader, Mr. Street, than he could place in
Mr. Ritchie.

Mr. Ryax said he should not be governed by
any personal motives. He was in favour of
Responsible Government; which the present
Executive would not carry out. They had pro-
| mised once, and failed, consequently he had no
! confidence in them.

f Dr. Gorpox said he was disposed to give the

Government a fair trial. After the return of
Mr. Street, if they would carry into effect the
measures recommended in the Speech, he should
support them; if not, he would then oppose
them.

Mr, Jonxsrox said he had listened to several
specches successively in support of the Govern-
inent, but he rose to oppose them. He regretted
that he had to do so,—he was extremely sorry
that he folt himself called upon to oppose a Go-
vernment of which his hon. colleague, Mr. Strect,
was the leader. It had been said that the motion
was premature, but he. would urge as one sound
reason why it was not so, that if they had await-
ed Mr. Street’s return, the resolution would have
involved him ip its results, but now it did not.—
He was rejoiced to have this opportunity to ex-
press his political sentiments. Had he any per-
sonal feelings in the matter, they were the other
way ; but he was determined to do whatever he
considered right however it might affect himself,
Were he to consult the best method to sit-in that
House four years and secure his return, he would
not have offered any opposition to the Govern-
ment until the last year of the House ; but he
would be governed by no such motives. If the
Government should be defeated. and the House
dissolved. he was willing to meet his constituents,
and tell them he had redeemed his pledge : if
the Gavernment should be sustained, they wou d
know who was who, and what they would have
to expect, and he for one would not go for a fac-
tious opposition. There was one thing certain,
at all events: if the measures promised by the
Exceutive were carried out, it would be by the
force of the opposition, (hear hear.) He would
now proceed to notice what had been said by
eertain hon. members who supported the Govern-
ment. He was but a new member, not much
acquainted with parlimentary terms and similies;
he was not certain whether « fighting-cock” and
« bantling"’ were parli 'y expressions ; but
he supposed it was the same there as elsewhere
—men chose theicsimilies from things they were
familiar with in their employment, or from such
things as accorded with their taste: (laughter).
Then again, the same hon. member had depre-
cated long speeches as lawyer like, and asserted
that the public time would be wasted in talk so
long as people continued to send lawyers there.
He did not question the hon. member’s sincerity
in the least,—he had no doubt he would gladly
support a bill to exclude lawvers from the house ;
{ for all barristers were nt lawyers, and the hon,
member thought, perhaps, that were there such
a law extant, he could get a certificate trom the
court that he did not come under its provisions :
(grest laughter).

Did the hon. member from Restigouche, and
the hon. member of the Government, (Mr. Ran-
kin) know the dangerous ground they were trad-
ing upon yesterday, when they charged the op-
position with being actusted solely by a desire to
obtain office? Did the hon. member of the Go-
vernment know, when he read his speech, deli-
berately written, the unjust tauat, that situations
in the Executive Council had been hawked about
St John ! (Hon. Mr. Partelow,—prove it; name,
name !) he could do so, but should not st present ;
it was a fact, however, that could not be denied.
They would hear more about it before the debate

{ he was lighted at the wrong end ; (roars of‘

recting emigrants here, he told them to stay i
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was over. There was one thing re .able in ‘
the hon. Sceretary’s defence ; it was the first |
time, he believed, that hon. gentleman was known
to make a speech without statisties before him.
The hon. member from Westmorland, when
defending the Government. was driven to com-
ment upon their individual character. He had
stated that Mr. Strect was an honest man. He
(Mr. Johnston) really believed he was an honest
man, and therefore hie was very sorry tv sce him
where he was, for he believed he was just step-
i ping into trouble.
l The opening Speech of last year was just as
good as the Speech of this year, but it was not
| carried out. What guarantee had they, then,
| that it would be any better this year 7 Was the
| Government a proper ong—did it possess the
confidence of the people—up to the time Mr.
Street joined them ! No: it was therefore like
an old ship, every timber of which was rotten,
putting to sea with a new figure-head. If the
Government did not possess the confidence of the
people previous to the late appointment, how
could the appointment of ope man make so much
{ ditference, though he bLe an honest man !

He (Mr. Johuston) did not altogether agree
with Mr. Street in poiities : the bon. Gentieman
had. last year, opposed the reduction of saiaries
and his hon. friend (hon. Mr. Raukin} actually
resigned because his colleagues proposed a re-
trenchment measure, styling it a breach of public
faith. He had no doubt bnt it was in consequence
of the opinion of these Genticmen that it was a
fact which could not he controverted, that two
members of the prescut government were opposed
to the reduction of salaries.  Again, Mr. Street
had charged the government last year with being
politically dishonest ; and what change bad come
over them that they should be honest this year !
If the other members of the government were
| dishonest—if they were unworthy of confidence
before Mr. Strect joined them, and his advent
had made them honest and deserving of confi-
dence, then was the Government, and the
others ciphers.  But they might prove obstruc-
tives, and he would repeat, that if this govern-
ment carry out such measures as the country
required, it would be in consequence of the oppo-
sition forcing them on : (Hear, hear). He had
been returned to support the principles he had
this day enunciated, and if, when he returned to
his constituents, they should reject him, he would
be enabled to s «it 15 you that have changed,
and not I He considered it.the dgty of the
Government not only to carry out they wishes of
the people, but to lead the way. Hplding and
publicly avowing these opinions, belhad been
retarned wiumphantly, having polled 852 votes
out of 1300, although the wealth and influence
of his hon. colleague on his right whs at first
arrayed against him, and only withdr,wn when
it was evident he was going in.

Mu, Borsrorn considered this a very import-
ant question, and they must all answer to their
constituents for their votes. He had made no
pledges at the hvstings.to support the Govern-
ment, whatever others might have done. He
had told themn that if the Government brought
down measures he considered suitable for the
country he would support them; otherwise he
would oppose them ; he was therefore indepen-
dent. Those who stood pledged should obscrve
their pledge: he gave both parties credit for sin-
cerity, For his own part he should not take the
ipsi dixit of any man or any party, but should
act independently of all, He should now con-
sider what measures were enunciated in the
Speech. There was Railways, an improved sys-
tem of Education, the Initiation of Money Votes,
and Municipal Corporations. These were satis-
factory, and he would give the Government his
support in carrying them out. But he would
now give them to understand that merely cnun-
ciating their measures would not do—that would
not satisfy the people; they must art, or they
should meet with his determined opposition.
There was one important matter omitted in the
Sy@ech, viz: the reduction of salaties. That
was considered secondary by some, Hut his con-
stituents considered it of the first impértance ; he
would now, therefore give notice thgt, while he
found enouzh good measures recommended in
the Speech to warrant him in givingthe Govern-
ment a fair trial, yet, unless they ‘come down
with a bill for the reduction of salaries, after Mr.
Street’s return, he would then oppoée them.

Mnr. ‘Wirristox said he was not pledged to
oppose the Government, but he was sent to watch
thcm, and to assist in cariying out gac: £70s
the good of the country. He thoughtthe people
of his county found morc fault with the late
House than with the Government ; however. he
came in without any show of hostility towards
him, and was resolved to show fair play. A new
leader had been appointed, who was not there to
defend his views: the Government could not
defend themselves : (** Hear, hear” from the op-
position). He meant the leader of the Govern-

ment. He did not think they oughtto passa
vote of want of confidence during his absence. —
Who ever heard of the House of Commons pas-
sing a vote of confidence in the Government,
while the leader of that Government the Attor-
ney General of England, was away in the coun-
try seeking for a scat? (Roars of laughter). He
was astonished at the opposition. There were
‘ nearly forty members present, and the common
| object apparently, was to divide the loaves and
| fishes: (laughter). He was in faveur of the
reduction of Salaries. As for the fisheries, he
had been sent there particularly to represent that
interest ; the American fishermen drew a bounty.
and our fishermen could not compete with them.
He did not think the Government should come
down to the House and ask them to yield up the
initiation of money votes—one ot tl.: dearest
privileges of the people. If the House wished
to give up the power, it was for them to say so.
‘The hon. mover had attacked the memlers of the
Government so rabidly that he had nearly torn
their buttons off with his fangs. He (Mr. W.)
could look upon the St. John Members as noth-
ing better than a set of democrats.

Mr. HanxingToN said, that when looking
round the House, although he missed some
great business men, yet, wien he saw the tal-
ent, the pracucal knowledge and indusiry now
arraved on the benches, he feit gratified 10
know that whatever was the result of the debate,
whether the amendment was carried or not. the
country would be safe. ‘There was much ex-
citement, much desire to do the public business
of the country, much struggling for office ; but
good would come out of it.  The debate had
been conducted with great arder and propriety ;
it was true there had been a small conflict be-
tween the learned member for Resugouche
(Mr. Barberie) and the learned member for St.
John (Mr. Needham). Lawyers usually cut
others, not themselves ; and 1t was well to find
them clipping each other. The lvarned mem-
ber from St. John (Mr. Gray), had said that
there was a trial between principle and selfish-
ness ; but members should apply that golden
rule “do unto others as we would they should
do unto us,” and not attribute motives to others
that they would dislike themselves. e (Mr.
H.) had resigned his situation, and would not
accept one again on any consideration ; and he
would not charge those who were out with a
Gesire to get in, nor those who were in with a
desire to remain 8o, merely for the sake of the
emoluments ; but give each party credit for
supposing that they could perform the duties
most to the benefit and satisfa:tion of the coun-
try. He should not attempt to follow the legal
members through all their specclies; he was a
plain man. and feit himself unable to do s0.—
The hon. and learned member from St. John,
(Mr. Ruchie.) in s eloquent specch had stated
that he (Mr. H.) had pledged himself on the
hustings, in Westmorland, at :he last election,
that if the people would eiect him, he would
resign his seat in the Executive. [Ie would
explain to the House what happened : A portion
of the people of WVestmorland, some of them his
warmest and oldest friends, faltered in their
support under the withering ' falsehoods circu-
lated in the County. All sorts of stories had
gone forth, of the strangest character. Some
of the newspapers of St. John had been eircu-
lated in that County, charging him, under ano-
nymous signaiures, with what had happened
years before he was born. Among many other
thinge, he had been charged with squandering
the public money on King's College, slthough
that Institution had been endowed years before

he was in the Legislatore, ‘They hud also
charged him with supporting the grants for the
Bridge Company and the \Water Company in
St John, although the first grant was not pass-
ed by the Legislature, but by the Executive
Government, before the Casual and Terntorial
Revenues were yielded up to the Province, and
the other he had opposed ia the House. He
had been charged with doing what he did not,
and leaving undon® what he had done, and that
his own emolumerts of office were three fines
as much as they really were; but they would
not condemnn him unheard ; he hid met then at
the hustings, and had given them the plain
triuth, and alter a full explunation, had the sat-
isfuction of again being returned.  In resigning
his seat 1n Council he went further than he had

1 {Mr. Ho) bad daid bis bands, was th

pledged: but he knew that he could be more |

useful to his constituenis out than in, and every
pledge he made, he meant now to fulfil,—one
word, and one only, did he regret. 1o nnswer
to aquestion respecting the Bye Roads, he, hov-
ing as he supposed the best authority, stated
that the Government had no intention of with-
holding the Wairants 3 he could not tell whe-
ther it had any effect or not, but, deeply as he
might have felta defeat, he would not, for ins
clection, or for any thing else, haye made that
assertion could he have thought it pussible that
those Warsants wou!d have been withdrawn.—
He (Mr. I1) was afterwards prevented from at-
tending the Council, when the order was made,
but it was the act of a Government to which he
belonged, and he of course was responsible for
it. I reference to what had been suid about
the late Attorney General, My, Wilinot, he (Mr.
L) contended that he i1s now where he had a
right to be ; whatever might be said, he was a
good man for his country.  The only thing that
took from the pleasure he (Mr. H.) bad in see~
ing him there, was the outrageous munner in
which e had been appointed by Barl Grey,
without consulting the Government of the Pro-
vince. In 1248 a coalition Government was
formed, and he (Mr. 11.) was iovited 1o tuke a
seat in the Government; afier t1aking some
months to consider the proposition, he accepted,
but hie found it a gituation of great difficulty and
Inbour, and also that it lessened his usefulness
in this House, Last year, ¢n leaving the House,
he had folly made up his mnnd to retire, and
the only thing which prevented him doing so
Jjust then, was that honest pride which all men
should teel, which prevented Lim from going
out before the election, lest men should say he
deserted his colleagues to eecure his returp —
tlis faniily only knew it was his intention to re-
sign ; at the hustings he told his constituents,
men of whom he was proud —yes, prouder than
of any thing else on earth except those house-
hold gods whown kind Heaven had given him—
(s faouly)—that 1f 1t was their wish, he would
resign his place in Council, and if he did, he
pledged himself not again to mix himself up
with any Government—nor wonld he. e
pledged himseif to vote for measures. not men.
Surely the hon. member (Mr. Ritchie) did not
wish to imply that he hud said he would oppose
the Government , right or wrong. Noj; he would
die at his post before he would vote to condemn
the late Government, with whom he had acted,
for acte in wh:ch he hud taken a purt, and who
he had found quite as anxious to reduce the
expenses aud advance the interests of the coun-
try, as the hon. member from St. John, or any
one else he had seen, and who had done all
that could be done to surmount the difficultics
with which they were surrounded, inaiding
retrenchment and the progressive movements
of the country.

He would now, in reply to the hon, mover of
the amencment, exnmine the conduct of the
Government from the time he juined it. In re-
ference to Education, he found on entering the
Government. a Normal School established, un-
der an act which passed in 1847, That act had
passed against his wish, he having voted against
it. . T'hat School had cost the Province a great
deal of money. A teacher had been brought
out from England, a School house had been
bwilt in Fredericton, and the Government had
taken forcible possession of the old gaol and
gonverted it into a residence for the teacher,
before the existence of the Government of 1848,
The law under which this School sysiem was
€3t und to expire i 1850,
The School did not answer expectations, and
a bill was introduced last Session toabolish the
School in Fredericton, to retain the one in St.
John, and to appoint one Inspector of Schools
in each County. T'he first section of that Bill
had been negatived by the House. The re-
mainder passed, which was simply a re-enact-
ment of the law of 1847. As to taxing the peo-
ple for the support of Comme n Schools, he (Mr.
H.) had always been opposed to it. ftanght
do weil for hon. members, living in a Ciy, to
tatk of direct tuxation, but let hun go among
the country people, who, with the greatest
difficulty, obtain money enough to purchase
the necessary articles, and he would find them
bitterly opposed to it: and he (Mr. H.} had
and would resist it,

1u reply to what had been said about Railways, al-
though he (Mr. H.) was i favour of the Shediac Rail-
way Bill, the whole country was not in favor of it then.
He remembered well the hon. member for Queen's
(Mr. Earle) coming into the House one morning when
that Bill was under discussion, and saying he had not
slept all night, he was so mych afraid lest the members
from Charlotte, Westmurland, and St Johu would form
an unholy alliance. and pass all their, Railway Bills,
aund the House refused to pass it. No Government
could have carried it. -

I reference to Salaries, he was now and always bad
heen in favour of retreachment.  Men in this Province
had (o labour hard to obtain a bare maiutenance for
themselves and families, and while they saw public
officers living in luxury, rolling about in their carriages,
t created in the minds of jyoung men of education,
ienergy, industry and ability, a distaste for labor, and
100 many of them notoriously became aspirants for of-
fice. Bring down the Salaries and the evil would
cease. In 1319, the late Atworney General gave it as
his opinion in this House, that the Salaries of Public
Officers on the Civil List Establishment could only be
reduced by Bill in perspective, and that it was uncon-
stitutionai 1o pass & Bill to reduce the Salaries of pre-
sent incumbents. A Bill to reduce the Salaries of the
Judges and the Master of the Rolls and the Clerk of
the Pleas in perspective had passed. Had it been
thrown out, the Salaries now paid the Chief Justice and
one of the Puisue Judges would not have been reduced.
The only ofiicials 1 this Province whose Salaries ex-
ceeded £600 a year, were the Judges, the Master of
the Rolls, rk of the Pleas, the Governor and the
Surveyor General. Al other Salaries were within the
control of the House. I consequence of the passing
of that Bill, the Salaries now paid to the Chief Justice
and Judge Wilmor, effected a saving to the Province
of between £300 and £100, which, although but small,
was a good begiuning. He considered Mr. Wilmot
one of the first men in this country, and he was now
serviug on the Bench with a Salary of ,Uil) a year,
whereas Judges’ Salaries were previously £750. The
fact of this reduction having laken place, was one
which the British Governmeut could not resist, as it
would be taken as a precedent, and must lead to the
reduction of the Salaries of the kxn'senl incumbents, as
well Judges as every one else. While he (Mr. H ) was
in the Government, ie was always for the reduction of
Salaries, but could not effect his wishes. He would
have resigned, but felt that he could uot leave kis col-
leagues with houor, as they also were labouring for the
redvctiors.

Now for the delay he was acused of,—Last year, un
the Tth of March, Mr. Wark moved that the House
should go into Committee of the whole on the State of
the Province. A series of resolutions relative to trade
were moved, to which other resolutions were moved
as an amendment. The matter was discussed from
time to thne, and although Government had a sett of
Resolutions prepared, they could not move them until
thase on the Chairman’s hands had been disposed of.
On the 1hh of April, after the passing of ihe other Re-
solutions, the Government moved the reductions, and
they were carried. Those Bills were then sent to the
Legislative Council, where they werelost. ‘They had
been agreed to in Council long before they were mov-
ed in this House. Itis true they were sent up late in
the Session to the Legislative Couneil, but that was
not the fault of the Guvernment ; they could not avoid
the discussion being prolonged, nor resist the hearing
of the Master of the Rolls against the Resolutions;
but although the measure did not pass last Session, it
must come ; the Government were involved in it ; the
Peonle are determined 1o have it ; Justice requires it ;
and no Government could stand who should dare to
resist or evade it. i

The learned member from St. John (Mr. Ritchie)
was a Lawyer, and had laid hold upon the weakest
points in the case of the Government ; but those who
looked for perfection in any Government, must neces-
sarily be disappointed. Among other remarks in the
learned member's speech, he had slluded 1o him (Mr.
Hanuington) as assissing the Crowa Lawgers in tne
consolidation of the Laws. This accusation, if such'it
was, -had lin'e point.. The oaly Bl upon which he”
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He had, it 18 true, brought ap a variety of
Bills that were just expinug, but the hon. member's
professivnal jealousy need not be alarmed. Beyond
this, the drudgery of Legislution, he never felt disposed
to take up ** Blackstone, ' at the expense of dropping
whe plough,

Lo nllusion 10 the critical position of himself
(Mr. Hanington) at the late Election, the
learned member had used the words, “and Felix
tembled.” It was not a characteristic of his,
(Mr. Haningron's) to * tremble” in any poaition
of danger to which he might be brought in the
performance of his duty; for he felt no fear
where he had no guili.  The learned member
had commenced quoting, and appeared 1o be
conversant with seripture, 1t was a pity that he
had not given the wbole of the pussage from
which he imd made his selection, There he
would have found that a heathen Governor had
declared that ** it was not the enstom of the Ro-
mans to condemn uny man unheard: and when
the learned member (Mr. Ruchie) reads the
scriptures agan, let hin remember and respect
the Great Alglo Saxon principle of ““ fair play,”
which had many years before animated the
breast of the Roman governor, who was a hea-
then, and feared not God nor regarded man
‘T'hese observations he would apply to the pre-
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sent case of the learned Attorney Gereral, who !

in consequence of the aggressive despatch of
Farl Grey, was now sent back to his constituents
for re-election.  That gentleman would be re-
turned by the people and would shortly 1ake his
seat in that Hon. House, and surely it was too
s0on 10 pass sentence on a Government of which
he was the head, previons to lus being permitted
to defend himself. “I'his would not consist with
the Roman Law, which would not * condemn
any man unheard” Tlis was not the Govern-
ment which he (Mr H.) had left, nor did he feel
bimselt in the least connected withat, Mr, Wil-
mot was the leader in the House, and of the Go-
vernment which he lefi 5 but Mr. Street was the
leader of this; and although he {Mr. I1.) consi-
dered thewhole of Mr.Street's political life had
been in error,and slthough he had always oppo-
sed the government to which he (MrH.) had be.
longed, yet he would not condemn him unheard.
1 will ask i on his return to this House ”
(continned the hon. member,) * whether he con-
siders the corrupt part of the Governaent oul
or in ;=-[hear ! hear! ironically, from the opposi-
tion] —¢* whether he yet thinks the reduction of
snlaties a public robbery—and if his answers
should prove him averse to reform, and retrench-
ment, ag God is my Judge, I'll oppose him,
or any Government of which he may be the
leader.” [Hear, hear, from the opposition ]

Liberal measures, though sure to prevail,
must yet be adopted, by degrees, and in accord-
ance4woith, but not before the wishes of the peo-
ple. In 1842 there was a strong instance of
premature advancing upon public opinion, and
what was the consequence? \Why not one
member was returned at the next Election, who
had the temerity to plead for the great reforins
then promulgated by Sir William Colebrooke.
Some of these measures, jucluding the School
Act, Mumcipal Corporations, and a Board of
Works, mus: yet be brought under considera-
tion ; but the generai will of the people must be
consulted, nor must the members from St. John
expect that tbe whole Province is to be inade
subservient to their particular interests, as they
did at the period above alluded to; for when
the Government proposed to raise a sum of
£500,000, with intent of being laid out in works
of general interest to the country, they modesily
required it for building a dry dock in'the City of
St. John. In the mean-time the poor of the
country were to live as they best could !

Another learned member (Mr. Needham) had
asserted that the Acts of the late Government
wese worse than the potato-rot, or the Weevil
in the wheat, and that it was in this light that
it was regarded thronghont the country. It was
easy lo make such assertions, but those who
knew the many instances of heart-rending mnis-
ery experienced by the poor in conscquence of
the failure of the crops, would not easily sport
with such a painful subject. The people might
in many iostances be indifferent, in matters
which extended no farther than mere theories
or opinions ; but when pain and poverty wade
their appeal —when the tears of the women and
the cries of the children supplicated for help in
the hour of starvation, then indeed the sympa-
thies of the people were never wrong and were
never wanting. Suffering under the dreadfu!
scourge which had been so lightly alluded to,
he (Mr. H.) had heard the implioring appeals of
the poor and destitute at that period ; and never
before had he lamented so keenly the absence
of that weaith which would have enabled him
to relieve his suffering fellow creatures. Tiiey
looked to the Merchants, but the merchants had
not the means to relieve them.  They looked
for a supply from the United States, but :here
was nothing to send there wherewith to make
a purchase, and famine and midery extended
through a great portion of the Piovince, Let
then the learned member who had epoken so
hastily, think of the number who-at that period
were suffering the pangs of hunger, and never
again draw a comparison between the woes of
famine and the Acts of the Government.

With respect to the Fisheries, the Govern-
ment had done the most which was permitted
by their circumstances, They had sent a gen-
tieman to examine and report upon their impor-
tance, and to give such other nformstion as
could be collected for the occasion ; but he (Mr.
H.) had a que<tion to put to the learned member
from St. John (Mr. Ritchie.) Inthe event of his
succeeding in demolishing the present govern-
ment, and getting for himself the office of Aty
General—what would ke do with the Fisheries ?
Our Bays are crowced with Americans who get
a high protective duty on their labour, winle ours
get none.  We cannot make our people forsake
their farms and lumber, and turn Fishermen.—
All that could be attemnpted had been done al-
ready ; a Bounty Bill had been passed for the
benefit of the fishermen, but it was lost in ano-
ther branch of the Logislature, and the govern-
ment had done all in their power.

With regard to Agriculture, it was not un-
natural that the learned member from St. John
should consider lus judgment very competent;
but it that learned member had, as he (Mr. Han-
nington) had done, gone on a new Farm, and
turned the unproductive wilderness into a fruit-
ful field, then the hon. member would have
learned that hard labour could do on a farm
what is beyond the power of Legislation, al-
thou sh much benefit might be derived from pro-
per legislative enactments.

W ith respect to Professor Johnston's Report,
he would confess that his faith was never very
strong in its correctness. The Government had
in thia instance been hurried by the House of
A bly; and Dr.Joh having an engage-
mentin the United States, went away, and left
the work unfinished. Under these circumstan-
ces the Governiment was forced to wait for the
two last chapters ; and when they came, the
House was on the point of rising, consequently
to furnish the Report at tiat time was imposible,

As a member ofthe Government, he (4r. H.)
could never have been deemed indifferent to the
support of Agriculture. He was the first fol-
lower of the plough who had ever entered the
Executive Council, and in the same occupation
he remained to the preseunt day.

With regard to the question of Initiation, the
great point was, at what period would the people
have placed 1t i the hands of the Executive,
would they have done so, forty, or thirty, or even
eight yearsago? To this preposition the coun-
try even at the latest period named, had respond-
cd No! but as voung men grew up in the Pro-
vince, and as political intelligence Lbecame more
generslly diffused, a more liberal spirit wag be-
coming predow inant, and what wouid receive
the sanction of the country now, would, eight
years ago, have been most indignantly rejected.
In 46 he (Mr. H.) had voted against the Initia-
tion of Money Grants being surrendered to the
Government ; his only reason at that time,being,
that his constituents would-not allow:zit. ‘I'ne
House should represent the present wishes of
the country, but never go too far in advance of
public opinion; for in such a case there would
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ever Le a reaction, and the vital energy of the
lovers of reform would only be wasted, while
ihe cause of reform itself, would, instead of ad-
vancing, be rctarded. So unpopular indeed had
the Iniliating measure until a late period been
in the couniry, that he (Mr. H.) had seen the
Speaker of the House encavouring to keep a
wersage tending in that direction, off the Jour~
nals ; and even 'n the Jast Session,had the House
refused to give up this power, how could the
Executive have presumed to take it 2

Whoever is in the Government must feel his way both
in the House and the country ; and the learned ‘mem-
ber from St. Johu (Mr. Ritchie) should he get in, will
find it <o, and that it is mueh easier to cavil at what has
been done, than to please every one, with what are
called popular measures. He will also find that the
government must act cautiously, and unanimously, ex-
cept where questions of minor importance may be left
open. He believed it was the hon. member from Nor-
thumberland (Mr. Johnson) who had said that the re-
foge of the rejected members of this House, was in the
Legislative Cooneil.  This was not the case. No one
who had lost his election had been nppoinlcd ; and the
late hon. member for Carleton, (Mr. Connell) to whom
the observation was applied, authorized him (Mr. Han-
nington) to state that he had not vacated his seat in
that House, until requested so to do by a requisition
emanating from a large and influcntial body of his con-
stituents, That gentleman was not, therefore, as stated,
removed by any plot or plan of the Government, but
by the action of his own constituents, the bone and
marrow of the County of Carleton, who bad the satis-
faction of knowing that their latc member entered the
other Branch of the Legislature, unfettered by require-
ments from the government, or his own promises.” The
whole affair, so far as Mr. Connell was concerned, was
no more than an act of tardy justice to the people of
Curleton.  Oh! if the late Attorney Gem-mrwen on
the floor of that House, ¢ Brutus would be Anthony’
and ¢ Anthony would be Brutus,’ and the “ Grey Mare”
of the learned and hon. member might tum out to be
* the better horse.” He who in the “ Reade jir,”
as well as in the hard fought contentions in the time of
Sir Archibald Campbell, had not flinched from his <y,
‘even when Liberalism was reckoned Rcbellion—who
might have got office, had he only desired it—and who
had ever shewn as much faithfulness, and more abilit
than any who had gone before, or who yet might fol-
low him ; if he were there to defend himselfand the Gov-
ernment of which he had been the Leader, his reply to
the many unfounded accusations of the opposition would
have chilled them into silence.

With respect to the late appoeintments, he'(Mr. Han-
nington) had not entertained the shightest idea that the
Home Government would have made them; and he
must now that they were improperly made ; but he
believed that this, like the first apgoimmr‘m of Judge
Carter, would be the last ever made under such a sys-
tem ; and whether he (Mr. Hannington) was right or
wrong in leaving the Government, he was assured that
the mode of m:xiing those appointments would awaken
a voice of thunder in this Province, which must be
heard, and heard effeetively ir the Golonial Office.

In all the conflicts of the Government he (Mr. H.)
had never taken a very prominent part : it was histo do
the drudgery—the hard work of the people. He had
come into the Government untrammelled by pledges,
and he had retired when he thought such to be his duty :
==but this he would say, that whilc he was in, he felt
surprised at the vast amount of work which they per-
formed ; and now that he was out, he would vote on all
questions in such a way as to preserve & good consgi-
ence. If the Goverdment was now overturued by a
vote of the House, such a hasty step would deubtless
be attended by a sudden re-action ; K»r the people, on
the common prineiple of fair play would ask, why the
Housc had not waited and heard the new Attorney Ge-
neral in his own defence, previous 1o voting out the Go-
verment of which he was the leader. He never believed
that there was not enough of talent in the Proviuce 107
carry on a parly Governent ; bt on the contrary, it
was his opivion that there was, outside of the forty-one.
mewmbers of that House, hundreds of individuals who
could carry on the Government #ith credit to them-
sclves and advantage to the public.  He candidly con-
fessed that bis predilections were not in favour of the
Hon. Auorney General ; but with his (Mr. Hooning
ton's) inherent love of fuir play, he could not condeinn,
without givirg hini o hearing, as had already beew
given to the Master of the Rolls. even when it was his
opinion that the views of that Hon. Gentleman weald
not be s ed by the country.  He (Mr, 1.) cared
not for men,  That privciple might do many years age,
but ot now 5 but the people at present looked for pro-
gress in the covntry 5 and it thut were accomplished,
they cared but fitde who compuosed ihe Government.
The people waunted immediate action. The Great
Railway from IHalifax to Calais should be commenced,
with as little delay as possible 5 and could he (Mr. Ho)
Justify the postponement for a year, of this great Cala-
nial work, {rom a prineiple of hostility 1o Mr. Sireet?
~{Here the hon. member spoke for a short tinfe Yé#E
warmly in favour of the Railway, and in oppesition 16
the idea that Nova Scetia was in advauce of New,
Bronswick in point of Legisiation.)=—In a genergl wax.
he approved of the Nova Scotia Government, but, liw
thought that in the creation of a new office. that of
Financial Secretary—they had notacted with prudenee.
He also ohserved. that with all ther boasted uftelli-
gence’in Nuva Scotio; they never yel were prepmred
1o place the Initiation of Money Grants in the bands of
the Execntive, ‘The hon. member concluded by oh+
serving, that so fur ns he was personully concerned, hie
cared nothing how the vote tarued out on the present
oveasion 3 aud further,that he should, while he retained
« seat in that Houve, remain unpledged to any panty,
and auxionsonly toadvance the interests of the couutiy.

LEGISLATIVE SUMMARY.
[¥rom our own Reporter.)
House or Assempry, Frepericron,

Saturday, February 15, 1851. ;

Mr. Tilley called the attention of the House
to the printing of the Journals. It appears that
the House ordered 800 copies to be printed, bug
as each member ordered as many copies as he
chose (one member ordered 120 copies) the
Queen’s Printer was actually issuing 1,600 co-
pies! Mr. Tilley showed that the printing of
this pumber would cost £580, and that, when
the postage, extra work for messengers, &c. was'
added, it would cost the Province £900. Af-
ter several members had spoken, the House
passed a resolution—moved by Mr. Needham=

that they would pay for no more than 800 co-

5

pies; with the und ding that any
who distributed more than his share, must pay
for the extra numbers out of his own pocket.

Hon. Mr. Partelow laid before the House the
Treasurer’s, and other public accounts.

Mr. Johnson remarked upon the imperfect
drafts of some of the bills which were brought
into the House, and moved that a standing
committee be appointed, to whom they should
be submitted, to correct errors in fofm, &c,—
Mr. Taylor moved as an amendment that a com-
mittee be appointed to enter into arrangements
with a Solicitor to perform the duties aforesaid.
After iderable di ion both resoluti
were rejected by overwhelming majorities.

Mr. Partelow laid before the House a very
important Despatch from Earl Grey, upon the
subjects of the Surplus Civil List Fund, the re-
duction of sularies, &c., in reply to the Resolu-
tions of the House on the 24th April, 1850. The
following is its purport :— i

After three preliminary scctions, His Lord-
ship, in the fourth section, states that the sar-
plus of £12,298 11s. 8d. he considers to be at

the disposal of Her Majesty, in virtue of the. g
arrangement entered into in 1836, and rendered

perpetual by the act of the General Assembly in
1838. e does not consider the financial state
of the Province, or the treaty of Washington,
which must have becn anticipated in 1838, any
ground for idering this and
entering into new stipulations, * to the injury of
public confidence in czisting arrangements,” and
adds, *it is therefore impossible for me to ad<
vise Her Majesty to sanction the immediate
transfer of this sum to the Provincial Treasurer.'

In section 5, he states that the sum is merely
held in trust for the public wants of New Bruns-
wick, and that, when occasion shall arise, he
would gladly sanction its expenditure for the
public service. That the chief obstacle to asur-
render of its control is the initiation of money
votes being claimed by the House, which not
only makes it impossible for the local Govern-
ment to have any contro] of the money in the
Treasury, but to foresee for what purpose mo-
ney may be wanted, and how to provide for it.
1f, thercfore, this money was given up, it would
deprive the local Government of a sum to which
they may look to meet possible exigencies, gnd
may render it dificult to carry on the public
service.

Section 6 is as follows:
right of originating money votes is conceded to
the Government, 1 wish to state as explicitly as
possible, that this surplus will be immediately
regarded by me as applicable for an;

The Journals did not
contain the like wtormation, and he would like,
were it poszible, to s e 1000 copies of the debates
circulated by the House. \Whut though the public
money paid for it; it was mouney well expended,
and he had never heard a complaint on the subject.
He thought the tHouse should employ two Repoit-
ers, to reiieve each other; one man could nut report
all the proceedings in a satistuctory mauner.

Mr. Nerpuam thought the last speaker very
much mistaken 1n preferring the circulation of the
Journals to the Debates.

tion on*the 5th, the day previous (o the eaithquake.

FOURTEEN DAYS LATER FROM ENGLAND!
Arrival of the Africa at New-York.
THE ATLANTIC SAFE !!!

[By Telegraph to the News Room.)

The Royal Mail Steamer Africa, with the
Mail of the Ist instant, arrived at New York
on Saturday evening last, at half-past eight
o'clock, in a passage of 14} days from Liver-
pool. She brings the cheering intelligence
that the missing Steamer Atlantic had arrived
at Cork. The Atlantic, it appears, had en-
countered very severe weather, and, when nine
days out, broke her shaft; heavy head winds
still prevailing, she put back, and reached
Cork on the 22d January, 25 days after she
left Liverpool ; from Cork, she will be taken to
Liverpool for repairs. The passengers of the
Atlantic have arrived out in the Africa, and
have expressed unabated confidence in both
the Atlantic and her Commander.
