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PASTORAL GREETING
TO THE MEMBERS AND ADHERENTS OF ST. GABRIEL
CHURCH.

My DEAR BRETHREN,

Another large instalment of our time on earth is
gone. Our opportunities for laying up in store a good foundation
against the time to come are less now than they were a year ago.
Eternity is a long step nearer: are we also readier for it? Have we
all made choice of Christ? Have we come to a decision to be His?
Happy are they that have done so: a life of peace, of joy in God, and
of the blessedness that lows from having an object in life worth living for,
follows. My duty is “to watch for your souls as one that must give an
account,”

Being Christ’s, or desiring to be Christ’s, are you placing yourselves
at His disposal for service? Have you said to Him sincerely “Lord,
what wouldst thou have me to do ?”—*“Here am I, send me.”  Brethren,
“ye are not your own but bought with a price.” Remember the word
of the Lord Jesus: “If any man will come after me, let him deny

himself, and take up his cross daz/y and follow me.”

And besides personal service for Jesus, have you done your duty
towards the Church o God,—that agency of the Lord’s own creation
for making His love known? “Ye shall hallow my Sabbaths and
reverence my Sanctuary,” saith the Lord. Have you done so the
entire fifty-two times that you had an opportunity of doingitin a year?
Did you allow a trivial excuse to keep you away? You know from
experience that it is good to be there. And as your spiritual instructor,
I always strive to make it worth your while to be there. I study variety
in my teaching, so that, if possible, every one’s need may be met in
turn. You ought always to get good by waiting on the Lord in His
ordinances. And in contact as you are, all the rest of the week, with
influences that are depressing to the spiritual nature, you need to be
kept in mind of the things that are unseen and eternal, and to have your
religious life kept up. ‘“Forsake not the assembling of yourselves
together.” There is magic in numbers,—there is joy in fellowship ;
and if you all attended the services of God’s house every Lord’s Day,
we should always have a full congregation. We have people enough
nonimally connected with us to occupy every pew,—provided it were




made a matter of conscience, an end to be planned for in the family,
that all of a capable age should frequent the place where God recordeth
His name.

Absentees from church expect to be visited ; and some-times complain
that the minster and elders do not go to look after them, even though
they had no sufficient reason for absence. That is to say, they
neglect their own duty and then blame other people for not doing
theirs.  There is no doubt it weuld be a good thing if absentees could
be visited during the week and asked to account for their absence on
Sunday. But it would take the whole time of the Session throughout
the week to do this,—day and night. Elders cannot attempt this, for
they are all busy men, who have the duties of their calling, and their
offices to their own families, to attend to. There is a way however
in which the evils of absence may in a measure be cured. First, let
none remain at home, when they ought to be in the house of God.
Secondly, let every one who knows of them, help to bring the absentees
to church. Thirdly, let all be ready to give information to the
minister and elders of any cases of sickness or other good reason for
absence ; and then I will guarantee that they will be duly visited.

And as our congregation has now numbers enough to make up a
large audience at every diet of worship, if the people made a conscience
of their duty, it has financial strength enough to enable it to get along
comfortably and pay its own way, provided all will do their part. The
results of the experiment for five years in our new situation has made
this abundantly plain. The running expenses of the church, and even
the interest on the debt can be easily raised, if all our people will only
give what assistance they can. This is what our plan of weekly
offerings presupposes. In order to its success, however, every one is
expected to act from conviction and with deliberation,—to make his
giving a matter of conscience. \What is done must not be grudgingly
or of necessity :—*“God loveth a cheerful giver.” The weekly offering
is for the maintenance of our own church in all its departments ; and all
should carefully calculate what they are able to give to this object.

But in addition, christian people are expected to help the spread of

the gospel far and wide. Personally we live not for ourselves, but for
the welfare of those about us and the glory of God ; and so the church
does not exist merely for furthering the welfare of its members, impor-
tant an end though that is,—but also as an agency for giving the glad
tidings to those that possess them not. Our missionary societies aim

at raising money for this latter object ; and they are commended to your
warmest sympathy and support. It has been well said “that the man
who lives only for himself is engaged in a very small business.” The
same may in a measure be said of the man who lives only for his family
and his own congregation. Inorder thatone shall sympathize with efforts
to extend the gospel, however, he must have learned to deny himself.
People excuse themselves and say they cannot afford to give even
twenty-five centsa month to the missionary society. Now, three dollars
a year does not seem a very large sum to invest in the work of telling
others of Christ. And yet people will be irritated in being frequently
asked to give even smaller sums for religious objects, unless their heart
is in it. ‘They invert the order of things which God would have them
observe. They view their own daily necessaries or luxuries as having
the first claim upon their earnings. Whereas God laid down the
principle of old,—and the principle has nowise altered, although the
way of working it out may have changed,—that his people were to
begin, by laying aside God’s portion, before they touched anything for
themselves. I commend this principle to your earnest consideration,
as one that you will find advantageous to act on, backed up as it is
with a divine promise: “Honour the Lord with thy substance and with
the first fruits of all thine increase ; so shall thy barns be filled with
plenty, and thy presses shall burst out with new wine.”

The Lord’s disciples during His sojourn with them gave one-tenth
of all their earnings for the service of the Sanctuary. And in the same
proportion the woman who now earns $100. a year, would be looked to
to give $10 to the church,—and any one earning $800, $80, and so on.
Brethren, look into this matter of denying yourselves, that you may be
in the better a position for affording cheerful assistance to the work of
God at home and abroad.

“The Lord bless thee, and keep thee ;
The Lord make His face to shine upon thee, and be gracious
unto thee ;
The Lord lift up His countenance upon thee, and give thee
peace.”

OF ST. GABRIEL CHURCH.
January 13th, 1892,

The Annual Meeting of the St. Gabriel Church in accordance with
the Constitution and By-Laws, was held in the Lecture Room, on the
evening of Wednesday, January 13th, 1892,

On motion, the Rev. Dr. Campbell was called on to preside, and
Robert Stewart, Jr. to act as Secretary.

The meeting was opened with devotional exercises by the chairman,
after which the minutes of last Annual Meeting were read and confirmed.

The report of the Trustees for the past year, and the Treasurer’s
Statement of Accounts, Receipts and Disbursements, duly audited,
were presented and read ; also reports of the Building and Interest
Fund, Ladies’ Aid Society, Missionary Association and Sabbath School.

Moved by Mr. J. A. Stuart, seconded by Mr. H. O. Wilson, and
carried,

““That the Reports and Financial Statements as now read be received and
adopted, and that printed copies be distributed among the members and adherents of
the congregation.”

Moved by Mr. J. A. Stuart, seconded by Mr. Arch. McNaughton.

““That in future the names of all contributors towards the revenues of the church,
along with the respective amounts, be published in the Annual Report, commencing
with the current year.” Carried.

It was then moved by Mr. Wm. Darling, seconded by Mr. J. D.
Bennett, and carried

“That as a congregation we are anew called upon to praise the Lord for the many
marks of His favour with which He has visited us during the past year, and especially
in the recent joyous celebration of the 25th Anniversity of our Pastor’s ministry.”

Moved by Mr. R. Stewart, Jr. Seconded by Mr. James Henry,

“That the faithful and meritorious services of the Ladies’ Aid Society, by
extending timely help to those in need, and by visiting the sick, and also in other
congregational duties, are entitled to the best esteem of the congregation, and that
the thanks of this meeting are hereby tendered to the Ladies’ Aid Society, and the
Lady Visitors,” Carried Unanimously.

It was moved by Mr. Wm. Patton, seconded by Mr. J. West, and
carried unanimously,

“That the congregation recognize the faithful and conscientious manner in which
the arduous duties devolving upon the Treasurer and the Secretary have been
performed ; and the thanks of this meeting are hereby tendered to the Treasurer,
Mr. Wm. Foulis, and the Secretary, Mr. Wm. Reed, for the excellent and valuable
work they have both performed in filling the duties of their respective offices.”
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Moved by Mr. Wm. C. Patton, seconded by Mr. John Hood,

““That the congregation continues to view with much approbation, the untiring
zeal of the members of the choir in leading the services of Praise in the Church, and
the thanks of this meeting are hereby tendered to Mr. J. R. Bain and the other
members of the choir, for the efficient manner in which they have performed their
duties during the past year.” Carried.

Moved by Mr. Jerome Internoscia, seconded by Mr. J. Bell,

““That as the Sabbath School is a most important factor in instructing the young
in knowledge and attachment to the church, the thanks of this meeting are hereby
tendered to the Superintendent and the Staff of Teachers, and this meeting also requests
the Board of Trustees to make provision for the proper maintenance of the Sabbath
School during the coming year.” Carried.,

It was then moved by Mr. Andrew McAllister, seconded by Mr. A
Watt, and carried

““That in accordance with Article IIT of the Bye-Laws, the following be elected
members of the Board of Trustees to fill the vacancies occuring at this time, viz :—
Messrs. John MacTavish, Wm, Foulis, F. A. McRae and 1M, Farquhar,”

Messrs. Thos. Graham and Thos. MclIntosh, on account of not being
able to attend the meetings, tendered their resignations as members of
the Board of Trustees.

Clelland, Jr., J. R, Eakin, Thos, H. Blair, H. O. Wilson, Albert
Taylor and J. L. Foulis, with authority to canvass znd take up subscriptions upon
such terms as may be most convenient for contributors.” Carried.

After a vote of thanks had been tendered the Chairman for the
efficient manner in which he had presided, refreshments were served
by the Ladies, and the Rev. Charles Doudiet closed the meeting with
a few words of council and advice.

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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE TRUSTEES OF ST. GABRIEL
CHURCH.

For the year ending 31st December, 1891.

In accordance with the Bye-Laws it is now the duty of the Trustees
to present to the Congregation a Report of the management and
position of the finances for the year ending 31st December, 1891, to
the various particulars of which the Board invites a thoughtful study
on the part of every member and adherent of St. Gabriel Church.

The Treasurer’s Statement about to be presented shews the amount
received as revenue proper for the year to be $3140 65—under the
following heads :

Weekly Offerings, $2416.15 Arrears $171.15
Pew Rents, 220.00 “ 80.00
Ordinary Collections,  504.50 “

A comparison with previous years may be interesting at this time :

1889, 2275.00 88.00 679.32 3043.07
1890, 2301.30 163.35 546.13 3010.78

Though this shows a slight increase for the past year, it is hardly
an indication of any great progress, the total contributions having
apparently stood still for the three previous years.

The Trustees beg to submit that this is far from being a safe
position for any society or institution to occupy, and has been for some
time the source of grave anxiety on the part of the Trustees, who look
to the congregation for the means of supporting ordinances in a
manner creditable to the church, and who confidently expect that with
better filled pews and increased membership, they would experience no
difficulty in meeting easily all their engagements.

The refusal or neglect on the part of many to comply with the
repeated requests of the Board that all should register their promised
Weekly Offerings with the Treasurer, is a great hindrance to the
management forming useful estimates of revenue, and to their endeavours
to get at the reason why the contributions do not keep pace with the
alleged increased membership of the church.
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The Treasurer has 147 names on his books as contributors, which
number of course includes many of the young people, while we are
informed that there are 451 names on the roll. With this showing
before them the Trustees are naturally anxious that this apparent
discrepancy between the contributors and the members connected with
the church should be accounted for.

At this the business meeting of the church, it is absolutely necessary
that the congregation should express their opinions on this and all
matters pertaining to the welfare of the church if they expect the Board
placed by their vote in charge of the finances, to carry out their wishes
in the handling of the same.

It is respectfully submitted that less indifference to the management
of affairs on the part of the people, honest criticism—with suggestions
and advice for the guidance of the Board could not but result in
lasting benefit to the work of the church.

If any reasonable objections to the registration asked for should be
offered, they would have the respectful attention of the Trustees who
are only actuated by a desire to simplify the proceedings between the

contributors and the Board, and at the same time to help the Treasurer

who in his arduous work should be guarded against the possibility of

unseemly disputes.

Those among us who look into the Reports will observe that the
weekly amount needed to cover ordinary requirements as estimated
when the church was first occupied, has not yet been reached—a closer
scrutiny will show what a very small increase in the offerings might
accomplish this, as for instance—five cents [5] additional weekly from
each of the communicants on the late revised roll, will give us $1170.00
more revenue ; with that, not only would the interest on the debt be
easily provided for, but the money loaned under interest by the
Building Fund could be returned to that account at an early date.

The bequest of $500.00 from the late Wm. Kerr, of Longue Pointe,
to St. Gabriel Church, without any formal stipulation, has been paid by
the Notary of the Estate, the Board of Trustees granting the receipt
customary in such cases and paying Notary’s fees.
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The completion of a quarter of a century of ministerial work on the
part of our respected Pastor was certainly deserving of some mark of
recognition, and the Congregation are to be congratulated on the success
of the celebration held in honour of the same. The attendance of old
friends was a gratifying feature of the Jubilee Services, which would
seem to indicate that some tender memories connected with the
Historic Church of Presbyterianism, still linger in our midst.
