With a fine skepticism, bom perhaps cf 

previous experience on the part of some of 
them, the aldermen are saying that the 
present agitation for reform in civic admin­
istration will soon subside. Some of 
them perhaps, will refuse to believe any­
thing else until they are defeated at the 
next civic election. It is true that St. 
John in civic matters is largely given to 
spasmodic complaint, rather than sustained 
effort to improve the conditions; but this 
matter of the paving contract has aroused 
public feeling to a greater extent than the 
aldermen seem to believe, and the effect 
will be felt in the next elections, some 
of the council say that they are being 
unfairly treated by a portion of the press, 
and that entirely too much is being made 
of this affair.

If the aldermen wish to gain the approval 
of the press and the public, that can easily 
be done. Let them institute a thorough in­
vestigation of the affairs of the depart 
ments and discover why it is that the 
taxpayers do not get full value for the 
money expended^on the public services.

What comprises the largest cargo ever 

carried from Canada to South Africa was 
the miscellaneous collection of live stock 
and freight taken from this port yesterday 
by the S.S. Benin; of the Elder-Dempster 
line.

The manifest includes everything from 
clothes pins to motor cars and things to 
eat, things to work with and others where­
with to play.

The Benin was loaded to full capacity 
with the goods that were piled into her, 
and it was necessary to put some of they 
cargo on the decks.

“This is the biggest cargo yet carried,” 
said Mr. Steward of the ElderIDempster 
line. “The trade has developed in good 
style and it should maintain its own for 
years to come. From Canada can be ship­
ped almost everything that is needed. Of 
course there is nothing carried back just 
now. Usually the steamers go to India 
and secure cargo for England and come 
the rest of the way in ballast.”

To begin with, on the Benin there were 
120 mules, and they fully lived up to the 
statement that they are “live” stock ; 
there were also 83 sheep and a crate of 
chickens.

Of machinery, there were 47 packages 
destined for mining work and 700 tons of 
agricultural implements. There were also 
four car loads of carriages and six motor 
cars. In this classification came five car­
loads of windmills.

Of good Canadian products there were 
10,000 sacks of fine flour, 300 packages of 
cheese and 350 boxes of butter.

Nearly 200 members of the Canadian 
Club last night listened to an eloquent 
address by Henri Bourassa on the Racial 
Problem in Canada. The speaker was re­
ceived with generous applause. At the 
close the audience united in three hearty 
cheers for the speaker. The president of 
the club, M. E. Agar, was in the chair 
and in introducing the speaker of the 
evening, expressed his pleasure that so 
many members of the club were present.
It might be that they would not agree 
with all that Mr. Bourassa would say but 
at least he would give them something to 
think about as there was no one who had 
given more attention to public problems 
than he.

Mr. Bourassa said be was glad to find 
himself at last in St. John in response to 
an invitation which had been often ie- 
peated. He had, he said, the advantage 
of having a bad reputation but then it 
was so easy to live up to a bad reputa­
tion and so hard to live up to a good one.
Turning to the topic of the evening, he 
pointed out the forces which had made 
Canada a peculiar country. The popula­
tion was British politically but the people 
was composed of differing strata. He did 
not need to remind them that the open­
ing of Canada was by the French and that 
the territory was for over a century in 
dispute between two great nations. Vic­
tories and defeats were the fate of the 
respective armies but the British won the 
final struggle. The result of these long 
waged wars, not only in America but in 
Asia, was the treaty of Paris, under which 
France abandoned all her claims in North 
America upon the condition that England 
would respect certain laws. They knew 
that as well as he did, but it is worth 
while to go into the matter a little deeper 
to inquire into the character of the 
British subjects in Quebec.

Many superficial students of Canadian 
history imagined that the French-Cana- 
dians were the same people as were to be 
found in old France. .This was a great 
mistake. They differed widely. All the 
settlers who came to Acadia or New 
France were from the northern provinces 
of France, Normandy and Picardy. These 
provinces had their own provincial insti­
tutions and local self-government. This
