RUSH THROUGH FLAMES.
Hislop was outside when the fire was 

reported and immediately went below. 
His son, Robert, employed at the foot 
of the shaft, was fighting the blaze 
when his father rushed through the 
flames to give warning. The son fol­
lowed and aided in the rescue. Realiz­
ing that it would take only a matter 
of minutes to fill the entire workings 
with the suffocating smoke, Hislop and 
his son battled their way through until 
they reached the doors leading from 
the main tunnel to the chambers. They 
threw open these doors, on the right 
and left of the main tunnel, diverting 
the air current and causing it to carry 
the smoke back to the shaft.

RESCUES SUCCESSFUL.
Hislop then rushed from chamber 

to chamber on each side, covering" €* 
distance of almost 8,000 feet, warning 
the workmen. The foreman held the 
63 men in an abandoned section for

I 
also had snow blindness in one eye.

SUCCESS CAN BE GAINED “Confederation was the most serious 
blow that Saint John ever received,” 
Mayor White declared. While he did not 
think that there was anything wrong 
with the principle of Confederation, he 
said that it was the way in which it 
was applied that was the source of 
dissatisfaction. The expectation that 
Confederaton .would mean an opening 
up of markets in Central Canada for 
the Maritimes was just reversed and 
instead of the C. N. R. carrying our 
goods to the central provinces, it was 
bringing the products of Upper Canada 
to the eastern territory.

The Maritimes, he continued, had 
given to Confederaton their share of 
a canal system which cost the country 
$180,000,000, contributed to the na­
tionalization of the ports of the coun­
try and to engineering feats which by 
means of ice-breakers, opened up the 
St. Lawrence early in the spring and 
kept it open late in the fall, thus mak­
ing the winter port season m Saint 
John as short as it could be possibly 
made, and had contributed to other 
great public works of Canada.

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:/MONTREAL, May 27—Discussing 
the new West Indies trade treaty, Al­
fred S. Nichols, general manager of the 
Jamaica Public Service Co., Ltd., who 
is here en route to England, declared 
that its operation was being constant­
ly watched by the people and that no 
small enthusiasm was being evidenced.

It was felt the treaty would greatly 
benefit both Canada and the West In­
dies, providing a ready outlet for the 
fruit trade from the south and a mar­
ket in the West Indies for Canadian 
manufactured products 'and also fish, 
butter and cheese.

Trade in Jamaica was suffering from 
depression, Mr. Nichols said, due to 
the condition of the sugar market. 
Bananas, on the other hand, were show­
ing 'an advance in price, and the peo­
ple seemed fairly hopeful of a clearing 
up of the general slump in the fairly 
near future. As to Canadian goods, 
flour was notably developing a stead­
ily increasing market on the island.

Questioned as to his own company, 
Mr. Nichols explained that the Jamaica 
Public Service Company was a Cana­
dian concern, financed by Canadians, 
and controlled from Montreal. It oper­
ated the tramways in Kingston and St. 
Andrew, serving some 125,000 people; 
and the light and power supply of 
Kingston, St. Andrew and St. Gago- 
de-La-Vega, the old Spanish capital.

Word has been received here that 
George H. Estabrooks, of this city, has 
successfully completed his work for the 
degree of Doctor of Philosophy at Har­
vard University and will receive his 
degree in June.

Mr. Estabrooks has accepted a posi­
tion in the Department of Psychology 
in the Y. M. C. A. College at Spring- 
field, Mass., and will take up his duties 
there at the beginning of the academic 
year.

schooner Jeanne D’Arc with 
183 packages of liquor on board 
was seized off the coast of 
Prince Edward Island in the 
month of September 1923 by 
the preventive cruiser Margaret. 
Later, on a ruling from the cus­
toms department approved by 
Hon. Jacques Bureau, then min­
ister, the cargo was released. 
The reason given for release was 
that the vessel had been seized 
when she was outside the 3-mile 
limit.

C. P. Blair, chief executive assistant 
of the department of customs, told 
the customs inquiry committee this 
afternoon that the distance of the ves­
sel from shore had been measured in 
land miles. Had the nautical mile been 
used as the unit of measurement the 
schooner would have been within the 
three mile limit when the seizure was 
effected. He gave his opinion that 
the seizure should not have been made 
at the time in any case, because the 
vessel was not “hovering.”

CAPTAIN’S AFFIDAVIT.
The captain of the vessel, it wal 

stated, gave an affidavit that his cargc. 
was to be landed on the north coast ol 
New Brunswick, although it had clear­
ed from St. Pierre and Miquelon foi 
Nassau. Mr. Blair said he had nc

BRUSH \ handleRev. George Larder, recently appoint­
ed clergyman at the Anglican Cathe­
dral at Fredericton, died suddenly in 
Sussex this morning, where he had been 
for a few days, to see about the re­
moval of his effects to the capital. 
A fire broke out, and the shock was 
too much for his constitution which 
was ntvêr very robust.

BORN IN ENGLAND
A native of England, and a gradu­

ate of Cambridge, Rev. Mr. Larder 
was ordained to the ministry of the 
Church of England by the Bishop of 
Ely in 1896.

For four years he was head master 
of Cavendish Grammar school in. Suf­
folk, and in 1900 was appointed rector 
of Somerton, in the same county by 
his old college of Emmanuel. Eight 
years later he was given the living of 
Brompton Regis in Somerset. In 1914 
lie retired from parochial work, and 
with Mrs. Larder sailed for Canada to 
visit their son in British Columbia. The 
war broke out while they were at sea, 
and one their son enlisting they stayed 
to manage his farm. Mr. Larder acted 
as rector of Revelstoke, B. C. for a 
couple of years.

CAME TO NEW BRUNSWICK
After the War Mr. and Mrs. Larder 

followed their son to this province mak­
ing their home at Sussex. Of quiet and 
scholarly disposition, Rev. Mr. Larder 
endeared himself to all who met him. 
He had acted as locum tenens in vari­
ous parishes, St. Paul’s, Saint John; 
Kingsdear, Grand Manan and else­
where, and was in charge of the Cathe­
dral at Fredericton during the recent 
absence of the dean.

He is survived by Mrs. Larder, and 
one son, George Larder of West Saint 
John.

The funeral will be held from Trinity 
church, Sussex, on Sunday morning at 
11 o’clock, Atlantic Standard time.

An important step and one ex­
pected to facilitate the operations 
of the service in many districts 
of the Maritime Provinces has been 
taken by the Canadian Post Of­
fice Department in a decision to add 

inspector to the section embrac­
ing the Saint John and Halifax districts 
and the Charlottetown inspectorate. It 
is expected that an appointment will 
be made to the nevy office during next 
month.

It is learned that the new official 
will have his headquarters in Moncton. 
As he will devote most of his work to 
the French-speaking districts he will 
be required, necessarily, to speak both 
French and English. The appointment 
will be from the list of permanent em­
ployes of the postal service in the three 
provinces, and as only a small percent­
age of English-speaking employes of 
the department are thoroughly 
ant with French, the choice, which 
will be made by the Civil Service Com­
mission, will probably be confined to 
a comparatively small field of appli­
cants.
LIVELY CONTEST PROBABLE.
News of the intention of the Postal 

Department to create the position has 
been received by most of the French- 
speaking employes who are eligible. In 
Moncton there are several men who 
are eligible; in Shediac there is one 
(Postmaster J. V. Bourque) ; in Saint 
John there are one or two; and there 
are several possibilities at various 
points in the French-speaking sections 
of Kent county, Gloucester, Westmor­
land and Madawaska. But the number 
is limited in tips province, and still 
more so in Prince Edward Island and 
Nova Scotia, it is understood.

REASONS GIVEN.
The decision to appoint a bilingual 

inspector has been made for several, 
reasons ; first, to aid the French-speak­
ing communities in the consideration of 
complaints and suggestions and those 
postmasters in the remote country dis­
tricts whose knowledge of English is 
limited; second, to enable the depart­
ment to keep in closer touch with the 
status of these offices; third, to make 
the service more efficient in general, 
particularly in districts where the post­
masters and assistants are handicapped 
by lack of familiarity with the English 
tongue, writing and printing.

MAXIMUM SALARY, $3,000.
The Civil Service Commission will 

receive applications for the new position 
up to June 8, and it is expected an ap­
pointment will be made before the end 
of that month. The maximum salary 
which will be paid to the new inspector 
will be $8,000 per annum, or about $60 
weekly, with traveling expenses. At 
the start he will receive $2,400 a year, 
which will be increased at the rate of 
$180 per annum until the maximum is 
reached.

While at work in this province, the 
official will be under the direction of 
the superintendent at Saint John, and 
when in Nova Scotia and Prince Ed­
ward Island Be will be subject to the 
instructions and advice of the chief 
inspectors at Halifax and Charlotte­
town.

It is learned from official sources that 
the appointment must come from with­
in the postal service in New Bruns­
wick, Nova Scotia or Prince Edward 
Island, and that no application from 
persons not in the employe of the de­
partment in the Maritime Provinces 
can be considered.

In other words, the appointment will 
be tantamount to a promotion.
