New York, July 25—The develop­
ment of the Federal Department of 
Agriculture from a small bureau with 
an appropriation of $1,000 a year to 

of the greatest Government de­
partments with an annual appropria­
tion of $75,000,000, was reviewed brief­
ly by C. W. Pugsley, acting secretary 
of agriculture, at the University of Ver­
mont Summer School recently.

Mr. Pugsley said that the department 
employed about 20,000 persons, 

5,000 of whom live in Washington. It 
occupies forty buildings in Washington, 
many of which are rented at a total an­
nual outlay of $250,000.

Continued efforts of a Patent Office 
ploye, who first imported seeds from 

Europe, brought the department into 
being. George Washington, when 
President, had recommended, a society 
to promote agriculture, to be connect­
ed with the government, but this had 
not been acted upon favorably. It was 
not until the employe demonstrated 
what could be done with imported seed, 
which he planted in a place called “The 
Mill,” that Benjamin Franklin became 
much interested in the idea of a Gov* 
ernment department to promote agri­
culture. Soon after that the depart­
ment was born.

When a United States Commissioner 
of Agricûlture was created the annual 
appropriation was raised from $1,000 
to $10,000.

Mr. Pugsley described the various 
kinds of work the department is doing. 
He spoke especially of meat inspection 
and inspection of Seeds, bulbs, &c. The

SOME CANADIANS NOT SHY-The Evening Times ★ Star (Toronto Globe.)
Apparently London has encounter­

ed a new Canadian type. Dr. Banting, 
the discoverer of insulin, the treatment 
for diabetes which has astonished the 
medical world, is described by medical 
men there as the “shyest Canadian 
they have ever met.”

Shyness is believed to be a natural 
accompaniment of greatness, but ag­
gressiveness often fools the onlooker. 
“A bold front” is counted by many to 
be necessary to success in this age. 
It is well, perhaps, that a shy man 
like Dr. Banting , did his big work be­
fore the world knew him, or they 
might not take him at his real value.

What kind of Canadians do they 
see in London? Are they all like the 
noisy American tourists who excite 
so much excitement in Europe, where 
they do not know the BaBbitts and 
the ëhvironment that produces them? 
Europe does not perhaps make enough 
allowance for the new world, where 
every man has a better chance, and 
the poor immigrant of five years ago 
now has his own house and automobile.

There have been some stirring Can­
adians in London. Take Sir Charles 
Tupper, for so many years High 
Commissioner for Canada. No one 
would accuse him of shyness. He had 
boldness to the point of bluster- Sir 
John Macdonald on his frequent visits 
met many people who were no doubt 
impressed by his ease in the presence 
of strangers. Sir Wilfred Laurier sim­
ilarly was at home in any gathering, 
and likely to be, like McGregor, “the 
head of the table.” Sir George Foster 
also had a bit of self-confidence. Then 
we have financiers like Lord Beaver- 
brook, with his worship of material 
success and ability to attain it. Sir 
Hamar Greenwood was never given to 
any 1 “shrinking violet” manners. Sir 
Gilbert Parker is well known by his 
picture taken at a continental water- 
place in conversation with the late 
King Edward, and it reputed to be­
lieve firmly in himself.

So the list might be extended hy 
the inclusion of other Canadians who 
have made a noise in London, in fin­
ance, in politics, in society. London’s 
comment on Dr. Banting opens up a 
large field for dicsussion on what 
brings a man to the top.

And not the 
least noteworthy movement along the 
path of progress is that toward bet­
ter medical teaching These are the 
conclusions of Dr. N. P. Colwell, Sec­
retary of the Council on Medical Edu­
cation and Hospitals of the American 
Medical Association. Dr. Colwell has 
just completed a stock-taking in his 
profession, the country over.

Dr. Colwell points out that with the 
close of the Civil War came a rapid 
increase in medical schools, while
standards dropped lower than in other 
countries ; whereas the evident need 
was for fewer and better medical 
schools. In the last eighteen years
the number of medical schools has been 
reduced from 162 to 81, about two- 
thirds of the reductions being due to

529 students graduated in 1922, this be­
ing the small class which entered the 
medical schools in 1918, the war year. 
The numbers who will graduate in 
1923, 1924 and 1925 are estimated at 
3,200, 4,100 and 5,200 respectively.

“The developments in medical schools 
in the lait twenty years have been so 
extensive as to be almost sensational. 
The improvements in admission re­
quirements have been paralleled by 
similarly rapid improvements in other 
respects ; endowments in medical 
schools have been increased ; new and 
larger buildings have been erected; 
more and better equipped laboratories; 
have been aded ; well-selected librar-' 
ies have been installed; more all-time 
and better trained professors have, been 
secured ; new and larger teaching hos­
pitals have been built, or a larger con­
trol of toher hospitals has been secur­
ed; and greatly improved methods of 
instruction have been adopted.”

Dr. Colwell finds that several prob­
lems have arisen from the more 
plex medical training which is now 
furnished to medical graduates, among 
them being: 
found it necessary to limit the en­
rollment of students; the cost of fur­
nishing a medical education has been 
tremendously increased; there is a 
larger demand for skilled teachers, 
there is an increasing trend toward 
specialization and group practice pf 
medicine; there is a growing demand 
for a revision of the medical curriculum 
by which the laboratory and clinical 
subjects will be better correlated; 
there has developed a complaint regard­
ing the lack of general practitioners, 
pecially in the rural districts.

Regarding the scarcity of physicians 
in rural districts the survey suggests 
that in any community needing a phy­
sician a number of individuals pledge 
themselves to guarantee an income of 
from $2,600 to $3,000 a year, and to 
interest the community in fTphysician’s 
support. This plan was tried in a 
community in the Middle West, tvhere 
twenty-five citizens pledged $100 each 
—$2,500 a year—as a guarantee, the 
contract covering five years. A report 
shows that the physician selected has 
been getting an average of $300 a 
month; that his five-year period is 
nearly up, and that he already has 
enough signers to guarantee his stay 
for another five years.

Since commercial fishing started in 
this lake the suckers and other coarse 
fish have rarely brought sufficient 
price to pay for handling, consequently 
the fishermen have devpted their energ­
ies to the taking of white-fish and other 
marketable spécie\ The result is that 
the coarse fish have increased in num­
bers out of proportion to the better 
varieties. The coarse fish, such as 
suckers, destroj* large quantities of 
white-fish eggs which further tends to 
keep down the supply of white-fish. On 
t)ie other hand there are numerous 
lakes on the prairies in which fish are 
not found but in which only suckers 
and fish of that class will live.

The department of Marine and Fish­
eries has, therefore, arranged to trap 
the suckers as they are ascending sev­
eral streams tributary to Lake Win­
nipegosis to spawn this season. It 
proposes to stock as many suitable 
lakA on the prairie, as feasible, with 
them, thus restoring the balance of 
nature and adding to the food supply 
of the prairies.

m New York, July 26.—August Santoro, 
twenty-nine years old. a plumber of 
New Brighton, S. I. ,was shot and killed 
by Pasquale Calantrone, twenty-nine 
years old, an ex-soldier of New Bright­
on, in an argument over a cigarette. 
Santoro was shot through the heart.

Calantrone, according to witnesses, 
was walking through Stanley avenue 
with Angelo Francisco, when a man 
headed in the opposite direction stopped^ 
them and asked Calantrone if he had a 
cigarette.

“Why don’t you buy some?” Calan­
trone answered.

“I would if there were any stores 
open. I think you need a punch in the 
nose for getting fresh.”

With that Santoro, a much smaller 
man than Calantrone, struck the latter 
on the face. Calantrone ran away, 
going, as it was later discovered, to his 
home. He returned a few minutes later 
and found Santoro where he had left 
him. When Santoro saw Calantrone 
approaching he leaped behind a tree, as 
persons near by warned him that the 
other man had a pistol. Calantrone, 
however, chased Sontoro from his hid­
ing place and opened fire. Santoro 
dropped dead at the first shot.

According to ten witnesses rounded 
up by the police the murderer, Calan­
trone, threw his pistol into a vacant lot 
in Stanley avenue and took to his heels. 
He was arrested at his home a half 
hour later by Policeman Michael Milli­
gan of the West New Brighton Station, 
charged with homicide. t He was ar- 

! raigned before Magistrate Croak in the 
I Stapleton Police Court and was held 

without bail on a short affidavit charg- 
| ing murder in the first degree.

When he was returned to the%West 
New Brighton Station he alleged that 
he had shot Santoro in self-defence, 
saying that if he had not killed Santoro , 
the latter would have killed him. No 
pistol was found on the body of the 
dead man.

District Attorney Molloy and Cap­
tain of Police Van Wagener attempted 
to question the man later, but he, re­
mained silent. The dead man was mar­
ried and the father of four children. 
Calantrone is also married and has one 
child. He had been a resident of New 
Brighton for four months.

New York, July 25. — Anticipating 
the Panama Canal annual report for 
the fiscal year ended June 30, which 
will not be out until about the time of 
President Harding’s next annual mes- 

to Congress, the announcement 
be made that the great trans- 

isthmian waterways has had the great­
est year in its history and has estab­
lished itself beyond peradventure as a 
paying concern.

All the canal’s nine years except 
three have been paying years, but the 
margin in the year just ended is so 
much bigger than in any previous year 
that no doubt can longer exist of the 
earning power of the big ditch.

This remarkable year began b$ 
breaking the record for monthly tolls. 
July showed receipts of $1,094,127 from 
ships passing through the canal. Bar­
ring a slight decrease in the following 
two months of August and September, 
not another of Ithe remaining nine 
months failed to surpass July, the 
progressive increase culminating in 
May, the eleventh month, when the re­
ceipts were nearly twice those of July, 
namely $1,972,216. June failed to 
pass this record, so June remains the 
banner month.

The full fiscal year’s total was 
$17,508,199, or more than fifty per cent, 
above the preceding year’s receipts.

With the cost of operation- about 
$7,500,000 (this last figure the estimate 
of Colonel Jay J. Morrow, Governor of 
the Panama Canal), a clear profit of 
quite $10,000,000 shows to the credit 
of the canal, and this figure ought 
very closely to approximate the year’s 
net results, as against $3,789,888 in the 
previous year, although there will be 
the auxiliary business operations of the 
canal to be mixed with it.
