1WISES STATEMENT HE TARIFF Washington, D. C-, June 8-President 
Wilson has been strongly urged to 
adopt a more liberal policy toward set­
tlers in Colorado and other western 1 
states if Americans are to be kept from 
going to Canada and taking up Cana­
dian lands. The complaint as to the 
restrictions that have existed in prevent­
ing settlers taking up lands in the west 
and turning them toward Canada was 
made by Governor Ammons of Colorado, 
backed by Senator Thomas and Repre­
sentative Taylor of that state.

They told the president that the great 
bulk of lands desirable for settlement 
had been withdrawn by the government 
in past years until there was compara­
tively little left. Besides this, they said, 
the policy of the interior department 
has been to hamper settlers in so many 
ways as seriously to handicap efforts to 
increase population by settlement.

They declared that practically every­
thing is done to prevent the acquisition 
of lands rather than to promote settle­
ment by individual settlers. ,

There has been a decided advance in 
emigration to Australia this year, and 
the number of passengers who have 
booked with Scottish agencies to sail 
from English ports shows a larger m- 

than ever before. There Iras been 
a great demand for second-cabin ac­
commodation" throughout the year, in­
dicating that' the emigrants are, of a 
prosperous class. The majority, to judge 
from the bookings, favor the prairie 
provinces, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, and 
Alberta being the most popular des­
tinations. Less than 50 per cent, of the 
emigrants are agricultural laborers. Emi­
gration agencies acknowledge that it is 
becoming increasingly difficult to obtain 
farm-hands, the supply having been so 
much depleted by. the emigration of 
former years.

There is a- scarcity of agricultural 
labor in many parts of Scotland, and 
improved conditions are being offered to 
men who are content to stay in the 
country. Artisans engaged in the ftuild- 
ing and allied trades form a large pro­
portion of this year’s emigrants, while 
miners have also been conspicuous.

London, June 8—The volume of emi­
gration from Scotland during the last 
four and a half months is much larger 
than it has ever been during the corres­
ponding period of previous years.

Toronto, June 3—The same feeling of 
interest and enthusiasm pervaded tlie 
meetings of the Presbyterian pre-as­
sembly conference today. Delegates com 
pletely filled Massey Hall and tonight 
an overflow meeting had to he hel^l in 
Cooke’s church.

The chief speaker this afteynoon was 
Rev. Dr. Bruce Taylor, of Montreal, who 
spoke on the training of children.

“One of the immediate problems of 
Canada,” he said, “is how to get the 
right kind of people into municipal and 
political life. The problem of the sup­
ply of men for the ministry is not the 
only problem of public service in this 
land. The thing that keeps men out of 
the. ministry is essentially the same cause 
that operates in allowing so many of the 
important offices in municipalities and 
elsewhere to be filled by the wrong kind 
of men. ......

In speaking of the child and church, 
Dr. Taylor laid stress on the importance 
of the Sunday mbming service, 
dooming service is the family festival,” 
he said, “and at the .risk of being ac­
cused of encouraging half-day heresy, I 
utter a doubt as to whether the evening 
service has worked well for family life.”

“The church that is God’s agency for 
the maintenance 
Christ’s kingdom on earth will find her 
highest service and reap her highest re­
ward in shepherding the children,” de­
clared Dr. Alex. S^Giflivray, of To­
ronto. “The tomorrow of the church, 
in whose name and interest we are met, 
is bound up with the child of today. We 
must help the children to become living 
illustrations of the principle that ‘en­
vironment is more than hereditary.

“It will not be well for us to take 
care of the children,” said- Rev. C. V. 
Myers, of Edmonton. “If we let them 
go from us as soon as they reach the 
adolescent period; that period fraught 
with so much power for good or evil, 
that period of reconstruction and evolu­
tion and the church must now turn its 
attention to the big boy and big girl 
problem.”

Home and foreign missions was the 
subject at tonight’s meeting. The speak­
ers were Rev. C. W. Gordon (Ralph 
Connor), Winnipeg; Rev. C. M. Wright, 
Port George (B. C.), and Rev. Dr. Mur­
dock MacKenzie, North Honan, China.

The Canadian Presbyterian was the 
subject taken by Dr. Gordon. Of 2,600,- 
000 professing Protestants,he said, 1,511,- 
827 did not go to church. There were 
1,150,000 professing Presbyterians in Can­
ada, But only 295,000 were church mem­
bers. Last year 49,000 Presbyterians 
came to Canada.

Mr. Wright’s address was received 
with a wonderful outburst of enthusiasm. 
He is a young missionary who has trav­
eled 4,000 miles, the first 360 being a 
long weary trek on foot, to attend the 
conference.

leader. The Colonist describes Mr. Bor­
den as: “a bold and courageous man, 
of high purpose and firm resolve, deter­
mined to serve the mother country in 
an hour of need.” It describes him as 
being: “courageous in the determina­
tion to stand or fall by a policy which 
he believes to be vital to the well be­
ing of the Empire.”

The Victoria Colonist does not often 
make itself ridiculous by fulsome eulogy 
of a political leader, and it is not easy 
to understand how that Journal could 
mistake Mr. R. L. Borden for a great 
statesman. The man who was willing 
to profit by the double game played in 
1911 certainly cannot qualify on that 
score as a great statesman. No more 
disgraceful appeals were ever made to 
the electors of Canada than were made 
by the Borden party in Ontario and 
some of the other provinces, at the same 
time that the party was profiting by ap­
peals of an exactly opposite character 
though equally disgraceful in the prov­
ince of Quebec.

Dress Goods and SuitingsAlmost forgotten on the mainland 
where a dozen years ago she was the 
subject of continued newspaper gossip, 
Liliuokalani, last monarch of Hawaii, is 
still very much alive in her native land. 
Hardly a week passes that she does not 
furnish “copy” for the Honolulu pa­
pers. This copy is not always willingly 
supplied. The ex-queen is very much 
averse to being interviewed. She will 
not see newspaper men. However, 
there is nothing to prevent a reporter 
from seeing Her ex-Majesty if he stays 
in Honolulu any length of time.

I have seen her many, many times 
within the last ten months. I have 
genuflected and kissed the royal hand, 
have seen and spoken to her in her 
honte and out of it, but never interview­
ed her. She is old now, seventy-four 
last September, and one has to respect 
her years quite as much as her rank, and 
consider her wishes. Besides, she has 
a temper. No longer ago than last June 
she went into a rage and had to go to 
bed for several days because her wishes 
were crossed.

No reporter, no matter how ambitious 
he might be, would like to run the risk 
of sending an old lady to bed for sever­
al days in the faint hope that he might 
sell an interview with her. J. O. Dom- 
inis, clerk of the court, and a protege 
of hers, who has grown up at Washing­
ton place, the queen’s home, says that 
she “is like a mother to us all.”

This Washington place is one of the 
first sights sought by the tourist when 
he comes to Honolulu, and he is usual­
ly disappointed to see, instead of the 
magnificent palace his imagination had 
pictured, a simple two-story house, set 
in the midst of wonderful tropical foli­
age. The grounds are small, but well 
kept and beautiful, and very fragrant. 
The royal residence is not unlike the 
country farmhouse of a well-to-do New 
Englander. In fact, it was planned and 
built by a New England woman, the 
wife of old Captain Dominis, .the queen’s 
mother-in-law. One unique feature it 
has in the broad stairway, which is 
made of the beautiful kouwood, one of 
the native trees of the islands. Except 
on the rare occasions when the house 
is thrown open to the public, the queen 
lives there, with her retainers, very 
much as the grand dames of colonial 
days lived with their servants. I have 
frequently seen her about the place, 
dressed in the black holoku, beloved by 
the Hawaiian woman, add attended by 
her lady-in-waiting, Princess Kawan- 
anakoa, and followed by one or two ser­
vants. She has besides her income from 
her own real and personal property, an 
allowance of $1,250 a month from the 
territorial government for the rest of her

her from actual want.

The Parcel Post Bill is not a measure 

vithiéh should be sacrificed in order to 
enable the members of parliament to 
get home a day or two earlier. Evi­
dence of the success of parcel post in 
other countries continues to pile up. The 
latest to come to hand is contained in 
a report by D. H. Ross, a Canadian 
trade commissioner in Australia. Par­
cel post antedates federation.in the Aus­
tralian Commonwealth, each state hav­
ing its own system prior to that time. 
By far the larger part of the parcel 
business is still carried on within state 
boundaries, as the returns for 1911 show. 
In that year there were carried by the 
Australian post office no less than 8,- 
287,000 parcels, of which 2,756,000 were 
carried within state boundaries. This 
does not include “C. O. D.” parcels, 
which are also carried by the Austral­
ian post office; nor does it include pac­
kets, a large number of which con­
tained goods.

The “C. O. D.” business of the Aus­
tralian post office is itself a growing in­
stitution. Prior to confederation “C. O. 
D.” parcels were handled by the post 
office in Queensland only; but the busi-

THE JUDGESHIPS
The intimation that the conferring 

of a knighthood upon Chief Justice 
Frederick Barker will be followed by his 
honoris retirement has aroused consider­
able interest in the changes on the bench 
which would folloW, and is in line with 
the Times’ announcement of some 
months ago.

It is believed that the. retirement of 
the Chief Justice would be followed by 
the elevation of Judge McLeod to that 
important office, but that Judge McLeod 
would be content to occupy it for a com- 
paritively shbrt period and then would 
retire, thus leaving another opening to 
be filled.

An extra judgeship was recently creat­
ed and it has been taken for granted» 
that Attorney-General Grimmer had his 
own appointment as judge in mind when 
the législation was adopted. There has 
been a strong demand from the legal 
profession that the next vacancy on the 
bench should be filled by the appoint­
ment of M. G. Teed, K.C., as the one 
most entitled to the honor but the re­
tirement of the chief justice would give 
room for both Mr. Grimmer and Mr.
