“I said jokingly that no matter what 
might be said of tobacco chewing, it must 
be admitted it made men think, and that 
wherever you found men chewing tobacco 
together, there you found the real, puBlic 
opinion of the countr,.

“Imagine my astonishment the next 
morning when the newspapers came out 
ignoring the rest of my address and fea­
turing what I had said about tobacco 
chewing, declaring I had said that tobacco 
chewing made thinkers, and imagine my 
horror when I found the story following 
me all over the country and getting worse 
and worse every minute until in a Dakota 
paper I was quoted to the extent of a 
column on the great advantages of tobac­
co chewing. And can you imagine my 
chagrin when a big chewing tobacco con­
cern made a photopragh of one of the 
newspaper reports and printed it on its 
advertising. I was stamped as a college 
president who advocated chewing tobacco 
to develop the mind.

“Of course I could never overtake such 
a story. For such work as this, I think 
the responsible one should be punished, 
for that sort of thing is wrong.”

Geneva, August 7 — In the summer
months the Swiss papers contain a large 
number of alluring advertisements for 
young girls who are offered splendid places 
in Spain, Hungary, Argentina, South Afri­
ca, etc. Side by side of these advertise­
ments may be read the warning of the 
Federal Department of Justice and Police 
to the Swiss girls not to accept a place 
without full inquiries. Not only the pol­
ice, but the Swiss homes in the chief 
towns in Europe and America, besides sev­
eral women's societies, undertake inquir­
ies gratuitously on behalf of the Swiss 
girl going abroad.

In spite of these institutions and no­
tices many Swiss girls are lured away by 
the international white slave traffic gang, 
which, like an octupue, has feelers in 
every large Swiss town.

One is to set up the rule of just­
ice and of right in such matters as the tar­
iff, the regulation of trusts and the pre­
vention of monopolies, the adaptation of 
our banking and currency laws to the very 
uses to which our people must put them, 
the treatment of those who do the daily 
labor in our factories and mines, and 
throughout all our great industrial and 
commercial undertakings, and the political 
life of the people of the Phillippinee for 
whom we hold government power in trust 
for their service, not our own.

The other, the additional duty is the 
great task of protecting our people and 
our resources and of keeping open to the 
whole people the doors of opportunity 
through which they must, generation by- 
generation pass if they are to make con­
quest of their fortunes in health, in free­
dom, in peace and in contentment.

In the performance of this second great 
duty we are face to face with questions of 
conservation and of development, questions 
of forests and waterpowers and mines and 
waterways and the building of an adequate 
merchant marine.

“In dealing with the Phillippines,” he 
said, "we should not allow ourselves to 
stand upon any mere point of pride.

The fire at the Montreal Abattoir Com­
pany’s plant revealed the fact4 that the ice 
houses were» crammed with meat, and it 

charged that all of the city ice houses 
also full, the alleged object in hold­

ing back the supply being to advance 
Canadian prices to somewhat the level pre­
vailing across the line. This is strenuous­
ly denied by the packers, however. Mr. 
Brogan, of the Montreal Abattoir Com­
pany, today declared that the company s 
ice houses were full at the time of the 
fire because they were “caught” during 
the warm weather with more meat than 
they could dispose of and they were stor­
ing it for the lumber campa—what is* 
known as the “Shanty trade.”

Mr. W. E. McLean, member of the Har­
ris Abattoir Company, said that some of 
the high-class cuts of meat will perhaps go 
a little higher in eastern Canada, and par­
ticularly in the maritime provinces, but 
the medium price and cheaper meat will 
fall down.

The abattoir men declare that the kill 
in Canada has been larger than ever be­
fore and that there appear to be plenty 
of cattle offering.

i It was he who commanding the cruiser

; Japan in 1904, took part in that gallant 
dash of the blockaded Muscovite warships 
out of Port Arthur in deference to per­
emptory instructions from St. Petersburg. 
It will be recalled that the Russian ships 
were either driven back into port damag­
ed most beyond repair, or else sunk by 
the enemy.

In fact, her extraordinary 
adventures, and the romantic features of 
her escape, appealed so strongly to the pow­
ers at St. Petersburg, that they have long 
since forgiven her husband for wedding 
her, their former objectionn to her having 
been based upon the fact that she was a 
divorcee,- and of birth far inferior to his 
own.

! Alexander de Lievn can trace his ances­
try in an unbroken line to Henry Lieve 

■whom as a feudal baron, vassal to the 
I Archbishop of Riga, in the thirteenth 
tury. The family owns its Princely title 
and the predicate of Serene Highness—en­
joyed by so very few of the Princely 
Houses of Russia—to the fact that the wid­
ow of General Count Otto de Lieven was 
governess of the children of Czar Paul, and 
that Alexander I., Nicholas I., as well as 
the Czarevitch Constantine Pavlovitch, 
who waived his rights of succession in fa­
vor of his younger brother, all three re­
garded her as their second mother.

With regard to the convention just ne­
gotiated at Paris by Admiral Prince Alex­
ander de Lieven, it must be remembered 
that the Franco-Russian alliance merely 
provided for united military action by the 
two nations. The Lieven agreement ex­
tends this co-operation to the navies of the

The idea of binding his book of revolu­
tionary miscellany is a good one, since rev­
olutions, especially in France, prove to be 
usually good harvesters of such material. 
Human skin, moreover, is said to make a 
leather soft but strong, and very durable. 
Sapor of Persia covered his saddle with 
the skin of the Roman Emperoç Valeri- 
anus, who died in his Persian captivity. 
Its enduring qualities are demonstrated 
also by the Lincolnshire tradition to the 
effect that the skins of Danish marauders 
had been anciently nailed to the door of a 
certain . church. Sent there to find out 
about this, antiquaries, after drawing some 
spikes from the door, found between the 
wood and the overlapping- heads of the 
huge nails, jagged shreds, which on care­
ful microscopical examination were shown 
to be really human skin.

Count Charles of Hohenthal, who has 
just committed suicide in Paris by throw­
ing himself out of a three-story window 
upon the pavement of the Boulevard Ro- 
cbehouart, was an expatriate, having ren­
dered his presence in Germany impossible 
by reason of the many pecuniary difficul­
ties and scandals in which he had become 
involved. Losses at the gambling table 
were the cause of his self-destruction. He 
was an inveterate gambler, and had estab­
lished his residence at the thermal resort 
of Enghien, the only place in the neighbor­
hood of Paris where a semi-public gambl­
ing establishment is tolerated by the au­
thorities. He had been twice married, and 
twice divorced, each union being of the 
nature of a misalliance.

The affair which eventually rendered him 
an exile, was a singular encounter some 
five years ago with a railroad employe at 
a grade crossing near Zehlindorf. Rohen- 
thal was on his way back to Berlin on,that 
night with a party, he himself driving the 
leading sleigh, and being like most of his 
companions, considerably intoxicated. In 
spite of the waving lantern and shouts of 
the crossing keeper, who had lowered the 
gate on account of an approaching train, 
he drove straight into the bars, badly in­
juring the horses and upsetting the sleigh 
into the ditch. Hohenthal perfectly infuri­
ated then fell on the gate-keeper, an elder­
ly man and so mishandled him that he

spent several months in the hospital. In 
fact, the unfortunate man might have been 
killed, had not peasants from the neigh­
boring cottages rushed to his assistance.

For this performance the count passed a 
year in jail, and if Ips death has attracted 
so much attention in France and Germany 
it is owing to the prominence of the Ho­
henthal family, which has long flourished in 
the courts of Berlin and Dresden, occupy­
ing various offices in the two royal house­
holds. Countess XValpurga Hohenthal was 
appointed maid of honor to Empress Fred­
erick on the latter’s marriage, and is now 
the widow of Sir Augustus Paget, once 
British Ambassador at Rome. She was 
very kind to “Guida,” and figures under a 
transparent pseudonym in the latter’s novel 
“Friendship.”

The founder of the family was Peter 
Hohmann, - who of humble origin, amassed 
a fortune as a merchant at Leipzig during 
the jeighteenth century. As farmer of taxes 
for the Saxon government he became still 
richer and made himself so useful to the 
crown, that he was ennobled as Elder von 
Hohenthal. His integrity being questioned 
later on he, to head off investigation sent 
in a clever and acceptable fashion to King 
Augustus-the-Strong, that Monarch’s 
X. O. U., for $100,000, a further sum of $50 
000 in cash and a huge sapphire, 
still a bright particular star of the 
crown jewels of Saxony. This politic act 
obviated further trouble. The tax-farmer’s 
sons were finally advanced to Baronies, and 
his grandsons to the rank of Counts of 
Hohenthal.

The missionary summer conference now 
being held in the Mount Allison University 
Residence here is proving a great success.

The lack of appreciation of the signific­
ance of this flag shows that our Canadian 
newspaper editors have failed to grasp the 
fact that every British subject, no matter 
in what part of the world he resides, may 
eenjoy all the privileges that belong to 
British citizenship.

(Report for the month ended June 30, 
1812.)

Correspondents report that in the mari­
time provinces and generally throughout 
eastern Canada the weather of Jane con­
tinued cold and wet, and the growth waa 
.therefore elow. In the Northwest prov­
inces the weather of June was hot and 
dry, and rain was badly needed at the be- 
ginning of July. Rains have since fallen, 
however, and conditions have improved. 
Prospects for spring sown crops are gen­
erally favorable.

According to revised figures obtained at 
the end of June the total area under 
wheat this year ia 10,047,300 acres, com­
pared with 10,377,159 acres as returned by 
th:1 census of 1911. The area sown to fall 
wheat in 1911 was 1, 097,900 acres, but 
winter killing has reduced this area to 781,- 
OOO acres. The area sown to oats ia esti­
mated at 9,494,600 acres, compared with 
0,233,550 acres in 1911, and to barley 1,- 
449,200 acres as against 1,403,969 acres in 
1911. In the three Northwest provinces 
spring wheat covers 9,029,000 acres, as 
against 8,946,965 acres in 1811, the increase 
being in Saskatchewan and Alberta. In­
cluding fall wheat the total wheat acreage 
in the three provinces ds 9,346,100, compar­
ed with 9,301,293 in 1911, the decrease be­
ing accounted for by the large area of fall 
wheat winter killed .in Alberta. Oats in 
the three provinces occupy 6,037,000 acres 
and barley 826,100 acres, as compared with 
last year’s census figures of 4,563,203 acres 
for oats and 761,738 acres for barley.

Whilst not equal to the exceptionally 
high figures recorded this time last year 
the condition of spring sown crops is gen­
erally good. The highest figures for 
spring cereals are recorded in Prince Ed­
ward Island and British Columbia, the per 
cent, condition ranging from 97 to 99 in 
the former, and from 90 to 95 in the lat­
ter province, the average for the dominion 
being from 80 to 89. Fall wheat remains 
low. being only 70 for Canada, 73 for On­
tario and 71.6 for Alberta. Last year the 
condition was also low, viz.: 75 for Can­
ada; the average of the four years 1908-11

compared with 94-78 last year and 88.23 
the four years' average, oats 86.43 against 
94.46 in 1911 and 90.42 average, barley 88.58 
against 93 in 1911 and 89.28 average. Rye 
is 87.84. peas are 80.08, and mixed grains 
84 98. Hay and clover show a condition 
per cent, of 85.59 against 84.97 in 1911, al­
falfa 60.59 against 82.31, and pasture 95.56 
against 90.77. In the three northwest 
provinces spring wheat, oats and barley 
range from 80 to 88 per cent., figures 
which are close to the average of the four 
years 1906-11. but which are below last 
year’s exceptional records by from about 
10 to 15 per cent.

The estimated numbers of live stock 
show further decreases except as regards 
horses and dairy cattle, the former being 
70,400, and the latter 14,500 more than 

■last year's estimates. The census figure^ 
of 1911 are'not yet available. The con: 
dition of all live stock in Canada ia uni­
formly excellent, the number of points be­
ing 97 horses, 98 cattle, 97 sheep and 96 
swine.

Of the late N. L. Rand the Moncton

Berlin, Aug. 7—Berlin is undergoing a 
spasm of reform similar to that now af­
fecting New York. Undoubtedly the news 
of the Rosenthal ' case, which has been 
printed in great detail in the Continental 
newspapers, had the effect of bringing 
about this housecleanjng.

The conditions in Berlin are practically 
identical with those existing in New York 
except that no charges have been made as 
to police connivance with lawbreakers. 
Nevertheless good reasons exist for believ­
ing the German police share profits with 
màny gambling houses. The scandal has 
bedgme so notorious that the Kaiser has 

itted from Norway, , wherevrhe is* 
spelding the summer on'his» yacht; Hohen- 
zollern, to the German Home Office a long 
report asking the minister of the interior 
to take more active proceedings against 
the gambling scourge.

Although gambling is strictly prohibited 
in Germany, it has been discovered that 
a number of gambling saloons and similar 
dene has in recent years increased a hun­
dredfold in the German capital.

The law on gambling only prohibits pub­
lic gambling, but gamblers easily interpret 
the law in their own way and simply in­
dulge in their gambling in camera. The 
police admit they know all about this, but 
declare they can do nothing, as the law 
doesn’t allow them to enter private housqg. 
In -many gambling dens in the western 
residential part of Berlin young girls un­
der the pathetic pretence of lyrical art are 
induced to charm gamblers during their 
game by singing and dancing, and as a re­
sult the present police activity has been 
beyond all expectations.

In the first night more than 200 gamb­
ling saloons were closed and 21 arrests of 
saloonkeepers, gamblers and girls took 
place. The second night’s result was sim­
ilar and in the last two weeks the cleans­
ing of Berlin has been carried on with suc­
cess.

Reports made by the police show that 
a greater number of these gambling sa­
loons were infested with card sharps, and 
that innocent foreigners and rich German 
officers were daily swindled.

Many fortunes have been lost, and sev­
eral complaints have reached the minister 
of the interior, and even the Kaiser him­
self. In the Kaiser’s communication to the 
home secretary he declares he wishes to 
end or mend the state of affairs which is 
“a disgrace to the modern capital, which, 
if it remains unchecked, might endanger 
the reputation of Germans as honest and 
decent people throughout the whole 
world.”

“one-man government” through the decis­
ion of the senate today to support a plan 
already endorsed by the house of repre­
sentatives.

By a vote of 43 to 14 it adopted a pro­
vision giving the president control of all 
affairs at Panama, with power to appoint 
a governor to “complete, govern and oper­
ate” the canal and canal zone.

Senator Lodge declared the United States 
if compelled to go before The Hague court 
with the question of its right to exempt 
American ships would surely lose its case, 
“no matter how good it was.”

The only alternative, he said, would be 
to refuse to go to The Hague or else to 
drop the free toll provision and accept his 
plan of a governmental rebate or subsidy 
equal to the amount of tolls.

Senator Root expressed the opinion that 
the United States did not have any right 
to sovereignty at Panama which would 
exempt the canal from the provisions of 
the Hay-Pauncefote treaty. He said the

Five minutes after he had been seen 
alive about the yard of bis home, corner 
of St. James and Watson streets, in Car- 
leton, William H. Purdy, a well-known 
resident of the west side was found dead 
in his woodshed, where he had gone ap­
parently to get some wood.
