SCHOOL BOYS AND GIRLS

Some experiments bate been made re­
cently in England in regard to the use of 
the tides as a motive power, and with a 
considerable degree of success. One writer 
tells that he has been able to so regulate 
his machinery as to use the motive power 
of the tides during the whole twenty- 
four heure, and at a comparatively 
small cos- The initial cost of the machin­
ery for steam or fur the tidal power is 
about the same, hut after that every­
thing is in favor ol the tides, because 
there is no fuel to be used and the cost 
of looking after the tidal machinery is a 
mere trifle. One man for the day and 
another for the night is said to he suffi­
cient to see to hundreds of horse power. 
The machinery also is nearly self acting 
and the wear and tear is said to be very 
moderate. If this is true of the British 
Islands where the tides for the most 
part are quite moderate, certainly the 
people who live on the Bay of Fnndy 
ought to be able to use them to advantage. 
This would be particularly the case with 
respect to this city where we have tidal

Not a minute passes 
but dozens are added to the number of 
those that have fallen from their high 
estate, the victims of no untoward cir­
cumstance, but like the flowers that 
wither and the fruits that ripen 
entering upon another phase of their 
existence which began with the begin­
ning of the world and can end only 
With its destruction. For nature is the 
most cunning of chemists : she is con­
stantly transforming her products, but 
in the transformation there is 
neither accretion nor waste, 
leaves that rustle about our feet today 
may have been roses a few seasons ago 
woven into the wreath of a bride, or they 
may have been wet with the tears of one 
mourning for the dead.

AMERICAN DYE WORKS CO.WAKEMAN’S WANDERINGS.SPECIAL MONTREAL ADVERTISEMENTS. proportion of the whole fishermen along 
the shores of the Firth of Forth and theTHE MARK OF THE BEAST. near fishing ports, have a no mean invest­
ment ont of which, with the addition of 
their labors, to deserve an excellent live­
lihood. Cod, haddock and herring are 
chiefly sought. The fishing-grounds for 
the cod are in the middle of the North 
sea, about 100 miles east of the Isle of 
May, which stands at the mouth of the 
Firth of Forth. The fleet are usually a- 
way from port from Monday until Satur­
day, during a few weeks of the early 
spring. 'There are no “hand-liners,” as 
with our Gloucester fishermen, who fre­
quently go out from their schooners, an­
chored on the Banks, in yawls and dories 
to take cod with single lines. The New­
haven men, on arriving at the grounds, 
“float and anchor,” that is, they sail 
lazily at the rate of about four or five 
miles an hour, reefing their “lug” sails 
according to the wind, away from the 
“anchored” end of a cod-line, which is 
always from five to seven miles in length. 
The hooks are 21 feet apart; and three 
buoys only, one at each end, with a center 
buoy, each surmounted by a red or olack 
flag, are used for the entire line-length. 
The work is usually begun after mid­
night at such a time as will enable the 
crew to “get her all in the water” before 
sunrise. “Jock” lights, flamboyants, and 
ordinary flash-lights are used; and the 
effect with a large fleet, on a moonless 
night, is as though innumerable sea vol­
canoes were sending forth, in regular pul­
sation, tiny flashes of flame. Four men 
are required to “shoot” the line. Three 
bait the hook with herring, and one 
“pays out” the line.

In “haddockin’” seven men comprise a 
boat’s crew, and each man owns a line to 
which is attached 84 score of hooks, 42 
inches apart, 5,880 feet long. The joined 
seven lines constitute a “fleet” of lines, 
the total length of which is more than 
seven and one half miles! As the had­
dock-hooks are baited with mussel, 
which are gathered along the shores of 
the Firth, "mussel-gathering,” done by 
the women and ohildern, and “haddock 
baiting,” add largely to the earnings of 
the fishermen’s wives. By an nnchanga- 
ble law the wives and daughters of each 
“haddockin’ orew” bait that crew’s lines, 
receiving three shillings, sixpence per 
line, or twenty-four shillings sixpence, 
per “fleet;” and if the crew have in it 
unmarried men, these cannot favor their 
sweethearts with the labor, but must 
give it to the women folk of their married 
companions. The haddock “fleet” of

Nbwhavbn, Scotland, Aug. 18, 189C- 
Whenever we think at all of fisher-folk, 
we usually associate them in our fancy 
with sea-walls of sublimity or shore- 
reaches of barrenness and desolation.

habitations. They are neither sodden 
nor ignorant, but are bright, earnest and 
healthy-minded. Only the romancer 
enn find a more hopeless element of 
pathos among them than among ordinary 
folk.

wâs manned with 300 mariners, 120 can- 
noniers, and 1,000 soldiers; and was in 
other respects so wonderful that to this 
day the monster is recalled whenever a 
new fishing-craft enters the harbor, for 
such is always “the bonniest Newhaven 
boat syne Michael’s time.” The only 
other noted incident ever occurring at 
Newhaven was when, in Saptember, 
1550, sixty stately galleys and other ships 
anchored here, and the queen mother, 
with the most brilliant company ever 
assembled in Scotland, sailed out of the 
Forth on her way to visit her daughter 
Mary in France. But the city of Edin­
burg, whose great port was, and is, the 
city of Leith, fearing the growing pres­
tige of the “new haven,” purchased tbe 
entire place from James IV., in 1510, at 
a good round sum; and for the last 380 
years, while the little poifc has remained 
simply an extension of old Edinburg 
and Leith, up the south side of the Forth, 
Newhaven has had but a slumberous 
growth. To-day it comprises 5,000 souls. 
Over 4,000 of these are fishermen, fish­
wives and fishers’ children. It is a little 
world by itselfl Its population are a 
people by themselves. In spite of tbe 
tram-cars that come as far as they dare 
from the great city and halt by the vil­
lage-side; in spite of the railway tha* 
brings and takes crowds of curious visit­
ors; in spite of the tremendous steam­
ship and vessel life and its splendid 
panorama before their very eyes; in spite 
of the churches, missions and national 
schools, wedged between their curious 
habitations; and in spite of the uncea­
sing friction of their daily contact with 
the fine activities of a splendid city, 
housing the brightest and most cultiva­
ted people in Great Britain; they suffer 
no dimnniation, no impingement, no 
change. As to dress, customs, dialect, 
mannerisms, mode of life, modern prog­
ress stops aghast at the out-ski rta of New­
haven, walks, around it, and passes on, 
as if with a sigh of relief at having escap­
ed a bootless struggle.
