These afford no pro­
tection from its ravages, but, on the other hand, entrench it in the com­
monwealth, throw around it an artificial garb of respectability, and make 
the people partakers thereof, and responsible for the evils resulting there­
from. “ It is impossible to legalize the liquor traffic without sin.

(2) That we declare the complete and immediate legal prohibition of 
the manufacture, importation and sale of intoxicating liquors for beverage 
purposes to be the duty of the Civil Government.

(3) That this is one of the great questions in regard to which Christian 
men are obligated by their profession to rise “above all considerations of 
expediency, or personal and party interest, and so to use their moral 
influence and their franchise as to contribute to the overthrow of a traffic 
that is evil, only evil, and that continually.

Therefore to this end, this Conference
1. Endorses the proposal of the Dominion Alliance to 

tion to the House of Commons of Prohibitionists, irrespective of party, 
Charged with the responsibility of representing the temperance electorate 
in the House of Commons, compelling the attention of the House, and ot

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REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON STATE OF THE WORK.

Your Committee are pleased to report prosperity for the past year, 
and see signs of progress for the future. It gives us pleasure to notice 
that the net increase in membership in this Conference during the yeai 
has been 1,892. Surely God has blessed us ! Still wouldl we dot 
reasonably expect that, with all the machinery employed by the Methodist 
Church, this increase ought to be much greater. Our large congregations 
and various agencies should be expected to give proportionately great 
results. In many rural districts there is a decrease of population, 
caused partly by improved machinery, enabling less men to do the farm 
work than formerly, and partly by the attractions of city lijfe; whereas, 
this decrease tends to make the financial burdens heavy on many of our 
.country Circuits. Your Committee would recommend that wherever 
practicable weak Circuits be enlarged, that the formation of stations in 
weak places he discountenanced, and efforts made to utilize latent talent 
in our churches, by which the minister, with assistance from lay helpers, 

be enabled to accomplish the same or a larger amount, of work witli-

Ü

out being burdened so heavily financially.
In our opinion there are many over-burdened pastors in our large city 

stations, and that there are many worthy superannuated brethren ;. there­
fore, we recommend that our large stations H cities wherever practicable, 
employ these brethren as assistant pastors, at such remuneration as the
station sees fit. i .1 „While our people have large demands made on their time by the 
various Church organizations and societies, we pray that these will no 
be allowed to diminish the attendance at the prayer-meeting and othei 
weekly religious services. We regret to hear that in some cases social 
amusements, particularly dancing, militate against the success of out 
work It is needful, therefore, that our ministers give forth no uncertain 
sound on this question from the pulpit, and especially in private conver­
sations ; exhort a faithful adherence to paragraph 35, page 16 ot the 
Discipline ; and we recommend that the above paragraph be printed on 
the pamphlet containing the rules given to those received on trial.

We would entreat you to urge larger contributions to the Contingent 
and Sustentation Funds, especially the latter, 
have to undergo many sacrifices from untoward circumstances.

We commend tlie manner in which the Missionary Fund is sustained. 
It is of the utmost importance that all should be done in this field of labor 
that is possible. The fields are white already to the harvest opportuni­
ties are now offered which were never open before, and shall we not be 
answerable for the fact, that 1,700 Methodist ministers are crowded into 
Canadian work, while so few are sent abroad 1 To increase the interest 
in foreign missions, could not one column of the Christian Guardian be 
devoted weekly to items of mission works.

We hope that the income to this fund will increase more and more, 
and that our domestic missionaries shall not suffer, though the Chinese 
work is begun and older fields of foreign labor are sustained.

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as the Woman’s Missionary Society’s Sunday, to be devoted to its special 
interests, when its work and claims may be presented, as are those of the 
Parent Society, your Committee recommend that the prayer be granted so 
far as the appointment of a day for the special recognition of this impor­
tant society and the presentation of its claims to our people are concerned ; 
but this shall not be understood as an instruction affecting the appropri­
ation of the collections of that day, but that the financial question be left 
to the voluntary action of the Circuits.

In respect to the Joint Committee of the Knights of Labor, the Single 
Tax Association, the Trades and Labor Council, the Womens’ Enfranchise­
ment Association, the Eight Hour League, and the Nationalist Associ­
ation, your Committee beg leave to report that, after having given the 
matter their most respectful and careful consideration, they recommend 
that, for the following reasons, no action be taken in respect to it :—

1. Because as a representative body, representing the Circuits and Sta­
tions within the bounds of this Conference, we have not been sent hither 
to deal with any such economic, scientific or political questions as those 
represented by the various organizations represented by the Joint Com­
mittee from whom this memorial emanates, and we have no means of 
knowing the views of their constituents concerning them.

2. Because the Church is a spiritual institution organized 
attainment of spiritual ends, and, as the history of the past has shown, 
the more carefully she guards against entanglement with questions of this 
kind, and abstains from obtruding upon the domain of the civil power, 
the more effective is she likely to be within her own legitimate sphere.

3. Because civil government, no less than ecclesiastical, is an ordi­
nance of God, and no good, but rather evil, is likely to result from the 
subordination of the former to the latter ; and the most sacred interest of 
humanity, the preservation of personal liberty, civil and religious, depends 
upon confining these as rigidly as possible to their respective spheres, and 
allowing as little interference as may be from each with the other. As 
we would not suffer for a moment any dictation from the State in the 
domain of faith and morals, that very fact should teach us to abstain, as 
an ecclesiastical organism, from dictating to the State in respect to those 
economical, socialogical and political questions with which it is the special 
functions of the State to deal ; and

4. Because, though the essential principle of Christianity is love—a 
love of which justice and mercy, indeed, every virtue and every grace is 
but a modification—and it, therefore, naturally tends to the elimination of 
all forms of wrong from society, the Church can contribute most effectively 
toward bringing about the grand beneficent result, by concentrating her 
energies upon the salvation of men, bringing them into harmonious rela­
tions with God and making them the partakers of His Divine Spirit. A 
community of saved people—people who love God and love one another, 
especially in a free, self-governing community like ours—may be safely 
intrusted with the righting of its own wrongs.

All of which is respectfully submitted.
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but in perfect harmony with her origin. It should be remembered that 
the “ Holy Club,” from which was generated that great revival of spirit­
ual and experimental Christianity, known as Methodist, way an organized 
band of young men. These young men were bound together by rigid 
rules for four things : More Bible knowledge, more literary culture, more 
personal piety, more practical service. Methodism was in its beginnings, 
pre-eminently a young men’s movement. Its first achievements resulted 
from the enthusiasm of consecrated young manhood.

The Methodic Church in all her history has been not only the Church 
of the masses, but of the young people. Her great successes may be 
largely attributed to a constant infusion of young blood into her ranks. 
The Epworth League is a reproduction of the spirit and purpose of the 
** Holy Club” of 1729-37. The four things aimed at by the.se original 
“ Methodists,” are the four things aimed at by the young Methodism of this 
continent, banded together in the Epworth League. It is a revivification 
of the Oxford brotherhood of a century and a half ago, clothing it in the 
habiliments of the nineteenth century, and sending it forth to work with 
the methods of this practical age. In our Canadian Epworth League 
constitution, with its four departments of Christian Endeavor, Religious 
Work, Literary Work and Social Work, we believe that we have most 
nearly attained the ideal aim of those four young men who constituted 
the original Holy Club.

We dare to pronounce it the best system of organization for Christian 
young people yet provided. It avoids one-sided culture and provides for 
the symmetrical development of the whole man. Our League is truly 
denominational—“ a thoroughly Methodistic movement designed to build 
up Methodism, that Methodism may do more effective work in building 
up the cause of Christ everywhere.” It is also grandly interdenomina­
tional, providing for the affiliation of and co-operation with all young 
people’s societies that are organized to work “ for Christ and the Church.” 
By our constitution our young people may not only be an integral part of 
this great Methodist movement, with its over 6,000 Leagues and more 
than 300,000 members, but also a branch of that world-wide Christian 
Endeavor movement, in which the young people of all denominations are 
engaged in the great work of uplifting humanity, with its 13,000 societies 
and 784,000 members. Just think of it, over 300,000 young Methodists 
on this continent formed in a “league, offensive and defensive, with every 
soldier of Christ Jesus.” What shall be the outcome of this great army of 
Christian cadets imbued with the spirit of Bishop Simpson’s memorable 
utterance : “ We live to make our own Church a power in the land, while 
we live to love every other Church that exalts our Christ.”

Realize, if you can, the power of the more than one million Christian 
young men and women of America, organized for the promotion of personal 
Christian life and the doing of aggressive Christian4.work. Hear the 
tramp, tramp of this great army, from Alaska to Mexico, from Newfound­
land to British Columbia, marching to the music and enthusiasm of “ On­
ward, Christian Soldiers,” and imbued with the spirit of Miss Havergal’s 
hymn of consecration.

Imagine the future, when this army shall have more than doubled on 
this continent, when its battalions shall be found in every land, when its 
bugle call to duty shall not cease to echo around the world, ancl when its
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wearing of the league badge and the quoting and printing of our mottoes. 
To create an enthusiasm and cultivate a fraternal spirit among our young 
people, we urge the holding of District and Provincial Conventions. In 
addition to all this, we feel the importance of a well sustained Epworth 
League paper. The General Conference authorizes the publication of such 
a journal, which the Book Committee has provided in Onward, “A Paper 
for Young People ” We note this with pleasure, and while heartily 
approving of the new publication, would - respectfully suggest that it be 
made more distinctively an or^an for our league and the young people’s 
societies generally—a paper for young men and women.

As the regular reading and systematic study of the Bible is one of the 
pledged duties of league membership, we earnestly emphasize the impor­
tance of the adoption of some definite course, with a view to examination. 
As a means of intellectual culture- we call attention to the 11 Course of

ii
study required for certificate ” and the “ Readings recommended.”

To increase the efficiency of the weekly prayer-meetings, we strongly 
urge the use of the topics suggested for the Epworth League or Christian 
Endeavor, and the issuing by the Executive Committee of a programme 
of all the meetings, lectures, socials, etc., to be held during the quarter or 
term. We would also recommend that there be published in Onward 
from time to time, suggestions on how to conduct meetings in the different 
departments of the league, and hints as to methods of work for the various 
committees. We would specially emphasize the importance of the monthly 
roll-call in every league or society.

That this movement may be more widespread and successful it is 
necessary that our ministers be thoroughly acquainted with its working, 
we would, therefore, request that Dr. Withrow, the Corresponding Secre­
tary, send copies of the revised constitution and other necessary literature \ 
to all our ministers.

heTo the Members of the Toronto Annual Conference of the Methodist Church:

Dear Fathers and Brethren,—The present -College year has been 
one of great prosperity in connection with Albert College. Over 206 
students have been enrolled. This is an increase of twenty per cent, on 
the attendance of last year, which was, up to that time, the largest in the 
history of the College. This increase is not in any one special department, 
but represents every department of the College work.

There are thiry-one candidates in preparation for Junior Matriculation, 
and nine for Senior Matriculation, making in all forty candidates. This 
is by far the largest number of matriculants prepared by any College in 
Canada, and is the largest ever prepared at “Albert.”

Twenty-nine persons wrote on the Conference Preliminary Examina­
tion held at the College in April last, a majority of whom will remain at 
the College to prepare for Matriculation.

REPORT OF ALMA COLLEGE.

To the Members of the Toronto Conference of the Methodist Church:—
Dear Fathers and BrethreIi,—Through the continued favor of a 

kind Providence we are permitted to report to you another year of 
ful work in Alma College.

The enrolment for a year has reached 181, of whom 141 have been 
resident pupils, and the remaining forty, day students. These have been 
enrolled as to departments as follows Preparatory, 28 ; Academic, .111 ; 
Collegiate, 47. The Music School has enrolled for Piano Course, 120; 
for Harmony, 25; for special Voice Training, 31. The Fine Art school 
has had a total enrolment of 50 ; the School of Elocution, 31 ; and the 
Commercial School, 25.

The religious denominations were represented as follows Methodists, 
94; Presbyterian, 38; Episcopal, 28; Baptist, 16; Evangelical. 2 ’ 
Disciples, 2 ; Roman Catholic,. 1.

Thirty of the pupils came from the United States.
Alma College has lately been affiliated to Victoria University, 

and the revised Course of Study and requirements for graduation will 
hereafter be such that all graduates of Alma College in regular course will 
have University standing. . The effect of which arrangement, we hope, 
will be that a good percentage of our graduates will' enter Victoria 
University to compete the full Arts Course.

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never larger or more efficient, having a staff of 
six teachers and a total attendance of 130 students. The efficiency of this 
school is attested by the successful work of its graduates in other schools 
and colleges, and the endorsation of its methods of instruction by the 
leading teachers in Europe and America.

In the departments of Music, Fine Art, Elocution and Commercial 
branches, we have distinguished specialists who are prepared to give a 
thorough and an advanced education.

OBITUARIES.1

RICHARD CLARKE
iwas born in the county Fermanagh, Ireland, in May, 1820, and died at Mill- 

brook, July 1st, 1890, in the seventy-first year of his age and the fortieth of 
his ministry. He was converted in early life, joined the Methodist Church, and 
immediately began to take a leading part in Sunday-school and prayer-meetings. 
When about twenty-one years of age he came to Canada and spent five ye irs in 
mercantile life in the city of Quebec, and about the same length of time in 
Toronto.

In 1851 he was received as a probationer for the ministry, and four years 
later admitted in'o full connexion and ordained. Amongst other places he was 
stationed in Kingston, Hamilton, St. Catharines, Guelph and YVelland. For 
three years he was Chairman of the Parry Sound District, and for four ye 
he tilled the same office on the Bracebridge District. For some time prior to 
last Conference he became very feeble, as the result of exposure to the rigors 
of the Musk ok a winters, the unusually strong constitution was gradually failing, 
and reluctantly he consented to ask for a superannuated relation, but fully 
expected that after a short interval of rest he would be able to resume his 
work.
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Cl:It was evident, however, that his work was done ; the strong man had broken 
dowitHlig v igorous mind was becoming clouded. As the end approached he 
said to his son Richard, “Is this what they call death ? All is calm, all is 
calm.” These were his last waras, and he quietly fell asleep in Jesus. Brother 
Clarke was no ordinary charatrcer. He possessed a marked individuality and 
was no man’s imitator. In tegnper, constitutionally warm and fearless, with 
clear views of wrong, he sometimes spoke with great severity, but in his bosom 
anger found no resting place. A brother, whose acquaintance with him ex­
tended over thirty-seven years, says, “I never heard him speak evil of any 
man. If he differed from any one, he was ready frankly and honestly to declare 
his opinions in the presence of the party concerned.”

He had very humble views of his own abilities. In answer to a friend who 
wrote him, gently criticising the severity of his style of preaching, lie replied, 
“ Many a night, sleep has gone from me as I thought of my weakness and ineffi­
ciency in the pulpit. You may be surprised when I tell you that I am not con­
scious of being hard on the good people. The thing that troubles me is, that 1 
am not able to reach the consciences of perishing sinners and turn them from 
darkness to light. I think I believe in God, and sin, and the Bible, and the 
danger of impenitent sinners, and that the Gospel is the only way to save them.
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God’s forgiving love* through faith in Auv Lord Jesus Christ. He united with 
the Church, and for some time greatly enjoyed the means of grace, evincing all 
the zeal and energy of first £nd child-like love to Christ. His love to the Mas­
ter, however, gradually was allowed to wane, but in the year 1828 ho was again 
revived, and continued faithful to the end of life.

During those years of early manhood, lie developed a vigorous and active 
physical frame. He also manifested an earnest desire to obtain knowledge, and 
by study and habits of reading furnished his mind with a fund of information 
which he was to utilize ere long in another sphere of action. In 182b 
he was authorized as an exhorter, and in the year following was licensed as a 
local preacher by Rev. William Ryerson. In 1831 he left home to become a 
teacher and subsequently a preacher among the Indians at the mission located 
near where the town of Orillia is now situated. By strict attention to the in­
terests of the Indians, and diligent study of Ojibway language, in which he was 
soon capable of speaking to them, he became very popular and exercised a 
happy inlluence over them.

When making his way to that mission, it required three days to perform 
the journey from Little York to Barrie, which now can be accomplished in less 
than as many hours.

From thence he removed to the Albion Circuit. Those were the days of 
self-sacrifice and heroic labor if the workman was to be successful in his under­
taking. This was a year of incessant toil. , The distances and ruggedness of the 
country, the struggles of the early settlers to gain a foothold, the necessarily 
meagre accommodation and fare, though the best they had and cheerfully given, 
made the life of the itinerant anything but inviting. Samuel Rose was not 
the man to shrink in view of the prospect before him. He did not stop to in­
quire what salary they could or would give, nor how many appointments wore 
to be supplied, nor the distances to be travelled, but rather, where is there an­
other settlement without the means of grace to which 1 can go and preach the 
“ Word of Life ?” This was not only a year of toil, but also glorious triumph. 
Revivals took place at all the appointments. Now appointments were taken 
up, many of which afterward became centres of usefulness, from whence flowed 
gospel blessings to other parts of the country. Many new classes were organ­
ized, and general thanksgiving pervaded the whole Circuit. Brother Ro-e and 
Father Corson went to Conference reporting an increase of 158 members. This 
number, considering the sparseness of the population, was, indeed, a wonderful 
ingathering.

He was ordained at Conference in the city of Toronto, 1837, Rev. Wjn, M. 
Harvard, President. His appointments were to several important Circuits, 
such as Stamford, St. Catharines, Brantford, Yonge Street, Dundas, in all of 
which the blessing of the Most High attended his labors. In 1850 he went to 
Muncey, specially to superintend the Mount Elgin Industrial School. Aft' r six 
years’ residence there, he again returned to regular Circuit work, occupying suc­
cessfully Dundas, Thorold, St. Catharines, Belleville. In each of these places 
he was honored by his brethren appointing him Chairman of the District.

In’1805 he was elected to the responsible office of Book Steward, which 
position he filled for fourteen years.: He was also treasurer of several Connex- 
ional Funds, and all those offices he filled with credit to himself and profit to 
the Church.

In 1870 he retired from the active work, but still continued, as occasions 
presented, to manifest a deep interest in the prosperity of the Church. He was 
a man of untiring industry and unswerving integrity. He was possessed of 
more than ordinary administrative ability, and was noted among his ministerial 
brethren for his knowledge of Methodist discipline. He was frequently con­
sulted on any doubtful or disputed points, and his advice and decisions almost 
invariably commended themselves to inquirers, and were received with satisfac­
tion. He was able, also, correctly, to^ive direction and advice on many ques­
tions of law, and thus became instrumental in preventing what might other-
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sessed the inclination nor the ability to be what is generally known as a popular 
preacher, but his preaching was characterized by sound common-sense, affec­
tionate earnestness, and above all by that divine miction which is, after all, the 
most essential qualification of the preacher, and without which even the most 
gifted are not likely to achieve any marked degree of 
hi#labors, and his works do follow him.”

HENRY M. McMILLAN.

Henry M. McMillan was born near Newmarket, York County, Ontario, and 
died at Auburn, California, November 14th, 1890, in his 24th year.

Bro. McMillan was born of Scottish parents, and trained in the faith of the 
Society' of Friends. In early manhood while following his profession as a pub­
lic school-teacher he came under Methodist influences and was savingly con­
verted to God.

Convinced of his duty to preach, he offered himself for the work, and 
ceived on .probation at the Conference of 1889, and stationed in the Scarboro' 
Circuit. Early in. the year signs of weakness began to appear, and ere its close 
it became quite evident that “the destruction that wasteth at noonday ” 
laying its full hand upon him. He obtained leave of absence from the Confor- 

of 1890, and acting upon expert medical advice sought length of days in 
Southern California. But alas, for his great hope and earnest desire to live, 
death claimed him ere the leaves had fallen.

Bro. McMillan was a young man of many tine qualities of head and heart. 
To know him was to love him.

A fair scholar, a fine student, a promising and growing preacher, a pleasant 
and manly companion. We could have wished him long life, but God willed 
otherwise “ He is not, for God hath taken him."

Few men in the ministerial ranks of the Methodist Church in this country 
were better known or more highly respected than the man whose name stands 
at the head of this notice. For many years he occupied some of the most promi­
nent pulpits of the connexion, and was generally beloved both by rich and 
poor. He was a man of marked individuality of character. He could not be 
commonplace. He was no man’s imitator, and no man could imitate him. 
There was a wonderful magnetism about him. Even those who could not agree 
with some of-his opinions could not but admire the fearlessness with which he 
stated and defended them. You could hardly conceive of him as playing a part 
or attempting to deceive. He could not be a hypocrite. A mean act of any 
kind would be utterly foreign to his nature. His unselfish generosity kn. 
bounds but his ability, and sometimes exceeded even that limit. This trait of 

' character rendered him liable to be imposed upon by the crafty and designing. 
What some call ministerial dignity was sacrificed when he saw an opportunity 
of helping a brother or sister in distress. He was the unfailing friend of the 
poor and downtrodden. Even the criminal classes shared largely in his sympa­
thies and prayers and means, with the hope, often successful, of uplifting and 
saving them. His faith in God’s promises, power and help was strong and 
unfaltering. No feature of his religious life shone out more strongly than his 
wonderful power in prayer. At times he seemed to get hold of the arm of 
Omnipotence, and with an importunity and fervor that would brook no denial 
or delay, to plead for all classes of humanity.

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EF MATTHEW BRANDON CON RON,

was bom in the village of Newmarket, April 9th, 1855, and died in the 
town of Barrie, April 11th, 1891. His father was a genial, large-hearted Chris­
tian gentleman, his mother a woman of deep piety and intense devotion. Thus 
his life opened under the benign and hallowing influences of a Christian home, 
and his early and rapid development of Christian character was largely owing to 
the beautiful example and earnest religious instruction of his mother, who 
stamped him with the impress of her own sweet spirit. He was an affectionate 
child and as he grew to boyhood exhibited a remarkably gentle, tender, kindly 
spirit, which was so characteristic of his whole life. At the early age of twelve 
he yielded to the kindly wooing of God's Spirit, and consecrated his young life 
to the service of God and the Church. He soon gave evidence of rare intellec­
tual gifts, and at school became remarkable among his schoolfellows for his intel­
ligence and application. He possessed a marvellous memory and could learn by 
rote whole chapters of Scripture and whole pages of matter with the utmost

At first he fitted himself for the teaching profession and was a painstaking, 
successful teacher, bjff God called him to a higher sphere of labor, and at the 

. age of twenty-two he entered the Christian ministry under the Chairman of the 
VValkerton District, Rev. W„ Tipdal. After two years of faithful circuit work, 
the first at Chesley, the second at Hanover, he was appointed by Conference to 
attend the Wesleyan Theological College, Montreal. Here his genial nature and 
kindly heart soon endeared him to his fellow-students, while the keen mind of 
the Principal at once detected in him the developing powers of an effective 
preacher. \

His second year of college life was spent at Victoria, after which he returned 
to circuit work, having been appointed to Weston Circuit, and, at the Confer­
ence of 1882 he was received into full connexion and ordained and appointed 
the second time to Weston.

In April of the following year he was united iff marriage to Miss Annie S. 
Wilson, who proved to be a helpmeet indeed, a very guardian angel, whose 
beautiful life has stamped her memory with the seal of immortality. With the 
help and encouragement of his saintly wife he sprung at once into prominence 
as an able preacher of “ the glorious Gospel of the blessed God,” and after four 
years of successful cirpuit work, two at Allandale and two at Scarboro’, he was 
invited to the pastorate of the Collier Street Church, Barrie, and in July, 1887, 
entered upon his labors there under the most promising auspices ; but in a few 
weeks he met the saddest bereavement of his life, in the death of his angel wife, 
a blow from which he never recovered. In less than two weeks he was seized 
with hemorrhage of the lungs, which ended his pulpit work ; but the members 
of the Collier Street Church, with characteristic magnanimity of spirit, retained 
him as their pastor for two years, in hope of his recovery.

On resigning his position and retiring from work he made his home with his 
esteemed friends, Mr. and Mrs. Marr, of Barrie, who with the most generous 
hospitality surrounded him with every comfort and luxury, and with constant 
and untiring devotion sought to smooth before him his passage to the grave, to 

• whom he left his darling boy as the deepest tribute of his gratitude. Laid aside 
under circumstances the most trying—in the very prime of his manhood, when 
congenial and worthy fields of usefulness were opening before him, his earthly fu­
ture was all aglow with the truest kind of success, he submitted with unmurmuring 
resignation to the will of God. He bore his sickness with admirable patience 
and Christian heroism. An attack of congestion of the lungs hastened the end. 
The closing scenes were impressive and beautiful, and form a most powerful 
testimony on behalf of the faith he preached and the Saviour whom he trusted. 
To the loving and sympathetic friends, who were with him in his last days, he 
gave many golden testimonies. To his old Allandale friends he clung with 
abated affection. His colleague of former years said to him, “Do you find
