Grand Vizier Tewflk Pasha handed 

his resignation to the new Sultan of 
Turkey to-day. Hilmi Pasha, whom 
the mutineers drove from this office 
at the time of the'uprising April 13th, 
was re-instated by Rechad.

These changes have not been official­
ly announced but it is known positively 
that .they have been made.

The resignation of Tewflk Pasha has 
not occasioned suppse because his sym­
pathies with the reactionaries are well 
known.

Constantinople, May 3.—Thirteen 

plotters were executed early to-day 
when the puishment of mutineers be­
gan in the .Stamboul quarter. Several 
soldier leaders were publicly shot and 
their civil accomplices hanged.

Thousands were present at the execu­
tions. The condemned prisoners were 
led forth clad in white trousers and 
jackets, and upon each was fastened a 
placard bearing his name and the 
crime of which he was accused. A corps 
of police controlled a too curious crowd, 
and smashed the cameras of those who 
endeavored to secure pictures of the 
hangings.

Each victim was led to his place on 
the gallows, and after the noose had 
been placed about his neck, was raised 
slowly by a pulley, and suspended while 
he strangled to death.

EARL GREY WILL
REMAIN FULL TERM

Governor - General Will Not 
Leave Canada Until 

Next Year.

Commons to-day Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
announced that Earl Grey would still 
be in Canada when the next session of 
parliament opened. His ‘Excellency’s 
full six years term of office will not 
expire until September, 1910, and though 
governors-general usually leave1 at the 
expiration of five years. His Excel­
lency’s intended departure at the end 
of this year has been postponed until 
some time next year.

BAY PIRATES
AND POSSE Fl3MT

Two Men Wounded and One 
May Succumb to His 

Injuries.

Richmond, Cal., May 8.—Twe men fell, 

one of them fatally, the other seriously 
wounded, In a battle between five bay 
pirates and an armed posse at Wine 
Haven, near here, yesterday. The bat­
tle started when Fire Chief Charles 
Mahnkee was shot dovm after he had 
discovered the pirates stealing casks 
of wine on the water front. The shoot­
ing of Manhkee was witnessed by"- an 
employee of a refinery nearby. When 
the chief. fell this man summoned his 
fellow workmen, who hastily : armed 
themselves and set out in pursuit of the 
fleeing pirates. Two of the- pirates 
made their escape in a launch, In which 
the. gang had invaded the town. An­
other disappeared in the underbrush. 
The two remaining sought shelter in 
the brush but were driven from coVer 
when surrounded by members of the 
posse. Making a Sudden dash for the 
waterfront, the men stole an olii boat 
in which there was one oar. They were 
almost out of range when one of their 
pursuers succeeded in hitting a pirate 
in the neck wi(h a bullet from a rifle. 
The thieves threw their arms over 
head and promptly surrendered. There 
is little chance for the recovery of the 
wounded pirate.

KILLED BY EXPLOSION
OF PICTURE MACHINE

Theatre Crowded at Time of 
Accident But There Was 

No Panic.

Peoria, Ills., May 3.—W. R. Robinson, 

city editor of the Peoria Star, is dead, 
and Walter Woodrow, moving picture 
machine operator, is suffering from se­
vere burns to-day as the result of the 
explosion of the picture machine in a 
nickledodeon here yesterday. Follow­
ing the explosion the whole front of the 
theatre sprang into flames. More than 
300 persons were in the theatre, but the 
crowd left .the building without becom­
ing panic-stricken.

NATIONAL PEACE 
CONGRESS MEETS

LARGE GATHERING OF 
DELEGATES IN CHICAGO

President Taft Writes Letter 
Approving Aims of 

Conference.

(Times Leased Wire.)
Chicago, May 3.—More than a thou­

sand delegates and visitors attended 
the opening, of the second national 
peace conference here to-day. The ses­
sions will continue until Wednesday 
night. The reading oi a letter from 
President Taft, in which he expressed 
his regret at being unable to attend the 
conference, his wish for the success of 
the conference and approval of its 
aims, was one of the features of to­
day’s session.

Robert Treat Paine, of Boston, pre­
sided when the conference was opened. 
An address Written by Secretary of 
War Dickinson was read.

Addresses of welcome were delivered 
by Governor Deneen, Mayor Busse and 
Rev. Eugene Bartlett, chairman of the 
reception committee, and then the fol­
lowing letter from President Taft was 
read:

“I greatly regret that I am unable 
to attend the doming national peace 
conference at Chicago and be there to 
express my earnest sympathy with the 
object of the assembling of so many 
distinguished men in the Interest of the 
world’s peace.

"That progress may be made in the 
matter of peace everywhere by inter­
national action and by the moral pres­
sure of the peoples of the earth, any 
one who has examined the record must 
admit. It is true that armaments go 
on increasing in cost, but it also is 
true that burdens presented by this 
competition in armament are growing 
heavier and heavier and the problems 
for solution consistent with their in­
crease become more and more difficult. 
The possibility pf war now arising come 
chiefly from irresponsibilities of gov­
ernment and In those uqw» 
stability of internai çontï&l

“Thé United States has contributed 
much to the cause of peace by- assist­
ing countries weak in respect- to their 
Internal government so as to strength­
en in them the cause of law and order. 
This relationship of guardian and ward 
as between nations In my judgment, 
helps along the cause of international 
peace and indicates progress and civili­
zation. .The policy of the United States 
in avoiding war under all circumstanc­
es except those plainly consistent with 
honor or its highest welfare, has been 
made so clear to the world as hardly 
to need any statement at my hands. I 
can only say that so far as my legitim­
ate influence extends while at the head 
of this government, it will be exerted 
to the full In favor of peace, not only 
as between this country and other 
countries, but as between our sister 
nattons."

Following the reading of this letter 
Miss Anna Eckstein of Boston spoke. 
Dean W. Rogers of the Cincinnati law 
school was called upon for an ad­
dress.

ALASKA PACKERS MAY 
LABEL SALMON “SOCKEYE”

Reply to Inquiry by the United 
States Fish Com­

mission. V

(Times Leased Wire.)
WastS^gton, D. C., May 3.—According 

to a decision by Solicitor Earle, for the 
detriment of commerce and labor, in 
an informal opinion to the United 
States fish commission, there can be no 
monopoly In the use of the 
“sockeye" in denominating the species 
of salmon canned by any of the great 
salmon packing interests of the Pa­
cific coast or Alaska. It is not neces­
sary for a packer to state on the label 
of his cans the locality in which tha 
salmon is taken.

The fish commission had inquired 
whether the Alaska salmon law requir­
ed that the label used by the packers 
should state' the locality in which the 
salmon were taken. It was stated by 
the commission that the same species 
Of fish which was packed by the Alaska 
salmon industries and labeled as “sock­
eye,” was also caught in the waters of 
British Columbia and Puget Sound, 
and that there was a difference in the 
food value and the market price in 
favor of the fish taken in Puget Sound 
and British Columbia waters. In view 
of the inferiority of the Alaska pack, 
the commission contended, the failure 
of the packers to indicate' the locality 
of their product on the labels used by 
them, constituted a misrepresentation 
of the act of congress.»

NOT BE ALLOWED

CITY THREATENS
APPEAL TO COURTS

Saanich Council Will Not 
Grant Permit to 

Victoria.

No settlement between the city coun- 
Icil and the Saanich council was reach­
ed at the meeting of the latter body on
Saturday evening. It looks now as if 
an appeal to the courts is the only way 
open if the city is to persist In its claim 
to take rock from Mount Tolmie. The 
Saanich municipal council on Saturday 
night showed in no unmistakable way, 
that it was their intention to stand by 
what they had done and refuse a per­
mit to the city to do the blasting.

When it was first proposed to do 
blasting for the city at the 
Tolmie pits the residents of the dis­
trict rosé in arms. A petition was cir­
culated among them and presented to 
the council of Saanich. The council ac­
ceded to the request of the residents 
and passed a by-law wheih would allow 
of the refusal of a license to the city 
on the ground that it would create a 
nuisance in the neighborhood.

When the city workmen were inter­
fered with the city decided to ask 
Saanich council to consider some prop­
osition looking to an amicable settle­
ment or the difficulty. Accordingly a 
letter was written to the Sasynich coun­
cil in which it was stated that every 
précaution would be taken to avoid 
creating a nuisance. The blasting would 
be confined to certain stated hours, 
early in the morning, at noon and in 
.the evening if desired; the blasting 
charges would be reduced to the mini­
mum effective quantity; and care would 
be taken to prevent any damage be­
ing done. It was further set forth in 
the letter that the quarry was 125 feet 
from the public highway and the near­
est dwelling was 100 yards away. There 
were only four dwellings within a radi­
us of a quarter of a mile of the place.

The residents of Mount Tolmie dis­
trict also were present In force to 
strengthen, if necessary, the Saanich 
council in opposing the permit. This 
was not necessary, however, as the 
Saanich council showed in an unmis­

When the letter from the city clerk 
was read Reeve Quick called attention 
to the .presence of the deputation from 
the city and asked them to present 
their views. The views of the residents 
of the district were also asked for.

Mayor Hall explained the situation. 
He pointed out that the city had a 
large rock crusher. It was the desire 
of the council to place it at a place 
where It could remain for about a year. 
It was not known that there was any­
thing in the way of it when it was de­
cided to establish the crusher at Mount 
Tolmie. There was no desire to cause 
friction.

There should be reciprocal 
action on the part of the municipalities. 
The city might be of service to Saan­
ich by allowing the use of tne isola­
tion hospital, 
every precaution to prevent any nui­
sance at Mount Tolmie, persons being 
quite close to the spot had not heard 
the noise.

Aid. Turner said that the only wish 
of the city was to make such improve­
ments that no one in the district would 
be interfered with. The hours of blast­
ing could be arranged to suit residents.

Aid Henderson expressed a wish to 
carry on the operations. Blasting may 
be a nuisance but can be carried on in 
such a way as to create no nuisance. 
Any reasonable regulations would be 
complied with in this matter. The city 
thought there would be no objection 
when the work was undertaken.

Reeve Quick called attention to the 
fact that every resident within a mile 
of the place with one exception, had 
petitioned the council in the matter. 
These people were small holders. Many 
were chicken owners, and it w.as 
known that blasting would put a stop 
to raising chickens. Then this was a 
beauty spot and the blasting would de­
stroy this.

Councillor Nicholson said he could 
not comply with the wish of the city. 
Residents of the district had paid high 
prices there, 
the value of the property. He moved 
that the request be not granted.

Councillor Haldon seconded the mo­
tion.

Councillor Sewal^ said that if Vic­
toria was allowed to remove this rock 
the district would present much the 
appearance of Spring Ridge. He w’ould 
favor preventing the removal' of gravel 
also If it could be done.

It was decided to hear the delegation 
from Mount Tolmie, and Mr. Dean was 
asked to speak. He said there was no 
one in the district who would say that 
the blasting could not be heard with­
in 1,000 yards. The crusher was being 
placed practically on the road. He ex­
pressed further the thought that it was 
against the interests of the district to 
destroy the beauty Spot. If a petition 
were circulated in the city he believed 
nearly every one would sign it protest­
ing against the destruction of Mount 
Tolmie.

Mr. Williams sai* Mount Tolmie 
should be an asset as a beauty spot to 
the city.

The fisheries regulations governing the 
boundary waters between Canada and 
the United States, prepared by Prof, E. 
E. Prince, Dominion fisheries commis­
sioner, and Presittent David Starr Jor­
dan, of Stanford University, represent» 
ing the United States, has been receiv­
ed here. The result will be observance 
fty the fishermen of the two countries 
of the regulations contended for by 
v'anada in the treaty waters from the 
Atlantic to the " Pacific. These include 
the waters of Juan de Fuca strait and 
Puget Sound.

Under the regulations as now agreed 
upon, the United States government 
will appoint a federal protection staff,
with headquarters at Washington, 
which will correspond to the Canadian 
fisheries protection service, with head­
quarters at Ottawa.

As a result of the new regulations 
agreed upon, the preservation of con­
tinued prosperity in the international 
fisheries is assured.

Her hatches were shut down tight 
and caulked, in; order that she might not 
fill. As the tide fell her stern went un­
der water and «he remained there until 
9 o’clock the i)ext night, when the Sea 
Lion passed that way and pulled her off.

In order to save the tug from grinding 
to pieces on the rock, cedar logs were 
lashed under her and as the tide rose 
these buoyed her up. In spite of this, 
however, she was very badly shaken and 
nothing but a very seaworthy craft could 
have stood the knocking about. Seas 
washed over her1 constantly and no one 
expected that she could possibly be 
salved.

Robinson had been in the employ of 
the copapany since 1892 and had an en­
viable record.

ON THE WEST COAST

Ottawa, May 1.—F. C. T. O’Hara, 

deputy mir ister of trade and commerce 
and chief controller of Chinese immi­
gration, has given out an Interview de­
precating in the strongest manner 
some of th4 statements appearing in an 
article contributed to the May number 
of the B 
Bennett, of Calgary.

The article in question is entitled 
“A Remarkable Canadian Chinaman,” 
and refers to Lee Mong Kow, Chinese 
intrepreter for the department of trade 
and commerce of Victoria. Much at­
tention is given to the alleged part 
taken by Lee Mong Kow at an investi­
gation helfl last summer in Montreal 
by Mr. O’tiara, pursuant to which sev­
eral alleged Chinese merchants were 
refused frjse admission into Canada. 
The article places Lee Mong Kow in a 
most unfair and damaging position in 
the eyes of his countrymen in Canada, 
and charges in affect that he is prac­
tically acting as Chinese detective for 
the government.

Mr. O'Hkra says at the time there 
was no official Chinese intrepreter in 
Eastern Canada and when he decided 
upon investigating the steady influx at 
Halifax add Montreal of so-called Chi­
nese merchants, bona-fide merchants 
under act being exempt from payment 
of tax, hq instructed Lee Mong Kow, 
who is sejnior intrepreter in the ser­
vice, to meet him in Montreal.

Thousands Injured.
Memphis, Tenn., April 30>—(Later)— 

Two thousand persons were yijured and 
a great many killed by the storm 
which swept the lower Mississippi val­
ley last night, according to reports re­
ceived here late to-day.

Scores of towns in Arkansas and Ten­
nessee are reported to have been de­
vastated by cyclones and it is certain 
that the list of known dead will be 
greatly increased when more detailed 
reports are received.

Death Roll Will Be Increased.
! St. Louis, Mo., April 30—Reports this 
afternoon from Tennessee, Arkansas 
and Mississippi indicate that the 
storms that swept these states last 
night and to-day caused enormous pro­
perty loss and it appears certain that 
the dfeath list will be greatly increased.

It is estimated that 20 persbns were 
killed in this section alone and six are 
known to be dead in Arkansas.

The town of Horn Lake in Desoto 
county is reported to have been totally 
destroyed but the number of deaths 
there is not known.

Board­
ing the train three miles east of Houser 
Junction, Idaho, they cut the mail car 
and engine from the train, and one of 
them then fired a shot at the fireman, 
who slipped from the cab and disap­
peared.

With a revolver held to his head. 
Engineer Whittlesey ran the engine at 
top speed, and when it and the mail 
car passed through Houser one of the 
robbers was pitching coal into the fire­
box. When the engineer passed through 
that town without responding to sig­
nals, the operator immediately notified 
the despatcher at Spokane that he 
thought a hold-up had occurred. While 
officials of the railroad at Spokane and 
Rathdrum were organizing posses, the 
mail car was being robbed where It 
had stopped between Trent and Yard- 
ley.

Persons earning under £500 a 
year are granted a special new abate­
ment of £10 for every child under 16 
years of age. On incomes exceeding 
£5,000 yearly there is to be a super-tax 
of sixpence in the pound. It is estimated 
that the extra yield from the income tax 
will be £3,000,000, while the super-tax is 
expected to bring in a full year £2,300,- 
000, but the income from this source is 
estimated for the current year at only 
£500,000.

With regard to the death duties, the 
minimum and maximum rates remain 
unchanged, but there will be an increase 
in the intervening scale, estimated to 
yield an additional revenue of £2,550,000. 
It is calculated that a revision of the 
legacy and succession duties will produce 
an additional revenue of £1,370,000. An­
other increase in the sliding scale of the 
stamp duties on share transactions is 
calculated to yield an extra £1,140,000. The 
alterations in the stamp duties include 
the increase from ten shillings, the pres­
ent rate, to 20 shillings per cent, on the 
transfers and sales of property, including 
the methods of disposing property usual­
ly adopted with the object of escaping 
the death duties. There is a similar in­
crease in the rate for the transfer of 
“bearer,” securities, except colonial and 
government issues, while the stamp du­
ties on the transferring of other stocks 
and shares are raised to sums varying 
from sixpence to 
shillings will be charged for a 
of an aggregate value between £500 and 
£1,000, while two shillings more are ad­
ded for every additional £1,000.

The liquor licenses are increased, and 
from this source it is estimated that the 
additional revenue will amount to £2,600,- 
000. Another proposal is to tax land 
values and mineral royalties. It is es­
timated that these will yield this year 
£830,000, and increase annually. Tea and 
sugar remain unchanged. The increase 
in the duties on spirits, with a customs 
excise of 45 pence a gallon, is expected 
to produce additional revenue of £1,600.- 
000. It is proposed also to increase the 
duty on tobacco manufacturers from 
three shillings to three shillings and eight 
pence a pound, and to make an equiva­
lent addition to the duties on cigars, cig­
arettes and manufactured tobacco. To­
gether these sources are expected to yield 
a total revenue of £1,900,000 a year.

a Most Rev. S. P. Matheson Was 
Born at Kildonan, 

Manitoba. $1.75 $1.75atatI

The rapid rise 
Samuel Pritchard Matheson, B. D., of 
Winnipeg, Archbishop of Rupert’s 
L ind, from the position of priest with 
control of a small mission to the status 
of primate with jurisdiction over the 
Anglican church ta the entire Dominion 
has been almost entirely due to his 
splendid organizing abilities, broad 
ehurchmanship and general capacity 
for hard and strenuous service in the 
extensive mission fields of the western 
diocese, says the Winnipeg Free Press.

Samuel Pritchard 
Matheson, B.D., archbishop of Rupert’s 
Land, primate of all Canada, chancellor 
of the University of Manitoba, and 
warden of St. John’s college and col­
lege school, was born at Kildonan, 
Man., in September of 1852, and is the 
son of John Matheson, one of thfe 
Scotch settlers, who were brought to 
the Red river by Lord Selkirk In 1812. 
He received.his early education at St. 
Paul’s parish school, and at Mr. Prit­
chard’s academy, subsequently" enter­
ing St. JohnV college school, and being 
admitted to a foundation scholarship 
as a theological student in the college 
later on. He1,was ordained to the 
priesthood fcy, the late Archbishop 
Machray in 1876, afterwards being the 
incumbbent at varibus times, of Vic­
toria, Rockwood, St. Paul's and North 
St. John’s, where he did much valuable 
mission work.

He has always been closely connected 
with the college and school. Two years 
after his ordination he became deputy 
headmaster of. the college school ; was 
appointed steward of the college in 
1879; bursar in 1887, and lecturer In 
Hebrew some time after, 
however, were not confined to the col­
lege, or to the many duties connected 
with the needs of the various missions 
of which the college was the centre. 
He identified himself with the 
university, and in 1880 received the de­
gree of B.D., and became a member of 
the board of studies and of the council. 
Since that time he has always been 
closely connected with the educational 
work of the province, and in recog­
nition of his valuable services, and his 
intimate knowledge of higher educa.- 
tional affairs, he was appointed recently 
to fill the position of chancellor of the 
university, a position which was left 
vacant by the death of Archbishop 
Machray in 1904.

In 1882 he was appointed a canon of 
the Cathedral parish, and some time 
later became dean of the college and 
chapter.
was secretary of the lower house of the 
provincial synod, and when the confer­
ence for the consolidation of the 
Church of England in Canada was held 
in Winnipeg, in 1890, he was elected 
clerical secretary, and this office he 
filled until his election as prolocutor of 
the lower house at the last general 
synod, at Montreal, 
elected secretary of the synod at Ru­
pert’s Land, and in 1903 was coadjuter 
to the late primate, Archbishop Mach­
ray, in which position, in view of his 
intimate relations with the archbishop, 
and his knowledge of the work of the 
diqcese, he was of invaluable help dur­
ing the illness of the latter. In 1905, 
one year after the death of Archbishop 
Machray, he succeeded him as Bishop 
of Rupert’s Land, and metropolitan of 
the ecclesiastical province, with the 
title of archbishop.

The new primate has twice married, 
his first wife whom he married in 1879, 
being Miss S. M. Fortin. By her death 
in 1894, he was left a widower with five 
children. Two years ago he wedded 
Miss Alice Talbot, eldest daughter of 
the late Charles Talbot, of Qu’Appelle. I

The honor first conferred on the arch­
bishop is one which his college should 
be proud, since he is the first of its 
graduates to be elevated to that high 
position. It is also one of which Man­
itoba and the Northwest should 
honored, since the choice has fallen up­
on one who is a native of the country. 
The honor is more than diocesan, more 
than provincial, in the ecclesiastical 
sense, and of a national interest wider 
than western Canada, in that the re­
cipient is placed at the head of the 
church in the whol» Dominion.

To the Editor:—If you have been told 
and believe that “no public lands are 
available except upon the tops of moun­
tains which the government has 
good enough to reserve for the actual 
settler,” you are much misled.

Of the1 lands at present reserved for 
pre-emptors, at least 500,000 acres from 
Graham Island, through the Naas, Skee- 
na, Kitimat, Babine, Stuart, Nachaco 
and Fraser valleys, are not mountain­
ous.

Of the lands/tfot reserved but open to 
pre-emptors, /there are millions of acres 
of non-mountainous lands, including as 
a very small portion the surveyed /areas 
north of Quatsino, and àt Clayoquot, 
Wreck Bay, and Kennedy Lake on Van­
couver Island, about 250,000 acres, all 
open to pre-emptors unless carrying 
8,000 feet of timber per acre.

There is unlimited land, but is it de­
sirable? You say that the “speculators” 
have obtained all the “desirable” land.

If you look back through the files you 
will find year by year the same cry, that 
the “desirable” lands were all taken by 
speculators and nothing left for the set­
tler. And year after year, in spite of 
continuous purchasing and pre-empting, 
the available land has increased.

Not so far back as Jacob and Laban, 
the Semlin government took alarm and re­
served all land from sale, and the inflow 
of settlers- was un-noticeable, but the ef­
fect on provincial progress was deadly.

Our lands will never be greatly “desir­
able” to pre-emptors though they con­
tinue to attract purchasers.

It is not the land, but the tenure, which 
is undesirable.

The great and sudden success of the 
northwest lay, to my thinking, in the in­
dividual efforts of private organizers 
who advertised, attracted and brought 
purchasers, speculators, settlers, and all 
the kinds of people who make a world, 
leading them to where lands were to be 
had by homestead, pre-emption and pur­
chase.

The greatest influx of the best settlers 
was from the western States, whose peo­
ple bought the land that looked good to 
them, at the price that they bargained 
for, and then wrote home for their 
friends to follow.

Here, too, among the best settlers are 
our American neighbors, but we discour­
age them, in too many ways for this let­
ter to set forth.

They would rather buy than pre-empt 
land, and so would anyone else with 
enough money to start a farm.

It is well enough to retain the right of 
any British subject to take up 160 acres 
on a residential tenure, but sad 
policy to think that through those hold­
ings the country will greatly develop.

Twenty years’ experience among pre- 
emptors will teach anyone that they 
are as a class quite as speculative as 
any other land holders, save for a few 
scattered hermits.

Their industry is equal to that of the 
average man, but their taxes 
such as to compel them to make a living 
from the soil, and they seldom do it.

Seldom, too, do they file on “mountain 
tops reserved for settlers,”
Thompson did with fairly good resutls in 
a speculative way at Rossland.

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Peter Hing, the clever Chinese stu­
dent who received his early education 
in Victoria’s public schools and later 
in the high school, has been covering 
himself with honors at McGill Univer­
sity, Montreal, where he is taking a 
course in law.

The annual dinner of the Law Fa­
culty Of McGill at the Place Vlger, 
boasted a unique feature in that the 
chief speech was made by a Chinaman, 
one who had beaten all nis white rivals 
at the examinations a year ago, and 
may do so again this year, says the 
Montreal Herald.

Gregor Barclay presided, and to his 
right and left were Dean Walton, Dean 
Moyse, Mr. Justice Davidson and Chas. 
G. Power, delegate from Laval.

Mr. Peter Hing was the chief speak­
er, and he dealt with the awakening 
of China to the 
West, and what Canada did to drive 
the Chinese student to other countries. 
He said in part:

China is awakening, 
what a nation should possess in order 
to be called a power in this twentieth 
century.
adopting a modern commercial policy, 
the introduction of better communica­
tion and transportation, the develop­
ment of her industries, the establish­
ing of a better form of government 
and judicial system, in order that she 
might be recognized to be a member 
of the international circle, 
about these changes, she found that 
her old library system of education 
was not suitable, and by an imperial 
edict in 1901. the old educational 
tern was abolished and to-day her stu­
dents are looking to the West for their 
knowledge in modern sciences.

There are now thousands of students 
in Japan, several hundred in the lead­
ing colleges of the United States, and 
many in Great Britain and the differ­
ent countries of Europe, but I 
sorry to say that there ar^ only two 
Chinese university students in Canada. 
I hope that before long our institutions 
of learning which are by no means in­
ferior to those of any other country, 
will be better known to the Chinese.

These young Chinese abroad, wheth­
er government students or private stu­
dents, will return to China, after the 
completion of their studies. They will 
be influential leaders of the country, 
and no doubt that these Western 
graduates will be deeply interested in 
the future international relations be­
tween China and other countries of 
the world.

Suppose a Chinese student desires to 
come to McGill or any of our sister uni­
versities, I don't think that he would 
subject himself to the indignity of de­
positing $500 and then ask for the re­
fund later. He would rather go to the 
States or to Great Britain where he is 
admitted freely.

I know that there are unfortunate 
difficulties between the Canadians and 
the Chinese. It is because we do not 
understand each other. This national 
prejudice is hardly noticeable among 
the educated class, which reasons ac­
cording to sound principles.

We are loyal to McGill, personally I 
have travelled over 10,000 miles to come 
to receive instruction from our Alma 
Mater and to be trained by her.

I am loyal to Canada, for though I 
was born in China yet I was brought 
up and was educated in this country.

China has abolished her closed door 
policy and is now trading with all the 
ntalons of the world. Canada is friend­
ly with China, but I plead that the 
Canadian government should help to 
extend the open door policy in educa­
tion. '

Let the ability and the labors of our 
professors be carried to different lands, 
and let the name of McGill, our Alma 
Mater, be echoed* from the four quar­
ters of the world.

The remarks of Peter Hing were ex­
ceedingly well received by the mem­
bers of the faculty present.

J. T. Hackett proposed what was the 
most popular toast of the evening to 
Mr. Hing, who was designated as “the 
dearest d—d little pink man ever hatch­
ed in China,” and Mr. Hing covered 
himself with glory in responding.

forms, came in for the highest praise. 
Canadians have reason to take pride 
in the fact that what the commission 
has found most necessary to commend 
as a reform for all governments • to 
inaugurate has already been accom­
plished by the government of the Do­
minion.”

Mr. King said he returned home with 
the conviction that no country at pres­
ent offers greater opportunities of im­
provement, happiness and prosperity, 
or a greater measure of liberty for the 
masses, than Canada. The difference! in 
the standard of living of Canadian and 
Oriental workers was such that to .pre­
serve our own restriction of immigra­
tion from the Orient was an absolute 
necessity. This was recognized by the 
authorities across the' Pacific, and so 
long as* Canada acted with the forbear­
ance and moderation which should be 
dictated by a consideration of the dif­
ficulties of Eastern statesmen and a 
realization of her position in the em­
pire she need have nothing to fear from 
Oriental immigration, at any rate for 
many years to come. In India he met 
with cordial expressions of apprecia­
tion of Canada’s treatment of the 
Hindus. As regarded China, he wished 
that some method of effecting a restric­
tion of any considerable influx less 
calculated to offend Chinese suscepti­
bilities could be found than the head 
tax. China was a great country, with 
possibilities eof an immense trade with 
Canada. Other nations were seizjng op­
portunities to obtain a footing, and it 
was time that Canada should seek to 
profit by its geographical position. 
Speaking of Japanese immigration, Mr. 
King said:

"So far as Japan is concerned, the 
country has already had evidence of 
Japan’s good faith in the matter of liv­
ing up to the agreement effected by 
Hon. Mr. Lemieux. While in Japan on 
the way back from China, I was invit­
ed by the foreign office to confer with 
them in regard to the immigration 
question, and the occasion afforde/ 
opportunity for a very full and frank 
excange of views. I shall probably have 
occasion to refer to these interviews 
at some future time; dor the present It 
may suffice to say that I think Canada 
may rely with confidence In common 
with othex; countries upon the' declar­
ation contained in a statement of Ja­
pan’s foreign policy, as publicly out­
lined by Count Komura, the foreign 
minister, in a carefully prepared speech 
delivered in the lower bouse' of the diet 
about eight weeks ago. On that occa­
sion, after referring to the principles 
which should guide Japan in her deal­
ings with other nations, Count Ko­
mura said: ‘In view of the new inter­
national conditions assigned to Japan, 
it has become necessary that our peo­
ple, instead of scattering in foreign 
land, should concentrate in the Far 
East, thus securing 
looking to legitimate activities and 
avoiding anything likely to obstruct 
the development of international 
commerce and industry. These con­
siderations have led the government 
to follow an avowed policy with re­
spect to emigrants to Canada and the 
United States, enforcing in perfect 
accord and good faith the restrictions 
placed on emigration.’

“I would repeat, so far as immigra­
tion from the Orient is concerned, 
Canada has nothing to fear so long as 
the wiser counsels of conciliation and 
moderation are made to prevail, and 
the arts of diplomacy substitiuted for 
obnoxious measures or policies which 
once resented would prove less effec­
tive in furthering the desired end. The 
real peril so far as the Orient Is con­
cerned, lies, to my mind, not in the 
possible movement of labor from Asia 

"to America—that can be _ regulated as 
described—but in the almost certain 
movement df capital, not only from 
America but Europe also, to Asia, 
once the industrial possibilities of 
these continents become better known 
End a greater degree of stability and 
security of Investment afforded. This 
Is a phase of the. problem which as 
Canadians Interested in the futures In­
dustrial greatness of our Dominion we 
will do well to consider, but it is too 
large1 a question to take up in an in­
terview.11

among the passengers who came from 
the Orient on the Empress of Japan 
was W. L. Mackenzie' King, C. M. G., 
who was on his way' home to Ottawa 
from the international conference on 
the opium question recently held at 
Shanghai. He was able during his brief 
stay here to visit a few friends. For 
some years Mr. Mackenzie King was 
deputy minister of labor, being ap­
pointed to that position by Sir Wm. 
Mulock, when the department was 
created. He resigned to contest North 
Waterloo at the general election. He 
was returned by a Very1 large major­
ity, and is slated for the now portfolio 
of labor. On his arrival in Ottawa Mr. 
King will take his seat in parliament, 
having started for the Orient before the 
House met.

In conversation with a representative 
of the Times on Saturday afternoon 
Mr. King discussed the conference 
and the question of Oriental immigra­
tion. In regard to the former he said;

“The opium conference was a re­
markable and notable gathering from 
many points of view. It was one of the 
few world conferences ever held and 
the first international body which has 
ever assembled in the Far East. With 
the' exception of The Hague conference 
and recent naval conferences it was 
the only world conference of a diplo­
matic or quasl-diplomatic character in 
which representatives of the countries 
of Asia as well as of Europe and Am­
erica were assembled. The countries 
represented were the United Kingdom, 
the United States, India, Canada, Ger­
many, France, the Netherlands, 
sia, Portugal, Austria, Japan, China, 
Persia and Siam.

“It is the first world conference in 
which Canada has had a place, and 
as marking a stage of Canadian de­
velopment within the Imperial struc­
ture was not wdthout historic signifi­
cance to the Dominion.

RESIGNS POSITION.

Splendid Talent to Appear on

Berlin, May 1.—A captive balloon 
belonging to the army corps was broken 
from its moorings yesterday by a 
strong gust of wind and drifted rapidly 
over the city. In mid-air it caught fire 
from atmospheric electricity and came 
down half burned in a northern sub­
urb.

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Properties City Must Acquire.
Mr. Brown read a list of the proper­

ties which the committee considered 
would have to be acquired by the city, 
the total assessed value now being 
$36,400, these properties being: Block 
44; lots 7 to 12 inclusive in blocks 45 and 
46; blocks 48, 49, 54, 55, 56; lots D, E 
and F, in block 57; blocks 58 and 62; 
lots 10, 11 and 12 in block '63; blocks 
64 and 65. Blqpk 47 is now city prop­
erty, and it may be that lots 7 to 20 in 
blocks 69 to 72 would have to be taken 
in the scheme. The new scheme would 
also call for the extension of Spring 
road southerly to Grant street; the 
north side of Grant street from Fern- 
wood road to Chambers street to be 
straightened; Nork Park street to be 
continued through to Fernwood road; 
Vining street to be widened 
straightened to a uniform width with 
that portion of the street east of 
Fernwood road; Caledonia avenue to 
be continued through to Fernwood 
road; Gladstone avenue to be straight­
ened on the' south side between Fern­
wood road and Chambers street, and 
Stelly street to be connected with the 
proposed extension of Spring road. 
While the eastern portion of Pembroke 
street is outside the area the commit­
tee recommends that a portion of lots 
1 to 6 inclusive of block 60 and a por­
tion of lots 31, 32, 33 and 36, south side 
of Pembroke street, near Chambers 
street, be acquired for the purpose of 
straightening the south side of that 
thoroughfare between Chambers street 
and Fernwood road.

It was proposed by the committee 
that an agreement be entered into with 
the owners of the properties not to be 
acquired that the works were to be 
done by the city without cost to the 
owners, and that the owners should 
agree not to excavate below the 
posed new grade. Mr. Brown said he 
did not anticipate any obstacle' from 
any owners in Spring Ridge.

City Barrister Taylor, who had been 
asked to be present to advise the city 
on the legal aspects of the matter, 
said the city could acquire the1 property 
proposed if it was to be used for 
porate purposes, and to use the gravel 
would be so using it.

What appears to be a very compre­
hensive scheme for the aboliiton of the 
gravel pit nuisance at Spring Iftdge, 
which would] pay for itself, was pre­
sented to th 
committee ai a meeting held Thurs­
day. The matter was discussed at some 
length, and the scheme received the ap­
proval of thb aldermen. The financial 
aspect will be considered later on, after 
the property owners who would be im­
mediately affected have been inter­
viewed.

This scheme has been drawn up as a 
result of conferences between a special 
committee of the city council, consist­
ing of Aldermen Stewart, Hümber, Mc­
Keown and Fullerton, and a committee 
appointed by the residents of Spring 
Ridge. They have been over the whole 
district affected, lot by lot, and have 
had a plan prepared which greatly fa­
cilitated the presenting of the plan 
proposed to the aldermen.

The Scheme Explained.
J. G. Brown, chafrman of the citi­

zens’ committee, was asked by Aid. 
Stewart to explain what it was pro­
posed should be done to get rid of these 
unsightly pits. He explained at the out­
set that the district to be dealt with 
was bounded by a line starting from 
the intersection of Queen’s avenue and 
Chambers street, running along Queen’s 
avenue to Spring road, thence along 
Spring road to North road and along 
the latter thoroughfare to Pembroke 

, street, and across Pembroke street fol­
lowing the line of block 62 to the north 
end of lots 2 and 3 of block 60 to Glad­
stone avenu? and along the latter 
street east to the west side of the Bap­
tist church property, following the line 
of that property south and easterly to 
Fernwood road and along Fernwood 
road south io Grant street and along 
Grant street to Chambers street, 
thence along Chambers streét to the 
point of commencement.

It was proposed that a certain grade 
should be defined between Gladstone 
and "Vining streets, the grade to be 
struck from Queen’s avenue, east, west 
and south on intersecting streets. The 
property would be graded down to this, 
the gravel pits filled in, the houses 
lowered and the property placed in as 
good condition as it was found. There 
would be an immense amount of sand 
and gravel available for the city’s use, 
and this, at fifteen" cents a yard; wofild 
more than pay the cost of the-impro,ee- 
ments. This figure was much below 
what the city paid for gravel now. The 
ratepayers concluded that certain pro­
perties would have to be1 acquired, the 
balance of the owners to be dealt with 
individually.

There could be no question, continu­
ed Mr. Brown, that the value of the 
lots to be acquired by the city, as well 
as. the rest of the property, would 
greatly increase in value, perhaps 
double,, so that the city would gain 
even if it purchased at 50 per cent, 
more than the assessed value, property 
which could not be sold now because 
of the depreciation caused by the ex­
cavating of the gravel pits. Besides, the 
assessable value of the other property 
would be greater than now. The aver­
age assessment is now about $300 a lot.

PARKS BOARD GETS
A QUORUM AT LAST

Barrister's Opinion to Be Had 
» on Beacon Hill Club 

House.

After frequent adjournments, -lasting 
over a period of two months, the parks 
board Thursday obtained a quorum 
and dealt with the outstanding busi­
ness. While waiting for the quorum to 
assemble G. E. Wilkerson expressed the 
opinion that there was very little use 
of the board convening if the members 
so frequently failed to put in an ap­
pearance. It would be as well to go out 
of existence if the meetings could not 
be held more regularly. There were 
present Aldermen Henderson and 
Turner, and W. B. Wilkerson and John 
Nelson.

The correspondence to the city coun­
cil from Hon. J. S. Helmcken regard­
ing the permission given the bowling 
club to build a pavilion on Beacon Hill 
park was read, in which a protest was 
entered.

Mr. Nelson said the city solicitor had 
given the opinion that the clubs hav­
ing buildings on the park had no rights 
to the ground, but he thought the board 
ought to have the opinion of the city 
barrister on the question.

Aid. Henderson said Mr. Oliphant 
had told him the pavilion would be 
open for the use of the public, and it is 
understood thoroughly that any person 
has the right to play.

Mr. Wilkerson said he had been in­
formed that youths playing cricket on 
the ground used by the Albion cricket 
club had been driven off by the mem­
bers of the club.

It was decided to obtain the1 opinion 
of the city barrister as to what rights, 
if any, the bowling and cricket club 
could have by the terms of the agree­
ment under which the pavilions had 
been erected.

An application from the1 North Ward 
Athletic Club for permission to erect 
a small locker house for storing 
athletic^ materials was laid over, and 
the association will meantime be ask­
ed to furnish a plan and particulars 
of the proposed building.

Hon. J..S. Helmcken also wrote ask­
ing if the Natural History Society had 
been allowed the use of any portion of 
the park, and if so on what terms. He 
will be informed that as far as the 
board is aware the society " has not 
been allowed any portion of the park.

E. N. Christopher’s letter from the 
North Ward Athletic Association, re­
ferred to the board from the city coun­
cil, complaining that the boys had been 
driven off the North Ward park while 
playing games by the police, was con­
sidered and an explantion given by the 
parks superintendent. He had been told 
the residents of the locality had sent 
for the police one Sunday morning to 
have men ordered off the green who 
Were playing bàù and making côrial d-r 
erable noise. The question as to who 
ordered the police to interfere was not 
known, and members of the board 
thought the letter should go to the 
police commissioners. The letter was 
received and filed, and the council will 
be informed that the board has no 
knowledge regarding who instructed 
the police' to order the men off.

Cuperintendent England said the cost 
of seeding the portion of the park now 
in-order and putting it into its present 
condition had been $800. He estimated 
the cost of preparing the remainder of 
the park would be $1,000. There were 
four acres which could be used for 
playing ball and other sports, which 
was to have been levelled, but had not 
been completed. The board lacks the 
funds at present to complete the work.

The Natural History Society asked 
that notices in Chinese and Jasanese 
be posted at Beacon HM1 park stating 
that the cultivated flowers and wild 
flowers must not be picked. The society 
will be informed that notices in Eng­
lish are posted.

Bandmaster Rumsby wrote regarding 
the hoard’s intentions in connection 
with band concerts this year, but the 
board could not take any action until 
the estimate's are through. It is under­
stood that $500 is on the estimates for 
the year for the purpose, and that the 
total estimates for the parks board will 
be $10,000, instead of the $11,900 asked 
for.

A communication from T. Lubbe, of 
the Esquimau Waterwarks Company, 
contained an offer to supply Victoria 
West with water for the watering of 
the new boulevards there as follows: 
Five connections at $20 per connection, 
and supply water as the rate of 20 cents 
per thousand gallons, a minimum 
change of $1 per month to be1 paid and 
a meter rental of 50 cents per month. 
The offer will be accepted.

The parks superintendent reported on 
the work done this year. One thousand 
trees have been planted in parks and 
on boulevards, grading and levelling at 
Beacon Hill and much boulevard work 
completed. Vancouver, Southgate, Mc­
Clure,
Gladstone and Chamberlain streets had 
been completed. Cook street and Pan­
dora street have not been completed 
owing to the delay by the city in put­
ting in the curbing, to which Mr. 
Wilkerson strongly objected. He said 
the delay was putting back the work 
and would be an added expense of 30 
per cent. toJthe city. The parks board 
was not to Blame, and he thought the 
owners should know it.

The accounts were referred to the 
finance committee with power to order 
them paid if approved.

FOR THE ISLAND

HON. JAMES DUNSMUIR
WILL IMPORT BIRDS

Shipment of Game Birds Will 
Be Made EarJy in the 

'Autumn,

The importing of birds and animals 
into British Columbia seems to be epi­
demic. Some of the germs of the dis­
ease have gone abroad and at last His 
Honor, Lieutenant-Governor James 
Dunsmuir, has caught it. Black game 
is to be the governor’s hobby. He has 
already ordered a number of birds from 
Europe and these will be shipped early 
in the autumn. The autumn is Said to 
be the only time of year at which these 
birds can be -secured.

The blackcock is a member of the 
grouse family, the female being known 
as the grey hen and the young as 
poults. The birds are very generally 
distributed over the highland districts 
Of northern and central Europe, and in 
some parts of Asia. They are found on 
the principal heaths 4n the south of 
England, but are specially abundant in 
the Highlands of Scotland and where 
great numbers are killed annually dur­
ing the shooting season which extends 
from August 20th to December 10th.

The bird does not occur in Ireland, 
and all attempts to introduce it have 
so far been abortive, although it thrives 
in the southwest of Scotland within a 
little over twenty miles from the Irish 
coast.

blackcock reside 
chiefly on the ground, feeding on seeds, 
insects and the shoots of heath, 
autumn they frequent the stubble fields, 
but in winter they spend a good deal 
of time in the trees, especially the birch 
and fir, the tender shoots of which then 
form their principal food.

The cock is about twice the size of 
the hen. The males are polygamous, 
and during the winter and autumn they 
associate together feeding in flocks 
apart from the females.

The nests are built on the ground and 
are composed of a few stalks of grass. 
The hen lays from six to teri eggs of 
a dirty yellow color speckled with dark 
brown. As soon as the eggs are laid 
the cock retires with his other male 
associates and leaves the hen to finish 
the work of incubation and rearing the 
chicks alone.

Several years ago 72 black game and 
capercailzie were introduced on this 
island, the majority being black game. 
These birds do hot seem to have pros­
pered well, for they have not been 
heard from for some time.

SAYS REPUBLICANS
ARE FOOLING PEOPLE

Senator Raynor's Speech in U. 
S. Senate Creates 

Sensation.

Washington, D. C., April 30.—Declar­
ing that the people have been fooled 
by the promises of the Republican 
party, which has revised the tariff to 
suit itself and the American Protective 
League, Senator Isadore Rayner, of 
Maryland, created a sensation on the' 
floor of the senate yesterday.

“The people have been fooled again, 
as they will be fooled until eternity un­
less federal taxation is rescued from 
the contamination of politics and the 
combinations that practically own the 
government,” shouted Rayner.

He then analyzed the Payne bill and 
charged that while the schedules were 
reduced in some instances, they had 
been raised in others so the reduction 
is not effective. Trust oppression will 
not be relieved by the contemplated 
changes in the present rates, he declar­
ed, and offered a strong argument fa­
voring the opening of all ports and 
bringing them into competition with 
the whole world.

He praised tariff for revenue only, 
and said that he favored the lowest 
possible rate on necessities with a 
high rate on luxuries.

The Lumber Tariff.
Declaring that the lumber tariff is 

building ohe of the greatest monopolies 
in the United States, Senator Knute 
Nelson, of Minnesota, made a strong 
argument in favor of the proposed re­
duction provided for in the Payne bill, 
pointed out the Clark Nickerson Com­
pany of Washington, of which ex-Gov- 
ernor Clough is manager, as an ex­
ample of the prosperity of the lumber 
business. He quoted data gathered by 
the inter-state commerce commission to 
show the success of the company.

MAYOR HALL 
ATTACKS PRESS

HE OBJECTS TO ANY
CRITICISM OF DELAYS

Claims That Pipes Were Being 
Provided for Bèfore Peti­

tion Came in.

Mayor Hall objects to the criticism 
from the press of the delays which 
mark civic work and Thursday at the 
streets committee meeting he fell foul 

for editorialof the two city papers 
references to the delay which his wor­
ship was the first to suggest as neces­
sary ih regard to the paving of Linden 
avenue and Cook street.

The paving question generally has 
been a subject of much debate back­
yard and forward, there being hardly 
a meeting of the committee at which 
il does not come up in some form. The 
fact of certain action having been de­
cided upon in any one case Is no guar­
antee that the merits of the matter 
Will not be discussed and rediscussed 
at ’subsequent meetings.

The city engineer referred 
Cook street work and asked for - in­
structions. If the council were going to 
macadamize the roadway he was pre­
pared to go ahead and crush the rock 
taken out on Linden avenue and put 
it on Cook street, but if not he would 
move
be treated when work began on Lin­
den avenue.

“There is a great big kick coming if 
the people on those two streets do not 
get what they want," said Aid. Tumér. 
"They have been seeing me daily about

the crusher and leave the rock to

it.”
Aid. McKeown suggested that tar 

macadam would be an excellent pave- 
rr.ènt for Cook styet, and he thought 
the people would be satisfied with it.

"I fail to see why we should not give 
them what they want, especially In 
view of the fact that they are paying 
a larger share than if the work had 
gone as originally intended,” said Aid. 
Turner.

Aid. Henderson, in a* good-humored 
way, referred to the criticism of the 
newspapers, and specially mentioned 
the Colonist.

“The papers are very apt, when writ­
ing editorially, to find fault with the 
council, especially with myself indi­
vidually, in connection with Linden 
avenue, and neither one knowing what 
they were talking about," added Mayor 
Hall, not at all good-humouredly. “We 
had taken steps towards getting that 
work done. We already had a by-law 
for a new sewer loan and I had a let­
ter from Mr. Raymur about water pipes 
before the petition came in. For a pa­
per to say we should keep ^12,000#worth 
of pipe, when we do not know* how to 
turn for money, is all nonsense. I am 
talking about the Times. He should 
know what he is talking about before 
writing an editorial. We have a hard 
enough time before they jump in and 
discuss things they know nothing 
about. Take the1 case .Of Cook street. I 
understand from legal authority that 
there is only one way to do. You would 
have to get an agreement from each 
property owner to pay their share of 
what is done and then annul this by­
law and get a new one; I don’t think 
there is a person on this council who 
wants to thwart the property owners 
in the slightest "degree ; I know I do 
not. No one wants to stopJ the progress 
of the city or local improvements in 
the slightest way, but we have decided 
we do not want to put down paving 
before the sewers and water pipes are 
in. When we spoke of Linden avenue 
it was not because I opposed it, but 
because' we had to put down the pipes 
and we had no pipes and no money."

“It makes me sick and tired, and I 
am surprised at people that ought to 
have intelligence getting up and writ­
ing such things," said his worship a 
couple of minutes later. “They ought 
to give us credit for some intelligence 
after we have been her? so long."

Aid. Turner pointed out that the 
owners on the streets in question had 
asked what they could do to help. It 
would be only mir 
them to get a memorandum from the 
engineer as to the amount spent under 
the original local improvement by­
laws, and then the city could say to 
them that if they would pay for the 
work done the change to bithulithic 
would be made.

JAPANESE MAY 
HELP CELEBRATE

SOYA AND ASA EXPECTED 
TO REMAIN FOR 24th

Joliffe Chartered to Meet Fleet 
by Local Country­

men.

In all probability the two Japanese 
cruisers Soya and Asa will be here to 
join in the 24th of May celebration. On 
Wednesday the Japanese consul, C. 
Yada, was in the city to confer with 
the local Japanese in regard to the visit 
of the cruisers. While here Mr. Yada 
expressed the .opinion that in all prob­
ability the admiral if. asked would 
make arrangements to be here.

The Dominion government has offi­
cially requested the lieutenant-gover­
nor to do everything in his power to 
make the stay of the Japanese in these 
waters pleasant, so a meeting is being 
held this afternoon at which the naval 
and military authorities and the pro­
vincial government will be represented. 
Mayor Hall will be present and ar­
rangements will then be made for some 
official reception. It is also very prob­
able that the admiral will be officially 
requested to take part in the Victoria 
Day celebrations.

The local Japanese are leaving noth­
ing undone to show their appreciation 
of the visit. It was found that the 
Yakata, the JaÿShese pleasure boat, 
would not be sufficiently imposing in 
which to meet the cruisers, so the 
William Jolliffe has been chartered 
from the B. C. Salvage Company. She 
will carry the leading Japanese resi­
dents, and a band will meet the cruis­
ers in the Straits.

WORK ON EXTENSION
OF E. & N. RAILWAY

R. Marpole Tells of Progress 
Which is Being 

Made.

(From Friday’s Dally.)
The plans for the railway extension of 

the E. & N. railway between French 
Creek and Albemi have been approved by 
the railway commissioners, and arrange­
ments will be made to commence work 
in the very near future, according to a 
statement made by R. Marpole, general 
executive assistant of the C. P. R. and 
vice-president of the E. & N. railway, 
who is in the city to-day. "“There have 
been some delays,” said Mr. Marpole in 
conversation with a Times reporter, this 
morning, “but it is altogether probable 
that arrangements will now be made to 
proceed with the work at once. In fact. 
I expect to be able to make some definite 
announcement at the meeting of the Van­
couver Island Development League, 
which I expect to attend at Nanaimo."

“As I told you before.” continued Mr. 
Marpole, “the trains will be running as 
far as French Creek before the autumn, 
but beyond that of course it is impossible 
to say just now. The distance between 
French Creek and Alberni is thirty-four 
miles, and the surveys on that have been 
completed and adopted. A heavy rock 
cutting near Wellington has caused some 
delay, but when this is completed it 
will be possible to continue the work of 
laying the rails, which has already been 
commenced, .several miles having been 
completed.”

Mr. Marpole was very much interested 
in the scheme to import red deer on to 
Vancouver Island. He met the game 
warden, Bryan Williams, on the steamer 
last night and discussed the matter with 
him. He expressed the opinion that Van­
couver Island was the place for the deer, 
and expressed surprise that any other 
scheme had been propounded.

Questioned about the land clearing 
scheme, Mr. Marpole said there had been 
some unavoidable delay in the clearing, 
but very soon the first block would be 
ready to place on the market.

Lubenthal, said to be a deserter from 
thé United States navy with a long 
tirleon record, Is in jail here charged 
With impersonating a United States 
naval officer in an unique swindling 
scheme in San Jose.

She has an unique iden­
tity in the world which, if she became 
four or five or six states in the Union, 
she could not enjoy.

In that connection Canada has trade 
.and financial interest which affect her 
attitude towards reciprocity with the 
United States. Though we buy more 
goods from the United States than from 
Great Britain, we borrow more money 
for development purposes from Great 
Britain than we do from the United 
States. The Imperial government has 
recently appointed an able trade com­
missioner to foster trade between the 
Old.Land and the New. We have given 
a preferential tariff to the Old Land 
which we do not repent. We have de­
cided that our future must be as our 
past has been. It is thoroughly in 
keepings with greater friendliness with 
the United States, and, if you like, 
with breaches in the tariff wail.

So they put a tax on Canadian coal 
and iron ore, for instance. Now they 
are justly becoming alarmed at the de­
pletion of the American supply of coal 
and iron ore. Broadly speaking, it 
seems to me that when this continent 
was laid out, several natural free trade 
zones were provided, which were also 
rpeant to be operative without hinder­
ing the development of two kindred 
but independent nations, within its 
coasts.

I cannot, at the moment, think of 
any considerable manufacturing ad­
vantage that would be sacrificed by a 
readjustment of the coal tariff. There 
are some conditions surrounding the 
mechanical production of coal in Nova 
Scotia, which would, I. think, adjust 
themselves by the opening of the New 
England market.

On the other side of the continent 
'similar conditions prevail. There is 
unlimited coal in British Columbia 
and Alberta, and very little—and that 
of poor quality—in the Pacific states. 
A duty bn Canadian coal is a tax upon 
industry in the nearby states, without 
any compensating advantage to either 
side of the line.

A glance at the map of North Am­
erica will show, I think, that the Pro­
vidential distribution of coal is such 
tlv»t it might wisely be left to wqrk out' 
its own solution of

Supply and Demand.
In any case, the ultimate disposal of 
it will be determined, not by the ac­
cidents of any tariff but by how long 
the supply endures. I know of no 
more admirable contribution to mod­
ern statesmanship, which is closely al­
lied with commercial interest, than the 
calling of an international conference 
on the conservation of natural re­
sources, with the idea of taking sym­
pathetic steps to presei've from waste 
the bounties that surround us from 
sea to sea.

Closely bound up with the coal prob­
lem is the iron situation. Iron ore Is 
on the Canadian free list. Every other 
form of imported iron pays duty. The 
United States taxes iron, whether in 
ore, pigs, or manufactured product. 
If/'as Mr. Carnegie contends, the steel 
industry in the United States can flour­
ish without the tariff on manufactured 
articles, it can surely prosper without 
a tax on Canadian ores.

Every year the millers of Minne­
apolis cry more loudly for Canadian 
wheat. Within seven years they will 
most likely be getting it through an 
open tariff gate. I can conceive of no 
formidable opposition to such ft change; 
for when the decAing factor in wheat 
prices is the export trade, interior 
prices will not, in normal years, be ap­
preciably affected by the relatively 
small amount of wheat that will be 
groaft on one side of parallel forty-nine 
and eaten on the other.

At the session of the conference this 
year one of the main features will be a 
"Jubilee Service,” to be held in Queen’s 
avenue church on May 12th, when por­
traits of the four pioneer missionaries 
and of other leaders of the church will 
be unveiled. These portraits, have been 
painted by the famous Canadian ar­
tist, J. W. L. Forester, and will be 
hung in Columbia college.

NO HIGH RESERVE ON
PRINCE RUPERT LOTS

Auctioneer Sayü Upset Prices 
Will be Reasonable—Fuv; 

Building Restrictions

(From Monday’s Daily.)
C. D. Rand, who is to auction Prince 

Rupert city lots in Vancouver on May 
25-29, came down on the Princess Bea­
trice on Saturday with F. L. Murdoff, 
after valuing the lots to be put up for 
sale so as to fix the reserve prices to be 
placed on them. Mr. Rand acted for the 
joint owners, the province and the 
Grand Trunk Pacific, and Mr. Murdoff 
was appointed by the railway as an ad­
ditional valuator. They spent eight 
days on the ground and will complete 
the work of fixing the reserve prices in 
Vancouver. In speaking about the sale 
Mr. Rand says:

“The upset prices which will be fixed 
will be extremely reasonable. I am 
aware that reports have been spread 
to the effect that the reserve figures 
would be high, and I wish to make an 
emphatic denial to that. As a matter 
of fact Mr. Murdoff and I have agreed 
on reserve figures which in each and 
every instance are sufficiently low to 
enable a man to buy à lot, erect a 
building and from the rental value se­
cure a very fair rate of interest return 
on his investment. We made every val­
uation on the basis of actual worth of 
property, location and all other points 
considered. ,

“Another matter which I wish to 
throw light on is the feeling which has 
got abroad that it is the intention to 
place building restrictions on all the 
lots. As a matter of fact building re­
strictions, If it is determined to enforce 
them at all, will only affect some ten, 
or possibly twelve, blocks which, by 
reason of their location, seem likely to 
be the centre of the business district of 
the coming city.”

The new city is crowded with people 
who have been attracted by the sale 
and the annex to the Grand Trunk 
Hotel was opened ahead of plans to 
accommodate them. The company is 
engaged in laying out large waterfront 
yards for the reception of the rolling 
stock to be delivered this summer. Over 
three hundred locomotives, passenger 
coaches and freight cars are on order 
to be shipped north.

Fire Fighter by Birth.
The new chief comes of a family of 

fire fighters who have ail served in the 
Toronto fire department, and at one 
time or other were stationed in old No. 
2, from which he now comes to com­
mand Victoria's brigade; His grand­
father was a member of the force .until 
he died from injuries received while 
responding to an alarm. His father 
had risen to the position of assistant 
chief at the time of his death.

Chief Davis joined the Queen City’s 
brigade in 1888, when but sixteen, as a 
driver.

He 
rose from rank to rank to Portland 
street station, which answers more 
calls than any other in the city, until 
he became captain. The esteem in 
which he was held in the brigade was 
expressed by the presentation of a 
handsome' gold locket before he came 
away.

In such a long career Chief Davis 
has naturally had many narrow es­
capes and thrilling adventures. He 
once fell two stories with a falling.wall 
and was dug out from under an im­
mense heap of debris unconscious.

Naturally Chief Davis looks upon the 
Toronto brigade as a model, but in 
this he1 is at one with all who have 
had opportunity to make comparisons, 
whether they are Torontoians or not. 
He is a strict disciplinarian, and a 
thorough believer in drill. Speaking to 
a Times representative the chief said 
the three main requisites to- have a 
first-class and efficient brigade were 
equipment, adequate water pressure 
and a well-organized, willing brigade.

the province, is in the city to-day. He 
came here' to confer with those inter­
ested on the matter of the importation 
of red deer to the province. Mr. Wil- 
lians expects to get a carload of these 
in the Old Land. This will number 
about 20. They will be' park deer, and 
Mr. Williams holds the opinion that if 
an island of about 500 acres could be 
secured somewhere near Victoria on 
which to place these deer it would be 
the best plan. They would be allowed 
to breed there and could be inspected 
by visitors and others at any time. 
Those interested who live in the city 
hold a different opinion, however, and 
favor liberating the deer on Vancouver 
Island.

It had been the intention of Mr. Wil­
liams to have the deer reach here about 
the middle of July. This will not be 
possible, however, but he hopes to have 
the deer here later. The red deer, said 
Mr. Williams this morning in an inter­
view, is recognized as the most sym­
metrically formed of the whole deer 
family. In New Zealand, where six or 
eight were taken a few years ago, it 
to now estimated there are 50,000 deer, 
and hunters come from all parts of the 
world to enjoy the sport of hunting. 
The deer provided in New Zealand is 
far larger than the original stock in 
Scotland.

The conditions on Vancouver Isl­
and and the Immense amount of food 
available for them would, according to 
the view of Mr. Williams, make this 
an ideal home for the deer.

The game warden says he is going to 
give a. great deal of attention to Van­
couver Island this year. Kootenay and 
Liilooet, the districts that are the 
great revenue producers as far as game 
is concerned, have been well organized, 
and the laws are being carefully en­
forced. Vancouver Island district will 
receive marked attention this year. 
Steps will be taken to protect the 
wapiti better than has been done in the 
past. The task is a heavy one, but Mr. 
Williams hopes to cary it out. It is pos­
sible also that in order to prevent 
poaching from the' United States that 
a launch will be purchased and ex­
amples made of some.y A .j , . . : ; .

Washington, D. C., April 30.—Senator 
y Aldrich announced that the text of the 

maximum and minimum feature of the 
tariff bill had been agreed upon by the 
senate finance committee to-day at a 
meeting following a consultation with 
President Taft and Attorney General 
Wickersham, during which they placed 
their approval upon the plan.

The new section provides that the 
minlmurrt rates shall be the same as 
those in the Aldrich bill and that the 
maximum rates shall be 25 per cent, ad 
valorem in addition to the rates speci­
fied in the tariff bill. It also provides 
a rate of 5 cents a pound on coffee and 
ten cents a pound on tea, which are
i'ree in the bill.

Seattle, Wash., April 29.—The myster­
ious disappearance of J. L. von der 
Fehr, a wealthy bachelor, from his 
home near Brownsville, Kitsay county, 
last Friday afternoon, the burning of 
Ms home early Saturday morning and 
the aisciûVêfy thât’hiS'nbW rWboat had 
been cut from its moorings, has result­
ed in rumors of a murder and has 
aroused the residents of that neighbor­
hood to great excitement. G. O. Hil- 
stead, of Brownsville, has investigation 
in charge, but has made no definite 
progress in solving the mystery.

Von der Fehr, a man about 55 years 
old, lievd alone. The last time he was 
seen was late Friday afternoon. About 
1 o’clock Saturday morning his neigh­
bors were awakened by a brilliant light 
shining into the windows and discov­
ered the home of Von der Fehr in 
flames. A crowd soon assembled, but 
all efforts to save the house from the 
flames were useless and it burned to 
the ground, but no trace of its occu­
pant was found. Early next morning 
several neighbors went to the boat 
landing where the man had kept his 
mvnboat, ànd found the skiff was miss­
ing. The rope was cut, indicating that 
when last used it was needed in a 
great hurry, there being no time to un­
tie the rope.

Later the ashes of the ruined home 
were examined and it was found that 
every lock In the house had been turn­
ed to lock the doors and the window 
fastenings showed that they were ail 
carefully closed.

Von der Fehr is known to have been 
in Port Orchard last Thursday at the 
court house, where he paid his taxes,

(Times Leased Wire.)
Seattle, Wash., May 1.—After delib­

erating for nine hours, the jury In (he 
case of R. F. Parkhurst, former assist­
ant cashier of the First National Bapk 
charged with misappropriating $50,000 
of the institution’s money, early this 
morning returned a verdict of guilty. 
The penalty for the offence is imprison­
ment in the penitentiary for not more 
than ten or less than seven years.

The verdict finds thS defendant guilty 
of 15 of the 16 counts remaining of the 
original indictment. They include false 
entries on the books of the bank, mis­
application of funds and embezzlement. 
Sentence was deferred for ten days 
pending a motion for a new trial.

The fact that a shortage existed at 
the bank was discovered on July 30th 
last, and Parkhurst’s arrest followed. 
Unable to obtain the $12,000 bail de­
manded, he has remained a prisoner at 
the county jail since he was taken in­
to custody.

Detroit, Mich., May 1.—The barge 
Geo. Nester foundered with eight men 
aboard during the storm on Lake Su­
perior yesterday according to advices 
received by the administrator of the 
Nester estate here to-day. A message 
received from the Nester agents at 
Baraga, Mich., states:

“The Schoolcraft arrived to-day. 
She reports that the Nester parted her 
tow line off Huron Island yesterday 
noon and was driven on the rocks.

Port Townsend, Wash., May L—At­

After lynching one negro, the mob 
returned to the jail and demanded the 
other black prisoners be surrendered 
to them. Other lynchlngs undoubtedly 
would have followed If It had not 
been for the timely arrival of the 
troops, who dispersed the mob.

Princess Beatrice Brings Hali­

Vancouver, B. C., May L—Washed 

about helplessly in a gale that rage’d 
along the British Columbia coast two 
days ago, the Seattle fishing boat 
Grant, formerly a United States rev­
enue cutter, can consider that she has 
luck on her side.

In- the terrific gale of Thursday, 
which strewed the coast with small 
tugs and their tows, the Grant was 
caught just off the North Queen Char­
lotte Islands. She turned to run for 
shelter behind Haycock Islands, where" 
the Levi Woodbury was captured some 
time ago. After two hours battling 
with heavy seas her tail shaft broke, 
and the little vessel ran before the' 
wind towards the shore of the island. 
The fishing schooner Zapora saw her 
plight and came to the rescue. After 
hard work a tow line was taken aboard 
and the helpless cutter towed to the 
shelter of Hardy Bay. After the storm 
had subsided the Zapora started to tow 
her south, but ln Chatham channel the 
Princess Beatrice sighted the pair, and 
after negotiations took the Grant in 
tow, arriving in Vancouver this morn- 
in*k Whichever way the salvage is ad­
justed the trip will be very unprofitable 
for the Grant, for she has over 190,000 
pounds of halibut on board, and is a 
valuable vessel. Efforts are being made 
to get permission to land her cargo 
here, and Ottawa has been telegraphed 
for permission .

Failing in this, the Seattle tug, now­
on her way here, will tow her back to 
her home port in all haste.

The Grant is owned by the San Juan 
Fishing & Packing Company, of Se­
attle. She was purchased from the 
United States government in 1906.
