In the meantime what was Sir Char­
les Tupyer doing while Sir W. Laurier 
was thus advocating Imperial Federa­
tion?

He protested Without losing a moment. 
In an interview with a Daily News re­
porter, on June 25th, 1897, ■ he empha­
tically condemned this project, which 
Mr. Chamberlain declared once to bo 
eminently dangerous.

“ I have no faith in the Idea fostered 
here by Sir W. Laurier, of the estab­
lishment of a great Imperial Parliament.
It is a plan bound to be a failure. A 
few years ago, the Imperial Federation 
League which comprised such men as 
Lord Rosebery, the Marquis of Ripon, 
the Hon. Philippe Stanhope, the Right 
Hon. W. H. Smith and several others, 
studied the question from all its sides. 
With the exception of one member only, 
we unanimously decided that the idea of 
an Imperial Parliament was out of the 
question in practical politics, and Lord 
Rosebery was the echo of our delibera­
tion at a meeting in the “Mansion 
House.” There'are two :strong reasons 
against such an Imperial Parliament.

Firstly, such an assembly should be in­
vested to impose taxation for Imperial 
purposes, and consequently .representa­
tion should be based in a certain meas­
ure on population. This would mean 
that in a few years England’s voice 
would be completely drowned by that of. 
the more populous colonies. England 
shall never submit to this.

Secondly,"the colonies would.never con­
sent to renounce their authority and put 
a great proportion of their power in the 
hands of an assembly distant three thou­
sand miles or more.”

Q. Should we then remain as we are? 
Ans. My view is that which was for­

mulated by the Ottawa conference and 
this has been further endorsed by Mr. 
Chamberlain in his speech before the 
Board of Trade. Let there be prefer­
ential Commercial treaty within the lim­
its of the Empire by fostering trade with 
its colonies.”

Such is the {stand taken by Sir Charles 
Tapper, and from which he has hever 
deviated. .

Moreover, it is the stand he had taken 
•eng before, when the Imperial Federa­
tion League wanted to make in Canada 
a move to participate to the Territorial 
ami maritime defence of the Empire.

Sir Charles Tupper had refused to lend 
himself to that movement in spite of all 
the disagreements which might have 
caused him because of this hostile atti- 
tude.

Aiso Among the many notable passengers 
who arrived on the Empress of Japan 
yesterday afternoon was Baronesft .von 
Ketteler, widow of the German ambas­
sador who was butchered by the Chinese 
Boxei-s in their recent uprising. The 
Baroness is still suffering from the shock 
of the awful scenes through which she 
passed, and she did not leave her state­
room when the Oriental liner reached 
this pert. She was accompanied by her 
brother, Henry Ledyard, and his bride, 
and Mr. Ledyard granted an exclusive 
interview to a Times reporter. ,

He said that his,, sister was very low, 
and had nothing to say whatever in re­
gard to the massacre except what had 
already been told in the press. Mr. Led­
yard went to Yokohama to meet his 
sister, but his stay there was short, as he 
cnly arrived there the day before” the 
steamer sailed. He wa» pleased With 
the treatment they had received from 
everybody. The Gel-man vice-consul at 
Yokohama was particularly kihd to his 
bereaved sister and to himself and wife.
A great source of annoyance at^Yoko- 
harna when he was there was the delay 
in telegraphic, or cable commuiiication 
with points on this side of the Pacific. 
Just before sailing he received a telegram 
that was sent out three weeks before.

Mr. Ledyard was perfectly willing to 
talk of family affairs, aud he told an in­
teresting story of his marriage and hur­
ried trip to the other side of the earth. 
For some time past he had been engaged 
to Miss Maude Hendrie, of Hamilton, 
Ont., and when the Baroness cabled tor 
her father to send for her it was decided 
that' the young man should make the 
trip. It was further settled that he 
would also make it a honeymoon- trip.
A few days later a hurried wedding took 
place, and as soon as the ceremony was 
over the young couple left by special 
train for Vancouver. On September 
10th they sailed from that port for the 
Orient, and now they are on their re­
turn trip.

In the states of Michigan and Wiscon­
sin there is no man better known than 
Henry B. Ledyard. He is interested in 
mines, lumber - and railroads, and his 
properties extend over a vast section of 
territory. The family home is.in De­
troit, and it was there that Baron von 
Kettler wedded the lady who yesterday 
afternoon returned to this Coast shatter­
ed in health. When the baron reached 
Detroit he had already travelled. qver a 
greater -part of the earth, He Ayaa a 
man who commanded respect and' secur­
ed the esteem of all with whom he came 
in contact. He was stationed five years 
in Washington, where he had occupied 
the important post of first assistant in 
the German consular service. Thè; baron 
was fond of all sorts of athletic b ports, 
music and the opera. . He was a good 
swordsman and a crock pistol shot.

The bacon found himself fascinated by 
a.tall, stylish Detroit girl. She dressed 
with taste; her complexion was pale, with 
a touch of the color of the rose; her ejrès 
large and blue; her hair, light blonde: 
her manners charmed him, and her kind 
heart and innate gentility soon made 
him her willing slave. The acquaintance 
ripened into love. But the -Kaiser does 
not approve of foreign matches for his 
consular representatives. It took some 
time to bring the matter to his high 
notice and to remove all official barriers. 
This was diplomatically arranged, and 
the day of the wedding set for February 
24th, 1897, at Détroit, the home off the 
bride. Mr. Ledyard felt regret in the 
thought that his only daughter was 
henceforth to live in a foreign land. He 
was by no means overcome by the 
thoughts of a titled alliance.

The couple first went to México, and 
from there to China, where an aristo­
cratic, easy life was at her command. 
Here social conditions were changed 
somewhat; in the foreign compound at 
Pekin she met the titled women of 
Europe, whose sole ambition in life is 
to pass the time pleasantly. In the midst 
of these superb gayeties came the first 
ominous rumble of war, a strife that 
meant the sudden destruction of her do­
mestic happiness.

All during these terrible June and July 
days the efforts of Mr. Ledyard to dis­
cover a clue to his daughter’s where­
abouts, in the mi£st of the Boxer im- 
brolio,. were nnintermittent—but without 
the least avail. As soon as the -meagre 
but startling word came of the assassin­
ation of the baron, Mr. Ledyard entered 
into telegraphic communication with 
Secretary Root of the war department, 
bis personal, friend, who expressed a 
willingness to olace, so far as consistent,' 
the whole machinery of the consular ser­
vice at Mr. Led yard’s disposal. ' There 
was absolutely no sign, no word of re­
cognition. France. England. Italy, Hol­
land, Germany, the United States—all 
these great governments were appealed 
to in vain.

A tremor of deadly fear swept all over 
the world. What was the fate of the 
legations? There were hundreds of 
guished hearts awaiting news. The ter­
rible thought of the Baroness von Kette­
ler penned in Pekin with a mob of bar­
baric Mongolians battering at the lega­
tion gates, and perhaps at any moment 
making a breach in the walls, to assass­
inate, to butcher, such thoughts as these 
followed the half-distracted family of the 
baroness. » -

It was on July 16th that the Baron 
von Ketteler was killed on the street in 
front of the legation.

There was firing on -the street and 
Baroness von Ketteler in the midst 
of the flying missiles at -death. Adding 
to the precafionsnese at her situation, 
which she bravely shared with her 
fortunate compatriots, she 
whelmed bv the terrible sorrow of the 
murder of her husband. v-. ■

In no department, perhaps, 
of the public service is- this more appar­
ent than in that of marine and fisheries, 
in which the greatest energy has been 
displayed in providing numerous bids to 
navigation in these waters. The min­
ister of marine and fisheries’1 has not in 
any way been niggardly in expenditure 
of money for necessary and important 
lighthouses, fog alarms, buoys and 
beacons and other necessities. Men en­
gaged in seafaring life and owners of 
vessels of both political parties are 
heard to express their satisfaction with 
the honest and successful efforts to im­
prove navigation. The seafaring men 
of the Wé9f‘Coast of the States have in 
numerous cases contrasted the tardy ef­
forts of the American government with 
the rapid manner in which the Cana­
dian government has, within the last 
three or four years, established light­
houses and made navigation compara­
tively siafe on our waters When dangers 
are invariably encountered on the other 
side.

The Times has been able to secure in­
formation on this subject in a general 
way by enquiries made of navigators, and 
also in a particular way by obtaining 
facts and figures relating to the expendi­
ture. The expenditure of the agency vt 
the marine department for the maintain - 
ence of marine service for the fiscal 
year since 1896 has been as follows: 
1897, $59,530; 1898, $68,770.93; 1900,
63,204.36.

The figures, however, do not include, 
accounts paid directly by the department 
for expensive lamps and other articles.

Lighthouses have been established at 
points which were formerly recognized 
by mariners as points of great danger. A 
signal apparatus was placed on Stickiue 
river at a cost of $400. The following 
new light houses have been established, 
and are now in operation,'and these have 
been built Since 1897, or since the Laurier 
government assumed office.

It will readily occur to anyone at all 

conversant with the maintenance of thé 
service that in addition to the value of 
these aids to shipping there was a large 
expenditure for cohstruction and the 
permanent expenditure for maintenance 
which will be continued from year to 
year. The supplies purchased and salar­
ies paid also form considerable items.

The expenditure also in connection 
with the fisheries branch of the depart' 
ment of marine and fisheries will this 
year be largely increased. The minister 
has shown much activity and apprecia­
tion of the importance of the fishing in­
dustry by placing in the estimates con­
siderable sums for hatcheries and the 
construction of two~ patrol steamers, and 
the purchase of a third small one for 
Fraser river.

The total estimated cost of the steam­
ers and hatcheries, so far as we have 
been able to ascertain, will be in - the 
vicinity of $80,000. Tenders have been 
invited for two steamers to be built in 
this province, and the hatchery at . 
Salmon Arm is well under construction.
The employment of additional men after 
the completion of the steamers and 
hatchery buildings will form a consider­
able item of increased expenditure, and 
no man studying the interests of the pro­
vince will deny that both hatcheries and 
steamers can be utilized to great ad­
vantage. The larger steamer is intend*

• ed for patrolling the gulf and northern 
waters, with the intention of protecting 
the deep sea fisheries; and the other for 
the mouth of the Fraser river, and cer­
tain waters of Vancouver Island.

postmasters, .dated 8th October, instant, 
it was intended that letters only should 
be carried in the mails to and from the 
Yukon* territory and the Atlin district 
of British Columbia during the coming 
winte^ but the post office inspector has 
since ^teen advised that this circular has 
been jqancelled, the post office depart­
ment having decided to continue the con­
veyance j>f newspapers by mail to post 
offices,in the Yukon territory and Atlin 
district for the winter season. Arrange­
ments have accordingly been made for 
the cqpveyance of a limited quantity of 
newspapers to Dawson, Felly, Fort Cud­
ahy, and other post offices in the Yukon 
territory, as well as to Atlin, Discovery 
and Spruce Creek in British Columbia.

To Dawson and post offices in the Yu­
kon territory the quantity is limited to 
500 pounds per week, and to Atlin it is 
limited; to 300 pounds semi-weéfcly.

In the event of the quantity tendered 
for carriage exceeding this limit, prior­
ity will be given to newspapers sent to 
subscribers or to separate, addresses.

St llA new and important law in "regard to 
animals has just gone into effect, it 
enlarges the powers of the United States 
department of agriculture, seeks to pro­
tect birds more thoroughly than before 
and guards against the introduction into 
this country of animals which might, it 
allowed to increase, become a pest.

The English sparrow plague could have 
been avoided had this law been formerly 
in operation and perhaps, too, there 
would not now be in the forests the "“si­
lence which speaks” go loudly of wanton 
cruelty and recklessness in the shooting 
of birds.

Further 
on is the important clause which makes 
it unlawful for any one to- “transport 
from one state to another the dead 
bodies of any wild animal or bird killed 
in violation of local laws.”

The new law deals with the importa­
tion of all kinds of animals as well as 
birds. The word “animal” is taken to 
include reptiles and “birds” to include all 
warm-blooded animals provided with 
wings, and therefore bats, apparently.

Every importer is required to apply to: 
the secretary of agriculture for a permit 
to import domesticated fowls, pigeons, 
etc., and cage birds, such as parrots and 
canaries. Specimens for museums or 
scientific collections are also admitted 
without permits, provided the purpose of 
their importation is clear.
