'The Contioental papers are occupied with specala-
tions on the close of the campaign of the Russians in
Torkey, and the probable issue of the negociations with
which the winter, it is supposed, will be occupied.—
One thing is sufficieatly clear—that an alliance of the
great powers of Europe, or even of Austria, France,
and England, might easily reduce the combatants to
such terms as it thought just. The power of the Tntks
in resistance, is manifestly so considerable, that if i
were aided by an Austrian army and an English fleer,
even putting out of the question the assistance of France
in the same cause, the Russians would have a slender
chance of mainiaiding (hemselves in their present po-
sition—to say nothing of further advances. Unless
there be dissension or indifference on the part of these
powere, or a great waat of judgment or temper, we
may expect a termioation of the war before the spring.

The real difficolty in the way is toreconcile the terms
to be offered 10 Rossia with the pretensions of the ma-+
nifesto by which hostilities were preceded ; for itis
scarcely to be expected that a Snvereign whose terri-
tories are perfectly invulnerable, however weak he
may be in offensive war, witl submit without a strug-
gle to terms which carry with them the nppearance of
dishonour. The pecuniary indemeity may indeed be
waived, from the inability of the Porte te pay it; but
the guarantees for the future ohservance of treaties,
and for the inviolabje freedom of the commerce of the
Black Sea—how are they to be obtained? Aay actual
guaraotee, l;{ leaving territory or forrresses in the
hands of the Rossians, would be unfair to the Turks, as
affording their opponents an advantage in anather in-
vasion. Any mere stipulatioo on the part of the Torks
would be no greater secuTity than the Russians posses-
sed before the war. It could not, therefore, be accept-
ed without such a departure from its own demaods, on
the part of Russia, as would leave it disgraced and
worsted in the contest, inasmuch as it would have in-
curred all the expense of a war, without realizing any
of the beneSits which it bad proposed to itself,

A treaty gnaranteeing the freedom of the trade of
the Dardanelles, in which the great powers, or some of
them, should join, would be all that Russia ought to
desire ; as, if there was any jofraction of the treaty on
tbe part of Tarkey, the other Powers would not impede,
but assist Russia in redressing the wiong, Some such
arrangement will probably be the result of the nego-
ciation,

Under such a treaty, Turkey would be onder the
guardiantbip, in effect, of (he otber powers of Europe.

The blockade is to be enforced agniost vessels laden
with military stores or grain. It does not appear that
any other articles are iscluded in the orders addressed
to the Russian naval commanders, by the Emperor.

The Paris papers of Saturday, contain intelligence
from Constastinople of the 29th of October, which
#tates that the Sultan was so exasperated on learning
the fall of Varna, as to disgrace the-Grand Vizier for
not baving acted with sufficient energy, in his eforts to
rclieve the place,  The deposed Vizier has beeo ban-
ished to Gallipoli. The Captain Pacha, who refosed to
surrender nt Varna, has been appointed to the office of
Grand Vizier,and has received the Treasury jewels and
field equipage of his predecessor. - Jussuf Pachs, who
surrendered Varna to the Russiaos, has been declared
to be suspected of disaffection, and his property has
been confiscated.
