And any person so offending shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor, and shall also/e liable to forfeit the
sum of two hundred dollars to any person who shall
sue for the same, together with full costs of suit.

It is also provided that any elector, if required by
the Deputy Returning Officer, or by any elector or
agent, as aforesaid, present, shall, before receiving
his ballot paper, take the oath or oaths of qualifica-
tion required by the laws in force in the Province
where the election is held, from a voter at the elec-
tion of a member of the House of Assembly of that
Province ; the words “ House of Commons of Canada”
being in such case substituted for “ House of Assem-
bly ” or such other change being made as to make
the oath applicable to the election of a member of
the House of Commons of Canada.

The Governor-General's Visit.

During this week, Chatham and New- |
caatle have been honored by a visit
from His Excellency, the Governor-
General. As most of our readers are
already aware, he has been making a
trip in the Maritime Provinces in the
steamer Druid, which vessel he left,
however, at Bathurst for a run to the
Western part of Nova Scotia, joining
her again to continue his tour along the
Northern coasts, including Charlotte- |
town, P. E. Island. His Excellency’s
proposed movement in this direction
became known about Thursday last,but
not definitely until Saturday, when a
citizens’ meeting was called in the
Custom House at 7 o’clock p. m., Hon.
Senator Muirhead occupying the chair,
Mr. D. G. Smith- being Secretary. The
Chairman said he had made tele-
graphic enquiries in reference to the
proposed visit of His Excellency and
received an answer from Capt. Chater
stating that he would arrive late on
Monday night and be prepared to fall
in with any arrangements proposed,
leaving, probably,on the following day.
It was unanimously resolved that a
hearty welcome should be extended to
the distinguished visitor on the part of
the town, including the presentation of
an address and such other attentions as
time and circumstances wonld admit of,
the arrangements being placed in the
hands of the following committee :—
Hon. Wm. Muirhead, J. B. Snowball,
M.P.,Richard Carman, Dan’l Fergnson,
T. F. Gillespie, L. J. Tweedie, Wm.
Wilkinson, A. H. Johnson, Donald
Maclachlan. 4 lajer telegram to Mr.
Muirhead was placed in the Committee’s
hands. This informed them that on ac-
count of expecting heavy mails here,the
Governor General would not land until
the afternoon of Tuesday, so prepara-
tions were made accordingly. On Mon-
day night about half-past ten the strains
of the bag-pipes were heard on the river
and it soon became known that the
Druid had arrived. On our reporter
visiting her, half an hour after, he was
courteously informed by Capt. Chater
that owing to His Excellency having
extended his trip to the Maritime Pro-
vinces rather beyond the time anticipat-
ed at the start, he could remain but
two hours ashore in Chatham on Tues-
day afternoon, after which the steamer
would proceed to Newcastle, in accord-
ance with arrangement made with Sena-
tor Muirhead, who had visited the ship
on her arrival. From Newcastle His Ex-
cellency would proceed to Quebec by
rail. Five mail bags were awaiting His
Excellency on his arrival here and the
contents of these would occupy his time
until the following afternoon.

Early on Tuesday morning it became
evident that His Excellency’s visit was
awakening much interest among citizens
of all classes, During the night a very
fine and massive arch of evergreen
had been erected across the head
of Senator Muirhead’s wharf, with
the word ‘ Welcome” wupomy it.
In front of Mr. Snowball’s stors” and
offices on Water Street there were taste-
ful decorations of evergreen and bunting.
The archway was heavily trimmed ana
on an arch attached to the armory frame,
facing the line of the street, was the
word * Welcome,” in scarlet letters.
There were also three streamers of
bunting—red, white and blue—festoon-
ed together and stretched to Mr. Wyse’s
store opposite. The upper windows
were ornamented with tartan and ever-
green. Dr. Pallen’s building had flags
displayed from the upper windows, the
portion occupied by G. A. Blawr, Esq.,
also showing its share of bunting.
Besides the massive arch erected by

enator Muirhead on his wharf, his
store and oftice building on Water
Street was very tastefully decorated
with flags and fabrics. One string
of flags running from the wupper
windows was attached to the cresting
of the C ustom House opposite and an-
other to Messrs. McKenzie and Co’s.
Drug Store. Farther down the street,
the store of Wm. Wyse, Esq. floated its
tri-color of bunting from the roof and
smaller flags were suspended from the
projections in front of the building,
D. Maclachlan, Esq. displayed the
Union Jack from the upper story win-
dow of his store and on the end of the
pole to which it was attached was a neat
device on metal representing a ship,
upon which was the Rose, Thistle and
Shamrock, supporting a crown, symbol-
ising the union between Great Britain
and the Marjtime Provinces. Wm.
Murray, Esq. had the front of his store
decorated with flags, a tine string of
which was stretched across the street tv
the premises of Capt. Allan. From
Mesars. Guy, Bevan & Co’s.office to the
store of Robert Bain, Esq., there was an-
other string of flags. Mr. Bain also had
his store-front tastefully decorated wtih
evergreens. Messrs. A. H. Gillis & Co.
displayed a white banner, which bore
the inscription,‘* Welcome Lorne” upon
it, done in theCampbell tartan. Further
down flags spanned the street from Mr.
Pierce’s building,occupied by Messrs.A.
J. Loggie & Co. and Geo. I. Wilson, to
the store of Messrs. Wm. Wilson & Co.
opposite. Flags were displayed in
various other quarters and the ships in
port were also generally decorated.

It was arranged that His Excellency
would land at Mr. Muirhead’s wharf
and proceed on foot to the Masonic,
Hall, there to receive the citizen’s ad-
dress at 3 p. m., but a large number
of persons held their places on this and
other wharves during the forenoon and
until the time of landiug, in expectation,
nodoubt, of seeing him on the Diyuid
which lay at anchor near by in the river.

At three p. m. thelanding took place
under a salute of nineteen guns, fired
from Mr. Snowball’s wharf by the Chat- |

Sir: —The editorial comments you
have attached to niy letter of the 12th
inst., scarcely account for the immense
discrepancies which exist between the
Custom House Returns of exports and
the Fishery Returns of catch Tor this
season. Similardiscrepancies exist with
regard to Neva Scotiaand Quebec, your
remarks applying, I apprehend, only to
New Brunswick.

The prices charged for boxes of
Smoked Salmon in the Fishery Reports
during many yecars are so remarkable,
that they deserve notice; they range
from €4 a box to 10 cents a box. The
true bearing of the statistics represent-
ing the present and past condition of
our Salmon Fisheries,can only be under-
stood by comparison with a Salmon pro-
ducing country. But astonishment will
be created, that with all the care show-
ered upon them, they have sank so low.

One glance at Ireland shows what
might be done. The exports to Eng-
land of Salmon from the rivers and
tidal waters of Ireland have been main-
tained as follows :—

The annual average value there is
about two millions of dollars. The
total valne of the Province of Quebec’s
t catch last year does not amount to three
per cent of the value of Ireland’s ex-
ports of Salmon to England alone, apart
from a very considerable home consump-
tion.

If, as you say, a record of all the fish
exported has been kept at the Custom
Houses since 1877, whereas the expory,
statistics were only guess-work before
that time, be the correct explanation of
the enormous discrepancies between
catch and exports in New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia, how do you account for
the fact that the ImPorTs of fish are
equally anomalous, particularly in the
year 1874, our great salmon year, ac-
cording to the fishery reports? During
that year, Nova Scotia, with an alleged
remarkable catch,actually impoirted 6,742
pounds of salmon from the United States
at eighteen cents a pound. New Bruns-
wick, being surfeited with millions of
ponnds of Salmon, went into Cod, Had-
dock, Pollock and Ling, and imported
these fish in a fresh state from the United
States at thirteen cents a pound, as you
will find recorded on page 216 of the
Trade and Navigation returns for 1874.
I think the same fish can be bought on
your coasts at from three to six cents a
pound, according to the season of the
year.

Nova Scotia in 1874, bought in the
United States about 800 tons of fresh
mackerel, and brought them home in
her own vessels, and paid just about
five cents a pound for them.

In the Nova Scotia returns you find
this item, (page 168) :—

¢ Imported from the United [States,

¢ in British vessels, for home c')kwump-
¢ tion.

‘¢ Fresh maekerel, 1,612,500 pannds
vnlue 879,791, or at the rate of five
‘cents a pound very nearly.”

Nova Scotia enterprise went even fur-
ther than this. She paid 11 cents a
pound for fresh Cod, Haddock, Ling and
Pollock imported from the United
States in 1874. New Brunswick was
more liberal, as already stated, she paid
13 cents a pound for these fresh foreign
luxuries ; but Ontario, purchasing in the
same market largely, paid only 4} cents
a.pound for fresh Cod, Haddock, Ling
and Pollock. In Whale oil, Nova Scotia
was economical, she paid 41 cents for
the same article for which Quebec gave
88 cents a rallon.

I give these tigures merely as illustra-
tions of a wide-spreading series of incon-
sistencies in our imports of fish, and fish
products, simultaneously with similar
incongistencies in our catch and exports,
These inconsistencies pervade the Trade
and Navigation returns of Nova Scotia,
Ontario, New Brunswick and Quebec,
particularly in the year 1874. In some
instances they are enormous in magni-
tude, but not unskilfully veiled.

While. therefore, from their general
diffusion through the records ofthe in-
dividual Provinces, they inferentially ex-
onerate local officers, yet, being there,
they must have had an origin somewhere.
As they stand unexplained, they throw
the greatest doubts upon the truthful-
ness of a whole series of the most im-
portant Trade Records of the country.

Therefore, 1 submit with respect,
that your reply does not cover the
ground under review. It throwsa very
dim light on the general decithe of our
Salmon Fisheries. It does not unveil
the mystery which enshrouds them, and
the fish-trade and fish-catch records.
It leaves the matter still open for dis-
cussion.

ExprEss CHARGEs over the Interco-

lonial are scandalously high. A Chat-
ham gentleman, last week, received two
bundles from Montreal which together
weighed 160 Ibs. They were of a char-
acter which did not call for any extra
care in handling and were worth 812.
The express charges were $4.50. It
would have been almost as cheap to di-
vide the contents and send them by
mail. We do not know what excuse
the Express people make for imposing
such charges, and no reasonable man
can justify them by any known condi-
tions that enter into the business of
common carriers. Is there any connec-
tion between any of thesRailway mag-
nates and the Express company, by which
a monopoly is maintained at the
expense of the public? If not, why
does
control and run the Express business
on the line in the same way as it does
theotherbusiness ! The railway should
afford all reasonable and usual facilities
to the public at reasonable and usual
rates. Some of the Express charges
over the Intercolonial arve neither rea-
sonable nor usual, and the Government
who own the line should protect the
public from them.

Scientific Notas a.nd. News.

The German ‘African Society has at
present not less than six different expe-
ditions cngaged in exploring Central
Africa.

A Parvisian opthalmist has invented
a lens with a variable focus.

On cutting open a beet, two series of
concentric rings are observed, the one
white and opaque, the other clear,
transparent and colored.  In the former
the sugar is chwﬁy aggregated, and in
the latter the albumen. An experi-
menter, M. Baudrimont has endeavored
to _promote the growth of one or the
other set of rings by the application of
suitable manures. The roots were
grown on four plots of land; one of
these was treated with water, the rest
in order with solutions of bicarbonate
of ammonia, bicarbonate of potash, and
a mixtore of these. It was observed
that the roots which had been watered
with bicarbonate of potash solution were
very large and hard, and consisted
chiefly of the sugar-bearing rings; those
which had received bicarbonate of
ammonia were niuch softer, hollow in
the centre, and had more stronly deve-
loped albuminouns rings; those treated
with a mixture of both salts were not so
hard, and showed clear albuminous
rings; while those which had received
water alone were the strongest, and
showed both kinds of rings clearly.

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The Canadian Wimbledon Team and
the Wimbledon Scandal

Major J. Pennington MacPherson,
who ' was second in command of the
Canadian Wimbledon Team of 1880,
has written a very interesting letter to
the Toronto Globe respecting the team’s
experiences, and also dealing with the
conduet of the markers who were cor-
rupted by a number of competitors. He
shows that owing to their being obliged
by the rules to fire in certain stages
or at certain ranges of important
matches in fog, it was impos-
sible for the Dominion team to win the
higher prizes, although they secured
high scores at all ranges where they
fired under conditions which gave them
a chance with others on equal terms.
Major MacPherson’s account of the dis-
honesty of the marking is something
which the public were not prepared for,
but the proofs are so strong as to con-
vince any reader of the facts stated.
We append the greater part of the
letter :-—

Putting aside the long sca voyages, the
entire change of habits, the unaccustomed
light—which, I may say, appears to add

00 yards toevery range—the want of
knowledge of the peculiarities of Wimble-
don Common, and, presuming that we
start with the same advantages as other
competitors, we still have the very signi-
ficaut fact that our small team of twenty
men are pitted against two thousand five
hundred of the best shots of the Kingdom,
not men who come to the great gathering
of their own accord, but men who are
chosen at their regimental headquarters
after the keenest competition, and who
are only allowed to enter in the great
matches in the proportion of three from
each company of a regiment. So that,
competing as we do against the very cream

each man is 2,500 to 1, and against the
team as » whole the odds are 125to 1, and
this is the ratio in which we must look
for prizes.

The light was thea excellent, as may bé
supposed from the fact that Stenhouse got
two bull's-eyes in his two shots—the

being only eighteen
'nches, as against twenty four inches in
regular matches— and most of the other
men getting at least one.  'We then went
over to our targets; but by the time
we got there, so dense a mixture of T.on-
don fog and smoke had settled down on
the range that the register-keepers could
with difficulty see the signal discs with the
aid of powerful telescopes, and the numbers
over the targets, which were fonr feet
high, were quite undis}inguishable even
with the aid of a glass. The only way a
man could find his target was by counting
from the riglrt or left, and if one happened
to be down of course he counted wrongly
and fired on the wrong target. The bull’s-
eye could be dimly distingnished when
both eyes were open, but when one was
closed in the effort to align the sights- all
became a blank. The range officers at
Wimbledon are not particularly softheart-
ed, but when their register-keepers report-
ed that even with the aid of their glasses
they could not distinguish the marking
discs with any degree of certainty, theysent
up to the Council tent for permission to
stop firing, but the mandate came back,
““You must do the best you can,” and se
we were obliged to go on. It is necessary
that there should be cast-iron rules com-
pelling competitors to shoot at the hour
mentioned on their tickets, otherwise the
meeting could not be finished within the
allotted time, and we havé no reason to
complain of being unfairly treated ; still it
was very hard luck to have our scores
ruined by being squadded at an hour when
we could not even see the numbers of our
targets. 1 had compared notes with many
men on the field, and our top men stood
most favouiably as compared with others
from any single county in England. We
had every reason to hope for great success,
but it was impossible for us to compete in
fog and dzu‘knesﬂg&ust men who had
shot in fize light during the earlier part of
the day. It was some small consolation to
know that we had the sympathy of the
whole ficld, and that every one recognized
and regretted the bad luck that had be-
fallen the Canadians. . The trial of skill
was over 80 far as we were coucerned, but
the men stuck to their work, determined
to do the best they could, and, although
most of them came to grief, and misses
were of frequent occurrence, still somé
managed to do tolerably well, and, although
none had the honour of firing in the second
stage, yet five won prizes. In the morn-
ing we thought we should have two or
three in the first sixty and eight or ten
prize winners. By the evening our hopes
were crushed, our prospects ruined, but
not in a fair match, nor in a manly stand
up fight, but by shere ill luck in our hour
of squadding.

to/ give them the names of the men who
had doneso. The Council refused to listen
tohim, declaring the thing to heimpossible,
but two of the men he mentioned shot
side by side, one getting 102, the highest
score made, the other 98, and the third
93, thus winning the first prize £60, with
the silver badge, and two other prizes of
£12 each. When these men went up for
theijr prizes they were received with hoot-
inggand greans, and cries of ‘“ Well done,
n&m” The first prizes in the Alex-
andra were said to have been ¢"yquared”
in the same way, and I believe the evidence
was sufficiently strong to induce the
Council to refuse to present them. Al-
though it was openly stated on the
Common that wholesale bribery was going
on, and that no man would be allowed to
win an important prize who had not
ed with the markers, yet the Coun-
cil turned a deaf ear to it-all, and stoutly
maintained that their arrangements were
so perfect that it was impossible for col-
lusion to take place.

He told them that all their
principal prizes had been bought, and that
to prove it, and to bring the matter before
them in an unmistakable manner, he had
come to tell them that he had arranged
to win the Olympic on the following day
with a score of 46 points on target No. 14.
