THB MASSACRE PARTIALLY AVENGED.
Paris, March 24.—Prompt vengeance has 

fallen upon Ramiakatra, Governor of Belan- 
ona, Madagascar, who recently massacred 
278 persons, including men, women and 
children belonging to the leading families. 
Despatches'just received state that Ramia­
katra, with his brother, who is supposed to 
have instigated the massacre, have been 
executed on the spot where the wholesale 
killing took place under the governor’s 
directions.

253. The miscellaneous expenditures, which 
include amounts for small bridges and extra 
repairs to roads amouated to $13,159. The 
expenditure tn legislative buildings and 
public offices was $8,069; on normal school 
and grounds $2,234; and on lunatic asylum 
$1,380; fire escapes, steam fittings and pipes, 
as well as the cost of insurance accounted for 
the greater portion of the expenditure. Only 
a very small sum was expended for repairs 
on the asylum building», 
would probably not exceed $200. Iu this 
connection he said, too much praise could 
not be given to Dr. Sleeves, medical tuper- 
intendent, for hjp care and attention to the 
repairs. The expenditure on government 
house was $852; this included the salary of 
the caretaker, the purchase of a little 
furniture, and thé expenditure on the pub­
lic wharf; next year it is estimated that the 
expenditure on government houses will not 
exceed $500.

m Greater Canada.TroutReztiatlona.
:

The seizure and confiscation, last week, 
of » quantity of trout, by the overseer of 
this district, directs attention to the seem­
ing absurdity of the regulation fixing the 
closeseaaon for these fish. They deposit 
their ova in the months of October and 
November, a fact which suggests that 
the 16th of September is too late for the 
close season to begin, because the fish are 
practically out of condition at that time. 
In any case, all the mature trout killed 
after Sept 1st are either upon or in pools 
near the spawning-beds. It is, therefore, 
evident that the angling season for trout 
ahonld end on or about let September in­
stead of the 15th as at present. It is well 
known that trout- -that is, the salmo 
jontinalis—leave our rivers after spawning 
and take up their winter quarters in the 
salt water, whence they return, just as 
soon as the first snow-water mingling with 
the estuary tidal currents informs their 
instinct that spring has commenced. 
There is no time of the year that trout 
are in better condition than when they 
first come in from the salt water, as they 
are now doing. It is impossible in the 
early spring—or at any time before the 
ice runs out—to net these fish, as is done 
all through the open season and there is 
no reasonable objection that can be made 
to their being caught by hook and line. 
The regulations should, therefore, be 
amended so as to make hook and line

He had never 
known what the Herald’s bill for that work 
was until he had seen the item in the report 
of the auditor general, and he assumed that 
the bill was not an unreasonable one or it 
would not have been passed by the auditor 
general, xvbo deals with all such matters ac­
cording to a fixed scale of rates rior printing. 
He was prepared to admit that this govern- 
ernment coaid not defend its action by a 
comparison with the acts of the old govern­
ment. What he did say, however, was that 
it did not become the leader of the opposi­
tion to find fault with the methods of book­
keeping under this government when the

the real balance is $9,369, as against a 
balance in 1889 of $14,910.

Last year the amount paid oat after the 
close of the fiscal year and up to the open­
ing of the session last year, was $62,066. 
That was exclusive of the $14,910 that ap­
peared in the leports as over-expended iu 
1889. This year there had been paid out 
between the clo*e of the fiscal year and the 
opening of this session $53,858, or $8,708 
less in 1891 thau in 1890. There should be 
deducted from the $53,358 the sum of 
$2,665 paid out on acc mnt of the Black 
river and Hampton bridges, which amount 
the legislature had authorised to be charged 
to capital account. That would leave the 
net amount paid out on current account 
since the close of the last fiscal year up to 
the opening of this session, $50,693 as 
against the $62,066 paid out between the 
close of the fiscal yeat 1889 and the opening 
of the ses non of 1890. It had been stated 
by several membcis on the. opposition side, 
notably Atkinson and Alward, that the $12,- 
103 due supervisors should be added to the 
over expenditure, so as to show the floating 
indebtedness of the province. As a matter 
of fact about $11,009 of that 
been paid since the close of the fiscal year 
and is included in the $53,000 already 
tinned and chargeable to th s yeat's appro­
priation. Last year there was $15,014 
due supervisors, exactly in the same posi­
tion, which was paid out of the year's appro­
priation for great roads, and this did not in­
crease the floating or bonded indebtedness 
to the extent of one cent. These amounts 
are always carried over from year to year, 
advances being made to eupervisors one year 
on account of the following year’s appropri­
ations. It is impossible in the public inter­
est, as hon. members well know, for any 
government to make a change in this matter. 
The deficit in his department which the op­
position had couju red up was entirely an 
imaginary one. The over-expenditure at 
the close of the year was as he had stated, 
$9,369 as against $14,910 at the dose of the 
year 1889.

After dealing with several other matters 
Mr. Ryan said he would now refer to the 
case which had caused the hon. member for 
Kent (Phinney) to take such an alarming 
and terrified attitude before this house.

SOMETHING ABOUT THB LIFE OF KENNEDY F.
BURNS,M. P., AND WHAT HE HAS ACCOMP­

LISHED—A LEADER AMONG Ills FEL­
LOWS AND A MAN* OF VARIED 

INTERESTS.

The subject of this sketch, Mr. Kennedy 
F. Burns, was born at Tbomastown, in the 
county of Tipperary, Ireland, on the eighth 
day of January, 1842, and came to New 
Brunswick when a boy, was educated in 
Halifax, N. S., and St. John, and from the 
latter place removed to Chatham in 1857, 
where he was engaged in business with the 
late firm of Burke & Noonan, and finally 
settled in Tdatbnrst in 1861, where he began 
a success ml business career. In 1878 he 
formed u business partnership with lion. 
Samuel Adame (now of New York) and his 
brother Mr. P. J. Burns, the new firm going 
more extensively into the lumber business, 
building one of the finest saw mills in the 
province at the mouth of „the Nepisiguit 
river, opposite the town of Bathurst, and 
carrying on a general lumber and mercantile 
business at Bathurst, Caraquet and Petite 
Rocher.

On the retirement of Mr. Adame, the new 
firm of K. F. Burns & Co. was formed and 
carried on the same business until May, 1890, 
wbea it became merged in the large and im­
portant concern—the St. Lawrence Lumber 
company, limited, with mills at Bereimie, P. 
Q., Bathurst and Caraquet, and offices in 
London and Liverpool, G. B. Of this pros­
perous company, Mr. Borna is the managing 
director and largest stockholder.

Mr. Burns first entered political life in 
1874, when he was elected to represent 
Gloucester in the house of assembly, and 
has ever since been a prominent figure in 
the political affairs of his county. In 1882 
he entered the larger sphere of Dominion 
politics, defeating Hon. T. VV. Anglin in 
the general election held in that year, was 
re elected at the general election of 1887, 
and has again been returned in the recent 
electiou.

Mr. Burns has always been a staunch 
conservative, and has been untiring in his 
efforts to benefit his constituents. Through 
his strenuous efforts he succeeded in push­
ing to completion the Caraquet railway, ot 
which he is now president and general mana­
ger, a much needed line running from Bath­
urst to Sbippegan, and connecting with the 
Intercolonial system at Gloucester junction. 
The many other public works throughout 
his county, such as breakwaters,lighthouses, 
public building at Bathurst, etc.,otc.,as well 
as the establishment of different post offices 
wherever necessary, are due to his persist­
ent and untiring energy. Should his life be 
spared it is not too much to say that the 
many needed publio works in the county 
will receive his earnest attention.

Mr. Burns owes his business success in 
a large measure to his honest and straight­
forward dealings. With all “hie word is as 
good as his bond.” With his workmen, and 
indeed with all hie employes, he is personal­
ly very popular, as he ia always kind and 
considerate toward them. It is a good thing 
to say of a man, that “his best friends are 
those who know him beet,” and this Mr. 
Barns can truthfully say,as witness the large 
vote he has always taken in hie home parish, 
Bathurst, and the esteem in which he is held 
by all classes there, and throughout his con­
stituency generally.

Mr. George Hague, of Montreal, the 
well-known manager of the Merchant’s 
Bank of Canada, publishes the following 
letter in the New York Commercial Bulle­
tin, in which he seeks to remove certain 
erroneous impressions which prevail in 
the United States regarding the growth 
and development of Canada. He writes:

“The well-known fairness of the Bulle­
tin in discussing international and com­
mercial questions embolden me to crave 
a line or two of space for a moment on 
your article of Wednesday respecting 
Canada.

The old reciprocity treaty, being one in 
natural products, did not affect the trade 
of Canada with Great Britain at all. 
But unrestricted reciprocity would simply 
mean admitting a large variety of manu­
factured goods from the United States 
free while imposing a duty on the very 
same articles when imported from the 
mother country. To suppose that Great 
Britain would quietly submit to this is 
preposterous. It would be dishonorable 
and unreasonable in Canada to ask it. It 
could not be done. It is against common 
sense and against all the laws that govern 
the intercourse of dependencies with the 
mother country.

It would, moreover, necessitate the 
assimilation of our tariff to yours. The 
American people are not such fools as to 
allow us to import European goods at a 
lo^er tariff than theirs and then to send 
thenN^cross the border free. But in an 
assimil
pect to have a voice equal to that of the 
United States, which outnumber ns twelve 
to one. Our tariff would, therefore, be 
made for us at Washington, we might 
just as well have all our laws made there. 
This is where the charge of disloyalty 
comes in. In the one case, a disloyalty 
to Great Britain, and in the other, dis­
loyalty to ourselves as a practically self- 
governing people.

The truth is there are the most ex­
traordinary misapprehensions on your 
side about this country. Americans 
have a fixed impression that Canada is 
slow, unprogressive and unenterprising. 
The exact contrary is the fact.

Since the declaration of independence, 
your population has increased twenty 
fold, our population has increased thirty 
five fold. Since the war of 1812, your 
population has increased eight fold; ours 
has increased twelve fold.

Our first bank statistics were compiled 
about thirty years ago. The deposits in 
the banks in 1858 were less than fifteen

Shocking Barbarity-
Particulars of the dreadful human but­

chery in Madagascar are to hand from 
English journals published on the Island. 
It appears that for some years past Ramia­
katra has availed himself of his position of 
Governor of Naaibe and the Belanona dis­
trict to oppress the people with a view to 
accumulate money and wealth for himself. 
After the return of the deputation which 
had failed to obtain redress at Antanana­
rivo, in their despair some 500 men, 
and children went to plead their cause with 
the governor. He, however, refused to let 
them enter the town. Crushed in spirit the 
broken-hearted and almost hopeless band 
withdrew to a hill some distance off and 
there encamped. On January 7, headed by 
the governor's brother Rasamuel and the 
Hova soldiery, about five hundred of the 
governor’s myrmidons sallied forth, and fell 
upon the helpless people. Eleven of them 
were by order of Rasamuel, put to death 
upon the spot by having their necks slowly 
sawn asunder with a spear.

London, March 29.—This evening’s ad­

vices from Berlin state that unusual activity 
has prevailed for the past three days in the 
war office, and an unusual number of em­
ployees were busy at the office to-day. The 
Kmperor had a long audience with Chancel­
lor Caprivi, and the high officials generally 
look as if something important was on the 
tapis.

Military authorities have come into pos­
session through a recent arrest of evidence 
going to show that the social democracy has 
been spreading its doctrines through the 
ranks both of army and of navy and has 
made numerous proposals and that the pro­
pagation of Socialism among the troops is 
not confined to Germany, bat is systemati­
cally carried throughout Europe, with the 
exception of Russia, and that all the armies 
of Western Europe are honey combed with 
the ideas of the pledged enemies of establish­
ed institutions. The Kaiser it is stated 
has given directions that the evil shall be 
dealt with most radically so far as Germany 
is concerned and any officer or soldier de­
tected in propagating the prohibited opinions

Information has been sent to Austria, 
Belgium and Italy for the war offices-in 
those countries to be on their gnard.
