this district, directs attention-to the seem-
ing abenrdity of the regulation fixing the
close season for these fish. - T'hey deposit
their ova io the nonl;h of October and
November, a fuct which suggests that
the 16th of Seplember is too late for the
close to begin, b the fish are
practically out of condition at that time.
Inany case, all the mature trout killed
after Sept lst are either upon or in pools
near the spawning-beds. It is, therefore,
evident that the angling season . for trout
should end on or abont 1st September in-
stead of the 15th asat preseat. It is well
known that trout--that is, the salmo
Jfontinalis—leave our rivers after spawning
and take up their winter quarters in the
salt water, whence they return, just as
soon as the first snow-water mingling with
the estuary tidal ecnrrents informs their
instinct that spring has commenced.
There is no time of the year that trout
are in better condition than when they
‘first come in from the salt water, as they
are now doing.. It is impousible in the
early spring—or at any time before the
ice runs out—to net these fish, “as is done
all through the open season and there is
no reasonable objection that can be made
- to their being caught by book and line.
* The regulations should, therefure, be
: amended so as to make hookand line
 trout-fishing legal at any time between
say the 15th March, and 1st of Septem-
ber. The prohlbltlon of trout-fishing
until 1st M\y, as at present, is clearly
to suit fly-fishermen only. The change
we propose would enable psople living
:mear the rivers to procure a partial fresh
fish supply for housshold co ption, at
& fime of the year when that class of food
is very scarce and particularly needed.
Itis, besides, a y arrang t
for these northern counties, as the fish
are in the rivers and many people will
catch them, whether it is legal to do so
or not, while citizons of all classes will
buy and eat fresh trout whenever they
want them and a supply is available.
Let our fishery regulations be reasonable,
80 that their absurdity may not invite
violation.

Progrees of Oanads and ths
States Compared. opecn

Mr. George Hagne, of Montreal, the
well-known manager of the Merchant’s
Bank of Canada, publishes the following
letter in the New York Commercial Bulle-
tin, in which he seeks to remove certain
erroneous impressions which prevail in
the United States regarding the growth
and development of Canada. He wiites:

“The well-known fairness of the Bulle-
tin in discussing international and com-
mercial questions embolden me to crave
a line or two of space for a moment on
your atticle of Wednesday respecting
Canada.

The old reciprocity treaty, being one in
natural products, did not affect the trade
of Canada with Great Britain a%all.
Bat unrestricted reciprocity would simply
mean admitting a large variety of manu-
factured goods from the United States
free while imposing a duty on the very
same articles when imported from the
mother country. To suppose that Great
Britain would quietly submit to this is
preposterous. It would be dishonorable
and unreasonable in Canada to ask it. Tt
could not be done. It is againet common
sense and against all the laws that govern
the intercourse of dependencies with the
mother country.

It would, moreover, necessitate the
assimilation of our tariff to yours. The
American people are not such fools as to
allow us to import European goods at a
lower tariff than theirs and then to send
the}ﬂ: the border free. But'in an
assimil of sariffs how could we ex-
pect to have a voice equal to that of the
United States, which outnumber ns twelve
to one. Our tariff would, therefore, be
made for us st Washington, we might
just as well have all our laws made there.
Thisis where the charge of disloyalty
comes in. In the one case, a disloyalty
to Great Britain, and in the other, dis-
loyalty to ourselves as a practically self-
goverting people.

The truth is there are the most ex-
traordinary misapprehensions on your
side about this country. Americans
havea fixed impression that Canada is
slow, unprogressive and unenterprising.
The exact contrary is the fact.

Since the declaration of independence,
your population has increased twenty
fold, our population has increased thirty
five fold. Since the war of 1812, your
population has increased eigat fold; ours
has increased twelve fold.

Our first bank statistics were compiled
about thirty years ago. The deposits in
the banks in 1858 were less than fifteen
millions, and there was no other place of
deposit in the country. Deposits now
are made not only with the banks, but
with government and other savings banks
and loan companies. They amount to
about two hundred and twenty millions.
Since 1878, the value of our stocks

has increased. ..... .....8$27,000,000
Bank and other savings deposits
. 110,000,000
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Bank discounts have increased 63,000,000
Railways have increased in length, 8,000
miles.
The freight carried ymly has in-
12,000,000 tons.
In 1879 the tonnage was under two tons
per head of the population; to-day it is
close upon four tons per head. Our
principal western city, Toronto, has in-
creased during the last ten years at the
same ratio as Chicago. Montreal has in-
creased at nearly the same ratio as New
York. Both these cities have swallowed
op dozens of square miles of the sur-
rounding country since Icame to Can-
adain 1858. I have lived in both of
them some years, and have seen the pro-
cess. More might ba said, but this is
sufficient for the purpose. I writeasa
man of business and not as a politician,
and simply with a desire to prevent those
misapprehensivas which are so fruitful of
bad consequences in the dealings
nations with one another.

Greater Canada.
BY THE REV. J, M’LEAN, PH. D,

Canada is the largest of all the British
possessions, comprising nearly one half of
the British Empire. It covers more than
one-fourteenth part of the earth’s surface,
and therefore holds no mean position in
the affairs of men. The whola continent
of Europe is only 146,000 equare miles
larger than Canada. The area of the
Dominion is estimated to contain 3,610,-
267 square miles, Itis nearly thirty times
larger than Great Britain and Ireland, and
about 18,000 square miles larger than the
United States, including Alaska.

Greater Canada lies west of Ontario.
Toranto has been considered the centre of
civilization for the Dominion, but that is
already changing, and no more appro-
priate advice can be given to our college
graduates, enterprising men of business,
and farmers’ sons, than “Go West, young

"

man !
The cevutres of population must remain

of

for some years east of the great lakes, but

these too will follow the centres of land
areas and civilization. =

The city of Winnipeg lies pearly mid-
way between the oceans, and mmay, for all

practical purposes, be fitly called the hub

of the Dominion.

The introductory sentence in Principal
Grant’s “Ocean to Ocean” brings this
forcibly to our minds. He says: ‘‘Travel
a thousand miles up the St. Lawereuce;
another thousand on great lakes ani a
wilderness of lakelets and streams; a
thousand miles across prairies and up the
valley of the Saiskatchewan; and nearly
a thousand through woods and over great
ranges of mountains, and yon have travell-
ed from ocean to ocean through Canada.”

Great ignorance prevails in Great
Brirain and the United States, and even
in Eastern Canada, respecting the gred of
the Dominion, and especially of that part
of it which T have designated 'Greater
Canada. Let us see what the land areas
contain :

Manitoba has an area of 60,520 square
miles. This is larger than Eogland and
Wales, which contain 58,764; it is larger
than the State of New York, which has
47,000; it is 4,000 square miles larger than
Michigan with 56.243. Pennsylvania has
an area of 46,000 square miles. It is
much greater than Illinois, which con-
tains 55,405 square miles.

The District of Saskatchewan has an
area of 114,000 equare miles. This is
nearly as large as Italy, which has an
area of 114 410; it is 8,000 square miles
less than Nebraska, which has 122,007 ;
it is larger than Colorado, which has an
area of 105,818; it has a larger area than
the combined States of Massachusotts,
Connacticut, Maine, New Hampshire,
Vermont, New Jersey and Delaware,
which contain 113,307; it is pearly as
large as New England, New Jersey, Dela-
ware, Maryland and South Carolina zom-
bined, with an area ot 115,987.

Alberta has an area of 100,000 square
miles. This is larger than Illinois and
Ohio, which together contain 95,369
square miles. It is nearly as large as
Oregon with 102.606. Colorado has an
area of 105 818.

Assiniboia has an area of 95,000 square
miles. This is larger than Great Britain
with 88,584; it is nearly as large as Minnie-
sota, which contains 95,274. The com-
bined areas of Maine, New York, Massa-
chusetts and New Hampshire contaia 95,-
846.

Verily, “No pent-up Utica contracts
our powers!”

There lie within the land areas of
Greater Cavada, vast tracts of land cap-
able of development, ‘whose extent s be-
wildering to the social and political econo-
mist, and the eye of the observant travell-
er fails to grasp the magnificant distances
of even our prairie lands.

The following comparison is eipecially
significant to every lopal Canadian :

The areas of land lying in Greater Can-
ada, embraced within the provisional dis-
tricts of Keewatin, Alberta, Assinibuia,
Athabasca, Saskatchewan and the other
Territories lying north of these districts,
are greater in extent than the combined
areas of the following countries, Eogland
and Wales, Scotland, Ireland, France,
German Empire, Greece, Italy Portugal,
Spain, Switgerland, Japan, China, ex-
clusive of her dependencies, Norway and
Sweden. The former areas contain 2,-
647,730 square miles, and the latter have
a combined area of 2,639,187.

What will be the future of this great
country f We are burdened with respon-
sibilites in seeking the welfare of the
Dominion, and to every man there is
given a task to aid by his influence in
establishing centres of population in the
western world. —Moose Jaw Times.

Shocking Barbarity.

Particulars of the dreadful human but-
chery in Madagascar are to hand from
English journals published on the Island.
It appears that for some years past Ramia-
katra has availed himself of his position of
Governor of Nasibe and the Belanona dis-
trict to oppress the people with a view to
accomulate money and wealth for himself.
After the retarn of the deputation which
bad failed to obtain redress at Antanana-
rivo, in their despair some 500 men, women
and children went to plead their cause with
the governor. He, however, refused to let
them enter the town. Crushed in spirit the
broken-hearted and almost hopeless band
withdrew. to a hill some distance off and
there encamped. Oa January 7, headed by
the governor’s brother Rasamuel and the
Hova soldiery, about five hundred of the
governor’s myrmidons sallied forth, and fell
upon the helpless people. Eleven of them
were by order of Rasamuel, put to death
upon the spot by having. their nechs slowly
sawn asunder with a spear. Nine others,
men, women and children were captured
and dragged back. The women were en-

tirely stripped of their clothing, and were
handed over to the ruffisnly soldiery. The
victims were slashed with knives, bhayonets,
and spears and were subjected te indigni-
ties, the nature of which is too horrible for
publication. The nine victins, helpless and
bleeding were ranged outside the palisade,
and by order of the governor and in his pres-
ence, subjected to furthber torture aud then
beheaded. Rasamuel, with his own hands
wielded the spear which sawed off the
heads of several of the victims. The Gov-
ernor ordered the heads of the wretched
people to be stuck on poles, and their
bodies to be thrown to the villags dogs. It
is said that the Hova Prime Mioister has
recalled Ramiakatra from the governorship.
The feeling among the foreigners in Mada-
gascar is that Ramiakatra stould be publicly
stripped of his honors and then haoged.
He was for a time a student in a mission-
ary college, but he was such an unmitigated
scoundrel that he was expelled.
THE MASSACRE PARTIALLY AVENGED.

Paris, March 24, —Prompt vengeance has
fallen upon Ramiakatra, Governor of Belan-
ona, Madagascar, who recently massacred
278 persons, including men, women and
children belonging to the leading families.
Despatches just received state that Ramia-
katra, with his brother, who is supposed to
have instigated the e, have been
execated on the spot where the wholesale
killing took place under the governor'’s
directions.

The Legislature

The house having gone into committee
of supply and several items passed—

Hon. Mr. Tweedie pointed out that the
governmert is spending $5,000 a year in
the free grants wsettlements of the pro-
vince. Recently surveys had been made
in Madawaska, Victoria and Northum-
berland and the lands were being rapidly
taken up. The government were doing
what they can in this direction with the
‘means at their disposal.

On 19¢h Mr. Wilson’s bill establishing
liens on logs and lumber was referred to a
special committee.

Dr. Alward withdrew his resolution for
information in reference to the destruc-

‘tion of law stamps.

Hon. Mr. Blair replying to Mr. Han-
ington showed that the allowances to
the commission=ts of the lunatic asylum
for attending meatings of that institution
were the same now as under former gov-
emmments. Mr. Hanington had asserted
that no charges were made on this account
under former governments.

On the motion to go into supply there
was guite a long debate on the subjecs of
incohsistency.

Mr. McKeo#n said he Lal been chal-
enged by Mr. Wilson to produce a great-
er inconsistency than the past and present

_Latatements of members of the oppo-
sition. He thought there was one gen-
tleman, the latchet of whose shoe the op-
position members, in this respect, were
unworthy to unloose. He did aot think,
however, that the condition of the
finances was hopeless, but that * the prov-
ince would find a way of pulling itself
ou of this position, namely, by selucting
anogher set of advisers for his honor.
What he blamed the government for was
not imrelation to the bonded debt but
the controllable expenditure, in which
respect they had not economizid. The
last speaker had berated the old govern-
ment for employing ouwside legal talent,
yet on page 17 of the auditor general’s
report he saw .the familiar names of
Emerson & Chandler, who received $30
for professional services, and J. H. Barry,
$64 for professional services. There was
also an amount of 50 which Mr. C. N.
Skinner had got.

Mr. Burchill—Is his name familiar,
too? (Laugzhter.)

Mr. McKeown said his object in speak-
ing was not so much to find fault with
the government as it was to raise a warn-
ing hand for the future. He closed by
predicting that it was the express inten-
tion of the people to consign this govern-
ment to theculd shades of opposition at
the first opportunity.

Mr. Burchill said he had 1o doubt that
Mr.  McKeown did not believe his own
predictions that the future of the province
was a dark” one. No one would charge
the hon. member with speaking seriously
on that question. No two members of
the opposition were able to agree as to
the deficit in the current account last
year. It was unfairto charge the $34,243
due by the liquidstors of the Maritime
bank, as part of the expenditure last
year. It was also unfair to charge the
over expenditure in the board of works
department to current account.  That
was properly chargeable to capital ac-
count. It was not lung ago that Messrs.
Stockton and Alward were warm support-
ers of this government. = Why had they
changed their views regarding the gov-
ernment’s policy, and condemncd now
what they had so heartily approved of
80 short » time ago? Dr. Atkinson ina
speech at ~Woodstock hal said direct
taxation threatened the country, and in
the next breath said he had withdrawn
his supoort from the government becase
it refused tosubsidizs a railway in which
bis county - was interested. Surely if
direct taxation threa'ened the province no
more railways should be subsidizad.
After hearing the speech of Mr. Powell
to-night the house and country would re-
gret that that hon. member had not been
in the house since the days of confeder-
ation. Had he been the province might
have been i1 a far more prosperous con-
dition. It has been charged that the
Northumberland members had besn
purchased at an expense of $25,000 by =
reduction of the stumpage. What do the
records show? They show that unde:
the reduction of the stumpage the stuwp-
age receipts were withir. $3,000 last year
of what they were the year befcrs under
the high rate of stumpage. This fact
would stlence those who charged that the
Northumberland deal would cost the
province $25,000 a year, and justified the
government in making the reduction and
thus settling a grievance of long stardiug.
Atkinson had said that the government
should charge the same stumpage rates as
the owners of privats lands, which were
much better "than the lands held by the
government and would command higher
stumpage rates. That was because under
other governments the private owners
had been given their choics of the best
lands of the province. It had been
charged here that the surveyor general
was in - the hauds of the lambermen of
Northumberland. That does not agree
with the ideas of the opponents of the
government in Northumberland.  Their
charge- is that under the new rate of
stumpage the scalers scale up to the last
inch, whereas under the old rate there
was no sach close measurement. The op-

position can’t agree as to whether we should
have a surveyor general from Northum-
berland. D Atkinson says that Mr.
Tweedie can't do justice between the
province and the lumbermen bscauss he
conses from Northumberland and yet Mr.
Hanington got his surveyor general from
Northumberland. The opposition are
also at sixesand sevens regarding unre-
stricted reciprocity. (Laughter.) If the
opposition hope to ever succeed they
will have to get down to some policy on
which they can all agree; at present they
are proving themselves woirthy of the
title of ‘‘Blind guides and unprophetic
Nebos.”

Afrter some discussion on the matter the
house adjourned after one o'clock Friday
morning.

Hon. Mr, Blair introduced a bill respect-
ing railways.

The House went into committee of sup-
ply and when the public printing item was
onder discussion the members of opposition
made a number of speeches ecriticising the
method of keeping the government accounts
etc., and being assared by the Provincial
Sceretary that the bookkeeping was' by the
systemn heretofore f.llowed by preceding
governments—

Mr. Hanington said it would - not do for
this government to try and excuse them.
selves by saying the old government did this
or that. He criticized the manner in which
accounts for printing were placed in the re.
ports, and said it is now reported the Herald
editor is to be translated to the offics of
Queen’s printer. If that be so no doubt the
Herald plant, owned by the friends of the
attorney general, will also be traoferred to
that office.

Hon. Mr. Blair said it might be thought
he was wanting in courtesy if be did not
reply to the leader of the opposition. That
hon. member h§d allowed himself to be ade
a vehicle for the transmission of all kinds of
scandals that might be circulated about the
streets against himself (Blair) or any other
of the government. It was time that the
hon. member tried to act the part of a man
and sought to inform himself on matters of
public interest before gettiog up and thun-
dering malignant accusstions against the
government. The leader of the oppusition
had charged himh with being the owneror
one of the owners of the Herald newspaper.
This he most emphatically denied. He had
no financ:al interest in that newspaper; he
held none of its stock nor did any one hold
stock in it for him. The paper was owned
by gentlemen interested in both sides of
dominion politics and he was glad to say
that they were friendly to him. He dil not
hesitate to say that he desired to assist that
paper iu every legitimate manner. If sny
one doubted his statement that he had no
tinancial interest in the Herald he was will-
ing that there should be the fullest investi-
gation of the matter. He courtei the fullest
inquiry on the subject. He did mnot know
whether the charge made by the Herald for
printing the report of the Blair inquiry was
an excessive one or not. He had never
knowu what the Hecald’s bill for that work
was until he had seen the item in the report
of the auditor general, and he assumed that
the bill was not an unreasonable one orit
would not have beea passed by the auditor
general, who deals with all such matters ac-
cording to a fixed scale of rates :for printing.
He was prepared to admit that this govern-
ernment could not defend its action by a
comparison with the acts of the old govern-
ment. What he did say, however, was that
it did not become the leader of the opposi-
tion to find fault with the methods of book-
keeping under this governmeat when the
same method was followed as was followed
by the government of which the hon. mem-
ber had been a member, neither did it lie in
the mouth of the leader of the opposition to
reflect on the government for expenditures
in certain departments, when it could be
shown that such expanditures were less than
under the old goveroment. The idea was
sought to be created that Mr. Risteea had
been paid out of the public treasury for re.
porting his (Blair’s) Woodstock speech.
That was another slander, He had paid
Mr. Risteen out of his own pocket as the
fallest inquiry would show. Referring to
his Woodstock speech he challenged any
member of the opposition to disprove zny
statement he made there in referencs to the
finances of the country. The method of
boukkeeping adopted by the caditor general
of this province would cumpare favorably
with the manner ia which the dominion ae-
counts were kept. The goveroment had,
nothing to conceal aud they courted thae
closest investigation with every item of the
public accounts. ]

The difference in these
amounts i3 made up almost altogether by
the expenditures om account of the new
departmental building and the luoatic asy-
lum annex. The amount paid out during the
year for roads and bridges and for general
repairs was $110,498. The difterent items
that go to make up this amount will be found
1 the report of the department which report
has been laid on the desks of hon members.
The amount paid to supervisors oun account
of new bridges, 1epairs of roads and culverts
was $37,985 and the amount expended on
bridges under special supervision was $59,-
253. The miscellaneous expenditures, which
include amounts for small bridges and extra
repairs to roads amouated to $13,159. The
expenditure on legislative buildings and
public offices was $8,069; on normal echoo)
and grounds $2,284; and on lunatic asylum
$1,380; fire escapes, steam fittings and pipes,
as well as the cost of ipsurance accounted for
the greater portioa of the expenditare. Oaly
a very small sum was expended for repairs
on the asylum baildings. The amount
would prodably not exceed $200. Ia this
connection he said, too much praise could
not be given to Dr. Steeves, madical :uper-
intendent, for his care and attention to the
repairs. The expenditure on goverament
house was $852; this included the salary of
the caretaker, the purchase of a little
farniture, and thé expeuditure on the pub-
lic wharf; next year it is estimated that the
expenditure on government houses will not
exceed $500. The expenditure on account
of the new departmental buildings was
The outlay on account of steam
navigation was $3,300; the estimate of this
service was $6,500 but by an oversight they
failed to estimate for $2,000 due on account
of the Bay of Fundy service for 1839, Not-
withstanding all that had heen eaid about,
an over expenditure in connexion with his
department he was able to make a better
showing than he could make a year ago, and
he proceeded to give the figures. In order
to get at the year’s transactions it would
be peczssary to deductfthe amounts pro-
vided for by a vote of last scssiou. These
amounts were as follows: —

Deduct that sum from the apparent over-
expenditure at the close of the past year and
the real balance is $9,369, as against a
balance in 1889 of $14,910.

Last year the amount paid oat after the
close of the fiscal year and up to the open-
ing of the aession last year, was $62,066.
That was exclusive of the $14,910 that ap-
peared in the reports as over-expended in
1889. This year there had been paid out
between the close of the figscal year and the
opening of this session $53,858, or $8,708
less in 1891 thau in 1890. There should be
deducted from the $53,358 the sum of
$2,665 paid out on account of the Black
river and Hampton bridges, which amount
the legislature had authorised to be charged
to capital account. That would leave the
net amount paid out on current account
since the close of the last fiscal year up to
the opening of this session, $50,693 as
against the $62,066 paid ount between the
close of the fiscal year-1889 and the opening
of the scssion of 1890. It had becn stated
by several membz1s on the opposition side,
notably Atkinson and Alward, that the $12,-
103 due supervisors should be added to the
over expenditure, 80 as to show the floating
indebtedness of the province. As a matter
of fact about $11,000 of that amount has
been paid since the close of the fiscal year
and is included in the $33,000 already men-
tioned and chargeabie to th's year’s appro-
priation. Last year there was §15,014
due supervisors, exactly in the same posi-
tion, which was paid out of the year’s appro-
priation for great roads, and this did not in.
crease the floating or bonded indebtedness
to the extent of one ceat. These amounts
are always carried over from year to year,
advances being made to eupervisors one year
on accounnt of the following year’s appropri-
ations. It is impossible in the public inter-
est, as hon. members well know, for any
government to make a change in this matter.
The deficit in his department which the op-
position had conjured up was eatirely an
imaginary one. The over-expenditure at
the close of the year was as he had stated
$9,369 as against §14,910 at the close of the
year 1889.

After dealing with several other matters
Mr. Ryan said he would now refer to the
cagse which had caused the hon. member for
Keut (Phinney) " to take such an slarming
and terrified attitude before this house.
The hon. member had warned the members
to beware of him (Ryan) and take no stock
in any promise made by him in reference to
expenditures on account of public works,
and had sought to ereate the idea that he
had authorized the expenditure of money on
a road in Kent county and thea, after Pkin-
ney had made the advance, refused to pay
the amount. Asa matter of fact ‘4. had
never authorized or suggested the expendi-
ture nor had he promised Phigney that he
(Pbinney) would be repsid i he made ad-
vances oo account 27 it. “ When the hon.
member last your made his inquiry as to
whether or not the 'soard of works intended
to pay for the wexpenditure made on that
roa7 (the one ! sading from the north end of
the Richibucto river bridge at Grabam’s
point to Hrton's), what was his (Ryan’s)
reply ? ¥t was, us would be seen by the re-
ports, Lhat it was not his intention to pay
the mount or any part of it out of the
grat road appropriation, as it is a bye-road.

Mr. Phinney—Mr. EeBlanc said you had
promised that the dephrtment would pay
that expenditure and you had given me to
understand that it would be paid.

Mr. Ryan—Mr. LeBlanc stated in the
house last year that he had never made any
such statement to you; on the contrary he
said that I never suggested that the amount
would be paid by the department, the road
not being on the list of great roads. He
would now speak of a claim, the payment of
which by this government was charged by
oppusition speakers and papers as being one
of the conditions of the so-called Northum-
berland deal. He referred to the claim
for extras made by Mr. John O’Brien on the
bridge built s>me years ago by him. It was
not true that the government had agreed to
pay the claim. When Messre. Gillespie and
Turner were members of the board of works,
they went to Newcastle and agreed to pay
O’Brien $3,000 on account of a change in the
specitications. The amount was paid Mr,
O’Brien, After the bridge was completed
Mr. O'Brien considered that he had a large
claim for other work, but the amount of
which he (Mr. Ryan) and Mr. O'Brien had
not been able to agree upon. As
Mr. O'Brien and he could never agree in
respect to it, the claim had remained ua-
adjusted to this day. That hon. gentleman
is still preaun\g for payment of this claim,
and is now a member of this house and a
sapporter of the government. His being
such makes the matter all the more delicate
and more difficult of settlement by the

On 23rd Mr. Burchill introduced a bill
relating to Muonizipalities, and the day was
spent in considering items of supply.

On 24th Mr. Labillois intruduced a bill
authorizing Restigonche Maunicipality to
issue debentures for building a new jail, and
discussion of supply was continued. The
item for importation of cattle and sheep was
discussed at length and finally passed and the
house adjourned at 10.30.

On 25th in the unavoidable absence of
Hon. Mr. Tweelie, Hon., Mr, Blair com-
mitted the bill relating to mines and miner-
als, Mr. Phinney in the chair. Hon, Mr.
Blair said the Lill wou'd largely speak for
itself. The government had given consider-
able attention to the matter and made
themselves familiar with the mining laws of
Nova Scotia, P. E. Island, Quebec, Ontario
and British Columbia, The present bill
embodied the best provisions of all these
laws, and he thought it would be fouud
very complete, and calculated to pat thoss
engaged or interested in mining on a better
footing than at present. Scientitic men
were of the opinion that the mining cap-
abilities of this province were very great,
aod the present bill would facilitate and
protoct thoee interested in the business of
mining. Uunder the bill the management
would be placed in the department of. the
surveyor general, and it was not intended
that the law wou!dfentail any charge on the
public treasury. o

Mr. Hanington asked if the bill would
protect the rights of those who had pur-
chased mines and minerals and given large
values for the same, believing that the
proprietors of the scil hal a right to give a
In this connexion he made special

hon Mr. Blair said the matter referred to
woulNpave attention while the bill was
under consideration,

After supper the bill was farther con-
sidered, and the 137 sections were passed
with a few slight amendments,

Ir. Hanington moved the following as
section 138: “That in any case of granted
lands, where tha owners of the soil or the
assignee of such owner, who.has gone to the
expense in the purchase (as he believed) of
mining rights aad interests therein, where
explorations have been made or mining
operations commenced before the passing of
this act, no lease or grant of mines or miner-
als under said land shall be made to any per-
son other than such owners or assignee has
been notified of any application therefor,
and tbereupon the surveyor general shall
examine into the matter and premises and
such action shall be taken therein as shall,
under the circumstances, be just so as sub-
stantially to protect such owner or assignee,
provided, however, that any such owner or
assignee shall pay the like royalties as other
lessees and otherwise conform to the pro-
visions of this act reasonably applicable to
such cases.”

Hon. Mr. Blair moved the following as an
amendneBt which was carried: “In respect
of granted lands wherein the owner of such
lands (or the assignee of such owner who
has gone to expens> inthe purchase as he
believed of mining rights or iaterests) has
made explorations or actually commenced
m.ning opsrations before the passing of this
act, no lease or license shall be made uunder
this act to any person other than such own-
er or assignee, until such owner or assignee,
has had notize of application having been
made therefor, which notice may be suffi-
ciently given by publication thereof by the
surveyor general for 30 days in the Royal
Gazstte or in such manner as the surveyor
general may direct; and thereafter the gov-
ernor in council shall examine into the
matter, and shall take such action as in his
discretion shall sesm just, taking into the
account the circumstances of each case, pro-
vided, however, that any such owner or as-
signee shall be subject to the payment of a!l
royalties and to the other provisions of the
act eo far as the same are applicable to his
case.”

The bill as amended was then agreed to.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley introduced a bill a-
mending the law relating to rates and .taxes.

Mr. Murray presented the following
petition:

mand <d for the convent in the viliage.

“That though properly qual fied teachers
were obtainable. aud though one room in the
public school building in each of the district~
was unoccupied, yet the trustees complicd
with this unreasonable and uojust request.

““That at the present time there are three
of these sisters teachiog nominally under the
law in a convent in the village, and three in
a convent in town. They hold local licenses
ounly and they wear their religionus garb and
the symbols of their order, and consequently
the employment of these sisters to teach in
the religious houses appears to the subscribeis
to be a violation of the letter and spirit of
the school law which says: —*All schools con-
ducted under the provisious of this chapter
‘shall be non-sectarian.’

“The subscribers are convinced that these
convent schools are sectarian and that they
are cocducted in the intcrest of the Roman
Catholic Church; that if these are recognized
as teachers under the law then we will have
five teachers in the villaga doing the work
that three could easily do and in town there
will be six teachers duing the work of foeur.
Thus the school expenses must be uonecess-
arily large and Protestants, who pay a large
proportion of the school taxes, will be com-
pelled to pay their money towards Roman
Catholic schools and indirectly towards the
support of the Roman Catholic church.
Therefore your petitioners respectfully pray
that your honorable house may be pleased
forthwith to take such action as will s:cure
the Protestants their just rights, and main-
tain the non-sectarian character of the school
law in its integrity.”

SOMETHING ABOUT THE LIFE OF KENNEDY F,

business at Bathurst, Caraquet and Petite
Rocher.

On the retirement of Mr. Adams, the new
firm of K. F. Burns & Co. was formed and
carried on the same business until May,1890,
whea it became merged in the large and im-
portant concern—the St. Lawrence Lumber
company, limited, with miils at Bersimis, P.
Q., Bathurst and Caraquet, and offices in
London and Liverpool, G. B. Of this pros-
perous company, Mr. Burns is the managing
director and largest stockholder.

Mr. Burns first entered political life in
1874, when he was elected to represent
Gloucester in the house of assembly, and
has ever since been a prominent figure in
the political affairs of his county. In 1882
he entered the larger sphere of Dominion
politics, defeating Hon. T.- W. Anglin in
the general election held in that year, was
re-elected at the general election of 1887,
and has again been returned in the recent
electiou.

Mr. Burns has always been a staunch
conservative, and has been untiring in his
ettorts to benefit his constituents.

Ata conference with
the chiefs, there was a revolt, the tribes
assembled attacked the British camp, and,
ammaunition giving out, a massacre followed,
Some reports give 470 as the number of
British killed. Two native regiments have
been sent to the scene of disorder.

The largest lumber mill in the world is
said to be in a hamlet twelve miles from
Seattle. The machinery of this mill occupies
a building 102'by 448 ft., while there is a
tire-room 160 by 65 ft., and a shop 170 by 50
ft. Anp army of about 300 men work in and
abont the mill, while squads of loggers toil
in fhe woods and on the logging roads and
among the rafts and booms, to keep it going.
During 1890 the product of this mill
loaded no less than 111 vessels, and the mill
ran two-thirds of the time, Geared up and
in trim, it could increase its great regulation
cut firm 300,000 a day to 500,000 or 600,000.
The only difficulty would be in getting the
colossal quantity of sawed lumber out of the
way. That would be & veal problem. It
takes immense wharves, and ships always at
hand to keep such a monster running.
