A WONDERFUL WEAVE LOOM.

In the effort to meet German compe-
tition the fabric manufacturers of
Roubai, France, have developed the
new weaving machine, which in speed
surpasses t he new Northrop machine of
American invention, and permits the
use of ordinary material. The fabrio
produced is turned out at the astonish-
ingly rapid rate of 100 to 175 yards
per day of tem hours.

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HOUSEHOLD.

CHILBLAINS.

These painful and annoying disfig-
urements.come from various causes—
sometimes from a weak constitution,
sometimes from lack of proper mour-
ishment.

Children are more subject to chil-
blains than grown people, but fre-
quently outgrow the tendency. Occa-
sionally, however, the complaint at-
tacks people after they are grown.

To prevent them, one should begin a
long time before winter appears, to
take precautionary measures. As soon
as the days begin to be chilly, you must
never go out of doors without gloves,
and at once make a change into warm-
er underclothing.

Be sure that the sleeves of your dress-
es are made long enough to cover the
wrists, and that you are warmly dress-
ed underneath. Wear stout shoes with
gaiters and take plenty of exercise.
As the cold weather comes on, put on
all-wool clothing, and carry a muff;
indoors wear warmly lined slippers;
and have night socks. Never sit over
a fire or warm your hands and feet at
it; if they are cold, wash in hot water,
or rub till the blood circulates. Take
plenty of exercise indoors as well as
out. Walk, bicycle, skate. Indoors,
dancing is the best way to get the
feet warm. It is, however, not only in
the cold weather that chilblains at-
tack one; mild, damp, winters are fre-
quently as bad for them, if not worse.

The best thing to use for removing
chilblains is the following lotion, but
they must not be broken ones, or there
will be great harm dome in setting
up inflammation ; Opodeldoe, one ounce;
tincture of cantharides, one-quarter of
an ounce; oil of cajeput, one-quarter
of an ounce. Rub this in for ten min-
utes at a time, three times a day. It
18 essential that aperient medicine
should be taken every might when suf-
fering from chilblains, and that the
daily morning bath should be warm.
To prevent chilblains from appearing,
use lemon juice daily, or vinegar, to
which a fourth part of camphorated
spirits has been added. Tea should be
given up and cocoa taken instead ; and
cod-liver oil should be taken three
&:ﬁas a day, and a strong tonic as

A good lotion for unbroken chilblains
is collodion, two ounces; turpentine, six
drachms; tincture of benzoin, one-half
ounce. Eat plenty of celery, both raw
and as a vegetable; and avoid too
rich, greasy food, or many hot dishes.
Where the chilblains are broken, ap-
ply tincture of catechu, two fluid
ounces; honey, one ounce; rose wa-
ter, four to eight ounces. Also anoint
them with this pomade; White wax,
two drachms; balsam of Peru, two
drachms; sweet aalmond oil, twelve
ounces; rose water, twenty drachms;
spermaceti, two drachms. Dissolve and
beat together a thick paste. Where
the chilblains are ulcerated, dilute
tincture of myrrh in warm water ard
bathe them with it. If the ulcers are
at all bad, you must not attempt to
put on boots or gloves, but remain
quietly at home, living on astrength-
ening diet till you are cured.

A LILY POND.

Any one who has a nice lawn, should
by all means, have a lily pond. It is
eagily made and a thing of beauty.
There are many ways of making these
ponds, either of stome, brick or ma-
sonry, but as these are all expensive,
we will give our attention to anoth-
er sort that will cost but a few dol-
lars, and at the same time last for
years. Have a wooden tub made sim-
ilar to a wooden cistern or tank, with
straight sides and about four feet
deep. It can be made round or square
and as large as you wish, but should
not be smaller than six feet across
This size will hold six or eight bulbs.
One foot from the bottom have a hole
two inches in diameter, and a plug to
fit it, which must be put in from the
inside, and project far enough tomake
its removal easy. Make the top of the
tank exactly above this plug, so that
you may know where to find it when
the time comes to let out the water.
This tank should then be sunk in the
ground to within two inches of the
top, then make a gravel border around
it of about eighteen inches. When pre-
paring the hole in which to put the
tank, determine upon which side the
place where the plug is to come and
dig a place about eighteen inches
across, and as deep, and fill it with
small stomes. This is dome in order
that the water will have a place to
drain into when the plug is removed.

Give your tank a coat of waterproof
paint on the inside, and of tar on the
the outside, before sinking it in the
ground. This preserves the wood from
decay, and the tank will last much
longer. When your tank is all ready
fill it up to the plug with pond mud,
or any rich earth which has at least
a quarter of cow tmanure, and put in
your lily bulbs. Run in " the water
gently so as mot to disturb the soil,
and fill but a few inches above the
bulbs. When they show signs of
growing, add more water, until at
length it is almost or quite full.

When the water freezes to the depth
of a half inch, reach down and re-
move the plug, and after the water
has run out, replace the plug, and fill
the tank full to the top with dry leaves
or loose hay and lay boards over the
top. Any tender lilies like callas,
should be removed and either placed in
the cellar in a pail of mud, or dried off.
When the hard frosts are over in the
spring, remove the litter, add a little
rotted cow manure, and any new bulbs
you wish, and gradually refill with
water.

An admirable pond seen some years
since was madé in the following man-
A hole, some twelve feet in diam-
eteer five feet in depth wasfirst dug,
and this was plastered with mortar
to the depth of four inches, at the sides
and bottom. A piece of lead pipe was
put in to make the desired drain, and
due respect was paid to constructing
a place outside of where it went
through, so that the water would drain
off through a layer of Tocks and sand.
When the mortar was dry it was treat-
ed toa coat of cistern cement. In the
center was constructed a miniature, is-
land of stones and earth, and upon it
was a mass of foliage and flowers, while
pink, white and yellow water lilies fill-
ed the space around it, and some tad-
poles grew to be sedate frogs under
the shade of the broad leaves. One
year half a dozen dwarf callas and
a lot of old-fashioned °* Wandering
Jew"” made the island a fairy like
place, and several years latér am-
aryllis plants of many colors revelled
in the sun amd molsture of the island.

WORTH TRYING.

To 1emove white spots on varnished
furniture, dip a soft flannel in spir-
its of wine and rub the spots well.
Afterwards repolish the furmiture
with a furniture cream.

A cup of hot water, declares Sir An-
drew Clark of London, possesses the
same medicinal qualities attributed to
an equal amount of whisky, while lack-
ing the injurious properties. Hot wa-
ter in abundance is especially recom-
mended in malarial troubles.

Carbonate of soda dissolved in water
will remove mud stains from dresses.
Lay the soiled part of the cloth and
wash and rub the places with water,
keeping the dress quite smooth.

Inl_: stains are entirely removed by
the immediate application of dry salt
before the ink has dried. When the
salt becomes discolored by absorbing
the ink, brush it off and apply more;
wet slightly. Continue until the ink
has disappeared.

A small dish of powdered charcoal
kept on one of the upper shelves of
the refrigerator is an excellent thing
to absorb odors. It should be changed
every few days.

t the carpet looks dusty amd dull
after sweeping, wipe over with a damp
cloth wrung out of ammonia water.
A tablespoonful of ammonia will suf-
fice for a half pail of water.

The_ piano keys should never be clean-
ed with water, which discolors them.
instead, they should be rubbed over
with a soft flannel or piece of silk dip-
ped in oxygenized water, which can
be obtained at any chemist’s, and when
the keys are stained or greasy, use
methylated spirits, gin or diluted whis-
ky. Clear alcohol is good.

THE CAPTAIN’S SIDE OF IT.

—
Says the Public is Really to Blame féb the
Loss of Some Steamships.

“There’s another side to the ques-

tion of the criminal carelessness of
the commander, which we hear so
much talk about whenever a liner is
lost,” said the Captain of a big ocean
steamship the other day. *It's mot
the Captain who is really to blame in
one case out of tem, even when he is
running his ship at full speed through
a fog. It’s the public that’s to blame,
and I'll tell you how it is.
“To begin with, everybody knows of
the rivalry between the different
lines. Everybody knows what a dif-
ference there is, in the estimation of
the public, between the rival boats of
the same grade which start at the
same time, and come twenty-four
hours apart. The man who has tra-
velled by the boat that comes ? last
is going to say to himself that next
time he will go on the So-and-So,
which must be a better boat, for
didn’t she come in a day ahead of the
one he came on? The Captain of boat
No. 1 is a hero for the time being, and
the company he works for smiles on
him. That he has run all the way at
full speed, through

and has taken all kinds of risks, he
knows, but he doesn't say anything
about that, and the company doesn’t,
either. They have beaten the other
line, and that is enough. The Cap-
tain, of boat No. 2, which came in a
day behind the other, knows just
what is in store for him before he re-
ports at the office of his company.
This is about what he hears:
“‘Why, how is this, Mr. Blank? You
came in twenty-four hours behind the
So-and-So. What was the matter,
anyhow
“‘Well, you see,’ says the Captain,
‘we had storms part of the way, and
when we got to the Banks we struck
a fog so thick you couldn’t see your
hand before your face, and we had to
run at half speed all day.’
“‘Ahem!’ one of the owners will
say, ‘Abem! 1It's a bad thing, Mr.
Blank, for us to be beaten twenty-
four hours by the So-and-So.’
“Capt. Blank says no more, but feels
that he has been reproved, and he re-
members it on the next trip. The
sea may be running ‘mountains high,’
and the fog may be so thick you can’t
see the funnel from the bridge, but
he is bound to get in on time this trip,
and he does. The owners of the line
smile on him. So he knows what he
is required to do and goes on making
record trips. It is the public, you
see, which the ocompany has got to
please if it is to exist, and the Cap-
tain has to please the company. Some
day he does this once too often. He
collides with another ship in a fog,
maybe, or runs on the rocks. Per-
haps the natural love of life or the
thought of a helpless family keeps
him from deliberately going to the
bottom with the ship, but he knows
that his career is at an end. The
board sits on the case, and if there is
any evidence to show that the accident
was due to the carelessness of the com-
mander in running at full speed in
thick weather, or whatever the ocase
may be, he is reprimanded and his cer-
tificate suspended for some months at
least. When at last he gets the cer-
tificate back it has

A HOLE PUNCHED IN IT.

“Now let us suppose that he has
been a faithful servant of the com-
pany for a good while, and they like
him, and decide to transfer him to an-
other ship and give him a chance for
existence. Thisnew ship has to be in-
sured, of course, before she goes to
sea. The underwriters make their ex-
amination, and in the course of their
inquiries there comes up the question
as to who is the Captain of the ship.
When they hear the name they will
probably say, ‘Why, let us see! Isn't
he the man who sunk the So-and-So?
Yes? Oh, we can’'t take any risks on
a ship commanded by Capt. Blank. Put
another commander in his place and
it will be all right.’

“The company is therefore obliged
to dismiss Capt. Blank. Then he starts
out to find another situation. His
certificate, you remember, has a hole
in it. He goes to see the owners of
anohter line. As soon as they hear

i his name they say:

“‘Oh, yes. Didn’t you commeand the
So-and-So ¢

*“‘Yes, I commanded that boat.’

“Humph! Very sorry, Captain, but
we haven’t anything just now. If we
should have anything we will let you
know.’

“‘This scene is repeated at one steam-
ship office after another on both sides
of the water.”

The Captain leaned his elbows on the
table. “Do you wonder,” he said, af-
ter a pause, “that generally when a
liner is lost at sea her commander
isn’t among the saved? But mark my
words,”’ he added, rising, “in almost
every disaster, when the cry of negli-
gence is loudest, it's the public that’s
to blame and not the Captain, who
only does what he is obliged to do.”

Telping at Mr. Tweedle.

The Moncton Times invented and pub-
lished the following statement the ether

*It is reported in the North that Pro-
vineial Secretary Tweedie or some of his
friends have made overtures looking to
his accession te the Conservative 1anks in
proviucial politics. But he would not be
accepted on any terms. If the Consecva-
tive party canuot live without wmen of
Tweedie's stamp it does not deserve to
live.”

I found a
fracture of the malar bone, extending about
two inches  in length, directly across the
socket of the eye. It was also partilly
fractured at its attachment to the zygoma,
1 then examined the brain. I found it per-
fectly healthy and natural as far as I could
tell. There was no fracture of the skull
into the braiin cavity that I could find. I

+ then examined the lunge in part, The lungs
were slightly ecgorged and contained a little
watery, frothy mucous. The heart contain-
ed copsiderable clotte! blood, but was
healthy. I then opened the abdomen.. I
found the liver and kidneys healthy aund
normal in size. The stomach was almost
empty. Itcontained a very small quantity
of partly digested food. I should judge he
had no food for some time. The stomuch is
supposed to clear itself in six hours. He
might have had this small pait of food
found in the stomach inside of six hours,
The wound on the temple was not sufficient
to cause death in my opinion, It he had
fallen on dry ground it would probably not
kill him. The blow would cause concussion
of the braiv and rendec him unconscious for
a time. Ifa man was mercly temporarily
uncon:cious he would probably breathe once
or twice under the water, If the body was
dead when it came to the water the luangs
might contain the mucous as mentioned.
I would say he was uuconsciou: when he
weut into the water beciuse the wound was
not sufficient to cause death. I woull call
it death by drowning, Five minutesis gen-
erally sufficiant to cause death by drown'ng.
I cannot say whether he fell from the whatf
in pos:tion fuund. [do not think he would
make any noise, after being struck the blow.
I examined the logs by & poor lantern. As
far as I saw they were smooth and free from
knote. I should not judge there was any-
thing on the logs to make the wonnd. 1
would be inclined to doubt that the
wound was caused by tho logs,as they would
leave splinters in the wound. If he struck-
on the end of the logs he would be found
lengthwise instead of crosswise. I don’t
think he would struggle after the [all, and
would not move afterwards, except by the
action of the tides. The wound was caused
by some kind of an aogular instrument. It
‘night be done by a stone. It could be done
by a part of a brick or a spike, The action
of the water would likely remove the sand,
but fragments of a brick might be found,
but by a stoae or spike it might not do so.

A Friendly Feelicg.

Hon. C. S. Hamlin, ex-assistant secretary
of the U. S. treasury, speaking in Boston of
his recent visit officially in connection with
the seal fisheries said : —

The best part of ths "Dominion of Canada
is & wedge extending into the United States.
It ie, therefore, of the utmost importance
that we should preserve agreeabls trade re-
lations with this northern neighbor of oars.
We have not been wholly rnight on the
seal question. I feel sare it will be settled
by our buying the seal rights from Canada
and then stopping the killing of veals at sea.
Whatever price we pay wiil be amply justi-
fied.

There are other questions. That of the
inland fisheries in the lakes is just as im-
portant. In that matter the United States
1e wrong and Canada is wholly rigat.

Then there is the question of immigration.
Up to the present time our laws have been
archaic; they have been barbarous. At
present, under our laws, no Eaglish subject
can come into our territory and .take up a
claim. The gold question is a veryim-
portant one, and there is no donbt that there
is gold in oar territory, as well as in Eug-
lish territory.

Uader the Canadian laws any man can go
into Canadian territory and take up a claim.
The Canadian border can easily be fixed.
There are in all aboat a dozen questions
which should be determimed once for all,
and can be, The'people of Canada are our
neighbors and our brothers. They are
British subjects. and, as we well know, the
action of the Eoglish guvernment pravented
a Earopean alliance against us im our war
with Spain. -
Aithough-I feel that no allisnce could
have prevented our going to war if we had
thdught the war right, we ought, neverthe-
less, to feel grateful to Eagland for her
friendly services.

Towa Counc:l Meeting.

The regular moxthly meeting of the Town
Conncil was held on Monday evening last in
the Town Hall.

In the absence of Mayor Winslow, who
was visiting Rev. Father Morriscy who was
serionsly ill, ald. Loggie was appointed
chairman.

The town clerk read a communication
from the manager of the Electric Light Co.
complaining of the breakiog of the insulators
on the poles in the upper and lower parts of
the town and praying the council to protect
their property agaiust further damage.

A communication from J. R. Ioch, Chief
Sapt. Edacation, notifying the council that
the recent petition referred to the Board of
Education came under the jurisdiction of
the Board of School Trustees and for them
to act in the matter, was referred to the
Board of Trustees together with the petition.

Ald. Robinson asked why certain lights
were not lighted in the town at different
times and ald. Mclatosh asked the same
question about lights in the lower end of the
town.

As to the destruction of the street lamps
ald. Snowball said the Co. were obliged to
call the attention of this council to the
matter. In the west end there were no less
than 20 insulators broken as well as in the
lower part of the town. Three lamps were
broken in one week on the bill. Ia cases
like this 1t was impossible to keep a'l the
lights burning. The lamps that were broken
had been replaced and as goon as they were
notified that the lamps were not burnirg
had them repaired. The recent wet weather
had a damaging effect on the wires and
probably some of the !amps not burning on
Satarday night was dae to this.

Ald. Fianagan said it was the duty of the
policemen to see that these lights were
burning and to report all that were not
burning. He thought the lights should be
lighted earlier in the evenings now.

The matter was referred to the police
committee.

A communication from the Board of
Schoeol Trustees prayiag for the use of the
committee room in the Town Hall to hold
their meetiogs was read. Permission was
granted,

A petition signed by a number of rate-
payers in the vicimity of Princess St. pray-
ing the couacil to open up a new street at
the junction of Howard and Princess Sts.

A bill ffom Ambrose Hayes for $4.50 for
acting as policeman for three days in place
of Anthony Forrest, who had a leave of
sbsence was passed. .

Ald. Swvowball read a letter from Mr,

Coffia to the Mayor enclosing a plan of the
Town which plan, the writer vaid, was in an
unfinished state. 1t was marked with red
lines to indicate where he proposed to lay
water pipes. His object in sending it was
that any change desired in the location of
the pipes might be suggested before the
finished plan was made.
Ald Snowball saxd the public works com-
mittee bad met Mr. Tweedie and the mana-
gers of the Pulp Co. in the Council Chamber
recently and Mr. Tweedie, whoe had promised
them the that Pulp Co. would remove the
fence from off the street, was just opposite
this, and said if the council removed it they
would do so at their risk. Ald. Seowball
also said from what he could leara the Pulp
Co. can produce evidence sufficient to justi-
fy them in leaving the fence where it now
stunds, Thero seems to be no records to
show that the street was ever properly
defined. Mr. Fish, the sueveyor, could
tind no evidence in the records to show
ghere was ever an established width, and if
the Company were right in the matter the
council counld not interfere with their rights.
Ald. Mclatosh said while the Pulp Co.
had their rights the Town of Chatham had
also power, by the Act of Incorporation, to
open up, widen or otherwise improve the
streets. He bad measured the road at
McCoonell’s and it measured 24ft. from the
centre to the wall of the house, and allow:ng
a foot on either side, would make the street
46ft. wide. Ha thought there should bea
survey made. The centre of the street has
been found and the surveyor is waiting for
this council to give him the width to survey
the street and it should be done at once.
As long as he was an alderman he would do
hie duty and would not be influenced by
anyoue, rich or poor, in regard to his daty
at this conucil.

Ald. Flanagan spoke in the same strain.

The Inquest.
PETER LEBAR

a French lad belonging to Chatham and who
visited the boats at the Ritchie wharf on
Saturday testified that he went dowu to the
wharf after the fire at Mayor Winslow’s
barn, and continuing said :—

I drink. I had some after I came io
wharf. It was gin firet. I had twoor three
drinke after I came from the fire. e got
another kind after that. I had one drink
atter that, I got the drink in the cabin as
they passed the flask around

Oa board of what boat was it yoa got the
gin ?

It was a boat [looking at plan] on that
side of the wharf—the first boat after the
scow. I didn't koew deceased .before.
Doiron said he was his uncle and poiated
him out. I was in the cabin of the boat
when we got the gin; there were 6 there
inclading Doiron. Idido’t know the other
fellows there.

Who got the gin?

Mr. Doiron.

About what time did you leave the cabin
of the vessel when you got the gin? .

Not gpite 6—about 6.

Had you the whiskey before you left the
cabin?

Yes.

Who was on the deck when you came
out?

Three or four, but [ didn’t know.

Was the man Doiron said was his uncle
there?

Don’t know. -

After you came on deck did you get into
any words with anyone?

Can’t tell. I said something mnot nice
about them letting me go into the cabin
again and they wouldn’t. So I went on the
wharf and said something—I forget what.

Do you remember what anybody said
when you wanted to go into the cabin agsin?

They said: ““Hold on, we’ll let you in by
and bye!”

Did you hear anybody say you were be-
having badly and they’d throw you into the
water?

Don’t remember that. The next thing I
went on the wharf. 1n going I went to run
on the plank from the scow to the wharf; 1
made a jump torun on the plank to the
wharf to get ashore and two or three men

got hold of me and I thought they were
going to hit me; they were strangers to me;
Doiron was in the cabin—I didn't see him—
I got mad; one fellow hit me back of the
head; I started to go home; one fellow got
hold of ma and said he was going home with
me; Itold him I could go home alone;
when I startedto go home my cap went
down and I made two or three steps to get it
snd after that when I got my cap I took the
road np the wharf and the frount street,went
as far as Gaggin’s corner and turned there
and went straight home. I went up etairs
to my sistor-in-law and came down stairs
again and then went into my own place.

Mr. Murray—In the kitchen?

After I spoke to my mother I went up
stairs and didn’t go out again that nigh&
It was about 6.30 when I went home, and I
woke up next morning about 6 and went to
work at F. E. Winslow’s,"where I work.

After they put me out of the boat that
night, I didn’t go back.

How long after they said you could go
back by-and-bye was it that you left the
wharf and went home ?

6 o’clock.

Did you hear Doiron’s uncle tell you to
go home ? y

I heard some one say to go home and that
I was too young to stay about there.

What effect did all this gin and whiskey
you had drank have on you?

My head was dizzy, but 1 knew what I
was doing. Idon’t know what I was doing
on the scow before theso three or fonr took
hold of me-

Why?

Because I dida’t take notice; I can remem-
ber, but dido’t take notice on the scow.

Did anyone help you up the plank to the
wharf?

One or two did.

Where was Doiron all this time?

In the cabin,

Where did you see him last?

Down below in the cabin.

Do you remember Doiron going up the
wharf with you?

No, and if he came I would remember.
If any others came they were behind me.
They were not alongside of me. When I

ANGETASAS (OR ALEXANDER) DOIRON
aworn, deposed: Have lived in Chatham
since 15th Aug; lived before that in Cara-
quet, sbout 6th neighbor from deceased; was
most every day at his place and always on
good terms with hiin. Oan Saturday, last on
going to the wharf between 3 and 4 o'clock
with Peter Lebar I learned deceased was in
Chatham. After I had been to the boat the
first time I met iy uncle on boat as he was
coming from the fire; shook hands with him
and he asked me if I was going to give him
anythiog to take to my father. I was with
him 10 or 15 minutes; did not treat him in
that boat. We (Ozias Chaisson, Joe Chais-
son and Peter Lebar) went to town and
stayed there 10 minutes and came back to
the wharf and went aboard Joe Boutellier’s
boat. Deceased came aboard after we were
in the cabin, where we passed a treat; uncle
took a drink; I procured the liquor and
handed it to someone else and they passed

it round. It was a square flask of gir.

How many times did you drink?

Two. Uncle had one; Lebar had two.

Eebar left the cabin before I did; I heard
uncle talk pretty lound, bat I didn’t know to
whom. I dido’t hear Lebar talk.

Who did you find on deck when you came
out of the cabin?

Uncle Pcter and Joe Chaisson aod Peter
Lebar. Then I went to town. Peter Lebar
went with me. We were 10 minutes away
and we were back together and I weant into
Boutellier's cabin, with Capt. Povlin and
others. We had one drink there. We stayed
a half hour, and it was about five o'cliock
when we came out of Boutellier’s cabin last
time; didu’t see uncle Peter the last time
I went into Boutellier’s cabin.~1 saw my
uncle last at about 4.30.

Were you in Bouteliier's cabin when Capt.
Poulin went with him to have supper on
Poulin’s boat?

Yes. 1 remgpined there about 5 minutes
after, I did not see my uncle at all at that
time or after; Lebar wason the whaif when
I left the schr. ; I did not speak to him. I
had my supper on board of Capt. Poulin.
I took hold of Lebar to take him away when
Icame oat of Boutellier’s boat for he was
jawiog with two men I didu’t kaow. They
belonged to Joe Poulin’s schooner. I went
with Lebar as far as between the building
(“oundry) and the road. Ozias Chaisson
was with ne and took supper on Poulin’s
boat. I stayed a quarter of an hour on
Pouliu’s boat. Then I went to Mr. Mur-
doch’s store and from there home about 9.30.
Iliveat Henry Murray's, hardy to Marquis’.
When I got home I saw Henry and the girl
who stays there. Uacle was to all appear-
ance eame as usual that afternoon—io good
spirits.

Belinda Twachtmau who Tives in the same
house as Mrs, Lebar testified that Peter
came home drunk about 6 p.m. on Saturday
and lay down on his bedroom floor and that
a3 she passed hiz door three or four times
that evening hetween 6 and 10.45 to visit
his sister-in-law, who was sick, she saw
Peter still lying on the floor of his room,
apparently intoxicated.

The testimony of the other witnesses
failed to in any way conoeot either the
persons under suspicion or any others with
the death of deceased, who, no doubt, fell in
the darkness in attempting to pass from the
wharf to one of the boats, and struck his
head, either against a bowsprit, one of the
epikes protruding from the wharf, an anchor
or some other obstruction. The theory of
maurder, therefore, appears to have been as
absurd as it was mischievous.

The jury came to that conclusion when it
rendered the verdict on Tuesday evening
that death was produced by a biow, followed
by drowning, but whether it was accidental
or not they were not prepared to say.

WATERING AND GROOMING
HORSES.

In watering and grooming horses, a
man must study the individuality of
his animal. With few exceptions in
my opinion, says a writer in Farming.
a horse should have water in sufficient
quantities to satisfy his thirst when-
‘ever he is thirsty.

Theoretically speaking a horse
should first be given drink, then ha_y,
and lastly oats. The capacity of his
stomach is limited, and if fed oats,
then hay, and them watered, some of
the oats may be forced out of the
stomach, especially if he is a heavy
feeder, before they have been suffi-
ciéntly acted upon by the digestive
jujees, and consequently will pass off
in the faeces only partially digested.

A horse should always be given a
drink before a meal. It requires a
little training to get him to drink be-
‘$ére breakfast, especially in cold weath-
&r but ia such weather he is not very
fiable to drink much even

er his. mesls. In all cases, except

n he has been a long time without
water and is very warm, he should be
allowed all be will drink before the
Jjd-day and evening meals, and also
@ drink after he has finished his
sal. Where it is at all possible he

uld have water between his meals, | ¢

especially in warm weather.

him. some _grain. When possible,
horses should not be put to hard or
fast work coon after feeding, nor fed
grain too soon after performing exces-
sively hard or fast work.

As to grooming, a horse should be
well groomed at least twice daily, not
merely the dirt and sweat brushed off
the surface, but the whole surface of
the hair thoroughly agitated with a
brash or dull curry-comb right into
the skin. The collar and all harness
should fit. well and be kept thorough-
Iy clean, the stable well ventiated and
kept clean, and of course the food and
water should be of the best quality.

The feet well cared for; if shod, the
horse’s shoes should be removed at
least every five weeks, and if not shod
the feet should be kept in as matural
shape as possible by the use of the
rasp and knife. If the weather be dry
his feet should be soaked in water two
or three hours daily, else they will be-
come very dry and bard and liable to
disease. [Horses that are turned out
to pasture at night will not require
the soaking. For horses kept in the
stable regular exercise is necessary,
and when an idle time comes unless
they get exercise the grain allowance
should be materially reduced or else
digeaige is very likely to follow.

PREPARING BUTTER FOR MARKET

In cool weather, if one has custom-
erh near at hapd, butter made into
rolls or pats is acceptable, but magy
oebple like it packed in jars. The five
pound jars are very popular in small
families, and in packing butter in

JEWELS FOR MERMAIDS.
Gold and Dinmends at the Botgomn of the
Sen.

On the Cornish coast; about five
miles from the Lizard, it is quite com-
nion to pick up Spanish dollars which
hive bien washed ashore from the
wreck of a galleon that went down in
1784 with a large amount of hullion
cnn board.

It is surprising that with all the
modern appliances for diving, system-
atic attempts are not more frequently
made to recover treasure from the deep.

As early as 1598 a great deal of trea-
sure was recovered, including the his-
torical golden cup which oneé belong-
ed to Frederick, king of Sicily, from
the wreck of one of the ships of the
“invincible Armada.”

In 1680 an American named William
Phipps came over from Virginia to this
country and craved for the assistance
of Charles II. toward recovering some
wrecked treasures on the coast of His-
p:niola. Charles provided him with a
ship and the necessary funds, but the
first attempt proved umsuccessful.

In a second effort he was financed
by the Duke of aipemarie, and this
time he succeeded in recovering specie
to the value of £200,000, and after pay-
ing all expenses he was able to give
the duke the sum of £80,000 as his share
in the venture.
he specie on board H.M.S. Lutine,
wrecked in 1799, off the coast of Hol-
land, amounted to £1,200,000; and the
whole of this still remains at the bot-
tom of the sea, with the exception of
£99,859 recovered in the year 18539. At-
tempts to recover the remainder are
still being made.
Dlvmg_ operations resulted in the re-
covery of £80,000 in gold from the
wreck of the ill-fated Royal Charter,
which took place close to Moelfra, off
he Anglesea coast, but a vast num-
ber of diamonds are still lying about
the wreck.
Forty thousand pounds in specie was
recovered from the wreck of the Ham-
ila Mitchell, in the Chinese sea, after
lying in twenty-three fathoms of wa-
ter for upward of twenty years, and
£80,000 in gold, was saved from ihe
wreck of the Alfonso XIIL, which was
sunk in twenty-six /and one-half
fathoms of water off the Canary is-
laggs in 1885.

AUTUMN PICKLING.

Ripe Cucumber Pickles.—Pare and
cut in strips or rings, ripe cucumbers,
take out the seeds and lay on astrong
brine nine days, after which soak in
clear water, that has a piece of alum
{he size of a hickory. nut to each gal-
lon of watery, over night. Make a
syrup of a pint of strong, cider vine-
gar, 1 1b brown sugar, 2 tablespoons
each of cinnamon bark and mace, and
1 teaspoon cloves. Boil all together,
lay the cucumbers in and hoil until
tender.

Beets: When the beets are ready to
dig in the fall, take enough of them
to fill a two gallon jar. Boil equal parts
of vimegar and sugar together, [use
sorghum molasses, and pour over the
teets hot. They are always ready for
the table and are fine. When the
teets are used, add a little more vine-
gar and sweeiening, bring to aboil.
skim and pour over another batch ot
Leets hot.

Crabs or Other Apples:—Steamn un-
til they can be pierced with a fork.
For one peck, takej 1 gal vinegar, 3
Ibs sugar, spice with cinnamon, mace
and cloves, and pour hot over the ap-
ples for nine mornings, and seal while
hot the last time.

Grapes: Fill a jar with alternate
layers of sugar and bunches of nice
grapes, just ripe, fill ~the jar with
cold spiced vinegar and seal.

Onions: Peel small onions and boil
them in milk and water, equal parts,
for ten minutes. To 1 gal vinegar put
1-2 oz of cinnamon and mace and one
quarter oz of cloves, half an oz of
alum and a small cup of salt, scald
all together, turn the milk and water
irom the onions, cover with the hot
vinegar, and keep them covered un-
til cold.

East India Pickle: Chop one head
of cabbage together with three onions,
two green peppers and a small root
of horse-radish, soak in salt water for
three days, drain, and turn on hot
spiced vinegar.

Stuffed Peppers; Take those that are
fresh and green, axtract the seeds by
cutting a slit in the pepper, soak for
nine days, in salt water, changing it
every day, keep in aa warm place.
For the filling, chop cabbage very fine
with enough onion to season, sprinkle
with salt lightly, with a dust of
ground cloves and cinnamon fill into
the peppers, and sew up the slit and
put them in cold spiced vinegar, in
which has heen dissolved one cup of
sugar.

HOW TO CLEAN THINGS.

The following hints are all derived
from practical experience, and if care-
fully followed out they will be found
most successful:

To Clean Oilcloth.—This should be
washed with a large cloth dipped in
iuke-warm water (hot water should
never be used on account of the paint).
If the oilcloth is very dirty it can he
cleaned with yellow soap, but the less
waier and soap used the better. An
excellent thing to use for new oil-
cloth is milk and water; this both
cleans the oilcloth and gives it a nice
polish. Some recommend polishing it
once a week with a mixture of one-half
ounce of beeswax dissolved in a saucer-
ful of turpentine.

Brass and Copper—When tarnished,
rub. the articles over with asolution
of oxalic acid, made by dissolving an
ounce of the acid in a pint of water,
then wash it off, rub on some whit-
ing, and polish well. For brass trays
an excellent thing is Putz pomade
moistened with paraffin; it should be
rubbed on with a piece of rag, left
for a few minutes, then rubbed off
with an old leather, and afterwards
polished with a clean one. Stains may
Le removed v.ith pieces of lemon dipped
in table salt,

Looking Glasses and Mirrors.—Apply
methylated spirits with a sponge, then
dust over the glass the finest sifted
whiting, rub it off with u clean piece
of linen, and polish with a ‘leather.
The following French method may be
preferred by some: Pour into half a
pint of boiling water three tablespoon-
fuls of vinegar, then drop into it a
piece of chalk weighing about 2 oz.
It will sink to the bottom, but it will
give the water a milky color. The fluid
must then be poured off and strained
before all the chalk has quite settled.
Smear this liquid all over the mirror,
and when it has half dried rub it
quickly with a piece of fine linen, and
with a little perseverance the glass
will be as good as new.

‘Wall Paper.—This is generally clean-
ed with bread, but it is only satisfac-
tory when done very well. A stale loaf
of bread should he cut into four pieces
and, after the walls have bheen well
dusted, each piece should be rubked on
to the paper perpendicularly. Only
about a yard should be done at a
time, and directly the bread gets very
dirty the soiled part must be cut off.
Great care must be taken to rub very
lightly and evenly, always up and down
never across, i.e., horizontally. When
the paper is stained with grease, etc,,
this should be removed beforehand by
mixing Fuller’s earth with water to
the consistency of cream, laying it
on the spots and leaving it on over-
night; the next day it should be re-
moved with a knife. If the paper is
varnished it requires only to be swept
down with a soft-haired brush and
then washed with Hudson’s soap and
water.

TO MAKE SAURKRAUT.

In a perfectly sweet barrel, put a
layer of sliced cabbage eight inches
in depth, and sprinkle liberally with
erlt. With an old-fashioned clothes-
pounder, pack firm and hard, but do
not bruise. Fill the barrel with al-
ternate layers of cabbage and salt!
Press carefully, but hard, and liquor
will soon appear at the top of the bar-
rel. Cover with two layers of cabbage
leaves, then with a round oak board
and heavy weight., !

Tie & thin oloth slosely ever the tep,

and let the barrel stand in a warm
place. When fermentation ceases,
which will take place ordinarily in
from three to four weeks, varying
the temperature, set the barrel in a
cool cellar. Keep it closely tied and
covered. > .

Another way is to put the sliced
cubbage in inch-thick layers, salting
lightly and pounding down each layer.
Cover with board and weight, and
pour over cold water until the cabbage
is covered. Set in a moderately warm
place until fermentation ceases. This
will be shown by the disappearance of
the bubbles, at the top. The liquor
must at all times cover the cabbage,
or it will turn black and spoil.

These receipts were given me by an
old Dutchwoman who had a wide re-
putation for making good sauerkraut.
Her ways of preparing it for the
table were as follows: Rinse the quant-
ity required in clear cold water, al-
ways replacing the cover and weight,
and tying closely.

Fried.—Put a tablespoonful of but-
ter, drippings or suet into a frying
pan; put in kraut and cook until ten-
der. When nearly done, sprinkle over
a little flour, to absorb surplus mois-
ture. Do not let it brown in the least.
Another way is to melt a little fat in
the pan, thicken with flour, stirring
until smooth; put in cabbage, stir thor-
oughly, cook five minutes, and serve
immediately.

GREAT BRITAIN’S HERO.

An Endustrious and Meihodleal General
Who has Won Deserved Fame.

When Sir Herbert Kitchener—who
has just been raised to the peerage
as a reward of his spiendid Soudan
campaign—paid his last visit to Eng-
land, he was asked when his army
would enter Khartoum. He promptly
named two dates u week apart, and
explained that the battle would be
fought on one day or the other. The
margin of asingle week was required
by uncertainty in regard to the depth
of water in the Upper Nile, which
varies from year to year. When the
battle was fought it was on one of
the dates named by him. .

This incident illustrates the pains-
taking care and precision of this Brit-
ish geperal in his Soudan campaign.
He had studied the campaign in ad-
vapce as closely as a prroblem 1n
geometry. He kpew how many mifes
of desert marching could he covered
by his army day by day, and where
the enemy would make a stand. He
hid mastered all the details of sup-
plies of food for the soldiers, and the
service of gunhoats and transports on
the river. :

He could forecast everything except
the depth of the water, and conse-
quently named two dates in place of
one.

A HARD WORKER.

A tall, handsome soldier, with a fine
forehead, flashing eyes, a cheery smile
and a commanding air, Sir Herbert
Kitchener is one of the hardest work-
ers in the British army. No detail
escapes his notice. His staff officers
sometimes laughingly complain be-
cause he leaves so little for them to
do. He thinks of everyihing, requires
precise information from every officer,
and is businesslike and methodical.
Trained as an engineer, he is fam-
iliar with all the details of the artilley
service, and can make roads, build
bridges and conduct exhaustive sur-
veys. In earlier campaigns in the Nile
countries he has been second in com-
mand of a cavalry regiment, and has
been in charge of the arrangements
for provisoning am army and moving
the military stores.

KING AUTOGRAPH HUNTER.

IS A BRITON WHO HONSWOGGLEI)
THE PEACE-COMMISSIONERS. -
Reprevented Himvelf as a Clerk in the Paris

Clearing Housce—~He s Proud of His

Many Successful Strategies, and Tell Ins

Detatl How he Obtained the Signatures

of Nearly Every Notable in Europe.

Edward Wilson Curtis, a noted Eng-
lish collector of autographs, gained
some note recently by making a trip
to Paris and obtaining fhe autographs
of the members of the American and
Spanish Peace Commissioners by a clev-
er bit of strategy. He called upon the
Commissioners while the two bodies
were separately in session, having first
escertained the names of the banks at
which the Commissioners intended to
cash remittances and carry deposits.
He represemnted himself to the Com-
missiorers as a representative of the
City Clearing House, and obtained their
signatures for ‘“ use in verifying checks
and drafts.” This stratagem apparent-
ly pleased him. very much in its entire
success, and he made no secret of the
transaction upon his recent arrival in
this city. In fact, he submitted to an
interview of considerable length.

“There does not exist a form of ex-
citement, legitimate ori llegitimate,”
said he, “which can vie with that
which autograph collecting brings in
its train. For in the quest of these
tiny scraps of ink-scrawled paper the
genuine enthusiast siakes every day,
and often many times a day, his hap-
piness, his honor,

HIS VERY LIBERTY EVEN.

“Many and varied are the qualifi-
cations that go to make the ideal auto-
graph-hunter. But there are two
which are absolutely essential it he
is to achieve even a modified success.
He must be a clever and artistic liar,
and he must be possessed of unbound-
ed® impudence. Moreover, he must be
prepared to play,—on paper—many
parts. I have found, for example, that
an excellent way to ““draw,’ royal per-
sonages is to personate a little child.
When the German Emperor created so
much ill feeling in England by the
dispatch of his famous telegram to
President Kruger, T wrote him a letter
in which, after promising that I was
only ‘a school-girl of 8’ and express-
ing a hope that he would not be of-
fended, I told him how sorry I should
be it he were (o quarrel with his *dear
grandmother.’ A week later, a letter
written on paper almost as thick as
cardboard, and emblazoned with the
arms of the Hohenzollerns, was deliv-
ered at my address.

“The Emperor thanked me for my
courtesy and playfully assured me that
there existed ‘no present likelihood of
his quarreling with his august rela-
tive or with the warm-hearted but
sometimes inconveniently impression-
able people over whom she reigned.”
The hody of this curious epistle was
in the handwriting of one of his secre-
taries, but at the foot, clear, firm and
bold, there stood out the coveted sig-
nature. I have been offered 80 guineas
for that letter. Similarly, by posing as
the nine-year-old grandson of awell
known Conservative politician who hap-
pened at the time to be on terms of
close personal friendship with the

I secured Abdul Hamid's autograph.
As one little girl to another, I drew
a charmipg letter full of childish con-
fidences, from Queen Wilhelmina of
Holland. And an almost precisely
identical trick secured for my col-
lection the signature of the then
‘baby ' King of Spain. King Humbert
of Italy was more difficult to ‘draw,’
but 1 secured him at last over the Mil-
an riots, writing as a Sister of Mercy,
and offering my services to the wound-
ed. The offer was declined, as I, of
course, knew well it would be; but
the refusal was accompanied by a brief
autograph letter of thanks from the
King himself, since valued at £40. The
Czar of Russia is, I am sorry to say,
the most inaccessible of all European
potentates. I have letters innumer-
able from his secretaries and cham-
berlains—great people in their own
country, no doubt, but nonentities to
the world at large. Amn autograph
hunter, however, never despairs. Iam
writing him about the proposed mem-
orial to his murdered grandfather, and
hope to be successful this time.

“One of my smartest coups was the
securing of the signature of Muley Ab-
dul Aziz, the young ruler of Morocco.
1 had previously addressed him in the
roles respectively of ap emissary of
the Mahdi, a Belgian juggler, a Span-
ish toreador and a Parisian dancing
girl, withoul receiving any reply, when
I luckily bethought me of Kaid Mac-
lean, the Commander-in-Chief of the
Sultan’s army. Him I addressed as a

As a means of paying off the war
debt, which is claimed to be 2,000,000,-
000 pesetas, $400,000,000, the Spanish
government has issued a stamp of
mourning. which is to be used on all
the inland mail of Spain and her col-
onies. The stamp, which is of the de-
nomination of 5 cent’ de pesetes, 1
cent, is printed in somber black, and
must be affixed to all mail matter in
addition of the regular postage stamp.
It is of ordinary size, with the inscrip-
tions “Impto, de Guerra” and *1808-99"
at the top and bottom respectively.
The figure “5” and ‘““‘cent” appear in
the center in a vertical oval, with
scroll work at the sides. The govern-
ment has occasionally issued stamps of
this character, the use of which was
voluntary, but not so with this one.
Every piece of mail matter for inland
delivery must bear a mourning stamp,
otherwise it doesn't go. It is a great-
er tax for the Spanish -people than it
would be for Americans, for in Spain
they have been taxed year in and year
out, and the continyed drain is having
its inevitable resuylt. The mourning
stamp has presymably been issued as
a sympathetic appeal to the people for
the many lives lost in the late con-
flict.

The mourning stamp is not the only
label issued by Spain since that coun-
try met the United States in battle. A
short time ago four distinet stamps
were issued by the Madrid govern-
ment in ifs endeavor to meet the run-
ning expenses of the war, Two black
stamps of the denomination of 5cent
de pesetes made their appearance re-
cently, but did not accomplish the de-
sired results. They were simply obli-
gatory taxes, and naturally were look-
ed upon with favor by the populace.
Two other voluntary tax stamps, pink
and blue in color, the latter having
been issued by the City of Madrid,
were authorized at the same time as
the two above, making five distinct
stamps in the last few months, all of
which show to what extent the gov-
ernment has been forced to raise
money. Nor have any of these efforts
heen crowned with success. It is stat-
ed asanactual fact that they have re-
sulted in utter failures, the number of
letters 'posted at the Madrid office
having fallen off fully one-third since
the recent taxes were levied.

She who
weeps keeps her youth longer than the
woman who represses her tears. A
profuse flow of tears lessen blood pres-
sure, a discharge of energy reduces
tension and produ-cs an exhaustion
which demands a refreshing sleep.

For grace of carriage peasant women
who are accustomed to carry weights
on their heads, are deservedly noted.
In the effort to keep the balance of the
burden they are carrying these women
train all the muscles of the body in
order that they may walk smoothly

and steadily, and the result 1s a queen-
ly carriage which many a great lady
might envy. To attain graceful car-
riage much may be done by practicing
walkx_ng with some object on the head
—a little cushion, a book or even a
light board would do—and certainly all
young people should learn dancing, and
if possible, fencing. These exercises pro-
duce firmness and flexibility in the
limbs and the power of sustaining bal-
ance gracefully.

NOURISHING BEVERAGES.

As to drinks, avoid boiling milk. Fo
2 nourishing, warm drink, take one
handful of quaker oats, add one pint
of boiling water, let it boil half a min-
ute, strain, salt and put over the fire
to boil until it thickens. The oatmeal
is laxative in its tendency

Another drink may be made from
rice, the rice to be boiled in water
enough to cover it all through the cook-
ing; salt and strain, add a small piece
of butter, hot milk to taste and seg-
son with celery salt.

Barley water is another nutritious
drink, prepared as the rice, but it re-
quires longer cooking to soften the.ker-
nel and extract the flavor. It should
be soaked in cota water for one hour,

. Rice will cook more quickly put on
in cold water than if the boillngpwater
is poured on at first. The barley wa-
ter is prepared for the table the same
as the rice water. These are invaly-
able in howel troubles, as they serve
as both food and drink. The strained
b;u'ley may be eaten the same as the
rice.
