It has always appeared to me 
that nature economized thus only when 
she foresaw that the seed would not 
need very great protection from incle­
ment weather. Hornets instinctively 
build their nests on low bushes—they 
have done so this season—when there 
will be a light snow fall. Strawberries 
and apple blossoms in October indicate 
a mild winter. And" concluding his

Therefore, be it Resolved that in 
future we will make a difference of five 
cents per bushel in favor - ot reclcaned 
oats that will weigh thirty-two pounds 
and upwards to the bushel.

Those whose cattle barns are not 

warm to work in comfortably without 
an overcoat and mittins in the winter 
or even without any coat in ordinary 
winter weather may be sure they are 
not warm enough for the cows to do 
their best in, or for calves and young 
stock to grow rapidly without an extra 
allowance of heating food. Covering 
up cracks and seeing that windows and 
doors shut snugly will help some, but 
we remember when a boy and when 
cows were kept in a barn with unshin­
gled sides and ends having to help line 
the walls back ot stock with old boards 
and slabs nailed on the inside of the 
posts and stuffing this space between 
this lining and the outer boards with 
bog hay, so that no wind could come 
through. Taking out the old board 
slide window where the manure was 
thrown out into the yard and putting in 
a larger half window from an old build­
ing so that we had light enough to take 
care of the cows without leaving door 
or window open was another improve­
ment, and all was done at small expense 
and but little labor, which were impor­
tant considerations in those days to poor 
farmers, trying to do the best they 
could with what they had.—Boston Cul­
tivator.

American Opinions.
A high commission, composed of 

Americans and Canadians, is now sit­
ting in Montreal to settle every matter 
of dispute that has ever arisen and is 
still unsettled between the United 
States and the government of the 
Dominion of Canada, 
many of these questions, and upon their 
amicable settlement much depends. 
The fisheries have always been a sub­
ject for disputes inumerable. Ameri­
can fishermen cannot fish within three 
miles of Canadian shore ; can not buy 
bait in Canadian ports, nor land there 
for any purpose except refuge from 
stress of weather. The seal fisheries 
have caused a great deal of trouble and 
expense to both governments, and the 
tariffs imposed by the United f tates on 
Canadian imports have made ill feeling 
times without end. If this commission 
shall be able to settle upon a system of 
reciprocity,, the friendship of the two 
nations will be forever firmly cemented, 
and our sister dominion become as one 
of our family. Once free intercourse 
is established between the two coun­
tries, we shall gain immensely, and the 
Canadians will receive benefits as great. 
England has no particular reason for 
hoping for reciprocity between Canada 
and this country, for it would hurt her 
trade with that country, but Canada has 
grown large enough to do about as she 
pleases in such matter, and is looking 
out for Number One 
this country is developing and grow­
ing richer every year, we have on 
our borders an empire that is beginning 
to assume great proportions. This is 
the wheat fields of the Dominion of Can­
ada, lying west and northwest of Lake 
Superior, and extend northward to 
Great Slave Lake. It is five hundred 
miles wide and two thousand miles long 

gi>id there is no place on earth where 
® wheat comes to such perfection. To 

the popular mind this country is a vast 
and cheerless wilderness, where ever­
