(Saturday) evening, states

that a document contain-

ing terms of sutrender was' signed ihere at 10.30

p. m. by all of the Boer representatives as well ‘as
by Lords Milner and Kitchener,

LONDON, June 2.—Peace has been
declared after nearly two years and
eight months of a war, which tried the
British Empire to ‘dts utmost, and
wiped. out the Boers trom the list. of
nations.

The war has come to an end wlth
Lord Kitchener's announcemet from:
Pretoria that he, Lord Milnér and the
Boer delega.ten had signed “Terms of
surrender.” - This announcement had
been anticipated for:several days, and.
it was definitely !orecuted in these
despatches, but its receipt Sunday af-
ternoon took the nation by surprise, as
everybody had ' confidently ' believed
that the house of commons would hear
the first news today.

The edge of the anticipation with
which Great Britain awaited the pro-
mised statement in the house of com-
mons from Mr, Baﬂqsur ‘the govern-
ment Igader, was rther dulled
by a mesase from g ‘Bdward to
his people.

“A document concerning térms of
surremner was signed here this even-
ing at half-past ten o’clock by all the
Boer representgtives, as well as by
Lord Milner and myself.”

“The King has received the welcome

Prof. Davidson’s Address in
Praise of the Founders "of
the Institution.

FREDERICTON, May 29.—The com~
mencement exercises of the University

of New Brunswick took place this af-
ternoon in the presence of a large audi-
ence. Dr. J. R. Inch presided.

. PROF, DAVIDSON’S ADDRESS,

“The ‘address in praise of -the-found-
ers was delivered by Prof. John David-
son, and was as follows:

It has not always been an easy mat-
ter to determine who the founders of'
this institution -were; but in the pres-
ent cycle of Encoenical addresses in
their praise, it has been customary to
single out for honor the members, of
the New Brunswick legislature svhose
names were 8o elogquently enumerated
by the chancellor from this place some
years ago and to attribute to them an
almost uncanny foresight regarding
the intellectual requirements of a time
half a century later than their day.
In the last clauses of the statute, in
which this foresight is exhibited, there
is an outline of a course, leading to a
diploma, in commerce which is in gen-
eral harmony with the proposals made
in these latter days for giving eom-
mercial education as part of a college
rourse; and in this matter, at least as
fully an in others, the founders may
claim, or be allowed, the great merit
of anticipating future needs. Omne of
the demands now being made on the
universities is that some provision
shall be made for technical instruction
fn commerce. We have as yet heard
but little of this demand in this prov-
ince; but when the demand does arise,
and the public is prepared to pay for
what they ask, the University of New
. Brunswick will grobably be found
redy to discuss the question of organ-
ization intelligently. But it is mot the
function of the college to anticipate
such a demand by showing the com-
mercial advantages of commercial edd-
cation. 'For the enthusiasm which
makes the demand is not always intel-
ligent :and ridiculous claims are some-
times made regarding its necessity and
its value. Not long since in a leading
review the English people were ab-
jured to follow the example of Ger-
many and establish a training college
for colonial administrators, presum-
ably that we may repeat Germany’s
success with her trained colonial ad-
ministrators.

BUT WHATEVER THE EXCESSES

of some enthusiasts, there ¢an be no
doubt of the reality of the demand.
The universities have not yet made up
their minds lhpw to meet the demand;
and there is, moreover, a disposition
in some parts of the university circle
to be at least backward in welcoming
such a new development. There is a
cevtain fear that the introduction of
commercial education meams an in-
trusion of the commercial spirit and a!
qualification, if not a degradation, ot
those ideals for which universities were
founded and ought to continue to ex-
ist. It is felt that-the efforts which
the universities have made in the last
half century to waccommodate them-~
selves to thé spirit of the age have
resulted in the degradation of the uni-
versity and in the degradation of the
professional office; and many feel that
the spirit of commerce is antagonistic
to the university spirit. °

Whatever one may think regarding
the protest thus raised against com-
mercial education, there is some ‘jus-
tification for the apprehension regard-
ing the dggerioration of the university
spirit. Not only is the university ap-
parently a factor of decreasing im-
portance’ in national 1life, but it is
open to question whether ‘the univer-
sity is as worthy as it was of high
place among social institutions. How
far this decline is due to increasing
2and unbalanced specialisation within
the university, or to the increasing
materialisation of the public mind T
to other causes we are not immediate-
ly concerned to determine. But the
fact rtemains that there has been a
decline, relatively at least; and neith-
er the increasing attendance nor the
increasing benefactions are evidence
to the contrary and may under circum-
stances be proof ef deterioration. To
put the matter briefly, the universities
have. Jpst touch with the life for which
their students are being trained and in
conseguence have apparently to a. cer-
tain extent lost confidence in them-
selves. They seem no longer to dare
to impress themselves on the student;
and while giving- perhaps a better
technical preparation for the struggle
for life,

DO NOT SUCCEED SO WELL

as in the past in placing their unmis-
takeable stamp upon their graduates.
It has always been a complaint aga.inst.
the universities that  they are not
practical; but in the past they were
generally effectual; and in endeavoring
to becpome more practical they seem to
have become less effectual. It may be
. that the ol fashioned -course, how-
ever restricted, was more logical; and
it may also: be that the old type of
‘professor, who was not .a specialist,
was mpre fitted for the task of im-
pressing the university spirit upon the
students. - But whatever the cause,
there has been a change for the worse;
and university people have to deplore
that in these days the uniyersity does
not exert so abiding an influence over
its graduates. The ideals are quickly
forgotten; the graduate finds that to
live he must readjust himself; and in
" the process he sheds, like an outworn
garment, much of the university spirit.
He may retain an affection for his

UNIVERSITY AS AN INSTITUTION

has lost it§ grip. Living.in a world
where knowiedge is paramount, uni-
versity teachers have, in all.ages, been
apt to lose their sense of value or pro-
portion; and in this age thé danger is
petullarly great. For speclalisation al-
most surely leads to dispropeortion. I
am not deprecating the specialist. I
am one myself; and in the - modern
university life there is nothing more
helpless than the man who is mot a
specialist, who- without any sense of
responsibility drifts from one subject
to another, as a grocer may turn from
‘selling tea to selling butter. Special-
isation we must have apparently inthe
universities; ‘but it brings with it an
increased dangeér, for very often the
specialist has specialized prematurely
amd lacks even that sense of proportion
which a general training gives. 'The
specialist is aw -enthusiast, and often
can communicate his enthusiasm to
hig students; and then they go out into
the world to find the world has a total-
Iy different and, as it turns out, a very
much better set of values. There may
be, indeed, small Toom in the world's
system for pure knowledge, but by its
values a man must live, and the read-
justment is not always a safe process.
The share of the fault which is due
to the university arises from the fact
that the university has mot adjusted
itself properly to the increased com-
plexity of life. Half a century ago life
was relatively simpler; and the old
orthodox course was not an inadequate
preparation for that life, Classical and
English literature, mathematics and
matural philosophy, mental and moral
philosophy, constituted a logical course
and met fairly'the old demands. The
new demands of the last half century
have been met by adding new courses
of study, which was right; but the
university has not readjusted its pro-
pportions, and the modern curriculum
is not a logical preparation for life.
The chief defect is the neglect of phil-
osophy and as things now are in many
places many a student graduates

WITHOUT EVER HAVING STUDIED | 0 i0ins he had “lost awhile;” and

philosophy even in' the. modern apol-
ogy for philosophy called psychology.
And in this neglect of philosophy lies
the explanation of the failure of the
university fo retain its place as a
social factor; and in the restoration of
philosophy, which is the study of man,
to its proper place in a umiversity cur-

‘riculum Hes the hope of the university

regaining 1ts proper position.

I do not for one nt contemplate
the restoration .of ‘the old curriculum
and those who hope for such & return
are either visionaries or reactlonaries.
A university is a social dnstitution
from which social service is required.
It is to be judged mot by its past ser-
vices or its own-traditions, but by its
present capacity for service. It must
therefore. recognize new sfudies =as
they arise and continually adjust itself
to new cpnditions. - It may determine
the form of the service it renders, but
the real character is determined by
' present social needs. Each generation
is entitled to demand that the univer-
sity shall justify itself by training
‘its graduates tp cope with the condi-
tions of life that will meet them. It
is worse than useless to seek to return
to the idealism of the old curriculum.
That was a Treal idealism then because
it was in wvital relation to life then;
now it would be an unreal and ab-
stract idealism. The problem for the
university is how to keep its idealism
a reality; and it is to be splved only
by continuous adjustment to social
needs.

‘We may not hope for the restoration
of philosophy qua philosophy to its
old ppsition as _the crowning study of
the university course; but we must
have in some way or other the study
of man, and especially the study of
man’s activities, if the university is
to regain its old position as a social
institution. Therefore because com-
mercial education is, in its university
aspects, a study of pne of man's most
important activities, I see in its in-
troduction the possibility

OF A NEW LIFBE

for the institution. With that view,
which would make the university a su-
perior or inferior sort of business col-
lege where typewriting and the casting

-of accounts may ‘take’ their - place

alongside pf Latin and physics, I have
no sympathy; nor has any one seri-
ously proposed ‘such a system for the
universities. But®the study of the
conditions of business is a study of
man, and therefore a kind of concrete
philosophy; -and combined with the
study of man in his other chief activ-
ities, in his religion and his politics, it
may, properly conceived, be a not in-
adequate substitute for the older phil-
osophy and may lead up to the study
of man in his ultimate relations. -The
Trust and the Church, the University
and the Banking system; the prgan-
ization of trade and parllament, are
all of .them means which man' has
found necessary for the realization of
self and the achievement of hig .ends.
These ‘are not all of one rank or im-
portance, but they all have some rank
because they are vitally related to
man. Even as isolated studies’ they
are not unworthy of attention: as parts
of a mere concrete philosophy they
may reinvigorate the universities.’ As
such a study of man, commercial edu-
cation is to be welcomed, mot rejected.
Indeed, taught merely as a short and
easy method to success; business can
not be either in the university or else-
where, But regarded as human ac-
tivity, the means and methods by
which man has made and 'is making
sure his dominion eover nature, the

THE DEMAND -
for commmla.l education is really an

opportunity for restoring that sense of |

proportion to the curriculum which has
been lost and overwhelmed in the mul-
titude of new studies. So far as the
university can meet the demand it
must deal with business as a human
activity and it must impress upon its
graduates the fact that in these con-
crete activities the 1deal of man may
be found, that morality, in short, does
not exist merely in man’s aspirations,
but has a more valuable and more con~
crete expression in the institutions of
actual life. The remarkable growth of
the commercial spirit which so many
depiore and which has given rise to
the demand for commercial educa.tlon
means in its last analysis a demand
that business shall be regarded as an

‘occupation on a footing of equality in

social service with any of the profes-
sions. This is in itself a distinet moral
advance for the community; and the

university must realize the import-
Merely to preach a

ance of the fact.
barren and formal idealism, resenting
the intrusion of the study of coin-
merce, leads nowhere. Life ‘even for
university graduates is lived among
‘heights above; and the university must
prepare its students for life. The
university is not an end in itself, but a
stage through which men pass, and its
ideals must not be so conceived and en-
forced that the interpretation of the
real life which men must live becomes
more difficult.

No traveller ever forgets the impres-
sion made by his first vision of the
Rockies, a hundred miles and more

Ladles and gentlemen pf the gradua-

entering on the foothills of life where
men live and work and do not see
daily visions. But if this university
has in any degree given a knowledge
of the digmity and worth and practi-
cal idealism of ordinary life it has
rendered you a great service indeed
and has performed in you a part of
the social duty required of it. For to
realize the ethical value of the com-
man round of life, to realize that the
ideal is better represented in achieve-
ment than in aspiration and that the
ordinary. institutions of life are Mot
only capable of reconciliatiopn with,
but are, actually derived from, the
ideal is to know much of the wisdom
of the ages. And if you are wise you
will seek not merely to retain the
memory of the past, but also at times
pass to some spot whence again you
can see, but now clearly and not ag in
8 vision, those eternal hills from which
doth come not only our aid and aspir-
ation but the ¥ery meaning and pos-
sibility of the ordinary life we have
to lead.

The resigmation by Rev, Dr. Stewart
of the position of Charles F. Allison,
professor of theology, came as a ‘sur-
prise to the non-resident members of
the board. It was known that Dr.
Stewart had suffered from illness and
he 18 now seventy-six years old. But
these facts did not prepare the mind
of those who had not been consulted
for Dr. Stewart’s announcement that
the time had come for the board to
choose his successor. Dr. Stewart
hopes to be able to perform the duties
of his position for another year, and
desires to serve the university so far
as he may be able after that. But he
does not wish to hold his professorship,
or be responsible for the theological
work of the college more than twelve
months lenger. In accepting the resig-
nation the board gave expression to
‘the deep sorrow of its members that a
relationship which had existed for
thirty-two yearss was drawing to 2a
‘close, and expressed the hope that Dr.
Stewart would not wholly withdraw
from college work while he lived. A
committee of seven was appointed to
take action as to the choice of Dr.
Stewart’s successor.

Dr. Stewart is a mnative of Glasgow.
He entered the Methodist ministry in
1852, and after an active pastorate of
eighteen years, accepted his present
position in 1870. Nearly half ‘the period
of his pastoral work was spent in St.
John, where he is still remembered
with affection by elderly members of
the Queen Square and Exmouth Street
churches. He has been recognized .as
one of the powerful and effective
preachers in Canadian Methodism and

"his voice has been heard in most of

the leading Methodist churches in the
larger cities of the Dominion.

Sir—As I consider the idea of the
leie Cecil Rhodes of granting scholar-
shizs to our colonies is a most excel-
Ic:.t one, I have much pleasure in @n-
nouncing that, with the object pf aid-
ing his scheme, I will agree to give a
free passage backwards and forwards
from any colonial port served by my
firm’s steamers to both Jamaica and
Canadian scholars once a year during
the tenure of their scholarships. I
would also suggest that there should
be a condition that the scholars en-
joying this privilege should have a
bona fide domicile im the colonies
from which they hold their scholar-
ships. Some of them might be quali-
fied by colonial birth, 'but domiciled in
this country <while holding their
scholarships. It wpuld not in that case
be reasonable for them to expect to
secure a free passage to the colonieg in
which they are no longer domiciled. I
trust that my example will te follow-
ed by shipowners trading to other col-
onies, and I hppe that it may thereby
be made universal, so as'to put all the
Rhodes scholarships from tle colonies
on an equal footing.

Chester Martin’s essay
was8 received with the applause due to
the most brilliant and popular of col-
lege students. Medals were distribut-
éd in due ‘course, the young men: ap-
parently gaining the solid honors this
year, and then the solemn ‘‘capping”
completed the academical career of a
class which has done credit to the
traditions of the university. A dis-
tinguished visitor, Dean Harris from
Ontario, was called upon”to address
the new graduates, displaying a gen-
ially Hibernian eloquence in his re-
marks. Then came the granting of
honorary degrees. One of these elicit-
ed on behalf of its recipient a speclal
heartiness of applause. Mr. Raymond’s
reputatién as a historical student has
extended far beyond his own province.
The leading Exfiglish reviews have done
justice recemtly to the exceeding value
of ‘his edition of the ‘Winslow corres-
pondence. It was indeed time that his
alma mater should recognize, by such
rewards within: her reach, the merits
of one who in every sense Tepresents
the province of his birth and the uni-
versity of his education. ’

After this came the so-called valedic-
tory address, a performance sometimes
awaited with mnervous - appreheansion,
and ' endured with fortitude. But the
speaker of the occasion was entirely
worthy of the opportunity. He knew
equally the value of sincere and direct
speech and of modest reticence. The
result was an interesting manifesta-
tion of youthful opiniom, and the utter-
ance of not a few useful and practical
suggestions. ‘Various delays had some-
what protracted proceedings, and it
was mot until nearly five o'clock that
the alumni erator arose to crown the
exercises of the day. The Bishop of
Nova Scotia is so practised a speaker
that the certainty of an eloquent dis-
course was blended with curiosity as
to what topic he might select to illus-
trate with his vigorous rhetoric. Kmow-
ing that he took a deep Interest in the
unification of the colleges in his own
province, there were some who hoped
for a discourse upon the important but
delicate topic of university fusion.

But the orator prepared a topic
which '~ was interesting 'and helpful
alike to the experts on the platform,
and the students before him. The
notes of study, observation, exacti-
tude, veracity, patience, reverence,
were successively dealt with in that
style pf earnest and reasoned conver-
sation +which is understood by the
ignorant, and enjoyed by the learned.
The  bishop disclaimed the title and
effort of the orator, but in reality he
gave an object lesson upon what ora-
‘tory really is, as appropriate for mod-
ern civilizatipn, and the needs of &
mixed audience. With his quiet but
effective peroration ended the pro-
gramme of a successful academical
year.

One /thing was conspicuously and
strangely absent. The university is
losing in Proflessor Stockley a literary
expert oﬁ conspicuous agbiﬁty. and one
who hag ge'votad himselt ito the ‘inter-
ests and objects pf student life with
a rare self abnegation and sympathy.
One can only suggest an explanation
of the strange silence on the ground
of the adage that “what is everybody's
business” is nobody’s ‘businessi’ . ‘It

would be an insult to the faculty. and

Senate to suppose any other reason for
the absence pf a public recognition of
Professor Stockley’s admirable  and
devoted work.

‘We venture to think that, in hardly
a lesser degree, the temporary sus-
pension of Professor Davidson’s work,
due in fact to ill health, should have
been made the subject pf explicit and
regretful allusion. = Professor ' David-
son’s publc record is probably higher
than that of any te r in the mari-
time provinces. His departure for a
year means a serious hiatus in the
work of a faculty which he has made
second to none in Canada. If the
university is to maintain its traditions,
and to sustain the shpck of forces
(whether of rivalry or of unification)
which will demand all its strength, it
must prove its appreciation pf its real-
ly eminent teachers, and resist the
temptation of congciliating local inter-

ests and ambitions at the cost of ef-

ficiency.

The evening concluded with a lighter
interlude. Old play-goers were hardly
prepared for so excellent a rendering
pf Sheridan’s famgus comedy. = Pre-

Toromto and other
cities ‘showed conservative gains in
majorities and the capture of the se-
cond seat in Ottawa was regarded as
a particularly good sign by the oppo-
sition’s friends. -

By 9 o’clock it was seen, however,
that both government and opposilion
were pretty much holding their own and
that the predicted landslide had cot
taken place. At 9.45 the figures stood :

49 liberals; 44 conservatives.

At 10 o’clock these figures were can-
celled  and the. following substituted :
41 liberals; 38 conservatives.

Before midnight the Sun was advised
that the government had won the fight
by a close majority, mo greater, if as
large, as that in the late house.

New Irish Guards—A Brilliant
4 ~ Review.

LONDON, May 30.—The birthday of
King Edward, who was born Nov. 9,
1841, was pfficially celebrated today, it
Laving been decided; as announced in
the official gazette; April 15, 'that his
majesty’s natal day was to be cele-
brated in London and on the home sta-
tions on May 30, as being the most
suitable time for miitary display. On
the other hand, foreign stations will
celebrate it Nov. 9, the actual anni-
versary of his majesty’s birth.
General interest in the celebration
was apparently, mot seriously, dimin-
ished by the expectatipns of the great-
er of the series of events surrounding
the coronation. The towns throughout
the kingdom were gaily decorated and
beflagged today and 'the shipping at
the various ports made the gayest dis-
plays of .bunting. The day was. ob=
served at all the Home military and

salutes. The chief celebration of the
day was the cerempny of “trooping the
colors” on the Horse Guard’s parade
here, and the presentation of colors to
the new Irish Guards. Stands covered
with crimson cloth were erected on
three sides of the parade ground and
were occupied by thousands of privi-
leged spéctators, including the United
States ambasadpr, Joseph Choate, and
Mrs. Choate, and the secretary of the
United States embassy, Henry White.

Thousands of other people were
grouped closely around the lines of
sentries. The, troops taking part in
the ceremonies were battalions of the
Irish Guards, Grenadier Guards, Scots
Guards and detachments of the Life
Guards. Tremendous cheering greeted
the appearance of the king and his
brilliant escprt, which included many
notables. His majesty, who rode be-
tween the Prince of Wales and the
Duke of Connaught, wore the uniform
of colonel of the Irish Guards. Lord
Roberts, the comimander in chief of the
forces, who led the procession, also
wore the uniform of colonel of the Irish
Guards. Queen Alexandra and other
members of the royal family viewed
the scene from the windows 'of the
Horse Guards. The crowds present
bared their heads while his majesty
proceeded to the saluting point.

THE PLAGUBE OF FLIES.

Saturday afternoon and evening, ail
day Sunday and to some extent on
Monday, the city was beset with what
might be termed a plague of strange
flies. A. Gordon Leavitt, who is the
local authority in. this bramch of nat-
ural history, says the flight of . flies
was .caused, no doubt, by the back-
wardness of summer, cold weather pre-
venting the hatching process; and
when a few genial days came the, jn-
sects simply swarmed out. They are
known:as March flies, or hair midges,
and belong to the genius Dibio. In a
way they are the comnmecting. link be-
tween the mosquito and common house
fly, or at Ileast occupying a position
between these species. They do not
bite or sting, and feed upon dead
leaves and roots. Over at Bay Shore
Sunday when the tide receded, the hol-
lowed rocks and recesses were in some
places two feet deep with the dead in-
secte.

THE FEEDING AND
MANAGEMENT OF COLTS

By J. W. Hodson, Dominion Live
Steek Commissioner.

Many people think that a mare should
rest from ‘work for several weeks before
foaling. This is not so. If a brood mare
has been accustomed to farm work, let her
continue at such work until a few days be-
fore she is due to foal. Moderate work is
not only harmless, but beneficial to mares
in foal, provided proper care be taken not
to overload them. It is certainly better than
keeping them tied up in the stable, or per-
mitting them to run at large in the fields
with other horses. In the former case they
suffer from want of exercise, and  in the
latter they are very liable to accidents from
racing, playing or fighting with one anotier
After the foal is dropped the mare should
have a few days’ rest, not only for her own
sake, but for that of the foal as well. When
the time of foaling = approaches the dam
should be turned loose in a large box stall,
or if the weather be mild, in a praddock.
When the mare is a valuable one, and the
prospective foal is looked for with a good
deal of interest, it is well to watch her
closely, as many valuable animals have

been lost, which by a lttle attention at the
right moment might have been saved. About
the best time for foaling is the latter part of
May, as there is then an abundance of grass,
and the heat is not excessive. = Autumn colts
will do well if carefully wintered. Colts born
in mi er—fly time—should be housed
during the day, and the mare fed green feed.
These extra cares are an objection to this
time of breeding. For a considerable period
before foaling the mare ghould be fed on
soft food, so as to keep her bowels open
and stimulate the flow of milk. The foods
that have been found useful in increasing
the flow of milk in the cow, will have the
same effect upon the mare. Wheat' bran
is particularly desirable, fed in the form of
a mash; oats, clover hay, and corrots are
all good, but plenty of good fresh grass is
probably the best aid to healthy and abund-
ant nutrition for both mare and foal.

It is of the highest importance that the
young horse should start life in full health
and vigor, and to this end he should very
soon dafter birth take a good draught of the
colostrum, or first milk of the dam. Colos-
trum has a purgative effeet which is neces-
sary in order to cause the bowels to assume
their natural functions. If this is not ac-
complished naturally, a gentle purgative of
castor oil should be given.

If the foal is born in the 'foetal mem-
branes, it must be liberated at once, or it
will suffocate, If the mnavel cord is not
ruptured, it may be . tied tightly in two
places near together and cut between the
cordings, or it may be severed 'by scraping
it with a dull knife about two inches from
the navel. Colts will bleed to death if the
umbilical cord is severed too close to the
body, and too soon after the colt is born;

times. Foals are very subject to a disease
which is almost always
fatal, and when not actually fatal, renders
the foal not worth raising. Recent investi-
gations have shown that this -disease is
caused by blood poisoning, the poinsonous
matter entering through the newly severed
navel- cord, from the litter or some other

{1 injurious substance touching the wound, and

that by carefully disinfecting the naval the
disease can be avoided in most cases. A
weak solution of carbolie acid is very gcod
for the purpose. Among the other common
troubles of young colts are diarrhoea and
constipation. The former is usually caused
by over feeding, or exposure to inclement
weather, and should be checked at once by
the use of such correctives as parched flour,
rice meal gruel, and boiled milk. Constipa-
tion on the other hand may be relieved by
the use of . castor oil, and by injections of
warm water to which soap has been added.
In all cases of derangement, it is well to at
once lessen the amount of feed of both dam
and foal, thus assisting nature to restore the
digestive tract to its proper condition. .
At two or three months old the foal will
begin to nibble grain from the mother’s feed
box, and by the time it has reached the age
of five or six months it should be accustom-
ed to eat all sorts of food. The weaning
of the foal should be done gradually and
when it has grown used to eating it should
be confined in a loose box where there is
hothing in which it ean become entangled
and fed on soft feed. The dam should then
be put on dry feed and given moderate
work. The milk must be removed occasion-
ally, but it is better not to milk dry, as the
secretion will cease sooner. As soon as
the foal is properly weaned, he should have
the run of a good pasture, as there is no
food better than grass, no medicine as good
as exercise, fresh air and sunlight. As the
weather grows colder the foal should be put
in the stable at night, and fed a little oats
or bran. As soon as the winter sets in he
should, if possible, have a loose box and be
let’ out ‘every day for an hour or two for
exercise, feeding a little bran mash, a few
carrots and clover hay. With such care he
will come out in good shape in the spring.
Wherever it is practicable the colt should
be broken to halter while yet a suckling,
and the earlier in life this process is com-
menced the more easily it will be accom-
plished. He may soon be led by the side
of the dam without @ifficulty, and when once
accustomed to being guided by the halter.
it _will be an easy matter to lead him any-
where. By the time he is weaned, he will
lead like an old horse, andiwhen the tim:
comes to break him to harmess he will give
little trouble; in fact he is already broken.

The British government, offi-
cially, fully expected Lord Pauncefote’s
body wenld arrive in England prior to
the coronation of King HEdward, and
it is not a little disconcerted by the
receipt of despatches announcing that
the obsequies in England will not oc-
cur until . Fuly. 2%

The determination to:select Mr. Her-
bert as ambassador +to the TUnited
States was reached after many con-
sultations with' those who are best
fitted to voice an opinion in the mat-
ter. While nominally secretary to the
British embassy at Paris, Mr. Herbert
was really minister plemipotentiary w
France, and as such he frequently
acted in most important crisis in the
absence of Sir Bdmund J. Monson,
Great PBritain’s ambassador there.

Mr. Herbert's marriage with Lella,
daughter of Richard T. Wilson of New
York, as a result of which he became
closely related to the Vanderbilts, the
Ogden ‘Goelets and the Astors, will not
in any way interfere, agcording fto
