He had given evidences of insanity 
during last Christmas week whilst 
working for the Canadian Pacific. His 
hallucination was that people around 
him were trying to compass his death. 
Menard is himself not likely to survive 
his self-inflicted wounds. He yit him­
self in the neck four times and in the 
forehead.

• SPRINGFIELD, O., March 7,—A mob of 
500 men gathered at thé oounty jail tonight 
with the avowed purpose of lynching Rich­
ard Dixon of Cynthiana, Ry., the negro who 
shot Policeman Charles Collis yesterday. 
Sheriff Floyd Routzahn appeared on the jail 
steps and pleaded with the mob to disperse, 
but he could be heard with difficulty. His 
appeal was ineffectual and he was copipelled 
to go within. There is little or no drunk­
enness In the crowd. The jail Is practically 
impugnable, and it is not thought an at- 
tenfl^t will be made to storm it. Collis dieA 
at noon today, and there is a strong feeling 
throughout the city that unless the negro is 
killed by mob violence he never shall hang.

Collis was shot by Dixon Sunday morning 
while the latter was in a hotel hgre remov­
ing his baggage. He had decided to quit the 
place, and fearing trouble with'Anna Corbin, 
a woman with whom he was acquainted, 
Dixon asked Collis to go to the hotel with 
him. While in his room Dixon and Miss Cor­
bin quarreled and Dixon- is said to have, shot 
her In the breast. The policeman attempted 
to arrest Dixon, when the latter fired Into 
the officer’s body, inflicting fatal wounds. 
At 9 o’clock the mob had Increased to 800 
men and the jail yard to the south and east 
was completely filled. The electric lights 
leading to the sheriff’s residence and the jail 
are out and both places are in darkness. The 
mob has a three Inch gas pipe and Is batter­
ing at the east door, but as yet have not ef­
fected an entrance. The leaders have a rope 
and there Is a rumor of another mob form­
ing down town.

At 11 o’clock the negro, .Richard Dixon, 
was taken from the jail and shot to death in 
the jail yard, and the body was taken from 
there to the corner of Main street and Foun­
tain avenue and hung to a telegraph pole, 
where the mob spent the next half hour rid­
dling the body with bullets from several hun­
dred revolvers. The mob forced an entrance 
to the.jdil by battering in the east doors with 
a railroad iron.

Noble Lord Outlines Scheme for the« ’’ \ *

Defence of Canada.
і* ]

*

(Toronto Birçptre.) '
'It has fallen to the lot of Lord Dun- 

donaid to disarm and make prisoners 
of the enemies to the system which is 
responsible for him occupying his pre­
sent high post—the system which pro­
vides that at British army officer shall 
be in command of Canada’s militia. In 
the face of hie fine plan for the defence 
of our country, criticism fall* to the 
ground. Hi's lordship has exemplified 
the truth of the adage that, onlookers 
see most of tho game. Any experi­
enced soldier, given the proper author­
ity, could have evolved some • sort of 
plan for national defence which in time 
of trouble might prove satisfactory. 
The difficulty was to devise a scheme 
which would be hot only effective, in 
time of war, but unobtrusive in time 
of peace. This difficulty has been 
overcome by the officer commanding, 
and ho presents a clear-cut method by 
Which Canada, should occasion arise, 
can turn 200,000 trained soldiers into 
the field. It is satisfactory to know 
that not only was his lordship soldier 
enough to evolve this scheme, but poli­
tician enough to have the government 
accept it.

WHAT OUR MILITIA IS FOR.
Before noting some of the features 

of Lord Dundonald’s plan, it is well 
to emphasize the fact that the Can­
adian militia was organized and • will 
be perpetuated for one purpôse—the 
defence of this country from attack. 
It is not likely that soldiers from the 
United States will ever invade Canada. 
The possibility of such an event is al­
most as remote as that of civil war in 
the dominion; but it is our duty as a 
nation to be prepared against the hap­
pening of the unexpected. Therefore 
we have a militia Of <0,000 men, a 
force so small as to be almost useless 
should war ever come. In that event 
there would be thousands of miles of 
frontier to guard. Not only would a 
large number of soldiers be needed for 
such a duty, but these soldiers would 
hâve to be capable of swift mobiliza­
tion, for should ever a coup be at­
tempted, it would be made with light­
ning speed. With the territory to be 
defended in view, Lord Dunddnald de­
cided tnat 100,000 m,en at least would 
*e required. Behind this force he 
will have a reserve of equal strength, 
<so that when the plan is in operation 
Canada will be able to muster 200,000 
trained soldiers. .
FOR WAR AND PEACE AND WAR.

The force of 100,000 will be organized 
in units, each having a full supply of 
arms and warlike stores.- The ma­
terials and ibunttions will not be con­
centrated in central depots, because it 
is essential that each unit be prepared 
to take the field on an hour’s notice, 
without waiting for supplies. Each is 
to be thoroughly self-supporting and 
automatic. j

The personnel of this force will be 
divided into two distinct classes, the 
character of which may be most clear­
ly understood from the analysis of a 
Single unit. In a company of infantry 
all the officers and non-commissioned 
officers, and about one-third of the 
privates, will be enlisted for service 
in peace and war. They will be liable 
to annual training for twelve days, 
with additional training for officers 
and non-commissioned officers. As to 
pay, it is hoped that the privates will 
get at least 75 cents a day during 
training, and the pay will increase in 
proportion to length of efficient ser­
vice. The remainder of the unit—in- 
dludlng about two-thirds of the . total 
number of privates—will be enrolled 
for war service only. These will not 
be required to perform any training in 
time of peace, but they will be encour­
aged to do a certain amount volun­
tarily. They will be supplied with 
rfiles and free ammunition, and will 
be required to fire a certain number 
of rounds a year. In case of mobiliza­
tion these men will take, their places 
iti the ranks beside the trained men. 
They will form the “flesh and blood” 
which are required to give life and 
body and strength to the “skeleton” 
force above described.

TRAINING IS IMPORTANT.
In his desire not to hamper and 

harrass the busy citizen in time of 
peace, Lord DundOnald shows how 
clearly he understands the Canadian 
character. When war is on we can do 
our share of fighting, but in the “pip­
ing times of peace” we don’t want to 
be bothered with drill and military red 
tape. Of course that part of the force 
which enlists for war service will be 
encouraged to practise shooting as 
much as possible, thus leaving it to 
the judgment of the individual when 
he shall perfect himself in the art. -The 
backbone of the. system will be that 
part і of the force enlisted for both 
peace and war. The utmost care will 
be taken that the military education 
of officers, non-coms, and men is most 
thorough. A large area is to be pur­
chased for manoeuvres, where the sol­
diers will learn to adapt themselves to 
fighting on ail kinds of ground. At 
this central camp there will be an an­
nual gathering of as many of the force 
as can attend. They will be put in 
regular service conditions and drilled 
by experts from the permanent corps. 
Then they will return to their local 
depots and impart to their individual 
companies what information they have 
acquired. Military literature, prepared 
so that every civilian can readily un­
derstand it, will be supplied each dis­
trict headquarters. Lectures will be 
given, and ’.he intelligence and enthus­
iasm of the citizen soldier appealed to 
at every point. Attached to each unit 
will be the nucleus of a second unit of 
equal size, the duty of wnich will be 
to remain behind when the original 
company is ordered .out and prepare 
a duplicate of it, which will have pre­
viously volunteered. By this method 
an additional 100,000 men should be 
ready for the field within a short time 
after war broke, out.

SYSTEM OF PROMOTION.
For the education and qualification 

of officers Lord Dundonald has de­
vised a novel ріал. By leaking use 
of his holidays the busiest man can 
acquire an adequate knowledge of 
his duties. The facilities for examina­
tion are equally well conceived. There 
are to be five classes, each of them 
carried on throughout the year, divided 
Into four courses of twelve days each." 
The first class will be fofr appointment 
of lieutenant, the second for promotion 
to captain, the third for promotion to 
major, the fourth for promotion to 
lieutenant-colonel, and the fifth for

The Japanese 
ships attacking the town were in ac­
tion first at a distance of nine and 
three-eighths miles from the forts, and 
then they drew closer, their range be­
ing four and three-quarter miles.

HOW THE JAPS ATTACKED.
ST. PETERSBURG, March 5.—A let­

ter from an officer of the Russian 
Cruiser Pallada has been received here 
describing ttie first attack by the Jap- 
anése upon Port Arthur. The writer 
denies the story that the officers of the 
itussian fleet were ashore and confirms 
the statement that the enemy, used 
false lights. He asserts that at eleven" 
o’clock at night a practice drill to repel 
a torpedo attack Was made and toward 
midnight four Russian torpedo boats 
Which simulated the enemy headed 
back towards Dainey from which place 
they had come. The crews of the fleet 
had retired; only the watch remaining 
on deck. The ships were in the outer 
harbor and the captain of the Pallada, 
whibh vessel occupied the advance posi­
tion, had descended from the bridge 
for a last look around before going be­
low, when he perceived lights advanc­
ing. The ship’s lights shown were 
white above red, being those of the 
Russian warships when entering the 
harbor. The captain of the Pallada 
supposed the approaching vessels were 
the Russian torpedo boats returning 
from Dainey and his suspicions were. 
only aroused when upon drawing near­
er; they covered and uncovered their 
lights at irregular intervals. The sig­
nal tower signalled that the lights were 
not understood. At this moment the 
Pallada's captain, through the thick 
night made out the- outlines of the tor­
pedo boat destroyers’ smokestacks in 
pairs amidships. As the stacks of the 
Russian destroyers are in line fore and 
aft, the crews, of the Russian ships 
were instantly called to quarters. In 
less than three minutes the Pallada’s 
men were at their posts, orders were 
given that the guns be charged with 
grape and a fierce firs was opened on 
the oncoming Japanese. The battle­
ships Cesarevitch and Retvizan, which 
were in the first lines a short distance 
astern of the Pallada also opened fire 
almost immediately. A terrific explo­
sion occurred under the hull of the Pal­
lada, raising a torrent of water which 
submerged the cruiser’s deck, but did 
not stop her firing or manoeuvering, 
which now, however, were complicated 
by the measures taken to close a breach 
amidships, below the water-line, made 
by the explosion of the torpedo. Soon 
afterwards two other torpedoes explod­
ed almost simultaneously, one under 
the bow of the Retvizan and the other 
under the stern of the Cesarevitch. 
These explosions ended the attack, the 
Japanese vessels retiring at full speed.

place we have increased the weight of 
our cheese, and at the satne time re­
duced the strength of the box by using 
thinner veneer and an inferior quality 
of elm. It is evident also that there 
are many box makers who have never 
properly learned their trade, as a large 
proportion of the boxes is only half 
put togethqr.

The increasing cost an<^ scarcity of 
elm, and thé demands of cheese manu­
facturers for a cheap box, have In­
duced the veneer cutters to reduce the 
thickness of the veneer, until much of 
that now offred for sale is entirely too 
flimsy for the purpose. It should never 
be cut less than full five to the inch.

Another fault of the veneer is that 
the log is often not boiled sufficiently 
to soften the wood, consequently the 
veneer knife shatters it while cutting, 
and gives it a tendency to split easily. 
Another result of insufficient boiling 
or steaming is that the salts of the 
wood are not extracted, consequently 
boxes made from such stock mould 
very readily.

When I began buying boxes for the 
cool curing rooms, said Mr. Ruddick, 
I insisted on getting heavy selected 
veneers.

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The box makers tried to 
persuade me to accept the thin veneer, 
some claiming that It would stand 
more rough usage than the thicker 
material. I have had to give two 
cents above the regular price for such 
boxes, but it paid to do so, for the re­
ports on shipments from the curing 
rooms showed only one and two per 
cent, broken. Of course these ship­
ments were ' all carefully loaded into 
the cars and not left standing four or 
five tiers high, to be thrown down and 
smashed by the first shunt. Hundreds 
of boxes are broken in that way. I 
believe there is almost enough wasted 
in trimming boxes, either in the cheese 
factory or at thq warhouse, to make 
up this difference of two cents. Boxes

are now worth at least one cent pqr 
inch in depth, and that part which IS 
cut away is absolute waste.

If boxes are not thoroughly dry 
when put on the cheese, the growth of 
mould is started. This is particularly 
the case in cold weather, when the 
boxes dry slowly.

In aiming to have the cheese fit the 
boxes’ without trimming, it is well to 
remember that a box which measures 
twelve inches deep when newly made, 
will shrink to eleven and a half inches 
as it dries out. The same box will 
expand again to nearly its original 
depth after it has been in a warehouse 
for a week or so, because it absorbs 
moisture from the cheese. In fitting 
dry boxes to the cheese it is necessary, 
therefore, to have the cheese project 
at least one-quarter of an inch above 
the edge of the box. One would think 
it hardly necessary to call attention 
to the importance of having the box 
of the proper diameter to fit the cheese 
snugly. No box will stand the hand­
ling that is not supported by the 
cheese on the insidg.

FARMERS AND THEIR FAMILIES.

Farmers and their families are large­
ly represented in the asylum. Six hun­
dred and twenty-nine farmers and their 
wives have been there since 1875, and 
203 farmers' Sons arid daughters and 
683 laborers,, their wives and daugh­
ters.

It will be surprising to a great many 
to be told that the largest percentage 
of the Insane come from the country 
and I have asked those who know to 
tell me the reason. I supposed, in 
common with many others that the. 
largest number cbme from the cities, 
where there was more excitement, 
more worry, more haste than in the 
country. But it frequently occurs 
that in remote places and where there 
is an utter absence of excitement there 
Is more insanity. Those who claim to 
know tell me that it is the deadly 
monotony, the weary tread-mill round 
of irksome work. Many women are 
(eft at home caring for the children 
through the long winter while the hus­
band is away in the wfiods. There are 
few neighbors to call and break the 
silence of her quiet life. Many hus­
bands are careless, they do not mean 
to be unkind, but they are thoughtless; 
the husband can go into, a neighbor’s, 
or spend an evening at the grocery 
store and exchange news with those 
who, like himself, have left their wives 
alone. There are many farmers’ yives 
who have not had a holiday since they 
were married; they must stay alone. 
She is the last one to go to bed and 
sometimes she is kept awake by a 
fretful child, and when her sleep Is the 
most refreshing "she must get up and 
go the weary round again. Sometimes 
she has no money she can call her 
own, and not until dire necessity con es, 
does she ask her lord for a dress, and 
Sometimes, grumblingly, he doles out 
a few shillings -of the money he en­
dowed her with when he married her. 
Poor women.

I have " given the report of two 
insane hospitals that they may be 
compared with the St. John asylum. I 
leave the reader to make his own com­
parisons and deductions.

The report for 1903 has not yet been 
given to the public, but as near as I 
can ascertain there are about 675 
patients in the main asylum and the 
annex In the main building there 
are 425.

Since the asylum was opened, in 1848, 
to December, 1902, 3,614 male patients 
have been admitted and 2,537 women; 
1,410 men have been discharged as 
cured and 958 women. Men who were 
discharged as improved 605, women im­
proved 424. Of those who remained, 
about the same mentally, 143 were male 
patients and 87 were women. Died 
within that time 1,047 men and 790 
women.

The age at which the largest number 
become insane was from 20 to 25 years, 
for since 1875 thère have been 37 ad­
mitted between those ages.

Since 1875 thirty-four have been ad­
mitted to the asylum who were be­
tween 80 and 90 years of age, and seven 
have been admitted who were between 
60 and 100 years.

In 1901, of 678 men in the asylum, 
67 of them were sent out as cured— 
percentage 8.40. Relieved 3, percentage 
.44. Died 69, percentage 8.70.

In 1902 there were 721 in the asylum; 
64 recovered, percentage 8.87. Died 59, 
percentage 8.18.

Since 1875 1,166 unmarried men were 
admitted, unmarried women 757, mar­
ried men admitted 746, married women 
S12, widows 207, widowers 131.

In 1902 there w^pe 164 patients ad­
mitted, 49 of whom were unmarried 
pien, 49 unmarried women, and 32 were 
married women and 34 married men. 
There were seven, widowers and eight 
widows.

cure. It^s the current belief that 
many persons are sent to Fairville 
who should not be there at all. 
They may be a little weak-minded 
or eccentric. They are perhaps in 
the way at home. But they do not 
require restraint or nursing, or spe­
cial attention, and cannot be im­
proved by treatment. As was re­
marked in the house last week, they 
are sent to the institution because it 
is considered more relpectable than 
the alms house. This is not the 
worst wrong. Tlie most that can 
be said against it is that it imposes 
an unnecessary burden upon the 
province. It is much worse that 
there should be in the institution 
patients who ought to be cured and 
sent home but who are not helped at 
all. So far as this is the condition 
of things the hospital is a sham. 
Every person who goes to Fairville 
should be regarded not as a prisoner 
or a fugitive, to be retained .or shel­
tered, but as a patient to tye'cured if 
possible and as soon as possible. To 
do this requires a doctor who has 
made a special and thorough study 
of mental diseases under the best 
masters and in the best hospitals 
and schools. The nurses and at­
tendants should be men and women 
trained in the car£ and treatment of 
this class of diseases. Mr. Tweedie, 
who has lived on the ‘Miramichi, 
would not think of employing a 
tailor to run a saw-mill with a gang 
of shoemakers to help him, and he 
should not çlace this hospital for 
the insane in charge of an ordinary' 
general .physician with nurses and 
attendants called from all the walks 
of life except that in which they are 
to be engaged. Nova Scotia has 
county institutions for the harmless 
incurably insane, including feeble­
minded people. The hospital at 
Halifax is reserved for violent cases, 
and for those which may be cured 
or relieved by care and skill. We 
do not say that this system should 
be adopted in New Brunswick.. But 
it is clear that the provincial insti­
tution should not be so crowded 
with persons who cannot be cured 
and who do not need attention that 
there is no room for the proper 
work of a hospital to be done. The 
cost of maintaining these waifs and 
strays, who are sent to the asylum to 
get them out of the way and to re­
lieve their relatives of the cost of 
their maintenance, would he better 
expended in the restoration of cur­
able patients to the activities of life.

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THE OFFICIAL REPORT!

The official report of the first 
day’s proceedings in the legislature 
is described by opposition members 
as decidedly unfair and partial. This 
opinion is supported by an examin­
ation of the report itself. Of the 
three addresses on the opening day 
two were by the junior members 
who moved and seconded the ad­
dress in renlv. These speeches 
were of a perfunctory character, nbt 
intended to be either critical or in­
structive. They were followed by a 
review of the political situation by 
the leader of the opposition, to 
whom the premier replied on the 
day following. In the debate on the 
address the mover and seconder to­
gether spoke perhaps half an hour,, 
Mr. Hazen an hour, and the premier 
about as long.

Now in the report Mr. Hazen is 
given about the same space as is af­
forded to the much shorter address 
of Mr. McLatchey, and not a great 
deal more than is given to the ten- 
minute speech of Mr. Legere. The 
premier is reported the next day at 
muefi. greater length. But that is 
not the worst fault. The speech of 
the opposition leader had better 
been left unreported altogether, for 
the report is said to be an absolute 
misrepresentation. Mr. Hazen 'is 
made to say things that were not 
said, while no one of the criticisms 
that he did offer is intelligibly re­
ported. The opposition leader is 
always a clear and methodical speak­
er and the Sun’s information from 
Fredericton is that he never spoke 
more clearly or more forcibly than 
in the debate on the address. The 
report is a travesty.

Dr. Hannay, the official reporter, 
knows what, good reporting is. He 
understands provincial politics, and 
when he personally does the work 
there will probably be no cause of 
complaint. Mr. Hazen’s speech was 
handed over1 to an assistant.

This mdVement grows largely 
out of conditions of the west. 
The enterprising pioneer set­
tlers in the new country take an em­
inently practical view of church 
matters. They are less bound «by 
tradition and by ritual, less affect­
ed by names and historical distinc­
tions, than the people of the older 
communities. They are much more 
likely to go to the heart of the mat­
ter. Some years ago the superin­
tendents of minion fields reached 
a sort of working system by which 
.they refrained from needless dupli­
cation of churches in new communi­
ties. It was found that there was 
room and more than room for all 
to work’ without getting in each 
other’s way. The spirit of accom­
modation and of mutual helpful­
ness has been such that while many 
denominations have been strenuous­
ly following up their work among 
the new settlers, very little friction 
is reported. To the leaders and or­
ganizers in this pffineer work church 
union seems a natural and reason­
able thing. It is only a wider and 
more effectual application ’ of-the 
law which they have followed. In 
the larger atmosphere of the west, 
anjl with experiences which make 
them impatient of the barriers sep­
arating such churches as the Meth­
odists and Presbyterians they are 
aggressive unionists.

Separated by distinctions in doc­
trine and ritual, and in church gov­
ernment, and by their historical de­
velopment, the three denominations 
are probably nearer together than 
most of their members suppose. 
Doctrinal distinctions are the 
least obstacles, but the widést div­
ergence in belief on such subjects 
are fore ordination and free-will 
exist in all the Churches. The 
Methodist church has no room for 
a minister who would refuse to re­
ceive into membership an applicant, 
otherwise acceptable, but adhering 
to the Calvinist doctrine of election.

ORGANIC CHURCH UNION.

! On.Thursday of last week an im­
portant conference took place at 
Toronto. It was an unofficial and 
informal gathering of a few ac­
knowledged leaders of the Presby­
terian, Methodist and Congrega- 
tionalist churches of Canada, for the 
discussion of the question of organic 
union of these Christian bodies. It 
will be remembered that at the 
meeting of the Methodist general 
conference held at Winnipeg, a re­
solution was adopted expressing the 
confidence and hope that such a un­
ion might be effected, and a com­
mittee was appointed to confer with 
similar committees of other bodies. 
Somewhat similar action has been 
taken by the Presbyterian and 
Congregationalist church courts, 
and before long a formal meeting of 
these delegations will take place. 
Last week’s meeting in Toronto 
was a sort of preliminary ' confer­
ence.

The report of the first day’s pro­
ceedings is not a matter of so much

The greatest difficulty will pro­
bably be found over the form of 
church government, questions of 
discipline, the general organization, 
and working machinery.

It is expect­
ed that this can be done, especially in 
the case of thirty battalions without 
much delay, so that before long the 
war establishment will be a reality, 
and not An army 
those who are expected to enroll for 
war service only, are men, from one 
reason or another who have had to 
discontinue annual drills with their 
giments, but will be quite willing to 
enroll themselves as available for ac­
tive service in any national emergency. 
In the same way, officers retiring from 
active association with the militia, 
are expected to enrpll on the new es­
tablishment for active service if -re­
quired.

HAZEN *'"•
said it has been my duty on some pre­
vious occasions to have to complain 
that I had to rise in my place In the 
house to discuss the speech from the 
throne without- having had an oppor­
tunity of previously seeing It. I have 
no such complaint to make on the pre­
sent occasion, and I desire to acknowl­
edge the courtesy of the first minister 
In giving me a copy In advance. I 
must, however, express my deep sense 
of disappointment at its contents. 
Never has there been so disappointing 
a document. It contains nothing what­
ever that is -new and nothing that Is 
Interesting. It Is largely an apology 
for the alluring promises that were 
held out In previous speeches not be­
ing realized. I felt when reading It 
that it lacked the touch of a vanished 
hand, the hand of the attorney' gen­
eral. Instead of the glowing periods 
and splendid promises with which he 
would have filled it we have something 
which, in comparison with his handi­
work, is like flat beer to champagne. 
Not only is it a disappointing docu­
ment in Hs tone, but when we turn to 
'the bill of fare we find it of the most 
meajre description. Only three gov­
ernment acts are promised. The high­
way act, over which the hon. member 
for Restigouche has gone into such 
ecstasies, is an old story. If he had 
more experience in this house he would 
not have thrown up his hat so soon 
over this measure. The highway act 
passed by this government a few years 
ago has been a flat failure; that wets 
known as far back as t^e Session of 
1901, and in the speech from the throne 
of that year we were promised a new 
highway act which would cure every 
defect in the old one. Yet from that 
time to the present no important 
changes have been made in our high­
way laws. I can only express the hope 
that the matter will now be properly 
grappled with.

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1 Tlocal legislature be In the asylum, but under the' law 
we must receive them. Sometimes peo­
ple are sent to the aaylCm by their ro­
tations to get rid of them, it being 
thought more respectable to go to the 
asylum than the poor house. We will 
try to remedy this. I agre with my 
hon. friend that this institution should 
be in charge of a medical superintend­
ent who had had experience in cases, 
Of insanity. He is, however, mistaken 
in thinking that the superintendent is 
burdened with the affairs of the 
asylum. This has been largely placed 
in the hands of the steward and other 
officials. I think that our asylum will 
compare favorably with any similar in­
stitution in Canada It is true that 
there are places where insane people 
are cared for and where thëy pay as 
much as $80 a week, such as the Mc­
Lean institution, but we do not put 
ourselves in comparison with them. 
But for the money expended this 
asylum yields as good p. result as any.

My hon. friend complains that we 
did not say anything in the speech 
in regard tp the increase in stumps 
age. We did not think it necessary, 
because last session we announced 
that the stumpage would be Increased 
and this has been done. There are 
no differences of opinion as the hon. 
member seems to -suppose between iis 
and «the lumbermen. We made the 
change in sthmpage rate as a matter 
of right and because we thought the 
time had come for an increase. The 
leases give us the right to increase 
the stumpage. When the lumber busi­
ness was depressed some of us took 
the ground that the government 
should relieve this industry, and it 
was 'done. Since then conditions 
have changed. The lumber Industry 
is prosperous and why should not the 
province reap the benefit? The lum­
bermen ' are all ' agreed that there 
should be an Increase in the stump­
age. Lands that a few years ago 
would not bring $8 a miles are now 
bringing $400 and $500. The New 
Brunswick Co. have Increased their 
stumpage rates from $1.50 to $2, and 
therefore an Increase of stumpage on 
government land was proper. Tbis In­
crease is an answer to the charge that 
this government is at the mercy of the 
lumbermen. We have taken a stand 
on this subject from which we will 
not recede, and while there may be 
some questions of detail such as in re­
gard to the stumpage on flr and cedar 
there will-be no change in the prin­
ciple, Sortie of the lumbermen are 
asking leases in’ perpetuity, but . we 
say the time has not come for that. 
But If they are able to persuadé the 
people of this province that they 
should have perpetual leases that 
would be another matter. Nothing 
has occurred to change the conditions 
as published in the Royal Gazette and 
wo have not made any other agree­
ment with the lumbermen but the one 
that has been made public.

Thirty years h|ive not (^literate* 
memories of the acerbities thfct excited 
nearly the entire population of Boston 
In the early 70s, when the society of 
Park -street church ended a heated 
controversy by accepting the resigna­
tion of. its horse-loving pastor. Rev. 
William H. H. Murray. No clergy­
man, before or since, in this city has 
had so many friends imbued with the 
spirit of self-sacrifloe for his interests, 
or so many enemies who worked for 
his ostracizing by church and society. 
Reminiscences of Murray have been 
whispered by the old attendants of 
Park street church, even since he left 
that pulpit in 1874, and established an 
independent church in old Music hall, 
just across the street. It will be years 
before the imprint of his personality is 
quite erased from the old church.

Truly a many-sided character 
Murray. He 

preacher,' apostle of outdoor life, the 
first to advocate recreation in woods 
and pountry by the wealthy population 
of America, the man who made the 
Adirondack region attractive to 
eyed men, lover and breeder of horses, 
sawmill operator, carriage builder, au­
thor Whose pen dipped With equal 
facility Into pathos and humor, and 
staurant keeper.

He has been described as a vivified 
"Col. Mulberry Sellers.”

MADE AND LOST MONEY.
He made money and he lost it. 

When he was in Boston his .income 
was $15,000 a year, but 'if it had been 
$50,000 there would have been no more 
left at the end of the year.

“Adirondack” Murray has been de­
scribed -as an anomaly in everything 
he undertook. He was not a conven­
tional clergyman any more than he 
was an ordinary horse breeder, or an 
everyday chef when he was cooking 
stews in his "Snow Shoe" restaurant 
in Montreal in the early 80*s. But he 
was always the quaint, enthusiastic, 
sanguine "Adirondack” Murray.

The name William Henry Harrison 
was given him because he was born 
in November, 1840, the day the famous 
Indian fighter was elected president. 
Mr. Murray was bom in the old farm­
house four miles from Guildford, 
Conn., where he died.

At seven he was earning his living 
by doing chtires for neighboring farm­
ers. At 14 he had read every book that 
he could procure and had determined 
to go to collège. At 16 he began to 
prepare for Yale and at 18 he entered.

He was graduated from Yale in 1862 
and two years later he was. graduated 
from the theological school of that 
university. He was immediately call­
ed to a Congregational church at 
Greenwich, Conn., where he remained 
for two years. During the next year 
he was pastor of a church in West 
Meridén, Conn.

While at the latter place he wrote 
the book that made him famous and 
also has mide the Adirondack region 
popular — "Murray's Adventures in 
the Wilderness." It was a plain tale 
of the woods, and that lovable char­
acter, "John Norton the Trapper.” 
Sketches in the local paper at Meri­
den attracted the attention of that 
kindly critic, and encouraging friend 
of all aspiring authors, James T. 
Fields, the Boston publisher. Murray 
wrote his book at Mr. Field’s sugges­
tion, and as a result, like Bret Harte 
and a long line of literary proteges 
of Field, Murray came to Boston.

Much wonderment has been expressed 
at a, thunder storm In the winter. 
Thunder storms in the winter are by 
no means improbable, though they are 
infrequent. The following information 
respecting thunderstorms was obtain­
ed from D. L. Hutchinson of the St. 
John Obsefvatory :

Thunderstorm'S are of two kinds, 
those which occur in summer and those 
which occur in winter. The former aré 
the result of heat and take place in 
the lower air strata. Winter thunder­
storms are cyclonic in their nature and 
do not depend on the warmth of the 
general atmosphere. They occur princi­
pally when the sun is below the horizon 
and only when there is an area of low 
pressure to the west or northwest.

■ Ç ISince the outbreak of the war the safety 
of Canadian missionaries laboring In Korea 
has been an object of no small conteem to 
their friends at home. When the season for 
campaigning has fairly begun ^on that battle 
ground of the far east the bearers of the 
meseag» of the gospel who remain there will 
be encompassed with danger on every side. 
In war time the camps of even the most 
civilized and the most Christianized nations 
are not a safe neighborhood for non-combat­
ants. The Japanese and Russian soldiery 
taay not be more savage or Mceatlous than 
the troops ot any other race, but men of 
whom the occupation Is slaughter, wfho have* 
had experience of the sacking of cities, 
not unlikely to be violent to helpless 
trais. Possibly more to be feared than the 
belligerents are the natives of Korea, who 
may become disorderly in this time of their 
country's trouble, and may thereby be ex­
cited to fanatical attacks on the Christian 
missionaries. We know how the people of 
Seoul broke loose against the “foreign devils" 
when the idea took possession of their minds 
that the electric railway was a profanation 
and a curse. They had had a drought, and 
this they deemed to be a visitation of the 
displeasure of the rain god, offended be­
cause the power-house was built upon soil 
sacred to his seryice. And, similarly, the 
war with which their country is overrun may 
be ascribed by the natives to the harboring 
of Christian missionaries. No member of a 
missionary household would be safe in Korea 
a moment after that notion got abroad.

"We had in the school three Catholic 
pupils and one Catholic teacher, Miss 
Mahoney. These three pupils were re­
ceiving religious instruction from Miss 
Mahoney, a teacher of their own creed. 
When it became necessary, on account 
of continued friction, to dismiss Miss 
Mahoney, the board decided to fill her 
place as soon as possible with another 
female teacher, Catholic in religion. 
As yet no person who has been con­
sidered as properly qualified has been 
found. Since Miss ilahoney’s dismis­
sal there has been trouble caused by 
one of the Catholic pupils refusing to 
receive instruction from one of the 
other teachers, and this pupil is no 
longer in the School.

"Some few weeks ago the hoard 
formulated • rules under which the 
school was to be conducted. These 
rules were not enforced by Mr. Wea­
ver, the principal, by Miss Mahoney or 
by Miss Reid. Opposition to Mr. 
Brown's authority in the enforcemnt 
of these rules led to the hoard dismis­
sing the first two teachers named, and 
as the trouble continued it was later 
found necesasry to dispense with Miss 
Reid’s services.

“The school has now a full teaching 
staff, but further changes may be ne­
cessary to bring it up to the desired 
standard of efficiency, and if so, these 
changes will be made.”

By further inquiry the Sun learns 
that the present teaching staff includes 
Mr. Holland, the acting principal; Mr. 
Prince of this city, who formerly 
taught at FTedericton, and Miss Win- 
ton of Jacquet River. Mr. Holland, 
who is himself deaf,has devoted a good 

. deal of his time in recent years to work 
among the deaf, but he does not de­
sire or expect to make a permanent 
engagement. Mr. Prinçe is described 
as a successful teacher. Miss Winton 
has been for some years a public 
school teacher in this province, and 
Mr. Brown regards her as a remark­
ably competent instructor. There is 
no suggestion, so far as the Sun can 
learn, of the withdrawal of other 
pupils, and ope who went home at 
Christmas is expected back In a few 
days.

Except for the subscriptions report­
ed below, the outlay for the school so 
far has been met by Mr. Brown. He 
assumed the responsibility for the 
purchase and furnishing of the build­
ing, and has purchased the supplies. 
Asked as to the statement that an in­
sufficient stock of provisions had been 
suplied, Mr. Brown said he did not 
think it necessary to reply to that.
