Insurgents Lend Hand.

Insurgent forces in both the house

gents in the senate joined in the
passage of the democratic cotton
bill

Democratic leader Underwood de
manded immediate action on the Steel
bill as soon as the President’s veto
message was received, There was a
chorus of protests from the Republi-
can side, minority leader Mann de-
clurlug that onmly bills on the calen-
dar could be considered,

Mr. Underwood retorted that a de-
mand for immediate consideration
was a constitutional provision and
could pot be denied. The constitu
tional lawyers of the House fell upon

MORE VOTES FOR WOMEN.

From the new Portuguese Republic comes the report
that under the Electoral Law, just passed, a limited
number of women in Portugal have been given the Parlia-
mentary franchise. The same law puts a property quali-
fication on the men, but so slight a one that manhood
suffrage is practically established. However, the num-
ber of women enfranchised by this law will be compara-
tively small because of the age limit and educational test.
About a year ago Dr. Carolina Angelo, a woman who
since died, entered her name on the registry as a citizen,
Her application for the vote formed a test case. The
judge ruled that she was entitled to citizenship. By this
legal decision women in Portugal were declared eligible
for the franchise on the same grounds as men. By the
new law, the Senate has now partially confirmed this
legal decision by granting the vote to women over 25
vears of age, who have passed a certain educational test

BONAR LAW REPLIES,

(N. Y. Times-Gazette Cable.)
London, Aug. 13.—Bonar Law in a
letter to the press has lost no time
in replying to Winston Churchill’s
onslaught, After asserting that such
a charge as the First Lord of the Ad-
miralty made might with some plaus-
ibility have been directed against Mr.
Churchill’'s father, who held that Ul
ster would be justified In resisting
home rule by force, the leader of the
opposition accuses the government of
having by a course of political trick-
ery, manoeuvred itself into a posi-
tion in which it thinks it can carry
home rule not only without the con-
sent but against the will of the ma-
jority of the electors of the United
Kingdom.
Bonar Law concludes by saying that
if the government attempts without
first obtaining the sanction of the elec-
tors, to drive Ulster out of the union,
the attempt will be resisted not only
by the loyalists of Ireland, but by an
overwhelming majority of the people
of Great Britain. But he says the at-
tempt will not be made.

Argument of counsel in the case of
William White, was completed in the
police court yesterday wmorning and
after Dr. Alward, K. C, and E. 8. Rit-
chie had been heard, the magistrate
announced that he would consider the
evidence and render his decision later.
His honor referred to the criticisms of
his conduct of the case and his anta-
gonism to the police force, He denied
that he harbored any but the kindli-
est of feelings toward the police, and
then emulated Ajax in a general de-
fiance stunt, as he poured out the
vials of his wrath on the newspapers
which had dared to criticize him. He
invited them to come out in the open
and say things when he would know
from what source the criticisms came,
In the course of his remarks, the
police magistrate as usual, drew ap-
plause from some of the spectators
in the court, when hLe referred to
“the poor man you see going home
with his dinner kettle.” Commissioner
of Public Safety McLellan was in
court, but took no part in the case,

Carpet Cleaning Establish-

About 9.45 o'clock last night fire

When the firemen arrived the
flames had broken out of the roof and
side of the bullding and the interior
was all ablaze.

It is not known just how the fire
originated, but it- bad & good start
when discovered and it looked at one
time as if it might spread to the coal
sheds adjoining, but after considerable
chopping ahd plenty of water, it was
confihed to the Ramsey property, The
building was badly damaged, and
while there is some insurance on it
there is not enough to cover the loss.

In the building were 2 large quantity
of carpets and mattresses, and these
were either destroyed or badly dam-
aged by fire and water, Valuable car-
pets were owned by Mrs. J. P. Meln-
erney, George Chamberlain, A. P. Pat-
terson, John Walsh and others. The
carpets were uninsured and in the
majority of cases will prove a great
loss,

It is estimated that the losg to the
building and contents will amount to

While responding to the alarm and
hastening along Pond street near the
foot of Dorchester street, the harness
on No. 4 engine horses became de-
tached from the engine and the ani-
mals got clear. The engine ran across
the street and struck against the rail-
ing on the side of the road, but was
not damaged.
