Many Surprises Possible.

Pcssibly many parliamentary . and
ministerial traditions will be jettison-
ed, but Mr. Lloyd George has a repu-
tation for courage and boldness and
is not a great stickler for tradition.
Therefore some surprises may appear
'n the distribution of the new offices.
What already is apparent, however, is
that the new ministry will not, as was
at first assumed, be a mere glorified
war. council of only a few members,
but a ministry on the old lines, but
much smajler than the Asquith admin-
istration.

How Mr. Lloyd George proposes to
get over the difficulty of his own mak-
§ng, when he declared that the premier

was too oécupied to be able to preside
over the war council, is still one of
the problems unsolved.

It appears that Mr. Lloyd George’s
plans were only secured by a narrow
majority in the meeting of the Labor
party, and there may be some restive-
ness on the part of a section of the
party, but this is not likely to inter-
fere with the complétion of the cab-
inet. It is stated that feeling has been
aroused in the party that the new poli-
cy of “thorough” adopted by the new
government may include the nationali-
zation of railway, shipping and mines.

The German government's attitude, however, like that in the Mari-
na case, is expressed to be one of readiness to make amends if it be
shown that the sub der violated pledges to the Unjted
States.

It may be said that the United States does not regard the cireum-
stances which the German note recites as showing justification for sink-
ing the Arabia without warning, or as relieving the submarine comman-
der from establishing the status of the liner.

Montreal, Dec. 7.—Lieut-Col. Tan-
crede Pagnuelo, late of the disbanded
206th French-Canadian battalion, was
acquitted by the court martial this
afternoon on nine of the eleven char-
gos against him, of having issued false
pay certificates.

FAOM THER HOMELAND

Process of Deportation Con-
tinuing—Belgians Literally
Forced to Become Slaves to

Huns.

London, Dec. 5.—The latest reports
received in regard the Beilgian de-
portations by the Germans show that
the process is going steadily on in the
provinces, and the taking of unem-
ployed is expected to begin immedi-
ately in Brussels. Deportations from
Antwerp have become methodical, with
4,000 men under orders to present
themselves every day at the railroad
station, Of this number, up to the
middle of November, slightly under
6,000 had been sent to Germany from
the city of Antwerp alone, not in-
cluding the country districts nearby.

When the men present themselves
at the station, the reports say, the
Germans make every effort to induce
them to sizn contracts for work, among
the inducements being an offer of
wages of six marks daily. Those failing
to sign are told that they will receive
only three marks, and be forced to

work in the camps.

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Commissioner Fisher Made
His Recommendations to the
Council Yesterday-- A Gen-
eral Discussion,

The city council in committee yes-
terday at noon considered Commis-
sioner Fisher's recommendations in
regard to street’ paving for 1017, It
was decided to hold a special meeting
this morning at 11.80 to comsider the
list of questions to be submitted to
the milk dealers.

The commissioners were all present
and the mayor presided.

Commissioner Fisher took up his
recommendations/and explained them
in detall.

He regarded granite blocks as the
only satisfactory permanent paving
for hills, as it gave a foothold for
horses if banded with pitch and
broken stione.

For Princess, from Germaln to Char-
lotte, he recommends sheet asphalt
from the city's plant, at a cost of
$4,850.

In Market square the plans call for
an expenditure of $25,900 for bitumi-
nous concrete pavement and probably
granite blocks in the rail sectioms,
with scorla grooved blocks next to the
rails.

Commissioner McLellan asked how
much the owners of property would
pay, and the commissioner of public
works responded that he was recom-
mending the procuring of legislation
giving the council authority to colleot
from the abutters on a basis of in-
crease in values by paving.

The Mayor suggested using the
present local improvement act, but
it was pointed out that nothing could
be collected under its provisions
unless the abutters were willing to
pay.

A. E. Kochaly, Persian Stu-
« dent in City, Says His Peo-
ple are in Sympathy with
‘Entente.

An interesting visitor to the city is
A. B. Kocthaly, & native of Persia, who
has been in Canada for the last few
yoars studying at McMaster Universi-
ty with a view to becoming a Baptist
missionary to his people.

A representatve of The Standard
had the pleasure of talking with Mr.
Kochaly and asked him in reference
to the feelings of the Persian people
fn this war, and which side he thught

they, as a whole, favored.

He said he was sure that the great
mass of the people favored the Enten-

te Allies as they were convinced that
Great Britain was a true friend of
thelr nation, and while she exercised
& suzerainty over the southern part
of the country, she had never attemp-
ted any actual occupation.

The Persians were bitterly opposed
to the Turks, and while a large pro-
portion of the population was Moham-
medan they belonged to the Shutes
division and the Turks to the Sun-
nites divison of that religion, and
were as hostile to each other as the
Jews and Samaritans of olden times.

Mr. Kochaly was inclined to think

that this was the principal reason
why the Kaiser falled in his efforts to
promote a holy war on the part of the
followers of the Prophet, these main
divisions of the Faith being so bitter-

1y opposed to each other. The Chris-
uan population of the country were
all in favor of the Allles, and were
particularly grateful to Russia, whose
intervengion had saved them from
practical annthilation at the hands of
the Turks and Kurds:

Mr. Kochaly holds his Bachelor de-
gree in Arts and Theology from Mc-
Master, and is expecting soon to go
back to his own country as a mis-
sionary.

While in the city he will speak in
several of the Baptist churches.

PRICE OF SOFT
COML IN BAGS
HS ADVANCED

Addition of One Cent per

Bag Makes Ton Price More
. than $15 — Poor People
Bear Burden.

Those who are obliged to buy coal
in paper bags. are complaining that
the price demanded, twelve and thir-
teen cents per bag, is altogether too
high for soft coal; only soft coal is
thus put up. ‘So long as the price was
ten cents there was but little grumb-
ling; but the recent addition of one
cent per bag to the already high figure
of twelve cents has given rise to the
question as to when advances are go-
ing to stop. :

It depends, of course, on what qual-
ity of soft coal is to be gdt in the
humble paper bag, but those who have
to purchase the product of the mine
in this way say that it is not of the
best grade. Good soft coal, it is un-
derstood, can be had for about'$8 per
ton. The weight of the coal in the
paper bag is variable—very much so;
but a recent test showed that the
average was in the meighborhood of
seventeen pounds. Bought at thir-
teen cents, therefore, the consumer
is paying more than $15 per tom, or
about $7 in excess of what he would
pay if he were to purchase a ton in
bulk.

1t is claimed by the poorer classes
that notwithstanding the expense nec-
essarily attending the making up and
distribution of the coal-filled paper bag
the old price of ten cents was enough
to leave a fair margin of profit for
both wholesaler and retailer.
