Back Four Miles.

Their advance has been pushed vir-

Hun Defense Stiffens.

The German defensive has notice-
bly stiffened on the western side of
(the Rheims-Soissons salient, but al-
though large numbers of reserves
have been thrown. into the fighting,
the manoeuvres seem to be more in
the nature of strong rear guard ac-
tions designed to help the large forces
of the enemy in the Chatean Thierry
pocket to escape northeastward than

That the Germans now realize to the

full that the Allies have the upper
hand in the battle seems apparent
from reports that they are burning
villages behind them in their retreat
and destroying large quantities of
munitions and war munitions through-
out the entire. salient in which they
have found it impossible to move, ow-
ing to the rapid strides of the AMies
across various lines of communica-
tions and-the domination of others by
the Allied big guns. These guns now
are throwing shells far behind the
lines, searching out the entire coun-
tryside, while airplanes dre winging
their way over the retreating columne
and harrying the enemy with machine
guns fire.
Huns Lost Ground.

The efforts of the Germans to re-
tard the Franco-American forces were
particularly noticeable Monday in the
vegion of Grisolles and Beau-St. Ger-
main, respectively, northwest -and
north of Chateau Thierry, and to the
east of Chateau-Thierry where the
Americans are giving thent bamle On
all three. sectors the ememy lost fur-
ther ground, and his forces in the Cha~
teau-Thierry pocket were ' therefore
placed in greater jeopardy.

The Franco-American advance be-
tween the Aisne and the Marne is
now menacing the entire German force
in the great salient. The Soissons-
Chateau Thierry road has now been
cut by the Franco-Americans and the
long range guns are able to play their
destructive fire on the roads feeding
and supplying the enemy forces in the
salient where they come to a hub.

Bomber’s Busy

Next to the victorous advance of the
Franco-American troops on the line
from the Aisne to the Marne the
Anglo-French- bombing squadrons’ des-
erve immense credit for the Germans
precipitate retreat back to the north
bank of the Marne.

Constant bombing of the enemy’s
pontoon bridges both day and night
since last Monday morning prevented
the transportation of a single enemy
cannon across the river, forcing the
Germans to fight with the disadvant-
age of long range gun fire from the
opposite bank. The fire was inaccur
ate, owing to a lack of proper com-
munication with the gunners miles
away and caused serious losses among
the Germans from their own shells.

This, added to the demoralizing ef-
fect of being isolated on the ,south
bank -and with constant hombing at-
tacks on the pontoons, their only com-
munication for food supplies, took all
the fight out of the field Grauen be-
fore they were ordered to escape.

Attack blocked

The attack toward Epernay was not
only completely blocked in a remark-

ably brief time by the poilus but they|f”

were able to retake the heights domin-
ating the river beforethe retreat. With
the enemy locked in a narrow pocket
which he was unable to enlarge he
would have been forced to retreat ev-
entually without the danger from the
Afsne-Marne advance.

, The escape, made early Saturday
was harassed continually by French
gunfire from: .the vielhity of Reuilly
where the steep hillside afforded some
protection from shells.

His losses were hegviest before the
foe reached the river. The fewness of
the prisoners taken was due to the
rear guard who fought furiously t)
effect the miain body's escape. Most
of thase fought until slain by the ad-
vancing potlue.

INCREASE GAINS

Village of Epieds Taken and
Much Other Ground Gain-
ed.

Paris,  July 22-~Heavy German
counter-atacks launched for the pur-
pose of checking the progress of. the
Allies ‘between the Marne and the
Ourcq today: were without avail, ac-
cording to the war office announce-
ment {onight, and the British made
further advances in the region of La
Croix and Griselles as well as north-
east of Mont St. Pere.

thess assaults and increased their
gains advancing beyond the heights
egst of La Croix and Grisollas, taking
the: vilage of Epieds and gaining
ground northeast of Mont St. Pere.

8till Fighting.

“Between the Marpne and Rheims
there was -stiff . fig which gained
no result for'the ¢memy. We main-
tained our Mnes i the Courton wood
and the Bols Du Roi.

“Furthier north British troops made
an advance, capturing 200 prisoners
and 40 machine guns.

“North of the Ourcq and on the
Champagne ' front great artillery ac-
tivity is reported. but there was no
infantry action.”

‘Aviation—The activity of our bomb-
ing machines was maintained at a
high pitch on July 21. Durng the
day and night, expeditions, fifty tons
of projectiles were dropped -on enemy
railroad communications, cantonments
and bivouacs in the valley of the
Vesle and the Ardre.

“The stations. at Laon, Fismes,
Berry-Au-Bac and Fere-En-Tardedois
crowded with troops - and convoys
were the objects of very violent bom-
bardfmieénts. A great fire, followed by
several explogions, was. observed.
Another fire broke out in the Fismes
station.

Batteries Silenced.

“Tens of thousands of cartridges
were fired at German troops and batr
terles, which were silenced in. the
région of Courmont, Roncheres and
Villeneuve the same day. Our avia-
tors brought down nine enemy ma-
chines.

“Bastern ,Theatre, July 21.—There
was ‘reciprocal artillery activity on
the lower Struma. west of the Var
dar to Srka. Di Legen and in the
Serbiany sector. On the Struma. a
Greek reconnoitering party dispersed
a Bulgarian detachment and brought
back six prisoners. North of the
Devoll our troops captured Austrian
positions on the River Holta and took
100 prisoners, three of them officers,
and six machine guns. Allied avia-
tors earried out several bombardments
in the regions of Seres and Pogra-
detz."”

PURSUE HUNS

Germans Give More Ground
and Continue Retreat North
of Chateau Thierry.

TWO ADDITIONAL
TOWNS CAPTURED

Enemy Increasing His Resist-
ance Along Line South
From Soissons,

With the Army on the Aisne-Marne
Front, July 22.—(By The Associated
Press)—The Franco-American ad:
vance  continued this morning, along
the line on the southgnd ta the west.
The Germans gave more ground and
are glowly continuing their backward
movement to the north of .Chateaun
Thierry.

Two additional ‘towns have been
dken by the Americans on the front
north of the Marne since daylight
this morning.

The enemy is increasing his resist
ance along the lines south from Sois-
sons where every yard which the
allies push forward further hampers
the German lines of supply.

On the front where the Franco-Am-
erican forces are pushing im just to
the north of the Marne the enemy
is carrying out sullen and stubborn
rear guard actions, but despite these
the Allies continue their gains.

In_the region of Solssons another
town was captured by the Americans,
and still another town has fallen in:
to the hands of the French, improv-
ing the Allied position and likewise
covering the enemy’s lines of com-
munications, The Germans left a
number of machine gun nests in the
path of the Allied progress and are
using their artillery likewise in guard-
ing the slow retreat.

On the whole, the concentrated
forces of the Crown Prince have ma-
terially slowed down the Allied pro-
gress. There is no indication, how-
ever, that the enemy will be able to
counter-attack successfully. Addition-
al prisoners were taken in today's
fighting.

In connection with the heavy ma-
chine gun fire which has been en
countered by the Americans, prisoners
say that machine gunners from a di-
visional school are being brought up
to check the Allled offensive.

FIGHTING FOR IT5 VERY LIFE

Tens of Thousands of the

Flower of Teuton Army

Lie Dead, Tens of Thousands Wounded and
Thousands More Are Prisoners — Retreating
Invaders Attempt To Reach Natural Defences.

With French Armies, July 22—This day in France

dawned with an entirely new face on the war.

Exactly a

week ago the powerful Teutonic army was putting the fin-

ishing touches on as great and

daring an offensive as any

single army in the history of the world ever attempted. The
German high command in a six days’ struggle, ending yester-
day in a disastrous though historic retreat back across the
River Marne, may now be said utterly to have failed in the
one last chance to do what Germany set out to do by force of

arms.

Tens of thousands, the flower of the German army, lie

dead today over the wavy, ninety - mile

front stretching

roughly southward from the Aisne to the Marne, and follow-
ing the course of the world-famed stream to the vicinity of
the village of Troissy, then nor theastward again almost to the

wooded hills of the Argonne.

DECLARES POSTAL
STRIKE UNJUST

Hon. ‘Mr. Doherty Explains
Situation and Says Em-
ployes Are Expected To Re-
turn.

Ottawa, July 22.—The points at is-
sue with the striking mail carriers
were discussed at a meeting of the
cabinet council this afternoon. Sub-
sequently a statement was issued by
Hon. C. J. Doherty, acting premier.
He says:

“The industrial disputes act makes
no provision for the establishinent of
boards of conciliation between - the
government and its employes.

“The civil service commission are
now conducting an enquiry into the
matters of the re-organization of all
branches of the outside civil service
which will involve the matter of fixing
for permanent employees minimum
and maximum salaries.

“In view of facts which have been
set before the men's representatives
the government cannot but view the
attituae of certain of the employees of
the post office department in absent-
ing themselves from the public ser-
vice at this time as unwarranted, and
their immediafe return to duty is ex-
pected.”

Winnipeg, Man., July 22.—Winni-
peg’'s mail service has been totally
disorganized by the strike of letter
carriers who quit work this morning
in an effort to force the government
to make some response to their ap-
peal for higher wages.

At a meeting of the postal clerks
union tonight an ultimatum was de-
livered to the effect that unless a gon-
ciliation board is granted by the gov-
ernment by tomorrow morning they
will quit work.

ENEMY’S RETREAT
IS NOT CUT OFF

He Has a Very Wide Avenue
Through Which To Get
Back North

Movement Too Long.

London, July 22—The enemy delay-
ed his retreat over the Marne too long
by at least one day. This may have
been due to .a reluctanée to retire.
News that his railway connections had
been cut mupt have reached him
by Thursday noen, but he didn’t retire
until nine o'clock Friday night.

The result was a very heavy con.
gestion of the roads leading north, par-
ticularly at the roads junction at Fere-
en-Tardenois, and very heavy losses in
his retirement across the river. Hers
the weight of his divisions, numbering
altogether nearly 100,000 men, lost
somewhat more than half their effects,
having been under fire thirty-six hours
as they crossed after days heavy
fighting.

A further result of this'congestion
is that there is great delay in bringing
up his spare divisions to relieve the
dangerous pressure on him along the
road from Chateau Thierry to Sois
sons. The Gernmns have over twenty
reserve divisions in this neighborhood
and so far they have put in only five
extras which proved insufficient to
stop the French-American advance. It
must be clearly understood that the
enemy’s retreat is no way cut off yet.
He has a very wide avenue through
which to get back north.

Swedish Opinlon.

London, July 22.—(Via Reuter's
Ottawa Agency)—A, despatch from
Stockholm says that for onge the pro-
German press does not attempt to
minimize the impontance of the Allied
advance.

In this mornfing’s headlines, the
Stockholm Dagbladet Svern Kadagbla-
det declares that the German reverses
are increasing. The Dagensnyheter
carefully reviewing the position, says
that the German recrossing of the
Mamne marks the complete relinquish-
ment of thet great offensive and ad-
mite the failures. All abortive ex-
planations from Berlin cannot alter
the fact and nobody will credit the
statement that the German high
command has achieved its aim .

On the other hand, the importance
of the success of the French counter-
offensive cannot be estimated, accord-
ing to these papers. Big territury
was won alone by the method of
“elastic aefence” which the Germans
claimed was their specialty and was
applied by the French.

OF A BEEF SHANK
15 DEMONSTRATED

Mrs. A. R. Melrose Tells How
a Family of Four Adults
May Be Provided With
Meat For One Week.

The possibilities of a shank of beef
are here pointed out by an
housewife. A week’s meat for a fami-
ly of four adults can be provided and
with the necessary variefy. The fol-
lowing has been tried several times in
a family of four and during the time
there were guests for a meal. *

Buy a shank of beef weighing from
15 to 20 1bs, preferably the latter.
(This costs, in our market, about 14 or
16 cents per Ib.), and two beef kid-
neys. If there is not much fat on the
beef buy at the same time a plece of
suet. Have the butcher saw the bone
in several places. Cut off all the meat.
you should have six or-more pounds of
clear lean beef. From this you will
have

s+. A huge pot of good beef stolk
which will give soup of four different
kinds for mnearly every day in the

s 2. A beef loaf enough for two din~
ners with probabl¥ a cupful of broken
pleces to help out a luncheon or sup-
per dish.

o. A beefsteak and kidney pie—
enough for one dinner and a break:
fast dish for two people.

4. A meal of hamburg steak, prob-
ably a leftiover there also.

5., From the scraps of meat off the
soup bomes and the leftovers either
o shepherd’s pie or a batch of meat
cake® or a good hash. Instead of the
beef loaf you could cook that much of
the meat all in one piece as a pot
roast.

First the soup. This means long
slow cooking of the bones—then cool-
ing over night, then removing the cake
of fat (amother asset, clarified and
‘well strained, and having no flavoring
in it, it yields usually enough dripping
for frying for the week.) The soup un
der this cake of fat will be found to be
a solid jelly. Heat it up,  remove
bones and all scraps of meat by strain.
ing, and put away in a porcelain re-
ceptacle until needed. With this as a
foundation you can have, with differ-
ent flavorings, plain consomme, rice
soup, tomato soup, (half can for this
soup, the other half for shepherd’'s pie
or sauce with cold loaf) cabbage soup,
etc., etc.

2nd. Beef Loaf. Put through the
coarse knife of food chopper 2 or 2%
pounds of the raw meat—about % 1b.
of fat salt pork, 2 cupfuls of bread
crumbs. Drop in 2 beaten eggs, %
{cup of milk and seasonings, salt, pep-
}per, summer savory, (if liked a hint
iot sage, onion, thyme or marjoriam.)
| Mix all together thoroughly, form into
loaf shape, put over the top some
scraps of suet or fat pork rind and
bake about 1% hours, basting fre
quently. This is best sliced cold but
half can be used hot with gravy made
on the pan and the other half cold with
tomato sauce.

Third. Cut into smaM pieces and
wash well the two beef kidneys, also
1% lb.s of lean beef and $tew steadily
for 3 or 4 hours with one large or
two small onions, salt and pepper
Thicken the gravy. Serve with nicely
mashed potatoes, or put in a scallop
dish with a good biscuit crust on top
and bake.

Fourth. Put through the coarse
chopper all the remaining raw beef
about 1%z lbs., season and make into
small cakes to fry in some of the drip-
ping. You can add bread crumbs to
this with a little milk or an egg to
bind them together.

Fitth., The various left-overs can
be used in many ways. The cut up soup
meat with a little of the melted soup
jelly strained over it can be put into
a mould or individual moulds and set
asice to harden. It can then be turn-
ed out and served on lettuce with may-.
onais¢, or with hot tomato sauce, or
with peas and carrots in a cream
sauce. Or the scraps of meat may be
chopped up moistened with a little
gravy from your loaf, seasoned with
onion, salt and pepper, and served on
toast. or combined with potato mash-
ed ne and made into cakes to be fried
for breakfast, lunch or supper. Or in
stead of separating, fry it all togeth.
er allowing a brown crust to form and
turning like an omelet serving with
parsley on top.

Any cook can add to these idéas ad
infinitum.

With two fish dinners in the week
you wil' find you have plenty of meat
but, as one woman remafked, “It takes
brains,” and one does need a little
thought and looking ahead. Most of
us are well trained in those require-
ments already.

In its report the
committee says:

“We consider that no peace
would be satisfactory which did
not enforce the surrender of ene-
my shipping and inflict drastic and
exemplary punishment for the
enemy’s crimes at sea.

manner.
French Over Marne

French troops, says La Liberte, con-
tinue to cross the river Marne in
strong force northeast of Chateau Thi-
erry. They are following rapidly on
the heels of the enemy who cannot
long hold ground with General De Mit-
ty’s army coming up from the south
and General Degoutte's army coming
from the west. The latter army has
already reached the region of Chat-
lot Wood. General Degoutte's troops
which have been fighting hard since
the beginning of the counter offensive,
last night crushed the effort made by
the Germans and took 1,000 prison-
ars.

Information received in Paris this
morning says that the French patrols
operating beyond Chateau-Thierry
have learned that the retreat of the
Germans extends several miles deep.
Th German artillery can scarcely be
heard, this seemingly indicating that
the big guns have been ordered re-

River Ourcq French infantry recapt-
ured a battery of French six inch
guns which the French had abandoned
on May 27. Simce that time the guns
have been used by the Germans. The
French immediately put them into act-
jon against the enemy as the Ger-
mans did not have time to destroy
‘them.

“The truth is that the military bal-
ance, which since March 21, had lean-
ed to the side of the Central Powers,
has been forcibly swung to the side of
the Allies since July 16.”

Premier Clemenceau's newspaper
L'homme Libre, declares that, beyond
everything, “it is to our infantry
our poilus and the Allied troops
to whom must go our gratitude.”
“But,” adds the newspaper, “tthe vict
ory is also due to the fact that we have
been able to bring our forces under a
single command. With such a leader
as Foch who can tell to what results
this new victory of the Marne, achiev-
ed in the last days of the fourth year
of the war, may lead?”

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Interesting detalls of the manner
in whioh the sale of the Martello
Hotel , West St John, was
negotiated with Hon. Willlam Pugsley,
Minister of Public Works in the Laur-
fer government, were brought out yes-
terday afternoon during the trial in
the Circuit Court of the cage of Bran-
nan vs. Scully et al before Mr. Justice
Chandler.

The property in question was own-
ed by George F. and es H.
Brannan, brothers, and in 1911 was
under lease to the Dominion govern:
ment for use as a detention hospital.
The owners desired to sell the prop-
erty and the sale was negotiated
through William E, Scully, a promi-
nent Liberal of the West Side. The
evidence of yesterday afternoon was
particularly interesting as allegations
of a contribution to a campaign fund
were made by the plaintiff, and as
promptly denied by Mr. Scully. Mr.
Brannan and Mr. Scully were the only
witnesses examined yesterday, Mr.
Scully being on the stand when court
adjourned. This morning he will be
cross-examined by Dr. J. B. M. Bax-
ter, K. C.

Dr. J. B. M. Baxter, K. C., and Fran
cis Kerr appeared for the plaintiff,
and J. A. Barry for the defendant.
Mr. Kerr in stating the bill of par-
ticulars said that the suit was one in
which the plaintiff was George F.
Brannan and the defendants Willlam
BE. Scully, Charles H. Brannan and
the Union Ice Company. In 1911 the
plaintiff and his brother owned the
buildjng in West St. John known as
the Martello Hotel. They disposed of
the property to the federal government
through W. E. Scully. The price ob-
tained was $20,000 and for negotiating
the sale Mr. Scully was to receive a
commission of $1,000. Negotiations

Witness sent the option to Ottawa,
and was later informed that the vote
of $20,000 for the property would be
placed in the estimates for the year,
the property to be used as a Deten-
tion Hospital.

In July, 1911, it was decided that
five-twelfths of the estimates should
be voted and the government should
g0 to the people. In September of
the same year the election was held

About a week after the election C
H. Brannan came to witness’ office
and sald he and his brother had been
talking matters over. They feared
that with a new government in power
the purchase of the Martello Hotel
might not go through, and it was

fivetwelfths of the purchase price.
C. H. Brannan paid witness 828 10,
the cost of the rallway fare on the
expenses of his trip to Ottawa.

Early the following year the re-
mainder of the purchage price for the
Martello Hotel was forwarded from
Ottawa to the Brannans.

The cash book
and ledger of the company, containing
the entries of the loan were put in
evidence. The bill for the ice was
gent with the draft and a few days
later George Brannan came into wit
ness’ office and remarked that he had
paid the draft and that the bank man-
ager had asked what he intended to do
with all the ice?

C. H, Brannan paid him $500 and wit.

Witness did not offer to give George
Brannan a three months’ note to set
tle the claim.

Witness also denied that any men-
tlon was ever made of a political con
tribution, or -that he had said the
Minister of Public Works would have
to be “remembered.” Mr. Pugsley's
name was never mentioned. and no
contribution to him was even hinted
at. Any statement to the contrary
was untrue. George Brannan never
asked him whether any of the money
went to a political fund or to the
Minister of Public Works.

DOUBLE BURIAL
THIS AFTERNOO

Bodies of Two Young Women
Will Be Interred in One
Grave—Were Drowned in
Ottawa River.

The funeral services of Lillian Pyne
and Afleen Humphrey the two young
ladies of this city, who recently lost
their lives on the Ottawa River, will
be held this afternoon from their late
residences.

‘The bodies arrived by express yes-
terday on the 12,20 express and were
immediately conveyed by Undertaker
Chamberlain to their late homes.

The mystery of the sad occurrence yet
remains unsolved. Mrs. Edward Pyne,
mothér of the late Miss Pyne, receiv-
ed a letter yesterday from Mr. Harper,
proprietor of the Pontiac Hotel at
Pembroke, on the Ottawa River, who
informed Mrs. Pyne, that the young
ladies had left the hotel, the day of
the asd occurrence, at 3 o’clock in the
afternoon, and had not returned at
65 p. m. It was customary for the
young ladies to go every day for the
afternoon sail, returning about § p. m.
On the day of the fatality, when they
had not returned, & vigorous search
was started, and very soon afterwards
the two bodies were recovered, wheth-
er the boat upset; or that one of the
young ladies had fallen out, and in the
endeavor to save her, by her compan-
fon, both being drowned remains yet
in obscurity. The parents of the young
ladies are yet awaiting further word
of the sad occurence.

Today at 3 p. m.,, the funeral ser
vice of the late Miss Pyne will be
conducted by Rev. A, L.\Tedford, of the
Tabernacle Baptist church—at the
home of the deceased, 61 Erin street.

Rev. J. H. Jenner will conduct the
funeral services at the late residence
of Miss Humphrey at 2.30.p. m. At
Cedar Hill ‘cemetery the funeral pro-
cessions will meet and a united ser
vice at the grave by Rev. J. H. Jenner,
M. A, of the Charlotte street Baptist
church; and Rev. A, L. Tedford, Taber
nacle Baptist church, Haymarket
Square, will be held. The two young
ladies will be buried in one grave, to
rest, as they were friends—*"together.”

The surviving relatives of the late
Miss Pyne are a sorrowing mother and
father;; Mrs. Follett, 222% Britain
street; Misses Grace, Dorothy, Lola
and Loretta, sisters of the deceased,
also two brothers Burton and Law-
rence.

The late Miss Humphrey is survived
by her parents, Mr. and Mrs. Sylvester
Humphrey, 133 Prince street, West
St. John; Mrs. Gordon McAfee, and
the Misses Bessle F., and Mary of
same address are sisters; besides
three brothers; Stanley and Walter, of
133 Prince street, and Pte. Ivan of
No. 1 Depot Battalion.
