It is noteworthy that he rose to the
friendly side rather than to & note of
alarm, which less important and less
far-secing members of the German del
egation construed to be the sole rea-
son for his speech.

There is reasom to believe this is
only one of a series of incidents con-
spiring to arouse in the minds of Dr.
Rathenau and his Russian advisorsthe
convidtion that they made a tremend-
ous mistake in signing the treaty with
the Soviets,

Dr. Rathenau, though expressing
best wishes for the emccess of negoti-
ations in the conference with the Ger
mans, evidently is carefnl to avoid
any self-congratulatory preferences for
bis Easter treaty. From what your
correspondent has gathered here the
members of the German delegation
seem to have tied themselves up with
some very unsafe political partners as
well as affronting the rest of Europe.
Dr. Rathenau’s hopes for the non-
aggression pact voiced in a way to fn-
dicate that he was considering drop-
ping, as ill-advised, objections to the
truce idea, which would simply em-
barrass the other side.

Dublin, May 1-—The kidnapping of
three British officers at Macroom last
Thursday and the failure to trace their
whereabouts has - created a serious
situation.

What appeared to be a small and
ineipient blage, originating in an up-
per chamber of the Durdan home, sit-
uated on Main Street, developed into
a filery monster that devoured most
valuable property In the business sec-
|tion of the town before it was finally

curbed and brought under subjection

by the fire fighting force of the town
assisted by the No. 7 fire engine from
West St. John, and the Motor pump-
ing engine from the King Street Bast
Station in the city proper.

In an increditably short time, after
the discovery of the fire by Mrs. Perly
Durdan who smelled smoke, and on
investigation found that a child’s bed-
room was all on fire and gave the
alarm. Chief Frank Allingham and his
brigade of the Fairville Fire Depart-

found that the' fire was bursting
through the roof of the Durdan home.
The wind, blowing strong at the
time from the South-West, whipped
the flames into a frenzied fury, waft-
ing burning embers in all directions,
giving rise to a most serious sitnation
for the firemen to contend with. It
was evident to Chief Allingham that
assistance would be required and he
immediately telephoned to the city
for aid, which wag readily given.
The ground floor of the Durdan
building was occupied by Thomas
McKerrigan with a' meat shop and
from here the flames leaped to the
building occupied on the ground floor
by Allan’s drug store, the upper part
of which is used as a residence by C.
A. Brown, drug clerk for Mr Allan.
The next duilding to fall a prey to
the flames was that of Andrew Fox,
the upper part of which was occupi-
ed by him as a residence and the
ground floor being devoted to the cash
and carry grocery business of Mr.
Wetmore.
The next building to be enveloped
was that of Jeremiah Stout, the
ground floor of which was occupled
by Mr. Stout as a furniture store, and
the upper part as his residence.
Flames were then quickly communi-
cated to the building of J. J Hen-
nesey who conducted a dry goods
business on the ground floor and oc-
cupied the upper portion as a resi-
dence.
The next building caught was that
owned by Mrs. Doherty, of this city,
occupied upstairs by Mrs. Gould as a
boarding house, the lower floor being
occupied by William Gould as a pool
and billiard room.
To the east of the burning struc-
tures was Oscar Hanson’s drug and
clothing store, with a large warehouse
in the rear. It seemed fated that this
fine building was to become a prey to
the flames, Chief Allipgham had a
small squad of his men sent to this
section of the fire and by their heroie
work, against smoke and flames, they
were successful in stopping the fire
from travelling eastward along Main
street. While the Hanson main build-
ing was saved, after excellent work,
there was nothing that could be done
to save the warehouse at the rear.
The other buildings to the west of
the Hanson property were quickly des-
troyed and while the goods in the main
store of the Hanson property were
practically undisturbed, willing work-
ers caused considerable damage by
removing the goods from the rear
store.
It was seen in an instant that the
large warehouse was doomed to des-
truction and two automobile trucks
and an automobile were gotten out of
the buflding.

Germany s in no
wondition to carry on any extended
war, although it may be doubted if
she is as fllfitted for this as she
ought to be if the terms of the Treaty
of Versailles have been honestly car-
ried out. By acting on her own initi
ative, and detaching herself from her
former Allles, France may, and likely
will, forfeit their sympathy, and
certainly thefr active assistance, if
she finds after all that she has taken
on & bigger contract than sh: bar-
gaiped for. If she wants to play a
jone hand, she can do so, but she
does it at her own risk.

That France may decide to take the
step indicated, is of course merely
the opinion of a writer in the London
Outiook who has just returned from
Paris and Genoa.

A MATTER OF IMMIGRATION.

England proposes to spend $7,500,000
this year, and $15,000,000 next year in
assisting British families to go out
and settle upon the vacant lands of
South and West Australia and Queens:
land. The scheme is undertaken in
conjunction with the goveinments of
those states and it is anticipated that
the fund thus created will enable from
60,000 to 80,000 people to emigrate
there annually for the next few years,
It may be asked, Why does not the
Mackenzie King Government endeavor
to come to some simflar arrangement
with the British Government, We
have in this country vacant land
enough to settle a good many millions
of people on and there does not appear
to be any reason why British immk
grants should be less successful her
than in Australia.

“Hven where this section s appll
cable there is no reason (o suppose
that 1t will effect its purpose of re-
duoing the foreign tariff rute. Take
for instance the case of duties upon
amomobiles, in regard to which the
House bfll made the appMestion of
this principle mandatory—though 1
shall call it rather & method or de
vice than & prineiple. The manmfao
tiurers have ausked for a rate of only
25 per cemt ad valorem; they do not
ferr extensive competition in the Am
ericatl market.

Birthday Gift
Awaits Prince of
Wales On June 23

Will be Made a Knight of the
Thistle When He Reaches
Twenty-Eight Years,

London, April 20-<(By Canadian
Press.)==A birthday present to thed
Prince of Wales, it 1s understood, will
be in ‘tho form of the creation of His
Royal
Thistle. "The girt will probably be
handed to the Prince on the morning
of his birthday, June 28rd, when he
will be 28 years old. The Prince 18
expected to return from his tour In
the Hast on June 20th.

Por some titwe past the King has
been considering how best he might
bestow some tangible mark of his sat
{ataction with the efforts of the Pritce
of Wales in India and the Mar Mast,
and His Majesty has decided that the
conferring of the Order of the Knight
of the Thistle would be a suitable
token of affestion and appreciation.

In connection with the matter sur
prise has been expressed that the
Prince has not already been made a
member of this Order, but the King
himself did not become & Knight ot
the Thistle until the ove of his wed:
ding. This was on July Bth, 1898,
when Queen Victoria gave a family
dinner party ut Buckingbam Palace in
honor of the wedding that was to take
place on the following day. A short
time befere the dinner was due to be
served Mer Majesty summoned her
grandsonn  to hLer private apartment
and there handed him the star and
ribbon of the Order, and expressed the
wigh that he would wear it that night,
Kiny Georfe. who was then Duke of
York, was in naval uniform at the mo-
ment, and he had to divest himself
hastily of the Order of the GQarter and
Assutie the green ribbon in place of
the blue one of the senlor Orders
This, by the way, was not the last
oceasion upon which & Royal Knight
of the Thistle was oreated, as Prince
Arthur of Conneught 18 the “fnior”
Royal Knight at the present time. The
Duke of Connaught §s the deyen of the
Order. He wad invested as long ago
a8 in 1864

The tormal designation of this Order
8 “the most Noble and Anclent Order
of the Thistle,” whereas the Garter
18 merely “the most Noble Order of
the Garter.” The addition of the word
“anclent” 1y u recognition of the leg-
end that it was originally founded in
787 A. D., when Achalus, King of the
Boots, and Hungus, King of the Plots,

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CANADIAN DOLLAR RAPDLY
ADVANCING TO STATUS OF PAR

Prominent Among the Factors Contributing to Its Rise s
the Influence of the Pound Sterling — Considerable
Financing on Part of the Dominion Government.

The improvement in Canadian ex-
change, which began to be noticeable
early in December, has brought the
Canadian dollar nearer to par than
bas been the case since the autumn
of 1918. The movement, it will be re-
membered, began during the crop-
shipping season, and probably was as-
sisted by some Canadian financing in
New York. Many predicted a re-
actionary movement on the part of
the Canadian dollar when the influ-
ence of those factors had subsided.
This, however, has not been realized;
instead, with occasional fluctuations,
the premium on American funds in
Canada gradually decreased through
the first three months of the year.

There are several factors which af-
fect the Canadian dollar at the pres-
ent time. Prominent among these is|
the influence of the pound sterling.
The recent phenomenal rise of the
latter cannot but have a good effect.
Another factor, which undoubtedly has
weight in the same direction, is the|
expectation of considerable financing
on the part of the Dominion Govern-
ment in the near future. That por
tion of the funded debt which matures
this year amounts to $184,000,000, and,
in addition, other funds have to be
secured. This financing will have a
tavorable influence on the exchanges
whether the flotation is made at home
or in New York, or in London. If an
issue is placed in Canada, there will
be, as always, a lange amount of the
stock sold to American investors; if
our Government should decide to
place an issue with New York bank-
ars, the effect would be favorable to

Big Export Sales
Of Wheat Helped
To Lift Values

Settlement of May Contracts
for Delivery of Wheat Be-
gan on Chicago Board Mon-
day.

Chicago, May 1—Settlement of May
contracis for the delivery of wheat
here began today without any of the
spectacular accompaniment which had
been talked about of late. For at least
the time being no shortage of wheat
supplies was appareut. Deliveries
were on a liberal scale, totalling 12,
500,000 bushels, very near the total
which had been generally expected

The political and economic situa-
tion abroad has some favorable as-
pects. The announcement of the Brit-
ish Government relative to provisions
for their war debts has had a buoy-
ant effect on sterling. A settlement
of the Turko-Greek difficulties, which
is at least tentative, has its effect in
the general improvement. The rescue
of Austria has been definitely and
courageously undertaken. Some hape
is held out that the Genoa Conference
will have beneficial results. It is of
no little significance that many of the
European countries, with the notable
exception of the Central Powers, are
reducng their paper currency out-
standing.

Among other factors, which un-
doubtedly assisted in the rise in sterl-
ing in New York, was the improve-
ment in the British trade balance.
Another factor is the gradual adjust-
ment arising out of the fact that sterl-
ing was out of line with its purchas-
ing power parity, caused by the slight
rise in prices in the United States,
and the fall of British prices.

Miss Christina McKenzie

Miss Christina McKenzie, of Truro,
was the next witness for the defence,
and remained on the stand for about
two hours mostly ynder cross-examina-
tion by Mr, Byrpne.

An accident, which res in . the
serious injury of one man and more
or less painful injuries to three other
persons, occurred last evening shortly
before 8 o'clock on Charlotte St. when
an automobile driven by Dr Doris Mur-
ray, jumped over the curb, broke one
plate glass window in the store of F.
W. Daniel and Co. and three in the
gtore of F. A, Dykeman and Co., and
pinned i0ur persons, two men and two
women, who were passing along the
street at the time, between it and the
buildings. But for the prompt/action
of the chauffeur, who jammed on the
emergency brake when she saw what
was happening, it is altogether likely
that some of the pedestrians on the
street would have been killed. The
opinion expressed by those who wit-
nessed the accident was that the driv-
er instead of placing her foot on the
brake lever put it on the accelerator,
as the car seemed ‘to leap suddenly
from the street onto the sidewalk.

The valedictory of the r&tmug may-
or and commissioner, and the inaug-
ural address of the new mayor and
commissioners, were delivered yester-
day morning at the special meeting of
the city council held to swear in the
recently elected civic representatives.

Mayor Schofield in his address dealt
with the activities of the council dur-
ing the past two years. He referred
to the paving of City Road, Douglas
Avenue, Prince Edward, Princess and
Duke streets, and improvements made
on other streets. He spoke also of the
proposed overhead bridge at the west-
ern end of Douglas Avenue.

He made a reference to the cam-
