Drift from the Wreck.
[Trom the Ha'if1x Recorder.]
Lowgr ProspecT, April 6.

The sun rose brightly this morning over
the spot that will long be refnembered
for its awful scenes. The grey stones
only look the more’ grim and dreary-in
the morning sunlight. Heavens! was 1
not glad at the sight of daybreak! Nota
moment of slumber did I enjoy. No one
can fancy the agony I endured during
the long and dismal hours I .lay} haunted
by the most ghastly and frightful sights.
I am not superstitious or timid, I have
often wandered alone in a churchyard at
midnight, and have slept alone in a room
near a corpse and had np fear; but the
excitement of the dreadful and hideous
scenes I had been so long among, was
altogether too much for my nerves. The
"hastly faces beheld—the shocking scenes
witnessed, the constant existence and
the all-pervadmg presence of death—
these were photographed on my mind,
and though surrounded by darkness and
though I closed my eyes so closely yet
all the awful lineaments were clear and
terrible to me.

There are an unusual number of visi-
tors here to-day. There is nothing but
the sunshine to suggest that it is the
Sabbath. The boats are at work—the
divers are pursuing their business—bod-
ies are still being hauled up. Motley

Kgroups are found here and there searching

for relics, and apparently eager for hor-
rible sights.
I forgot to say yesterday that a number

Jof New Yorkers have arrived on the

scene. One very fine looking and wealthy
gentleman had two sisters on board, and
he was going round in all directions, but
he could get no tidings of them. They
have probably not been found. - One of
them is said to have had from $5,000 to
$7,000 worth of jewelry on her person.
The brother bears his grief like a strong
Artists for the various 1llus-
trated papers are already on the ground,
and photographers are ar ranging ‘views.’
There are views here, indeed, but there
is no need that I should ever see them on
canvass.

Not near\y half the bodies of the
drowned have been recovered. It is be-
licved that most of the missing ones are
still in the steerage, but some fancy that
the ship parted at the stern, and that
many have drifted out to sea.

James Montgomery Bailey of the
Danbury. News.

T he American Newspaper Reporter gives
@ portrait of the editor of the Danbury
News, a gentleman who now occupies the
highest placeamong American humorists.
He is a fine featured man of 32, with
rather long curling hair and elegant
moustache, and an earnest face. We ex-
tract the following from T'he Reporter’s
sketch of Mr. Bailey :

It is hardly possible at the ptesent.
time to take up a newspaper without find-
ing something within its coluwnns .from
the Danbury News. It may notbe credit-
ed; it may be almost hidden away smong
its companion lines of *witand humor,”
but it is almost certain to be there, and
those who have learned to enjoy and to
appreciate the inspirations of the Dan-
bury humorigt find them out and recog-
nize them from their indescribable quality
of genius. The reputation of a genuine
humorist—that rarest of litexary won-
ders, as ‘colorists are most raté in
artists —was = never more  guietly
made than that of ¢‘the man
of Danbury.” He wrote no book; he
made no series of articles in any well-
known journal; he made no studied pro-
duetion of any ‘Kind. He went about his
chosen labor of editing a weekly news-
paper in a small New England town, and”
enlivened its columns with those quaint
and flavprous ‘‘local items” which, unex-
pectedly and despite himself, have made
the author’s sayings. honsehold weords..
Considering that his bright thoughts are
so well known, it seems at first alittle sin-
gular thathis history,even his name,should
be known to few. But this is no doubt
because he has taken no steps whatever
to make himself known, as have other
men in like circumstances. He has been
contented to write and work and wait.
We do not know,. indded, that Mz

ey'snaine was ever mentionedin print
in re eérence to the Danbury News items
then floating through the press, until the
Reporter called attention to the author-
ship in its issue of July 29, 1872. The
items were constantly copied, however,
as early as 1870, and it may be that the
press had begun to suppose it. had a
natural right to them. More lately some
of them have deepened into humor, and
have lengthened out into sketches, at-
tracting still more curiosity,

The Mysterious Burglar.

The desperate encounter between Mr.
Farman and an ankn6wn burglar in New-
ton, L. I., on Friday night last, in which
the latter was shot dead, has not yet
ceased to execite comment. M. Furman
has been fully exonerated from any blame
in the matter, and has been the recipient
of not a few congratulations for the nerve
he displayed. When Mr. Farman re-
turned to the spot where the dying man
had been left after the encounter, he was
unable to find him, but after a brief
search he discovered him under a neigh-
boring shed. He was unable to move,and
it was evident that his accomplices had
placed him there with a view of taking
him away in a wagon, for one was
driven up soon afterward. but a
dozen persons were then at the scene.
The vehicle passed the spot at a slow
pace, and then went off at a farions speed.
Physicians were immediately summoned,
and the man was informed that he was
dying. One of the physicians asked him
whether he had any -friends whom he
wished to see or communicate with. He
answered, ‘“No.” ¢‘“Can I do you any
favor?” queried the doctor. He replied,
“You will do me afavor by putting a ball
through my head.” To the question, “Do
you want a clergyman?” the answer was,
“No; they can’t do me any good.” When
asked for his name he said, ¢ It is imma-
terial.” The physicians, perceiving that
nothing could be done to save him, made
hit as comfortable as possible, and in a
short time he died. Careful investigation
has thus far failed to discover who he was
or where he belonged.

Eduoational Meeting.

The meeting in behalf of the Wesleyan
“Education Society was held last evening
in the Centenary Church, Geo. Thomas,
Esq., in the chair. Rev. H. Daniel opened

the services with the usual hymn and
prayer after which the Chairman made a
few appropriate remarks. The report of
the Society was read by Rev. Henry Pope
who was followed by Geo. W. Burbidge,
Esq., A. M., whoin a very clear and com-
prehensive manner, explained the nature
and aim of the work which is being done
by the College and Academies at Satk-
ville. He was followed by the Rev. D. D.
Currie who merely seconded the resolu-
tion Mr. Burbidge had moved. The next
resolution was to have been moved by
Alfred A. Stockton, Esq., A. M., but,
owing to the unavoidable ahsence of that
gentleman, his place was supplied by the
Rev. Robert Duncan who, in a very neat
and graceful speech, showed it to be the

duty of every Christian clergyman to

sympathize with and support the Insti-
tution at Mount Allison as a means of
educational and religious advancement.

The Reverend Henry Daniel briefly sec-
onded this resolution. President Alli-

son, of Mount Allison College then,fcom-

menced a long and able speech in which

he advocated most powerfully the claims

of the institution under his control upon

the Methodists and general public of St.

He entirely repudiated the idea of
any sectarian instructions being imparted

within their walls, and put forward as an

instance of the confldence felt by others

in this particular, the fact that several

Roman Catholic youths were now study-

ing there.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.

: FREDERICTON, April 10.

Dr. Palmer’s Albert Railway aid bill,

The Attorney General gave notice of a
motion for Saturday in reference to the
codification of the laws.

Mr. Adams objected to this doc-
trine. Mr. Gough said he thought Parlia-
ment had the right, knowing that a large
minority of the people of the Province
and inhabitants of the Dominion were op-
posed to said Act. Parliament had ex-
pressed an opinion in which the members
from New Brunswick joined, including
the present Finance Minister. He thought
the Dominion Parliament was very mod-
erate in its expression of opinion. He
would vote forthe resolutionin the inter-
ests of education and todo away withjar-
ring discords,and the cry of Protestant be-
ing arrayed against Catholic in the excite-
ment with which members vote on this
question. Mr. Hanington said he was in
favor of supporting schools by taxation but
thought some arrangement might have
been made by which the School Bill would
have been much more efficient, beneficial,
and satisfactory to the inhabitants of the
Province. He feared that there was
great danger that the principle of the Bill
would be sapped by persistent opposgition
toit. Mr. Hibbard said the Province
never had denominational sehodls and
should not adopt them now. If Catholics
were compelled to listen to religious
teaching in schools there would be some
reason for complaint.
