Escaxapa, Mich., Sept. 26—Whitney
Bros., the Dulutk and Houghton contract-
ors, are rushing the work of putting in the
piling for the nevc ore dock for the North-
Western road at this place and it is expect-
ed that their part of the contract will be
completed by Dec. ist. The dock proper,
however, will not, be completed until same
time late in the spring or early in the
summer. The dew dock will cost 1n the

10 63 | neighborhood of $600,000 when completed
{ and is to take the place of No

. 2 dock which
was torn down several years age.

Work on the structure was commenc-
ed by the Whitney Bros., early iast June
buc have been delayed considerably by the
dredges which are at work out into the bay.
The break water was first conplétgd and
then the task of putting in the piling com-
menced. So far, the firm has been only
able to use one pile driver but it4€ expect-
ed that withio a day or so, another, which
is now on the scene of operation, will be
put to work and the job will be rushed
along rapidly.

The contract calls for the driving of 8,000
piles, ranging in length from 30 to 48 feet.
Quite a force of men is employed ky Whit-
uey Bros., on the job and nothing is left
undone that will help rush the work along.
As soon as the other pile driver is put to
woik, and a few more piles driven, it is
thought that work on the Upper approach
will be started. The firm of M. J. Peppard
& Co. of Minneapolis has the contract for
the timber work and i#will svon be possible
for the company to itart operations. ~ All of
the timber and pilﬁ,_s necessary in the con-
struetion of tke work is on the grounds and
there is nothing whatever to delay the work.

The new dock will be a modelstrueture in
every respect. The dock proper will be
between 1,900 and 2,000 feet in length and
will, be equipped with all the latest
appliances. A rew patent spout, which is
now being tried on two of the other docks
of the company will, if found to work
satisfuctory, be installed on the new dock
The space between the piles will be filled in
with rock, thereby g"ms,-he dock a solid
foundation.

A PAGE OF INTEREST TO FARMERS.

THE GROWING POPULARITY |
OF THE FARMER'S INSTI-
TUTE.

In view of the great success cf

inion departmnent
has endeavored to co-operate with
the wvarious local

inces. Trained speakers have been
sent to assist in the work in other!
proviness and the best available
men 1n these pronnces kave been
pressed into scrvice, not only in
their own province, but in others as
well. By sending able and obser-
vant men from one Province to
another in this way we hope to get
together a thoroughly capable corps
of Institute workers, familiar with
the agricultural situation and re-
quirements in all parts of Canada.

Prof. E.J. McMillan of Charlctte-
town, P. E.I, Supt.of Farmers’
Institutes &c., has prepared a
sketch of the worl\ Iready accom-
plished in Prince Edward Island,
which may be of interest and bene-
fit to those interested in agricultur-
al education in other provinces.
According to Pro. McMillan:—

The organization of Farmers’ In-
stitutes in Prince Edward Island
was first undertaken in June, 1901.
At that time the Hon. Benjamin
Rogers, Commissioner of Agricul-
ture, assisted by the writer and two
experienced Institute  workers
supplied by the Department of
Agriculture at Ottaws, held meet-
ings of farmers in the different
sections of the province, for the
purpose of discucsing the advant-
ages of the Institute system. Asa
result of these meetings the organ-
ization of twenty Institutes was
completed before the end of the
year.

The Farmers’ Institute system of
Prince Edward Island is twofold in
its aims. It seeks to combine the
educational features of the Ontario
system with the facilities for deal-
ing in live stock afforded by the ¢ld
Agricultural Societies plan. Each
organization is a Farmer’s Institute
and Agricultural Society combined.
A Government sraat of $50 is paid
acnually to each society, which has
at least 50 members enrolled, and
collects $40 per year in member-
ship fees. A sum amounting to
$1,000 was expended in this *way
last year. The total memhexs}.xp
up to December 31st, 1901, was
1624, and the amouut subscribed
in fees mas $911. 50. The receipts
of the Institutes from - all sources
amounted to nearly $2,000. This
money was expended in the pur-

defraying the expenses of lecturers.
Thirty three mectings, chiefly for
purposes of organization were held
auring vhe first year. At the be-
ginning of the present year a
regular series of Institute meetings
was arranged and carried out suc-
cessfully. - Several speakers were
employed and varicus agricultural
topics were brought up tor discuss- |
ion, chief among which were dairy-
ing, hog-raising and chicken-fats-
ening. As all of these are live|
industries at present, the muruLl
manifested in the meeting was|
great. The attendance through-
out was good, fuily 2,000 people
being brought in ccntact with the
lecturers, who were not slow to take
advantaze of every opportunity to
impart, lessons of practical value. 1

SIR OAIVER MOWAT.

Lienteunnt-Governor of ntarie 'arses His
82nd lirthday on July 1902—A

Viry l'opular Gentleman,

No citizen of Torontg is moire wide-
iy known or respected throughout
the Dominion than his Honor, th:
Lieutenunt-Goverror Sir Oliter Mow-
at, K.C.M.G., who was 82 years of
age on Tuerday, July 22, 1902, Sir
Oliver was born in Kingston on July
292 1820, his father, John Mowat, of
Caithness-shire, Scotland,
settled in that city in 1816,
At the age of seventeen, having pick-
ed up much of an education as
thiz Lost scheols then afforded, he ens
tered law oflice of the late Sir
John Macdoaanld, who was a few
years his senior, where he diligently
studied th: profession he h-d ta'cn
up. and in 1842 ho was called to the
Bar, comuacnzing his practice in the
city of his birth. DBefore lovg he
realized that Toronto oliercd a wid-
er field, and removed to that city,
where he has since made his home.
He became a prominent member  of
the Chancery Bar, and in 1856 was
made a Queen’s Counsel, and ap-
pointed commissioner for the consol-
idation of the statutes of Upper and
Lower Canada, In 1877 he was el-
ected to represent South Oxford 'in
Parliament, and held the seat until
1864. He was Provincial Secretary
in the Brown-Dorion Administration
Ifrom August 2 to 6, 1858. In 1861
he contested Kingston, but without
success. Ile h:ld the portfolio of
Postmaster-General in the Macdon-
a!d-Dorion Administration from May
1865, till March, 1864, and occupied
th2 same position in the coalition
Government. After the fall of that
Government he was raised to the
Bench as Vive-Chancellor of Upper
Canada, having previously been a
member of the Union Conference
which met in Quebece in 1864 for the
framing of the confederation schere,
In 1872, in consequence of the retire-
ment of Messrs. Fdward Blake
Alexander Mackenzie from the Ontar-
io .Ilouse, owing ¢o the provisions of
the dual representation act, he was
called on
nor to form an Administration, and
resigried his Viece-Chancellorship - to
do so. e became member for North
Oxford, being clected to that censtit-
uency by acclamation, and assumed
the office of Attorney-General of the
Province. *fterwarnds he was  six
tim s l'llllh'(i for the constituency,
thrice by acclamation, and thrice af-
ter a battle at the polls. 1le was
Premier for 24 years, the lgngest
continuous term of office as I'remior
ever accorded to any man in Cana-
da. He resigned in 1896 to join Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s Cabinet, and left it
laterr to becowme Licutenant-Gover-
nor. For two years Sir Oliver was
a member of the Toronto City Coun-
cil, where he rendered great service,
represcnting St Iawranse Ward  in
1857 and St. James” Ward in 1858,
Sir Oliver is a member of the Pres-
byterian Church. ard for many years
was president of th2 Evangelical Al-
liance. He has always taken a deep
interest in social and religious mat-
ters, and has contributed on several
occasions to religious literature. In
recognition of his public =ervices
Queen’s University in 1892 conferrcd
upon him the degree of 1.LLLD., and
Toronto  University paid him ih2
samud honor in 1889,

SIR OAIVER MOWAT.

Lientenant-Governor of Onrario Pausses His
83%nd Hirthday on Jaly 22, 1902—-A
Very Pepular Gentleman,

No citizen of Toronte is more wide-
Iy known or respected throughout
the: Dominion’ than his Honor; the
Lieutenant-Governor Sir Oliver Mow-
at, K.CM.G., who was 82 years of
age on Tuesday, July 22, 1902. Sir
Oliver was born in Kingston on July
22, 1820, his father, .John Mowat, of
Canisbay, Caithness-shire, Scotland,
having settled in that city in 1816.
At the age of seventeen, having pick-
ed up as much of an education as
the lLest scheols then afforded, he en-
tered 1 aw office of the late Sir
John Maz“donald, who was a few
years his seénior, where he diligently
studied the profession he had taken
up, eud in 1842 he was called to the
Bar, commcncing his practice in the
city. ‘of his birth,  Before lox ho
réalized that Toronto offercd 4 wid-
er field, and removed to that city,
where he has since made his home.
He became a prominent member of
the Chancery Bar, and in 1856 was
made a Queen’s Counsel, and ap-
pointed commissioner for the conspl-
jidation of the statutes of Upper and
Lower Canada, In 1877 he was el
ected to represent South Oxford in
Parliament, and held the seat until
1864. He was Provincial Secretary

in the Brown-Dorion Admigistration

from August 2 to 6, 1858. In 1861
he contested Kingston, but without
success.
