pital held its annual meeting at the 
city hall last night, and having receiv­
ed certain reports, elected Dr. Cl.

Campbell president for the ensuing 
year, an honor that was accorded him 
also last year. The election was not 
conducted without considerable discus­
sion, and served to draw a sharp line 
between two factions in the medical 
fraternity. Dr. Campbell won the po­
sition on account of being persona 
grata to both classes.

Dr. John D. Wilson has been vice- 
president during 1901, and his name 
was proposed for the presidency by 
Dr. Niven, while Dr. McCallum pro­
posed Dr. Campbell for a second term. 
The latter said that he did not want 
the position, and Dr. Wilson said he 
did not, either, if there was to be a 
dispute.

Great Britain was at first disposed 
to sign the proposed note, but after a 
confidential report from Washington 
declined either to sign such a note as 
the Austrian ambassador proposed, or 
to take another step. Afterward Aus­
tria and France made direct repre­
sentations at Washington, but ceased 
their efforts after the declaration of 
war, from that time forward relying 
on the efforts of the pope, who was 
backed by the tacit approval of all 
the powers.

ADVERSE TO GERMANY.
The interpellation in the British 

House of Commons, to which Lord 
Cranborne replied, is here considered 
to have been gotten up especially to 
give the opportunity of saying some­
thing in parliament which might be 
taken as a basis for reviving stories 
adverse to Germany in the matter of 
German relations with the United 
States.

None of the Berlin evening papers, 
with the exception of the North Ger­
man Gazette, prints Lord Cranborne’s 
statement, and that the North Ger­
man Gazette does not comment upon 
it, is taken to mean that the German 
press is determined not to revive un­
pleasant discussions at an inopportune 
moment.
THE FEELING AT WASHINGTON.

A dispatch from Washington says: 
The state department will not be 
drawn into the controversy which has 
sprung up between the European pow­
ers respecting the efforts made by them 
to prevent the United States from go­
ing to war with Spain. Lord Cran­
borne’s statement in parliament is 
recognized as absolutely correct as far 
as it went, but there are chapters in 
the story which he did not touch upon, 
and it is recognized here as inexpedi­
ent to develop all the facts even now, 
lest animosities spring up without suf­
ficient reason.

MISSING FOR A YEAR.
Advices from Christiania says Nor­

wegians are very much alarmed for 
the safety of the Fram expedition, 
under the command of Capt. Sverdrup, 
which sailed from Christiania June 24, 
1898, for Northwest Greenland.

The vessel was fitted out for four 
years, but Sverdrup did not expect to 
be away more than three years. His 
intention was to reach the Arctic 
Ocean through the Smith Sound pas­
sage, double the north end of Green­
land. ascertain what Islands, if any, 
lay off to the north coast and trace the 
coast line to the east to Independence 
Bay, discovered by Peary. This was 
the very work that Peary accomplish­
ed last year.

The Norwegians are very much as­
tonished to learn that Peary has not 
seen or heard anything further of the 
Fram.

The attorney-general, in moving the 

second reading of the bill to provide 
for the revision of the statute law, en­
tered into a detailed explanation inter­
esting chiefly to the legal profession.

McIn- mEYTA CAME OOMMTHE GAME COMMISSION.

The tenth annual report of the Ontario 
game commission showed that the past 
season had been very favorable. The 

|abundance of game of all kinds had been 
greater than tor many years. It was an 
excellent thing that there were a lot of 
game preserves in various parts of the 
province, otherwise the stock of game 
would undoubtedly be exhausted in a 
few years. During the past season 5,000 
licenses to hunt deer were issued, com­
pared with 4.200 in 1900. The kill was, no 
doubt correspondingly large. The Can­
adian Express Company, for instance, 
carried 2.322 carcasses—878 more than last 
vear The weight of venison carried in 
the past season was 256,637 pounds, 
against 161,312 pounds in 1900. Other 
transportation companies, no doubt, car­
ried proportionately large amounts. : It 
was within the mark the commission 
thought, to say that at least 10,000 deer 
were killed during the season.

As usual, a large number of prominent 
sportsmen wanted the open season 
lengthened to a month-Oct. 15 to Nov.

WORLD'S LARGEST GAME DISTRICT

On the strength of reports from the 
wood rangers and inspectors, the com­
mission expressed the opinion that On­
tario had the largest game district on 
the continent, and perhaps in the world.

After due consideration, it had come 
to the conclusion that the season for 
moose and caribou might be extended in 
the district north of the main line of the 
C P. R, between Mattawa and Port 
Arthur, to a period of one month. Oct. 
16 to Nov. 15, inclusive, were the limits 
recommended. The commission recom­
mended that the open season for moose 
and deer remain the same south of the 
C P. R. main line. It also recommends 
that the use of hounds in chasing deer, 
and the killing of deer in the water, be 
abolished. The new regulations, in the 
opinion of the sportsmen consulted, 
will relieve the rush to the districts 
south of the C. P. R., which at present 
are said to be overcrowded.

The commission also reported that deer 
had appeared in the Rainy River district 
this year for the first time, presumably 
from the State of Minnesota. It was 
recommended that in order to protect 
them the killing of deer in that district 
be prohibited for three years.

The commission also proposed that the 
quail season be shortened to a period 
from Nov. 1 to Dec. 15, on the ground 
that manv shot in October have been 
shown to be not sufficiently matured.

The commission did not approve of the 
agitation for the killing of the wood 
hare or cotton-tail rabbit all the year 
around, as many game birds frequented 
the same covers as the cotton-tails, and 
might be slaughtered at the same time.

The commission regretted that vigorous 
efforts were not made towards restocking 
the game-depleted covers of the province 
with certain foreign game birds; for in- 
stance, the Mongolian pheasant for the 
southwestern counties and the caper­
cailzie for the rest of the province.

Winnipeg’s average mean tempera- 

ture for the year is 32.6, while the av­
erage for the winter months is 1.5 be­
low zero. The highest temperature on 
record at "Winnipeg is 103, and 53 be­
low zero is the coldest ever registered 
there officially. Prince Albert, Sas­
katchewan, is colder than Winnipeg, 
having a yearly average temperature 
of 30.5, and a winter average tem- 
perature of 3 degrees below zero. The 
lowest on record at Prince Albert is 
70 degrees below the zero mark.

Chatham and Windsor run one an­
other a pretty close race for the 
warmest place of any size in Ontario. 
At Chatham the annual mean tempera- 
ture is 48 degrees, while the highest 
point ever touched was 102, and the 
lowest 21 below zero. "Windsor’s high 
temperature record is 101 degrees, and 
the coldest period sent the mercury 
down to 27 below zero.

Recent Elections.
The recent elections for the Domin­

ion Parliament are instructive. They 
show an increase of Liberal majori­
ties in Ontario, and a lessening of the 
same in Quebec, so that, as one jour­
nal remarks, if the process goes on, the 
people who raise the French cry will 
need to change their tune. As a mat­
ter of fact, it would be much better 
if such tunes were not raised at all. 
The lowering of Liberal majorities in 
Quebec are partly accounted for by 
local jealousies and personal ambi- 
tions. That points to a danger which 
always comes from an excessive ma­
jority, the danger of splitting into fac­
tions.

Provision is 
made in every case for such an allow­
ance as will enable them to live in 
comfort for the rest of their days. 
Some sympathy is due to the lawyers 
who are compelled to discharge their 
duties under such a disadvantage as 
a judge who cannot hear or fairly 
grasp the argument, and for the client 
who may lose his case and suffer in­
justice by the infirmity of the occu­
pant of the bench. We do not hear of 
the ship captains or locomotive en­
gineers who have become blind or 
feeble being retained from motives of 
delicacy. Everyone admits that the 
safety of the passenger is the first 
consideration. So, in the administra­
tion of justice the interest of the liti­
gant is the first consideration.

The superannuation system seems to 
work badly. It does those things which 
it ought not to do, and leaves undone 
those things which ought to be done. 
We have all heard of the abuse of 
men walking about in the full vigor of 
life, pensioned because others wanted 
their positions. One county judge re­
signed and took a far more onerous 
position, requiring for the discharge 
of its duties all the vigor of manhood. 
At the same time he drew every year 
the pension which was intended to 
accompany the infirmity of age. There 
is surely a reasonable way between 
these extremes. We do not say that 
a hard and fast line can be drawn as 
to the age of retirement; but a certain 
age retirement ought to be consider­
ed as normal, not exceptional, and the 
same rule ought to be made in the 
case of such an infirmity as deafness. 
The cases to which we have referred 
ought to be dealt with at once, the 
judges superannuated and vigorous 
men put in their places.

NEW SCIENCE BUILDING.
The chief expenditures on capital 

account, which totals $303.273, compar­

Paris, Jan. 22.—In the Chamber of 

Deputies, M. Berry introduced inter­
pellations bearing upon the war in 
South Africa.

the entire liberty of that policy.”

Niagara Falls, Jan. 22.—The snow- 

storm raging here is one of the worst 
experienced in years. Everything is 
tied up. Neither the Buffalo or St.

Grand Trunk trains are from three to 
four hours late, and the Wabash and 
Michigan Central trains are far be­
hind their schedule.
SIX NEW YORK CENTRAL TRAINS

ing. Considerable damage has been 
done to buildings by the heavy fall of 
snow, which is from two to three feet 
on the level.

TORONTO BURIED.
Toronto, Jan. 22.—The city is buried 

under great drifts of snow, and the 
chief occupation of the people is found 
in digging roads through it. The fall 
is not phenomenally heavy, about 18 
inches on the level, but a strong wind 
has driven it into masses at exposed I 
points, and drifts of from four to six I 
feet are common.I

At the observatory it was stated that 
the storm prevails all over Eastern 
Canada from Toronto to the Gulf. 
There is very little of a fall in West­
ern Ontario and Muskoka had but an 
inch. Niagara and the Erie lake front 
are getting plenty, however. The 
railways were very well prepared for 
the storm, and snowplows are out all 
over the eastern sections.

Such men do not often 
achieve greatness, but success they can 
Scarcely help achieving. In the result,

DIED OF DIPHTHERIA 
CAUGHT FROM A DOLL

Toronto, Jan. 22. — The registrar- 
general’s returns show that there were 
25,736 deaths in Ontario in 1901, among 
the 90 per cent of the population from 
whom reports were obtained, or 13.1 
per cent, as compared with 25,382 in 
1900. Largest number of deaths in any 
class was 2,286 from tuberculosis, com­
pared with 2,360 in 1900. Diphtheria 
caused 512 deaths, as compared with 
486 in 1900, and typhoid 345 in 1901 and 
550 in 1900.

Glencoe, Jan. 22.—What might have 

been a serious accident occurred yes­
terday on a side road a mile and a 
half east of Glencoe, where the G. T. 
R. crosses. The mail train leaving 
London at 2:30 p.m.. Conductor Mac­
kenzie in charge, and K. Knight, of 
Windsor, engineer of No. 516, was run­
ning on time into Glencoe, when the 
passengers were startled at receiving 
a terrific jar, which almost threw them 
from their seats, and frightened sev­
eral nervous ones. About 200 yards 
from the crossing the train stopped, 
and the train crew went back to in­
vestigate. W. R. Quick, a teamster, 
living in Glencoe, who is hauling logs 
for the Sutherland-Innes Company, 
was found looking at the ruins of his 
new sleigh, on which had been about 
800 feet of timber. The logs had been 
carried by the pilot about 50 yards, 
and the impact completely ruined the 
cow-catcher, besides cracking the 
smoke box head. It required some time 
to effect repairs, and the train left 
Glencoe for the west an hour late.

The driver claims to have been sur­
prised at the appearance of the en­
gine, the warning whistle drawing his 
attention to the fact that if his horses 
were to be saved, they must be un­
hooked, for the engine was drawing 
uncomfortably close. The horses were 
unhitched in time, and the only in­
jury sustained was by one falling 
down in a fruitless effort to draw the 
load, which was stuck on the cross­
ing. Mr. Quick claims to have been 
fast on the spot for five or six min­
utes, unable to cross, because the rails 
were higher than the roadway.

The engineer, on the other hand, says 
the team drove on the track after the 
warning whistle had been given, and 
that the driver immediately jumped 
from the load and unbooked when he 
saw the serious position his anxiety to 
get across had placed him in.

It was impossible to avert the col­
lision, though the emergency brakes 
were said to have been immediately 
applied. The loss to Mr. Quick 
amounts to the price of a new sleigh 
and a disabled horse.
