erty." The foregoing declaration was 
made by Kev. D. C. MacGregor of St. 
Andrew’s Presbyterian Church on Sun­
day evening in the course of a sermon 
on "Personal Liberty," with special ref­
erence to the question of prohibition, in 
which he charged that an insidious cam­
paign is in progress, of which the j 
watchword is "Personal Liberty," and 
the object the chloroforming of the com- 
munity conscience and memory in re­
gard to the past history of the liquor 
traffic, in order to make possible the 
menace of its restoration.

"You have only to glance over the lit­
erature which comes to your desk, to 
look over letters appearing in the. news- 
papers, many of them inspired, to real-> 
ize that such a campaign is in progress,1 
a. campaign which has seized upon the : 
words so prominently in the minds of 
everyone, liberty and freedom in order to 
obscure the real issues and cause people 
to forget the misery, slavery and degra­
dation of the liquor traffic in the past. 
It would be as well to try and make 
people forget the atrocities of the Ger­
mans during the war. Some people can­
not be chloroformed to forgetting the 
past history of the liqour traffic because 
the marks of it are upon their soul."

Defines Personal Liberty.
With regard to "personal liberty," Mr. 

MacGregor took the stand that a man 
has only a right to his personal liberty 
in so far as it does not impose an extra 
burden upon his neighbor or the state. 

IWhen the neighbor or state is affected 
by a man’s personal liberty, then the 
state has a right to step in and legislate.

"No man could feel peace and secur­
ity in his home," he said, "if the burglar I 
could step in at will and exercise his 
personal liberty to rifle the house, to 
take what he wanted and do as he 
pleased. It is only because the law im­
poses restrictions upon the burglar that 
a man can have security in his own 
home.

"If a man having the means refuses 
to support his wife and family, the law 
steps in and interferes, and it is ac­
cepted that the wife and dependents 
should have the first claim on the man’s 
income. If he didn’t support them, they 
would be a charge upon the state, there- 
fore the state reserves the right to step 
in and legislate."

Compulsory education was another 
phase of interference with personal lib- 
urty dwelt upon. Further, there was a 
time when keeping slaves was regarded 
as a form of "personal liberty," Mr. 
MacGregor reminded, and interference 
with slave holding was interference with 
personal property. A new enlightenment 
recognizes that slaves are not "chat­
tels," hut human being with human 
rights above the rights of possession by 
virtue of purchase money.

Back of Campaign.
Calling to witness the slavery of habit 

imposed by the liquor traffic, the degra- 
dation and misery associated with it for 
the victims, and the sorrow and suf­
fering it has inflicted upon women and 
children right in this city, the preacher 
declared that two tilings are respon- 
sible for the campaign to restore it. the 
lust of appetite and the lust for gold. 
Selfishness is at the root of it, the sel­
fishness of the man who insists upon 
what he considers his "rights," cost 
what these may to others.

Mr. MacGregor reminded that in civ- 
ilization, the first consideration is not 
individual liberty, but the welfare of 
society. In no country is a man able 
to enjoy true liberty unless lie is willing 
to surrender some of his pleasure. Law- 
lessness and crime in Russia at the 
present are the result of refusal to 
recognize anything that interferes with 
so-called "personal liberty." hence there 
is neither liberty nor security in Russia 
today.

The slogan of the French revolution 
was "liberty, fraternity and equality." 
The lawlessness with which it worked 
out paved the way for Napoleon and 
"infantry, cavalry and artillery." to re­
place "liberty, fraternity and equality." 
The excesses of the revolution brought 
conditions of autocracy and slavery.

Won’t Import Vices.
"Objection is made to prohibition on 

the ground that it is ‘anti-British,’ and 
an interference with British rights and 
liberties. When Lloyd George declared 
that Great Britain had two enemies in 
the war. drink and the Hun. and that 
drink constituted the graver menace: 
when the industrial loaders would have 
put down drink in England in order that 
efficiency in the output of war neces­
sities might he promoted, notwithstand- 
ing the patriotic issues involved. Eng­
land was not free to act. England could 
not put away drink. We love and ad­
mire the mother country, and are willing 
to follow her in her virtues, hut we are 
not going to import her vices.

"I have been called a temperance 
crank. If I am. I became that when I 
was engaged in mission work for two 
years in Glasgow and saw day after day. 
night after night, the degradation 
brought by drink to men and women, 

boys and girls from the stock that had 
been the flower of Scotland. I made up 
my mind that as far as lay in my power, 
such conditions should not be allowed to 
prevail in Canada.

"The argument is raised by those 
campaigning for a return of the liquor 
traffic that certain people will not come 
to Canada as long as prohibition laws 
are in force. Much as we desire Brit­
ish immigration, those who stay away 
because of prohibition laws will be no 
loss to our citizenship."

Beware of Hun.
Mr. MacGregor would beware of the 

man who is always crying out for his 
personal liberty, the little man who 
makes a great deal of noise about in­
sisting upon his rights, irrespective of 
the rights of others.

"No man liveth unto himself any 
more than a. nation can live unto itself. 
Peace and freedom for the world can 
only come through the nations surren- 

dering a certain amount of liberty, where 
that liberty would interfere with the 
rights of other nations.
‘The man who insists that lie lives 

into himself is a menace I maintain, 
■because he is selfish and self-centred. 
: Whatever those who are conducting the 
campaign for the return of the liquor 
traffic may say. when suffering and de- 
gradation are the issues involved, the 
state has a perfect right to legislate." 
was the conclusion.

CULPRIT IS CAUGHT

tuberculosis sanatorium can even 
duplicate, and the explanation oi 
splendid results achieved is to be found 
jn several Co-related facts. In the first 
place, because a soldier’s 
dependent entirely on his being in per- 
fect physical condition, he is under con­
tinual medical supervision. In the sec­
ond place the military authorities have 
always at their disposal the services of 
the best specialists in all branches of 
medicine and surgery. And in the third 
place every doctor at the sanatorium is 
a tuberculosis specialist with the best 
of equipment provided for his use.

Discovered Early.
Because of all these things tubercu­

losis in the case of a soldier is almost 
always discovered before it has reached 
more than an incipient stage. Directly 
a soldier becomes ill he is examined by 
a medical board. If the slightest sus­
picion of tuberculosis is entertained he 
is further examined by a specialist in 
the treatment and diagnosis of that 
disease. If the specialist decides that 
he is a tuberculosis case he is sent to 
the sanatorium, where his exact con­
dition is determined by a- thorough and 
systematic "search."
First of all two doctors go over him 

with stethoscopes. One examines his 
back while the other "listens’ at his 
chest. Then they change about, and 
each one makes a separate report.

bedside instructors, who teach their 
patients such occupations as basket- 
weaving, etc. These girls are specially 
trained for the work in Toronto, where 
they must undergo a twelve months 
course of instruction before they can 
qualify as teachers. They usually spend 
only three months in one institution, 
and are then moved to another in order 
that they may not "go stale."

Entertainment Also.
The regular vocational classes 

conducted in well-lighted, pleasant 
rooms in the basement of a building, 
the upper part of which is a well-ap­
pointed recreation hall. The latter has 
a stage at one end and is supplied with 
several hundred seats, so that concerts 
and other entertainments may be en­
joyed by the, men. At the end opposite 
from that occupied by the stage is a 
billiard table, and behind that is a 
motion picture machine, housed in a 
box-like room, the outside wall of which 
conforms to the walls of the main 
building. On one side of the stage is a 
room where piano instruction is given, 
and on the other side, is the string in­
strument room.

Next the patient is placed under the 
fluroscope and another chart is com- 
piled. Finally he is X-rayed and still 
another report is prepared. If the re­
ports from all these examinations tally, 
the result is accepted, but in case of 
any slightest variation a systematic 
check is applied until the mistake is 
discovered. So that the doctors and 
nurses, when treatment commences, 
know exactly what kind of a condition 
they have to deal with.

"As to the supply and demand for the

The Indian famine has proved 
so serious that a large part of the 
Australian wheat must go there at once.

GOVT. TO OPERATE

Up-to-date figures place the total lia­

bility of the G. T. P. at $200,000,000. 
This liability is divided as follows: First 
mortgage, $69,000,000, guaranteed by the 
Government; second mortgage, $23,000,- 
1000, guaranteed by the Grand Trunk; 
third mortgage, $25,000,000, guaranteed| 

by the Grand Trunk; fourth mortgage.; 
$50,000,000, guaranteed by the Grand! 
Trunk; fifth mortgage, $33,000,000, repre-| 
senting Government's loan, in respect of 
which there is no guarantee.
IIn the past three years the operation 
of the road just about broke even, 
though last year the company on oper­
ation was about a million in the hole.

The Grand Trunk lias long desired to 
be rid of the "burden" of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific. In the first place, it 
repudiated obligation in connection with 
the leasing of the hational transconti­
nental; later it leased to the Govern­
ment the Lake Superior branch of the 
G. T. P. Now that portion of the sys­
tem from Winnipeg to Prince Rupert 
has gone into the hands of a receiver, 
in the person of Hon. Dr. Reid, minister 
of railways.

Liabilities Still Stick.
The Grand Trunk has now got rid of 

the G. T. P. but not of the liabilities 
involved through its guarantees, and 
that liability has been computed at 
from five, to seven millions a year. If 
the Grand Trunk continues to keep out 
of default by meeting this charge, it 
will itself avert receivership: if it does 
not then it will meet the fate of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific. And not only 
will it have to meet interest charges, 
but it would appear that the principal 
of a ten million-dollar issue comes due 
in April next. The cessation of opera­
tion in the present case does not, it is 
believed here, involve immediate pay­
ment of principal.

The Grand Trunk has never paid a 
dividend. It would, therefore, appear 
that only hopes for the future of the 
system would induce the shareholders 
and directors to continue to meet the 
interest charges on the G. T. P. and 
accruing principal without Government 
assistance. That assistance, it is al­
most certain, it will not receive.

As a matter of fact yesterday's trans- 
tion by the Government cannot, it is 
believed here, fail to result in the 
ultimate absorbtion of the whole Grand 
Trunk and Grand Grand Pacific system 
into the National Railways.

OTTAWA, March 9.—Hon. J. D. Reid, 

minister of railways, has been appoint­
ed receiver of the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific Railway System. The appoint­
ment follows an official notification 
which Sir Thomas White received on 
Thursday from the vice-president of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway Com- 
pan) A notification that in view of 
the fact that the increased rates ap­
plicable to the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Railway have not been sufficient to 
meet the increased operating expenses, 
it would not be possible for the com- 
pany, owing to lack of funds, to con- 
tinue its operations beyond March 10.

In view of this notice it became ne- 
cessary that the Government should, in 
the public interest, immediately take 
steps to insure the continued operation 
of the system. Under existing legisla­
tion this can be accomplished by an 
application to the courts for the ap­
pointment of receiver.

Takes In Whole System.
The war measures act, however, was 

found to provide adequate authority for 
action by the Government, and conse­
quently an order-in-council was pass- 
ed appointing the minister of railways 
receiver of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
Railway System, which includes the 
branch lines, telegraph, steamships, 
hotel, and other companies.

W. P. Hinton, general manager of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific System, has 
agreed to conform to the requirements 
of the order, and to facilitate the car- 
rying out of the powers and duties re- 
quired of the minister as receiver. The 
immediate object of the order is to 
prevent interruption in the operations 
and management of the system.

An important feature of the order-in- 
council is that which preserves to the 
Government any other and ultimate 
remedies which it possesses under the 
provisions of trust mortgages securing 
issues, which it has guaranteed or 
otherwise, as creditors of the system. 
Similarly the rights and remedies of 
other parties are not interfered with 
by the order.

Will Explain It Today.
The acting premier will, on Monday,

They were united in a 
belief. That religious unity had been 
broken was nothing of which anyone 
should be proud, rather it should be a. 
condemnation. Before this unity was 
broken, there was a better distribution 
of wealth, there were fewer poor 
people. "Martin Luther broke the 
Catholic unity, and he was no model 
for anyone to set up," said the speaker. 
"There was danger and deviltry 400

will be given ancontinued. "Why should we not dare 
to be Christians all the way through, 
our industrial life included? Let our 
money be expended in the making of 
men rather than seek to use the men 
to increase our wealth. Our lives should 
be based on the infallible truth of God, 
and we should seek not only to be 
just but to be generous as well."

"Canada will have to pay her price 
one of these days if she refuses to 
seek right and justice," said he, refer­
ring to Russia as an example of na­
tional wrong-living being punished. 
"For ages the Russian landlords and 
aristocrats have ground the peasants 
down. But God was sitting on His 
throne, and He Said that some day 
the oppressors would pay in blood. That 
time has arrived. Russia lias to pay 
the price for living wrong, and so will 
Canada if she does not live right."

Uphold the Truth.
Referring to the labor movement, the 

speaker intimated that he has been 
accused of wanting to be popular. This 
he characterized as silly. "The only 
thing to uphold is truth/* said he. "If 
the labor movement is not based on 
principles of right and truth it will not 
stand."

Referring to the fact that some peo­
ple have intimated that the business 
of the church is saving souls, and that 
the church should not mingle in labor 
movements, Mr. McIntosh asserted that 
he fully recognized that the duty of the 
church was to the unsaved souls. 
"But." said he, "if we see a house on 
fire we do not hesitate to assist in 
putting out the conflagration. Now 
when the whole structure of civilization 
is rocking to its base 1 take it that 
it is the duty of the Christian church 
to do something to make just and gen­
erous bases for a new generation."

W Chile he believes that the industrial 
system is wrong, he stated that no 
system would work out correctly with 
men who have selfish natures. On 
the other hand there are many men in 
the industrial world today who, despite 
the system, are seeking to live right 
and are treating their employees just­
ly and generously.

SOLDIERS IN RUSSIA Replying to an editorial in a Sarnia 
paper regarding the honestly made mill­
ions, which instanced J. R. Booth as one 
of those men who had made his money 
honestly. Rev. W. R McIntosh in King 
Street Presbyterian Church last even­
ing said that in his opinion J. R. Booth 
was one of th e greatest inducers of Bol­
shevism in the country. The editorial 
referred to a former sermon in which 
Mr. McIntosh said that no man could 
honestly gain a million dollars by his 
own efforts. It pointed out. that J. R. 
Booth had bought timber limits when 
the demand was small and held them 
for a greater demand which brought in­
creased worth.

Not Highwaymen.
Rev. Mr. McIntosh pointed out that he 

did not intend to convey the impression 
that the millionaires stooped to the tac­
tics of a highwayman. "I do say that 
J. R. Booth had no business to have 
those timber limits. God gave them for 
the benefit of all of us. Further, the 
unearned increment came as a result 
of the settlement of the country and he 
is not entitled to all of this. I will guar­
antee to prove that he has not paid his 
men a fair share of the profits who 
worked for him all through this time of 
development."

Reference was also made to a com­
munication which accused him of 
preaching Bolshevism instead of preach- 
ing Christ. The letter also intimated 
that he was pandering to popularity.

Blames Stand-Patters.
Answering this, the speaker said that 

the people mostly responsible for Bol­
shevism are the stand-patters rather 
than the agitators. He does not agree 
with the statement made recently by 
one of London’s citizens that all agita­
tors should be in jail. While he admits 
that some agitators may he responsible 
for a certain amount of bloodshed, he 
expressed the opinion that the stand­
patters who cling to a system now out- 
worn. and who will not allow their men 
a fair share of the results of their labor 
are causing more Bolshevism and blood­
shed today than all of the agitators 
combined.

Special effort 
was made to get mail down before 
Christmas, and as a result one of the 
London men, Signaller E. Harrison, re­
ceived a package of good things that 
had been mailed to him in May, 1918. 
In the meantime it acquired fourteen 
or fifteen postmarks. The cake was 
spoiled, but the cigarettes and choco­
late were real comforts.

Fine Dinner.
Christinas dinner was better than the 

previous year in France. There was 
wild turkey, partridge, plum pudding, 
pies and all manner of good things, he 
said.

Next in the list of social events came 
the Russian Christmas. About the chief 
thing the people did during the day was 
to dress up In their "glad rags," all 
the colors of the rainbow, and some 
the rainbow never dreamed about, ac- 
cording to Signaller Harrison. There 
was a dance at night, but it was dif­
ficult to make out the invitations. "It 
might have been to discuss Bolo pro- 
poganda," says Harrison in his latest 
letter home, "anyway I didn't think I 
would cut much figure dancing in 
Shackleton dancing pumps.

"In spite of the extreme gravity of 
their offence, it is to be hoped that the 
case of the men will be stated fully at 
the court of inquiry and given pub­
licity."

Over 400 Arrested.
The Daily Mail claims that it is only 

fair to the Canadians at Rhyl and to 
the Dominion that an open inquiry 
should be held, and that there should 
be no hushing up. The outbreak is said 
to have started in the Montreal camp 
and then spread to the others. A cor­
respondent says that three of the killed 
were rioters and two loyalists. One 
was killed by a stray bullet while writ­
ing a letter in his hut, and the other. 
Pte. Gillan, was shot through the head 
while defending a Montreal officer 
who was lying on the ground and be­
ing threatened. In all over four hun­
dred soldiers have been arrested and 
conveyed out of the district.

Questioning the woman camp helpers 
they agreed that they had been well 
treated.

Conditions Were Bad.
The Manchester Guardian says: "The 

ascription of the Kinmel riots entirely 
to a few Russian Bolshevists among 
15.000 Canadian soldiers, will not do. 
It is obvious that the conditions of the 
camp were unusually bad. and the fact 
that the food stores were first plunder­
ed is proof. Probably demobilization 
grievances, real or fancied, were a 
more potent cause, and finally it would 
seem that the rioters were not wholly 
to blame for the bloodshed."

"We estimate the present annual lia- 
bility of the G. T. R Company in con- 
nection with the G. T. P. System to be 
considerably over five million dollars per 
annum, and after January, 1923, it will 
n rease to over seven millions."
