Through the kind providence of our Heavenly Father we are
again permitted to meet in Quarterly Session, and may we with
united heart bless and adore the Lord Most High for the mani-
fold mercies received since our last meeting, and for His great
goodness in permitting us again, under such favourable circum-
stances, to meet in Grand Division; and may our deliberations
tend not only to the advancement of our noble eause, the refor-
mation of our fellow men, the elevation of the human character
and the consequent suppression of a monstrous evil, but ever
keeping before us our responsibility to Almighty God, may all
our deliberations redound to His honour and His glory. .

We bave still to regret that there are so many of our Brothers
in the jurisdiction of the National Division to which we are

It is with pleasure that I am again enabled to give a favours-
ble report of the state of the order throughout this jurisdiction,
and I have no doubt that the Brothers will be gratified to learn
by our Annual Returns to the National Division, ending 31st
Dee. last, that our Grand Scribe was enabled to show an increase
in our membership of 1181 over the year previous. In 1863 we
returned 4361, and in 1864 we returned 5542. This must
afford us very great encouragement and fill our hearts with
gratitude to the great Patriarch above for His blessing upon our
feeble efforts thus manifested ; and I may be excused for repeat-
ing a statement made in my last quarterly Report, that at mo
period in the bistory of the Order in this Province have we
enjoyed a greater degree of prosperity than at the present time.
Health and vigor appear in every department of our work ; even
in the nurseries of the Order (th. Bands of Hope) we find
evidences of health and prosperity which could hardly be expeet-
ed in this department during the winter season ; but we find that
several Bands have been organized during the past quarter, and
it is with pleasure that I refer particularly to one which has beew
organized in connection with one of the Divisions in the Islands
of Bermuda. And we would here beg to express our thanks to
Brother George Oxzborrow, General D. G. W. P., for his untir
ing efforts and zeal in the good work of Total Abstinence on that
Island; and we would not forget the Worthy Brothers who
cooperate with him there, but trust that through their combined
efforts the great evils of Intemperance will be speedily removed
from that sea girt Isle.

And it affords me much pleasure to announce that the Order
is being extended into New South Wales by our Worthy Brother
Dr. W. Hobbs who received a Commission of D. G. W. P. from
this Grand Division a few years since.—We learn that he has
organized four Divisions in that Country ; and we humbly -trost
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that God will bless his efforts in this good and noble work. And
it is certainly very gratifying to learn that men of every clime are
embracing the principles of our noble, and we may truly say,
widely extended Order.

And it will be gratifying to this Grand Division to learn that
the Divisions there have applied to the National Division of
North America through our Worthy Grand Seribe for a Charter
to establish a Grand and National Divisions upon that Island
Continent. May the great work of emancipating our fellow men
from moral slavery prosper in their hands.

For particulars in relation to the various Divisions throughout
this jurisdiction I shall be obliged to refer you to the Report of
the Grand Seribe as most of the County Deputies have failed to
give me that information which I require to enable me to make a

pI feel it to be my duty again to call the attention of the Grand
Division to a suggestion made in my report at last Quarterly
Session but which was passed over by the Grand Division. I
mefer to the Incorporation of Subordinate Divisions, and I would
again respectfully suggest to this Girand Division that they

| recommend to the various Divisions throughout this jurisdiction
by circalar or otherwise, the importance of becoming Ineorporat-
o to the end that they be better able to conduct prosecutions
against the violaters of the License Law, and also recomuend a
system for their guidance in conducting such prosecutions.

It affords me very great pleasure to report that the labours of
our esteemed brothers A. McArthar P%—W P., in the West,
and R. M. Barratt, D. G. W. P., in the East have been to a
large extent successful in advancing the interests of the order
and inducing men to break off the strong and evil habit of Intem-
perance. Through their instrumentality new Divisions have been
organized : apparently lifeless ones resuscitated and new life dif-
fused throughout the Order in the various sections in which they
bave Jaboured. ,

This Grand Division will see the importance of keeping these
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labourers in the field for we must feel that we are largely depen-
dent upon their efforts for our success in the work in which we are
engaged. If we would have mén embrace our principles we
must keep those principles constantly before the public mind. I
would respectfully urge upon the Brothers throughout the Prov-
ince the necessity of contributing largely to the Agency fund that
the Agency Committee may be enabled to keep constantly in the
field one or more lecturers and this they cannot do without means
which I hope will be freely and liberally furnished by members
of the Oxder. :

In referring to the organ of the G. Division, T feel that we can-
not place too high an estimate upon this means of propagating our
principles, for through this medium we can find our way into the
very dens of iniquity and by this means we may even reach those
families who consider themselves out of the reach of our princi-
ples, and thus may we save many of the youth of our land who
could not in any other way be brought under the influence of our
noble prineiples, those principles which are caleulated to elevate
the character and purify the mind of man

How necessary then that this department of our work should
receive that support and encouragement which its importance
demand.

I feel that I cannot too earnestly reccormmend the Abstainer to
the favourable consideration of every Son of Temperance, hoping
that every individual will feel it to be his duty to make use of
every legitimate means to extend its circulation; and I feel that
the thanks of this Grand Division are due to our Worthy Grand
Seribe for the very efficient manner with which he conducts our
Organ ; for we all must feel that its constantly increasing powerto
interest and influence the public mind in favour of our principles
are largely owing to his unremitting efforts.

I beg to call the attention of the Bros. throughout the Order
to a resolution passed at Annual Meeting of this Grand Division
calling upon oue and all to contribute towards the amount re
quired to defray the expenses of Delegates attending the next
meeting of National Division. I trust that every Division in the
Province will cheerfully respond to this eall, for we will acknow
ledge the importance of a Representation from this G. Division
which will necessarily involve expenditure.

I may here say that the Annual Returns to the Nationi
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Division already referred to have been duly forwarded by the
Grand Seribe, a copy of which will be found in his Report.

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THE ORDER.IN.NEW SOUTH WALES.

In my last Report I briefly referred to the fact that the Order.
had been established in New South Wales, by the Rev. Dr.
Hobbs, who holds a commission ag D.G.W.P. from this Grand
Division.

By the last mail from England I received a communication
from Dr. Hobbs, in which he officially informs, me that he had
succeeded in organizing four Divisions, viz. :

Day-Spring, No. 1; Rose of Australia, No. 2; Good Sama-
ritan, No. 3; Rising Sun, No. 4. At the date of his letter
(January 19) the first Division numbered over 100 members,
and the Order has already effected much good in the district,
potwithstanding it has been but a short time in operation (the
Charters, &e., having been sent by the Missionary vessel Day-
Spring, which left Halifax last year.)

It may not be inappropriate to give extracts from bro. Hobbs’
letter, as also from one received from bro. W. H, Pasfield, of
Tempe, Cook’s River. Dr. Hobbs writes :—

¢ Intemperance abounds and is the erying sin of the day. Ne
nation, ancient or modern, ever had so many drunkards. The
richest soil bears the rankest weeds. How true it is that the vices
of men flourish most in the midst of fertility. and plenty; but I
have faith, yes, great faith in this organization of the Sons to per-
form a great work in this otherwise beautiful country. My heart
was rejoiced last night (Jan. 18) in attending the Division at Tempe
to see the change effected. One or more publicans are members,
and others have been, transformed, and some are now_to be found
exery Sabbath in the house of God, who, before,, seldom or never
visited such a place, and children have been saved the blighting
influence of drunken parents’ exsmple. The Sons are to have a_
great demonstration on the Anniversary of the Colony, on 26th of
this month (January). We have sold six hundred tickets for tae
excursion by train to Windser, Cornwallis and Richmond, and if
the. Carriages.could be obtained there would be & very much larger
number. This is to raise funds for.a.Grand Division.” - ’

Brother Pasfield, under. date of January 19, writes :—

¢ The Sons of Tenrperance.in this Island Continent are likely to
become a strong and mighty, army. Four Divisions are now, in.
full working order, and have coni¢ to the conclusion that, situsted,
as we are, 80 far from the parent, sogiety, it ig. negessary, that we,
should form a Grgngl‘l)';yisigg.qf ,out own on the same principles,
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and under the same rules-and usages as the Grand Division of
Nova Scotia. Intemperance bere, I am sorry to say, abounds to a
fearful extent ; but I hope-by God’s will, through the Sons of Tem-
perance, to see it perfectly annihilated. It is the greatest draw-
back this Colony has: Men, women and children are victims to
its baneful influence. All sorts of crime abounds throughout the
Colony by its degradirg practieess * * * * In conclusion, I
hope that God will bless our efforts, that we may be the means of
raising many from the degrading state of drunkenness to a state of
happiness, sobriety and-psosperity.” .

Dr. Hobbs in his letter enclosed a formal application from the
four Divisions for a Charber for & Grand Division for the Colony.
They are also desirous of obtaining the privilege of organizing a
National Division. With the concurrence of the Grand Worthy
Patriarch, the. potition for the Grand Division : Charter was for-
warded to the Most Worthy Scribe, with the urgent request that
the prayer of the brethren be complied with. )

I would suggest that this Grand Division address a congratu-
latory letter to-our brethrem in the **distant Colony,” and.
thereby encourage them in their good work.

Taking the Returns for the quarter ended December 81st,
1864, and dividing the Counties of the Province into east and
west, there were, on the date named, in the Eastern Counties
(Cape Breton, Guysborough, Antigonishe, Pictou, Cumberland,
Colchester, and Halifax, including the city) 46 Divisions, 2730
members ; in the Western Counties (Hants, Kings, Annapolis,
Digby, Yarmouth, Shelburne, Queens, and Lunenburg) 64
Divisions, 2750 members. .

The Eastern Counties had an average of 67 Divisions and 390
members cach ; the Western Counties averaged 8 Divisions and
843§ members each.

DECEASED MEMBERS.

In my last Report, the announcement of the decease of two
members of this Grand Division was inadvertently omitted, viz. :
Bros. Benjamin Legge, D. G. W. P., of Kinburn Division,
Mahone Bay, and Wm. S. Huestis, of Wallace Division.

Bro. Legge, after a severe and protracted illness, died at
Mahone Bay on November 7, 1864, in the 60th year of his
age. For many years he filled, with honor to himself and ad-
vantage to the commubity in which he resided, several important
public offices.  When Kioburn Division No. 147 was organized
m January 1859, Bro. Legge conneeted himself with it as oge of
the Charter members. He was initiated into this Grand Divi-
ston at the Annual Meeting held in October of the same year,
and for upwards of four years he'? the office of D. G. W. P,
the dutics of which he discharged to the satisfaction of the Divi-
sion and the officers by whom he was commissioned. His death
was 2 heavy loss to the Division.

(i) O=e Division not reported.
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Bro. Huestis died at Wallace on 7th December, 1864, in the
38th year of his age. He connected himself with the Order at
an early age, was a faithful, consistent and earnest Son of Tem-
perance, and for a number of years held the office of D.G.W.P.

Referred to Committee on State of the Order.

The following Report was read and referred to Com-
mittee on State of the Order:

The Agency Committee have much pleasure in being able to
report that labour has been performed m this department of the
Temperance enterprise during the past three months. Two lec-
turers have been engaged the larger portion of that time under
the direction of your Committee. Brother R. M. Barratt has
made a tour in the eastern parts of the Province embracing the
Counties of Antigonishe, Guysboro, a small portion of Pictou,
and -Colchester, and the Island of Cape Breton. In all the
places visited he was well received, and the members of the
Order and friends of the cause contributed well to the Agency
Fund. Your Committee have not been disappointed in their ex-
pectations with regard to this visit to our friends in the Bastern
Counties; but they hope to hear of still greater good arising
from the infusion of the small portion of Temperance leaven in
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‘that wide field. Brother Barratt reports having travelled 1261
-miles, held, attended and addressed 84 meetings; 55 of these
were public meetings. The amount contributed on behalf of the
Agency Fund was $215.52. Brother Rev. A. McArthur has
<also done good service on a lecturing tour of three months in the
Counties of Hants and Kings. We learn from his report that
he travelled an aggregate of 604 miles, delivered 58 lectures,
visited officially sixteen Divisions, and rceeived on behalf of the
Agency Fund $88.78. He says:—* My visit to Noel, Hants
County, has led to the formation of an interesting Division
there.” Tt is believed that much good will follow these mis-
sionary efforts.  We may not sce the results in every case, but
the benefit is no less real on that account. It would be neces-
sary for us to visit the individuals at their homes to learn what
service has been rendered to them in enabling them to avoid the
evils against which we are labouring, and to perceive the im-
proved habits and freedom from the vicious practices of intoxica-
tion in the families of those parts of the Province. By the
adoption of our principles the community is becoming more
healthy, industrions and prosperous. Families are rising up to
become blessings to the localities in which they live,—poverty
and crime are being baunished from their midst, and religion is
aided in its benignant operations. Your Committee regard the
work entrusted to them as of the highest importance. They are
encouraged in carrying it forirard by the sympathy felt through-
out the Order amongst its most intelligent mémbers, and by the
conviction that the members of the Grand Division, especially,
will in their own localities give their earnest efforts to sustain
these benevolent operations. ‘

It will be seen by the foregoing table that I travelled an ag-
gregate of six hundred and four (604) miles, delivered fifty-eight
(58) lectures, visited officially sixteen (16) Divisions, and col-
lected 7the sum of eighty-eight dollars and seventy-three cents

$88.73).

( My visit to Noel, Hants Co., has led to the formation of an
interesting Division there. I have reason to believe that my
tour has been productive of good, although that good may not
appear in the form of new Divisions. Results of this kind could
scarcely be expected from the circumstances of the field of opera-
tion. A rival Order had been introduced into Hants and Kings
immediately prior to my visit. forestalling at nearly every point
efforts in the way of organization.

Much of my winter work consisted in strengthening the things
which remained and were ready to perish. I am sorry to report,
that in the district of my labors three Divisions have suspended
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operation, threc or four others have heen considerably reduced in
numbers, the rest remain firm, whilst others, rtimulated by
rivalry, show signs of increase and prosperity. In most of the
places which I visited the Temperance cause is in an encouraging
condition. For particulars, I beg to refer the Committee to the
printed notes of my Temperance tour.

I cannot elose this report without returning the warmest thanks
to those kind friends whose generous hospitality sustained and
comforted me on my journey. Their names would make too
long a list, and to mention any without the whole would be in-
vidious.

BROTHER R. M. BARRATT’S REPORT.

Rerorr or MisstoNn under the appointment of the
Agency Committee of Grand Division, made between
the 17th January and 21st April, 1865.

Havixa left Halifax on the 17th January, I on that evening
Lectured in Truro, being the only meeting I held in the County
of Colchester ; then proceeded according to the plan laid down
for me to Pictou, and thence through portions of Antigonish and
Guysboro Counties, and on the 13th of February crossed the
Strait of Canso and landed on the Island of Cape Breton. AsI
understood that this interesting portion of our jurisdiction was
the more especial object of interest to the Committee I devoted a
large proportion of time to the work on that Island, my visit
oocupying within a few days of two months, and then left it
feeling that a longer time would not have been ill spent, but the
spring having commenced earlier than usual, and the roads heing
bad prevented meetings being profitably held. I recrossed the
Strait on the 8th of April, and arrived in the City on the 21st,
visiting several localities on my return.

The Order in the Island of Cape Breton, has suffered (in
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common with other parts of our jurisdiction) for want of being
visited, although Brother D. Johuston the D. G. W. P. of
Cape Breton and other brothers have exerted themselves there
to supply the want.

I found a great readiness en the part of the brethren to
forward me in my work, and had the pleasure in believing that
in some places I left warm friends where on my arrival I was
an entire stranger.

The Island of Cape Breton is & most valuable portion of our
Province and well deserves attention, as in many portions it much
requires more active efforts on the part of the friends of social im-
provement. The County of Cape Breton especially presents a
most promising field for Temperance efforts, and while drinking
habits and the traffic in strong drink is all too prevalent, there
is a strong Temperance feeling pervading a large portion of the
more respectable of its people and the Order is exerting a
powerful influence for good.

There are eight Divisions in that County at present in
working order, and several of them among the most prosperous
in our jurisdiction.

The Charters of ¢ Coxheath” and ‘“Brougham” I was
compelled to bring home with me neither of these Divisions
having been working for some time.

In Victoria County I found the Order totally inactive, but
had the pleasure of reviving ** Renfrew Division’” (at Baddeck)
under most promising circumstances. ‘“ Guthrie”” at North Bou-
larderie and ‘“Onward” at Big Baddeck are both hopelessly
dead, and their Charters surrendered.

In Inverness County I found the Order in the same state,
totally inactive, and regret that I have to report the Divisions
at ‘“Lake Ainslie” and * Whycocomagh’ dead. The ¢ Hart
Division™ at Margaree I bad the pleasure of resuscitating and
trust that * Mabou Division™ is by this time again at work. I
also had the satisfaction of instituting  Morning Light Division”
at the Strait of Canso, on the Tth of April.

The County Deputies for Cape Breton, Victoria and Inver-
ness, are all that can be desired, and while I received most
marked attention and kindoess from many others, my thanks
are specially due to these brothers for the trouble they each took
to forward me in my work comfortably.
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In Guysboro County the Order is holding its way, and I had
the pleasure of instituting * Youths Refuge Division” at Melrose
in that County on the 9th of February last under most promising
circumstances.

In Antigonish County there is probably as small an an.ount of
Intemperance as in any County I have visited, 2lthough there is
no lack of it even there. We have only one Division in that
County, «“ St. Andrews’ in Antigonish Village, but it is the
nearest approach to a mouel Division I have any where mot
with, and is exerting a more than ordinary powerful influence for
good. .

The Order in Pictou County o far as T was enabled in my
brief visit to ascertain is barely holding its own. ** New Glas-
gow’’ and ** Albion Mines” Divisions are the most prosperous,
and in the latter place the Rum traffic is under bann. In
Pictou Town the Temperance friends have a hard pull against
the powerful influence of the Liguor traflic. I regret my inabili-
ty to visit the other portions of this fine County, but hope to do
5o during the sunmer.
