C A P. XXI.

An Act to confirm certain Acts of the Legislature
of Newfoundland respecting the rebuilding of
the Town of Saint John's Newfoundland, and to
enable the said Legislature to make other Pro-
visions respecting the rebuilding of the said
Town. [24th May 1849.]

HEREAS by an Act passed in the First Year of King

George the Fourth, intituled An Act to regulate the 1 G.4. c.51.
rebuilding of the Town of Saint John's in Newfound-

land, and for indennifying Persons giving up Ground for that
Parpose, it was enacted, that certain Streets and Cross Streets in
the said Town should be respectively of the Width specified in the
said Act: And whereas by an Act of the Legislature of Newfound-
land passed in the Ninth and Tenth Years of the Reign of Her present
Majesty, intituled An Act to regulate the rebuilding of the Town oJ 9 & 10 viet.

M1ajesty, entitled ' An Act to regulate the rebuilding of the
' Town of Saint John's, and the Drainage and Sewerage of the
' same, and to repeal certain Acts therein mentioned,' certain
Provisions are made respecting the Boundaries, Width, and Direc-
tion of certain Streets and Cross Streets or Fire Breaks in the
said Town of Saint John, and such Provisions may conflict with
the Provisions of the said Act of the First Year of King George the
Fourth: And whereas it is expedient that the said Acts of the
Legislature of Newfoundland should be confirmed, and that such
Legislature should be enabled from Time to Time to make other
Regulations concerning the rebuilding of the said Town: Be it there-
fore enacted by the Queen's most Excellent Majesty, by and with
the Advice and Consent of the Lords Spiritual and Temporal, and
Commons, in this present Parliament assembled, and by the Authority
of the same, That all the Provisions of the said recited Acts of the
Legislature of Neufoundland shall be deemed to have been, from the
passing of such Acts respectively, valid and effectual to all Intents
and Purposes; and it shall be lawful for the said Legislature of
Newfoundland, by any Act or Acts made in the Manner and subject
to the Conditions which may be by Law required in respect of Acts
made by such Legislature, from Time to Time to make such Provision
as to such Legislature shall seem meet concerning the rebuilding or
building of the said Town of Saint John's, and all or any of the
Matters and Things mentioned and provided for in and by the said
Act of the First Year of King George the Fourth, and in and by
the said recited Acts of the said Legislature respectively, anything in
the said. Act of the First Year of King George the Fourth or any Law
or Usage to the contrary notwithstanding.
