named in the invoice and entry in question, then and in snch case no refund of 
the duty or any part thereof shall in any case be allowed, and all applications for 
refund of duty In such cases shall lie submitted with the evidence and all particu­
lars for decision of the Minister of Customs, who may then order payment on 
finding the evidence to be sufficient and satisfactory.

9. Resolved, That it is expedient to provide, that the whole or part of the 
duty ol thirty per cent ad valorem imposed by this Act upon wines imported into 
Canada, may be dispensed with upon proclamation ol the Governor in Council, 
which may bn issued whenever it appears to his satisfaction that the Governments 
of France and Spain, or either of them, have made changes in their tariff of 
duties imposed upon article* imported from Canada in reduction or repeal of 
the duties now in force in said countries.
