The same scout once led a detach-
ment of soldiers across the twenty
mile desert valley at which is now
the settlement of Dos Cabezos, ia
Southeastern Arizona, and “hence in-
to the Dragon Mountains, where he
found a week-old trail of a dozen fu-
gitive Apaches among the granite, yes
the trooper saw not the least indica-
tion that any human being had beea
that way in years

For five days the Pima scout scent-
ed the trail like a hound. He led the
soldiers through ravines, among thor-
ny cacti and chaparral, amid miles of
bowlders, over sun-baked hills and
along the foot of bald mountaing. AN
He kept
his eves constantly busy, and occa-
stonally he motioned to his followers,
t0 point out that he was fol-
lowing the right trail. At last, one
noon, he suddenly stopped his horse,
motioned to Lis followers to grt their
weapons ready and to dismount.
Then the Indian scout crawled for
hali an hour on his hands and knees
over the hard, brown earth, scrutin-
izing the soil for footprints. He went
back to Lieutenant Cowles, in com-
mand of the detachment, and said
softly that the Apaches were in camp
less than a mile away. Then he guid-
