Statistics published at London show that under the Cana­
dian preference British exports of leather and leather goods 
have risen from seven to fourteen per cent. The total im­
ports 0-f sole leather have jumped from two to twenty-five 
per cent. The export of boots has increased slightly, but, 
adds a London writer, the fault is that British makers do 
not study fashions as Americans do.

—We learn from Kingston, Ont., that rails hâve been laid 
connecting the north and south ends of the Bay of Quinte 
Railroad extension from l'weed to Bannockburn, so that it 
is now possible to make the entire trip by rail, passing 
through the villages of Bridgewater, Queensboro’, and Allen 
settlement, and connecting with the Central Ontario Railway 
at Bannockburn. The contractors began work on this ex­
tension about the middle of May, so that the construction of 
the 20 miles of track Jras been completed within a period of 
six months.

—We learn from Portland, Me., that the Dominion Line 
passenger steamships in the service between Liverpool and 
that port will call at Halifax this winter on the westward 
voyages, which may mean that the greater number of pas­
sengers will be landed at Halifax. The ships will not call at 
Halifax on the eastward passage. The passenger steamships 
will be Canada, Dominion, Cambroman and Vancouver.

At a recent meeting of the. Provincial Government, says
a St. John, N.B., letter, it was understood that an increase in 
the stumpage on lumber cut in the Province was decided upon. 
The new rate will be, $1.50 per thousand feet upon spruce
and pine, and in proportion upon other timber. The old rate 
was $1 per thousand.—One thousand two hundred and eighty-seven buildings, 

costing $5,603.000, is Winnipeg’s building record to date this 
year. For the same period 1,142 permits have bem issued. 
The parties interested are between 900 and 1,000. The value 
of the buildings is more than double the showing of last year’s 
record, double and nearly a million over. The permits have 
increased by more than 300, and the buildings in an equal 
ratio.

In a recent memorial to the Govern­
ment upon this subject the New Brunswick Lumbermen’s As­
sociation asked that the inorease.be not more than to $1.25, 
but the association will be notified1 that $1.50 has been de­
cided upon.

—The total immigrant arrivals in Canada for the ten months 
of the present calendar year number 121,115, of which 17,541 
are from the British Isles, 39,046 from the United States and 
34.528 from the continent of Europe. For the, month of Oc­
tober the arrivals were 7,892. The department will soon in­
augurate active work for a largqr immigration than ever from 
Great Britain next year, and the plans are, already under way. 
A.rangements are being made for a campaign in both France 
and Belgium. The work will, of course, be altogether in the

So much concerned were the officials at the showing 
of their own figures, in respect of iron and steel, that 
a special memorandum was prepared. It covers three 
years, 1899, 1900 and 1901. The nine chief producers 
of iron and steel are given their order of magnitude, 
the Lnited States, Germany, the United Kingdom, 
Spain, Russia, France, Austria, Sweden and Belgium. 
In these three years Germany, the U. K., Spain and 
France have lost ground as producers of iron ore, while 
the U. S., Austria, Sweden and Belgium have increased. 
The U. S. increased from 24,863,000 tons in 1899 to 
28,887,000 tons in 1901. The output in Great Britaiin 
shrank from 14,461,000 tons in 1899 to 12,276,000 
tons in 1901; less than in any year sinco 1895. The 
L. K. reached high-water mark as producers of iron 
ore in 1882, an output of 18 million tons, 
consumption of home and foreign iron-ore England 
lias fallen from the first to the third rank.

judicious system of !‘refection, the general standard of wages 
would rise, and at least that the present tendency toward* 
lower wages would be cheeked. I have explained why under 
Free Trade wages cannot rise, and in doing so I am not put­
ting forward any strange, doctrine or arguments, for that 
doctrine and those arguments have been virtually endorsed 
by the old Free Trade politicians themselves. Cobden and 
Bright both agreed that under the new system they were pro- 

e moting wages would go down. John Bright, in a letter to an 
American manufacturer, wrote: “Protection will not content 
itself with enriching manufacturers, but will be called in to 
give high wages and shorter hours of labour to your work­
men.” The basis of their case was the necessity for cheap 
manufacture. That cheap manufacture they sought to secure 
by reducing the cost of labour, and. in order to make lower 
wages possible, to cheapen the necessaries of life. But the 
policy they pursued has defeated its own ends, as I have 
shown; instead of making manufacturing cheap by this policy 
they have rendered it impossible for our manufacturers to 
produce cheaply—in fact are gradually making it impossible to 
produce at all.

But, it may be replied, is it not a fact that during the last 
thirty years the wages of many cl a sees of workmen have 
risen? Yes; the rate of wages has risen in many instances, 
and the fact is one of the principal reasons why so many 
persons me wedded to Free Trade. But why have they risen? 
Setting asidi'* the question of the growth of trade-union power, 
under which workmen have been able to insist upon a larger 
division of the profits—a process which has certainly now 
about reached its limits—you have the important considera­
tion that in the ease of manufactures thle influence of Free 
Trade is only just beginning to operate. It is only in quite 
recent years that foreign manufacturers have begun to pour 
their goods into this country.

I have already explained the effect which free ini]>ortation 
has had upon one middlemen and their worknie.l, and I would 
also point to the employment supplied by Government and 
municipalities, working on borrowed1 money, and often giving 
higher than the manljet rate of wages for corrupt political 
reasons. These conditions cannot last. A period of reduction 
of wages is beginning; from all parts of the country comes 
the cry of slackness of trade, partial employment, lower wages.
Let tHe workman reflect that this is the result of Free Trade, 
and that nothing but protective legislation against foreign 
competition will help him.

There is another consideration worth looking at. Mr. G. H.
Wood, in his paper on Working-Class Progress since 1860, 
rend before the Royal Statistical Society on December It),
1800, showed that, though the rate of wages had increased, 
unemployment bad also increased. According to the returns 
of trade unions, the average unemployment in 1860-64 was 
only 2.71 per cent.; in 1880 80 it was 3 34 per cent.; and the 
Labour Department (though its figures cover a wider range are
of industries) shows that the average unemployment in 1800- 
06 was 6.04 pier cent.

There is no reason to doubt that wages can only be kept 
up by Protection, and that the working classes have conse­
quently the strongest interest in Protection. As President 
Kooswelt, in one of his speeches on the Tariff, said, the ob­
ject of Protection is to defend American workmen from com­
petition with workmen whose standard of living is lower.
As Mr. Joint P. Young, the author of a most excellent Ameri­
can treati«e on Protection and Progress, says (p. 450) : “Eng­
lish ('obdenitPs render themselves unfit to pronounce upon 
the workings of a projierly constructed protective tariff, and 
fail bo see that it operates almost wholly in the interest of 
the classes who are conqieNed to toil productively to earn a 
livelihood."

TUB DAIftY INDUSTRY IN THE WEST.

The dairy division of the Dominion department of agrieul- 
ture several years ago established a number of creameries 
in the Territories under government control. At the present• 
time, according to a Winnipeg report, there are eighteen 
creameries of this sort in operation in the Territories, situ­
ated at Calgary, Inniefail, Edmonton, Tlndastoll, Wetaskiwin, 
Red Deer, Blaokfalds and La combe in the Territory of Alberta, 
at Churchbfidge, Moose Jaw, White wood, Regina, Moosomin, 
Saltcoats, South Qu'Appelle and Grenfell in the Territory 
ot Assiniboia, and at Prince Albert in Saskatchewan. Three 
of the creameries formerly managed were closed by the de­
partment in 1002, owing to the lack of patronage. Last year 
five carloads of butter from the government creameries 
exported to Great Britain, one was sold for export to Queens­
land, Australia, and shipments were also made to China, 
•lapon and the Yukon. The remainder was disposed of in 
local and British Columbia markets.
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Up to Oct. 1 of this year the output of butter from the 
government creameries, the report adds, exceeded that of 
last year by lOO.OOi) pounds. The increase has been mainly 
in Alberta. This year all the butter has been taken by the 
markets of Western Canada, or has beçn exported to the 
Orient, none having been shipped to Great Britain. The ex-/ 
hi bit of Canadian dairy products at the great Japanese Ex­
position at Osaka was an excellent advertisement and has 
already home fruit ; three new customers for butter have 
already been secured by the department in that country 
direct result of that exhibition.
the Orient is for the European residents there and- not for 
the natives, and the chief of the dairy division hopes also to 
develop an extensive trade with the warships touching at 
Nagasaki for coal. In the case of the trade with the war- 
ships, they sometimes stay several weeks at this coaling sta­
tion, and1 in that time it would be possible to get a supply of 
tresh butter to them from Canada. Part of the butter ship­
ped this season, especially in the summer monthsi, went for­
ward in tins, but a considerate quantity has also been sent 
in boxes of assorted sizes. It stands the journey very well 
in the latter, and has been reported in very good condition 
nn arrival. The Yukon trade is increasing, and shipments 
have been made to that district in boxes also.
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Government in the Egg Trade.—In connection with the sys­
tem of government creameries in the Territories, the depart­
ment has adopted the plan of collecting eggs from the farm­
ers and bolding them in storage. “It worked1 well the first 
season,” says an official report, f‘and has improved ever since, 
but greater improvement is noticeable in the eggs this year 
t han ever before. The plan adopted is as follows; Each cream- 
ery patron has a number and he is required to mark this 
number in pencil on all .the eggs he supplies. No driver will 
accept the eggs without the number being on. These eggs v 

held at the creamery for a short time and then Kent in 
refrigerator ears with the butter to the storage at Calgary.
There nil the eggs are examined and classified by in «Xpert 
who has the egg lists in front of him, and every farmer is 
credited with the exact number of each class of eggs lie has 
sent . The department advances fifteen cents per do sen on 
the eggs at the time they are received and inter the farmer 
gets the balance according to the classification. This vr-nr 
the average price tp the farmer will lie just about twenty 
cents per dozen for the season, or fully double what could 
have been obtained locally. Abolit 30.000 dozen will be han­
dled. Last year 21.000 dozen were handled1 and the town of 
Calgary consumed them all. Shipping first class eggs greatly 
increases consumption, and it will be some time before the

Already I am advertising excursions from all parts 
of the United States, that will leave every Tuesday, begin­
ning from the first Tuesday in March right up to the first 
Tuesday in June. I think the American s.-ttler is the best 
fixed of all the settlers that come into Canada. Every one, 
you might say, is independent. When they reach this side 
of the line they are worth anywhere from $200 to $2,000. 
Resides they are farmers who know how to work the land 
on which they are moving.

They came from Minne­
sota and North Dakota, and are doing well in their first 
year. There are about 500 families in the colony. They 
have not cultivated any great areas during this, their first 
year, but what crops they have got are the gest in the whole 
country. Fall wheat went 51 bushels to the acre, and their 
oats as High as 125 busMsls to the acre.

the British Cotton-Growing Association, and promised that 
should they agree to thle course we would forward an equal 
a mount. We are pleased to say tha t over 68 per cent, of our 
workprople did agree, and are giving to-day’s labor. We 
-hall be able to send you in a few days a cheque for approxi­
mately £550.

What distinguishes this contribution of the operatives very 
no!airly from previous ones is that It will be felt as something 
of a personal sacrifice by each and all concerned, whereas the 
mere voting of a lump sum out of accumulated funds would 
not be felt as touching any Individual's pocket. And. withal, 
their Imagination must have been touched, and this ha* en- 
al led them to realize, In somei degree, one aspect of the 
ideal of Umpire, and to recognize that the attainment of such 
Ideal is worth a personal sacrifice. The India Mill operatives 
in Baeup are to be complimented, and their employer# con­
gratulated, on the result of their joint efforts “in this be­
half,” as the lawyers would say. As no cotton mill-owners 
ever make in profits more than a mimite fraction of what 
they pay in «ages, the livm's own contribution is propor­
tionately a. very handsome one. If a similar spirit of intel­
ligent generosity had characterized the cotton trade employ­
ers during the past thirty years, the staple, industry of Lan­
cashire would to-day be very differently circumstanced. How­
ever, it la not yet beyond the possibility of great improve­
ment- It only need# that both parties, employer# and em­
ployai, shall eo-operate towards that great end, and that vote- 
lmngry politicians shall cease from exploiting it.

Lord Mashem. whose long career as an inventor and mami- 
laeturer in the oldest of our national textile industries, com­
mands the respect of thos- who may differ from Him in many 
tilings, has written to us suggesting that we should call spe­
cial attention to f he foregoing significant item of news relat­
ing to England’s cotton-supply policy. Hie lordship—who (to 
quote hie own words) in 1847, the year Lord Rosebery was 
h im, was Colrden’s chairman when he was returned for the 
West Riding unopposed, and had then been years in business 
—was an “Imperialist" long before that term was invented, 
and, quarter of a century ago. propounded a commercial here­
sy that has to-day become a widely-accepted dogma. He 
wae heterodox then upon the com question, and Is now 
scarcely orthodox in regard to cotton: for he suggests that 
Its cultivation within the Empire should be subsidised by the 
«State. He writes—“Our object should be not alone to secure 
within the Empire a safe and cheap supply of food for our 
toiling nSiilinns. but also of raw material, for that, la almost 
as neeesary.

DA1RY CONFERENCE AT OTTAWA.

The high quality of butter and cheree made throughout th - 
Uominion bears ample testimony to the good résulta accru 
ing from the various meetings and addressee of local pro 
fessors, whose sole aim is to bring the dairy products of 
Canada on a level with those of the best anywhere produced. 
At the recent Dairy Conference at Ottawa, Mr. J. F. Tilley, 
superintendent of dairying in New Brunswick, took for his 
subject "Is it advisable to recommend pasteurization In Can­
adian creameries?" Mr. Tilley took a decided stand In oppo 
si-tion to pasteurization and advocated proper feeding of rows, 
cleanliness in caring for the milk at all stages, and proper

(the creemerie#. These» ne 
thought, would obviate the necessity for pasteurieation. 
which was difficult to carry out satisfactorily and was always 
liable to produce a flavor which ie strongly objected to in the 
British markets.

Mr. 1/eclair detailed the results of experiments in pasteur­
ization at the St. Hyacinthe Dairy School, showing that fresh­
ly mode butter from pasteurized cream showed no better 
quality than that from unpasteurized1 cream, but that after 
being retained for 76 days the pasteurized butter retained its 
butter much better and scored 2 point* higher for flavor than 
t'he unpasteurized article. At the end of 76 days the differ 
enoe was still more marked. He did not consider the experi­
ment conclusive, as no salt or other preservative was used 
in either of these butters. In hie experience the milk or 
cream1 showing the worst flavors was most in need of pas­
teurization, and at the St. Hyacinthe Dairy School that sys­
tem had been adopted during the winter season. Mr. J. A. 
McKeetere considered that when «rendition# were not ideal, 
pasteurization improved both the flavor and keeping qualities 
of butter. The cost of installing the pasteurizing plant and 
the Increased cost of operation were obstacles to its general 
adoption and rendered the pecuniary advantage of the system 
problematical.

Mr. A. W. Woodard believed that it was admitted, by British 
importers that fresh Canadian butter was equal to Danish, 
but that it did not retain Its flavor so well. If pasteurization 
would improve the keeping qualities of our butter, why not 
adopt it? Prof. Dev believed from Ms own experience that 
pasterizatkm improved the keeping quaHtiw and uniformity 
of butter made from the average milk received at the cream­
eries. and he would unheeltatiugly recommend the general 
adoption of the system.

44,009 pounds, equal to 84,666. This, too, in a cool season 
"hen the difference was not as marked as in a hot summer.

The excess of moisture and consequent prevalence of mould 
in n cool room could be prevented by using a forced circula­
tion of air by means of a fan. The speaker believed that cool 
miring of cheese should be generally done at the factories, as 
cheese shipped greeen to the storage rooms in Montreal, as 
previously spoken of, were likely to be at least three or four 
lays on the road, and this was almost sure to result in in­
jury. as green cheese could not safely be exposed to ordinary 
temperatures for more than two days. Th- fact that during 
i ie past two cool summers there had been scarcely any crit­
icism of the quality of Canadian cheese showed clearly the 
advantage of cool curing.

At Amsterdam, 
the average price was sixty-seven Dutch cents per half-kilo- 
gram, and at London an average of one shilling per pound 
was paid.

H ALLEGED WILFUL DAMAGE AT BROCK VILLE.

OCEAN “GREYHOUNDS” NOT PROFITABLE.
An unusual case was aired at the Brockviile, Ont., Police 

Court some days ago, when Chas. J. Altman, formerly one of 
the members of the Union Hat Works firm, was tak n into 
custody charged with being a party to mutilating goods in 
process of manufacture at the hat works factory, with the 
intent to render the same useless. Some time ago, writes 
a correspondent, Mr. Altman, who was the junior number 
of the firm, withdrew by mutual consent of the other two 
pirtnerx. Before and since then disagreements existed be­
tween Mr. Altman and Ids former partners, and it is 
alleged that Altman while at the hat works employed and 
bribed a workman named McQuigge to cause part of the ma­
chinery to be so disarranged as to destroy a large quantity 
of hate while in process of manufacture, to the extent of 
.$3,000. When the discovery was made the firm engaged De- 
tectve T. F. Milloy, of Montreal, one of the Government 
Secret Service men, and also one of the Quebec provincial 
detec Lives.

McQuigge in the meantime mow d to Belleville. Milloy 
made his acquaintance there in disguise, and states that lie 
obtained from him a confession, making a clean breast of the 
whole affair, in which he implicated Altman. On the strength 
of this McQuigge was placed under arrest ana brought here 
yesterday. Ho is now in jail on remand. The parties were 
not ready to proceed when Altman was arraigned, and the 
case was enlarged for a week. The magistrate fixed ball at 
$4,000, the prisoner in $2,000, and two sureties of $1,000 each, 
also $500 in cash. This Altman could not secure, and 
accordingly remanded to jail. It is likely that McQuigge 
and Allman will waive the preliminary hearings and be 
rnitted for trial before the judge.

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AirnFIOIAL NIAGARA FOR ST. LOUIS EXPOSITION. A NEW LIGHT BRIGADE.

:An immense artiîieliil cascade ’has been determined upon by 
tlic authorities of the Louisiana Purchase Exposition, St. 
Louis, Mo., as tile centrepiece of the1 semi-circular lay-out of 
,he principal buildings. The cascade itself will be divided into 
t hree parts—a large middle cascade with a smaller one at 
each side—the water flowing directly into the head of the 
Gland Basin. In ali, about 90,000 gallons of water per minute 
"ill be supplied at a head, of 159 feet, forming the greatest 
artificial water effect ever attempted.

The water will be taken from the Grand Basin and will 
be raised to the top of the cascade by a pumping station 
located under Festival Hall,

Hie* expected 
that by the end of the. season the export 
trade in cheese and butter would have to 
its credit $6,000,000 in excess of any pre­
vious sieeson. In his opinion, the high 
prices that have prevailed1 during the pre­
sent season have been largely due to the 
favorable weather conditions. The les­
son he learned was that in future they 
must not allow hot seasons -to injure the 
trade. Cool curing must be provided for 
in some way, either at the factory or in 
the storage of the exporter. Mr. Ballan­
tyne reported a marked improvement in 
the making of cheese since he went to 
Montreal three years ago.

have heeii replaced by steel cylinders and 
hydraulic presses, so that not only is a 
greater yield obtained, but the quality 
of the oil is better. Nearly all the ma­
chinery is of Spanish make.

After being extracted, the oil is run 
into earthenware jars or tin tanks, and, 
after a certain time, strained so as to 
separate it from the amurca. It is then 
poured into deposits to be kept until re­
quired, alcohol being sometimes used to 
keep off the action of the air.

The lower grades of oil, as well as the 
amuroa, are used in the manufacture of 
common soap. !
