The crime of simony takes its name
from this Simon Magus or Simon the
Magician. An ecclesiastical living in-
cludes the charge of souls, and its pur-
chase is a traflic in sacred things which
is strictly forbidden by the Catholic
Church. The Church of England is
subject; to this same law, which has been
confirmed by many Acts of Parliament
passed since the Reformation ; but it
has bheen evaded by ‘¢ advowsons " to
such an extent that traflic in livings
takes place openly and constantly.
The advertisement to which we have
already referred is an example of this
sort of simony. It is as follows:

Her
left side was so badly affected that the
muscles of the knee were coutracted,
and it was deemed necessary to perform
an operation, which could not well be
done at the convent, so she was brought
to Lanark hospital, which is in charge
of the Sisters of Charity of St. Vineent

The cheerfulness which generally
characterizes the blind, has frequently
been remarked upon as an anomaly,con-
sidering their afliction, and the wany
pleasures from which they are debarred
by their lack of sight. This is explained
by the belief that God in withdrawing
one faculty, in His mercy strengthens
the qualities of the mind, thus enabling
the ones thus aficted to bear the bur-
den with unlooked-for equanimity.

The blind always possess & melan-
choly interest fer those to whom God
has given the full possession of their
faculties. They are as it were exiles
in the land of night; and we look upon
them with that curiosity we bestow on
travellers into strange and unfrequent-
ed regions.

It is a suggestion of the Sacred Heart
Review to teach the devotion of the
Rosary to the blind who are not of our
faith, for it says Catholies who are
blind, have in the devotion of the Ros-
ary an advantage over others wholare
similarly afllicted. The teaching would
include the explanation, in simple but
vivid words, of all the mysteries, until
the Annunciation, the Crucifixion, the
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Resurrection, and all the rest stood out
before the mind as so many word-pic-
tures. Then should be added the fur-
ther impressing of the fact that, as the
prayers are said, one is joining with the
angels in their sweet songs before our |
Lord and theirs.
The number of the blind in the United |
States exceeds 50,000. Their condi- |
tion has long attracted the attention of |
the benevolent, and many schemes have |
been devised to render their burden |
less heavy. Perhaps their chiefest af-
fliction is that they are driven in upon |
