Better than aM tbe elaborate and
costly appuratus for extinguisbing fires
a ¢ coustaut caie aud watcbtulness,
and quick and iotelligent action on
the part of those who first discov-
eru g:e in progress, The fire, which
at 1ts beginning could be swotbered
with a pucket bandkerehief, or dashed
out with a bucket of water, neglected
a tew . hours, lays 1n waste millions of
dollars worth of propeirty.  1f there 18
auy time when a p 1son should be coul
and ca!m, in perfect command of him-
self, 1t is when be discoveis a fire that
threatens the destruction of hfe aud

roperty.  The first thing to dois to
earn precisely where it is; the second
to consider the chances of extinguish-
ing it. Of course, 1n cities, an alarm
should at unce be sent cut, but at the
sawe time a vigorous eff rt should be
made to put out'the fire with the means
at hand; for sumetimes what the fire
engine is unable to accowplish when
1 reaches the scene, cun be dome by
one or two persuns who act promptly
betore the g:mea bave bad tiwe to
gain headway.

First, then, do not be ala rmed on ac-
count of smuke. Fiequently there 18
a good deal of smouke vefore the fire
bus made much progress.
