To Restrict the Exposure of Meat, Fruit,

<ot

NE of the most vital questions
before the grocery, fruit and
provision trades of Canada
to-day is ‘‘ How much lati-
tude should be allowed in

connection with the outdoor display and
exposure of meat, fruit, fish, milk, and
other food products?”’ No one will
gainsay that the open-air displays so
popular within the last year or two are
anything but conducive to public health

In the matter of fresh meat, for in-
stance, during the holiday season of
1904, in some of our larger towns and
cities, the casual observer could not
help having the impression that fully
two-thirds of the butchers’ and provi-
sioners’ supplies of dead meat and poul-
try were exposed to the open air in
iront of shops. This may do very well
when the temperature is low and the air
free from dust. On a windy day, how-
ever, when the atmosphere is laden with
dust particles and other impure matter,
a hind quarter of beef is none the het-
ter, to say the least, for having bheen
exposed in this manner even for a few
hours. A similar method of displaying
fresh and frozen fish on exposed shelves
and tables in front of store windows is
also open to criticism. The same objec-
tions apply to out-door display of fish
as to meats, an added one in the case
of fish being the disagreeable odor, in-
forming one that he is in the neighbor-
hood of a fish store when he is a hlock
away.

What threatens to become a nuisance
is the store front displays of fruit and
vegetables during our fruit season. Cer
tain varieties of fruit are displaved day
after day in such a way that they are
exposed to all the impurities of a dusty,
dirty thoroughfare. 1In the case of hard
fruits, such as apples, pears, etec., this
is not serious, since the fruit may be
washed. Peaches, strawberries, rasp-
berries, ete., will become contaminated
in a very few hours, and it is clearly
contrary to the most fundamental rules
of health that they should be exposed
in such a manner for two days in suc-
cession.

The present method of carting meats.
fruits, ete., from farm to market and
through public thoroughfares from
dealer to consumer, is open to all the
objections that can he raised against
outdoor display, in as far as the ex-
posure of meat, fruit, etc., to all kinds
of weather, dust and a thousand other
impurities, owing to carelessness in

Fish, Etc.

handling and a lack of proper covering,
causes the use of such products to be at-
tended with more or less risk.

- A By-law Along the Right Lines.

By way of offering a solution to this
question, Dr. Sheard, medical health
officer for the city of Toronto, has pre-
pared a by-law regulating and restrict-
ing the exposure of meat, fruit, fish
milk and other goods upon public streets
unless protected and covered so as to
avoid contact with dust and other ob-
jectionable matter. This by-law will
be presented at the first meeting of the
city council in February. and followed
by a petition at the first session of the
Provincial Legislature asking that the
city council be empowered to pass the
by-law. TIts provisions are as follows:

1. The Medical Tlealth Officer, or such
officer or officers as he may appoint,
shall be the Inspector or Inspectors un-
der the provisions of this bhy-law, whose
duty it shall be to see that the provi
sions of this by-law shall be carried out

2. It shall be wunlawful within the
limits of the municipality of the citv of
Toronto to expose upon any street or
streets or in any market or public place
or places any carcass, meat, poultry,
game, flesh, fish, fruit, or milk, unless
the same be so protected as to avoid
contact with dust, water, or other mat-
ter which might tend to render the same
offensive or objectionable for the pur-
poses of food; the proof that the same
was not intended for food for man rest
ing with the party charged

3. All carcasses, meat, poultry, game
flesh, fish, fruit, or milk intended to be
used as food for man shall, when being
conveved from place to place within the
municipality, be carried in a closed or
dust-proof vehicle, or so thoroughly pro
tected by clean linen or hempen cover
ings or tarpaulins, as to render impos-
sible any contact with dust or other
noxious or offensive substances on the
article so protected.

4. No butcher, purveyor, or dealer in
any of the above-mentioned articles,
shall expose the same or permit the
same o be exposed outside of his shop,
or inside an open window, or upon any
public street, or in any public market,
at anv time, or in such manner as in the
opinion of the Medical Health Officer is
likely to cause such article of food to

be contaminated .or rendered iniurious

or objectionable in consequence of con-

11
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tact with or deposit thereon of dust or
any noxious or offensive material.

5. Any person convicted of a breach
of any of the provisions of this by-
law shall forfeit and pav, at the dis
cretion of the convicting magistrate, a
penalty not exgceeding (exclusive of
costs) the sum of twenty-five dollars for
cach offence, and in default of pavment
of the said penalty and costs forthwith
the said penalty and costs, or costs
only, mayv be levied by distress and sale
of the goods and chattels of the offend
er, and in case of there being no dis
tress found out of which such penalty
can be levied, the convicting macistrate
may commit the ofiender to the common
gaol of the citv of Toronto, with or
without hard labor, for any period not
exceeding six calendar months, unless
the said penalty and costs (if any), in
cluding the costs of the said distress
and of the committal and convevance of
the offender to the said gaol. are soone
p;[id A

In the course of an interview with The
(fanadian Grocer, Dr. Sheard said that
“although it is rather earlv to speak
positively, there is little doubt but that
the by-law will be enforced in the near
future. There are a great manv con
siderations involved, as well as a diver-
sity of interests, all of which it is de-
sired to meet justly and effectively. Un-
questionably the new by-law will serve
the public in a direction in which im-
provement is sadly needed

Hucksters.

“A difficulty which is almost certain
to come up is that of hucksters or ped
dlers who will be required to have pro
per coverings on their carts and wagons,
or else to sell hy sample :(ml_\'. Toronto
has already accomplished considerable in
regulating out-door displays of fruit,
ete., a by-law having been passed about
a year ago requiring all such displays
to be at least fifteen inches from the
street level.

“You hear more or less talk about the
present method of delivering bread
Some fastidious housewives would have
their bread labelled, wrapped in waxed
paper, in single loaves, and handled
with gloves. We come across more fan
atics in this department than in any of
the other municipal offices, and it goes
without saying they never are through
wanting, although they scarcely, if ever,
know what their wants really are.

3v. way of illustrating the thorough-
ness of the system, the following regu-
lations governing Toronto milk vendors
are of special interest:

““All dairies, or other places in which
milk is sold or kept for general use, and
all cheese factories and creameries shall
be subject to regular inspection under
the direction of «the Board of Health
once every two months; and proprietors
of such shall keep such dairy, cheese
factory, creamery, etc., only on permis-
sion of the Board and after an official

inspection has heen made; subject to the
condition that all such places are so
kept that the milk shall not contain any
matter liable to produce disease either
adulteration, contamina-
absorption of disease

by reason of
tion with sewage,
germs, infection of cows, ete.

“All dairies, or ilkshops, shall be
thoroughly drained and well-lighted and
ventilated, and at all times kept clean
and in a sanitary condition.

“Every dairy, and in stores or shops
every refrigerator or other receptacle,
where milk is kept or stored for general
use, shall be used for milk only, and be
at least twenty-five feet distant from
any stable, outhouse, ete., and shall not
be exposed to the air of any living or
sleeping room, or any business or other
surroundings that may tend to make
milk foul or impure.

““All cans, bottles, or measures used
for milk shall be kept clean and be
thoroughly washed before milk is put
into them, and dust proof when in use.”’

No permit whatever is granted by the
Department of Public Health unless the
premises for which application is made
comply with the above regulations.
Ilvery dairy in the city is well known
to the authorities; regular chemical an-
alyses of the products of each are made
in addition to official inspection of the
said dairies; thus a record is kept which
makes it practically impossible for a
dairyman to become negligent or other-
wise violate the public health regula-
tions without running serious risk. In
the event of a dairyman persistently
neglecting to meet the above-mentioned
requirements, his are either
permanently or else reorganized

premises
closed
along right lines, a strict scrutiny be-
ing observed by the health authorities
in the meantime.

Coloring Matter.

In answer to the query as to the ad-
visability of using coloring matter in
milk, such as anatto (a preparation of

chemicals, and vege-

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Opposed to Close Season.

HE Vietoria, B.C.,, Board of

Trade, acting in conjunction

with a number of Victoria

business men, have sent a

deputation to Ottawa to pro-

test against the proposed enforeement

of a close season for sockeye salmon in

British Columbia waters during the

vears 1906 and 1908, on the ground that

the forbidding of fishing in these years

would eut off the means of livelihood

for workers in the canneries and fisher-
men employed.

Many of the canners fear that even
if the Government should establish the
desired close season it would be diffi-
cult to prevent poachers operating and
shipping their catches by steamer to
canneries on the Columbia River.

1t is thought that the Columbia River
canners would be only too willing to re-
ceive fish poached in the proteeted
waters of Puget Sound and the Gulf
of Georgia. Despite any legislation
which the State of Washington might
enaet to protect the salmon fisheries
within its jurisdietion, nothing could
be done to prevent the Oregon canners
from putting up fish taken in these
waters. The only way to prevent the
Columbia canners from benefiting at the
expense of those on the Fraser River
and Puget Sound would be for the State
of Washington and the Dominion Gov-
crnment to patrol the protected waters
each year from July 10 to August 25.
This patrol would have ta be constantly
maintained and the ecost would be no
hagatelle.

As an alternative to eclogsing the
I'raser River and contiguous waters
agaifst salmon fishing during 1906 and
1908 it is proposed to limit fishing on
the Fraser to iwo-thirds of the width
of the stream for a number of years to
come. It is thought that if a third of
the width of the Fraser be protected
against the fishermen’s nets, a sufficient
number of salmon can ascend each year
to the spawning grounds to solve the
propagation problem now confronting
both canners and Government.

Just as we go to press, word is re-
ceived from Ottawa that the Depart-
ment _have decided to recommend the
adoption of an order-in-council suspend-
ing fishing operatiems in British Colum-

bia for the two years named. It will
be provided in the order, however, that
in the event of the American canuners on
Puget Sound, who are acting in con-
junction with the British C‘olumbia can-
ners, not living up to the agreement, the
(‘anadian restrictions regarding the close
season will be immediately removed

To Promote Sardine Industry.

In eonneetion with the sardine indus-
try of New Brunswiek there
seems to be a diversity of opinion as to
whether an export duty should be placed
on the fish which now find their way in
Eastport and

can side. Those who have «iven the mat-
ter especial econsideration believe that
the industry ean be transferred in time
to Canada exclusively.

Sutton Clark, a gentleman well known
in the sardine business, is now eanning
on the Canadian side with suecess, find-
ing a good market for all he can pre-
serve. Of course, the sardines eanned
in Eastport find a home market in the
U.S,, and in that way the duty is saved,
which would have to be met in the event
of the eanning being done on the Can-
and lookine for the U. S.
Apart from the ereation of an
industry on this side in the canning of
sardines, which would mean the employ-
ment of a large amount of labor, New
Brunswick is eonfronted with the fact
that the spawning grounds are being de-
pleted by the large quantitv of fish that
are at present taken from New Bruns-
wick waters and exported to the Maine
faetories.

Tt is a faect that many tons of these
small herring, whiech have been taken
too late for sale to the factories, have
been sold for use as fertilizers.

Herring Industry on Pacific Coast.

J. Cowie, the Scoigh fishing expert,

who a few months ago visited the Paci-
17

fic Coast to inquire into the herring in-

dustry, has submitted his report. The
substaunce is as follows:

(a) Pacific herring, in the main, are
smaller and more oil than
the Atlantic herriuge

(b) Pacilic adapted for
kippers, suitable for use within a limit-
ed time; but not so suitable for pickling
in barrels to compete with the best
Scottish or Norwegian herring.

(¢) They will not keep so long in
good condition as the Atlantic herring
when pickled, and could not therefore
compete with the Atlantic herring when

Maritime Fisheries for 1904.

P. Maefarlane, superintendent of bait
cold storage work in the Maritime Pro-
vinees, in his latest report states that the
cod fishing industry for 1904 was a poor
one as far as the catech was coneerned.
although the fishermen has some compen-
sation in the comparatively high prices
current for dry fish. The lobster cateh
was very good and on aecount of fair
prices paid the trade did well on the
whole.

The mackerel fishing was not as sue-
cessful as usual as far as eateh was con-

cerned, although prices ranged very high.
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Mackerel have not been so searee in
vears. no fish whatever being taken in
the Bay of Fundy. The season for Fall
herring has heen remarkably good and
some of the new freezers have been
sending to the Bay of Islands for sup-
plies of fresh herring for the haddock
fisheries.

Japan Leads the World.

Japan is the leading fishing nation in
the world to-day, afthough the value of
her sea products is surpassed by that of
two other countries. The United States
(outside of Alaska), and Great Britain
each produce about $45,000,000 worth
annually. and Japan produces about $30,
000,000 worth. Japan leads in the pro-
portion of the total population engaged
in the fishing industry. in the actual
number of people living by the industry,
in the relative importance of fish pro
ducts in the country’s domestie economy
and in the support given by the govern-
ment to the industry.

To Stop weine Fishing in Lake Cham-
nlain.

The New York Herald publishes the

following despatch from Albany: ‘‘New
York State may appeal to the President
i1 Canada refuses to co-operate with it
in the efiort o stop seine fishing in

FISH DEPARTMENT

Lake Champlain. When the State’s
Committee, with a committee from Ver-
mont, visited (anada recently it learned
that 111 tons of fish had been taken
from the lake within six weeks. These
fisn were taken in nets at Mississquoi
Bay, where the lake is narrow, and were
shipped from a small town in Vermont.

““In the interests of sportsmen the
State and the Federal authorities have
for a long time stocked the lake and
have taken steps to protéct the game
and edible fish in that body of water.
New York passed a law prohibiting the
use of nets in Lake Champlain and was
successful in procuring the aid of Ver-
mont, which passed a similar law.

“The Legislature last year sent Sen-
ators Prime and Cullen, Assemblymen
Reeve and Knapp and J. W. Pond, chief
game protector, as a committee to urge
the Dominion Government to refuse to
license the use of nets. Vermont sent a
similar committee. Little progress was
made, however, by the New York and
Vermont legislators. The Canadian of-
ficials offered little encouragement.’’

Fish News.

A fisheries research station is to be
established in British Columbia, prob-
ably at the northern end of Vancouver
Island.

The Capital City Canning Co., British
Columbia, has been incorporated with

Quebec Dairymen Meet.

HE importanee of the dairying in-
dustry in Canada was again em-
phasized on Thursday, Friday

and Saturday of last week, it being the
veeasion of the twenty-third convention
of the Province of Quebee Dairymen’s
Association at St. Johns. In the course
of his annual address the president re-
ferred to the satisfactorv advance of
dairying in Quebee within the last de-
cade and to the faet that its growth had
heen greater relatively than in -any other
provinee of the Dominion. The increase
in Quebec was $9,955,850 while the total
increase for the Dominion during the
-ame period was $18,764,523, so that of
the total inerease a little over 50 per
nl. was due to the large growth in
‘Jucbec alone. As Canada grew and the
opulation inereased, the home consump-
tion of butter and cheese was bound to
be much larger than to-dav. On this
dccount it was in the interests of all
concerned to do all they eould to improve

> . - -
the quality and increase the produetion

of butter and cheese in Quebee.

One of the most interesting features
of the convention was the review of the
cheese and butter trade for the year
1904 by J. H. Secott of A. A. Ayer &
Uo., which is reproduced in full:

““Our special sphere is to do all we
can to develop the dairying interests of
the Province of Quebeec. Is there room
for a great increase? 1 answer yes; the
Provinee of Quebee is eminently a but-
ter and cheese countrv with enormous
possibility for development. Look back
a few years. This great provinee had
the land and some «ood cattle, but the
produee was poor, our butter was filled
with rough salt; the packages all sizes
and shapes, ears on the tubs, bireh bark
instead of eloth or parehment often on
the tubs, prices were low for the reason
that the quality and stvle were fitted
only for the poorest kind of trade.

The quantity of Canadian butter ex-
ported to Great Britain for 1903 total-
ed 185,464 cwts., and the value was
$4,315,745, an average of twenty and
four-fifth cents per pound. The increase
in the shipment for 1904 totals 83,143
cwts., the average price realized being
nineteen and one-third cents per pound.

Shipments of Canadian cheese to Great
Britain for year 1903 amounted to 1,-
848,852 cwts., of the value of $23,472-
371, an average of eleven and one-third
cents per pound. The increase in the
shipment for 1904 totals 52,404 cwts.,
and the average price realized was nine
cents and sixty-nine hundredths per
pound. It is thus seen that a consider-
able shrinkage in the values of butter
and cheese on the English market took
place last year. The importers are look-
ing forward to higher prices during the
coming season.

Western Packing Establishment.

A meat packing industry is being
started in Virden, Man., by the citizens
and farmers of the town and district
which will be inaugurated and run en-
tirely with local capital. Westerners
are awakening to the fact that there are
other ways of making money than grain
growing, and in order to secure the
greatest possible margin of profit from
stock raising which is assuming consid-
erable proportions in the West, the far-
mers of Virden have decided to do their
own packing.

The principal movers in the new con-
cern are Duncan Macdonald, ex-mayor of
Virden; Harvey Simpson, J. R. Mullins
and C. J. Bell. Application has been
made for incorporation under the name
and style of the Virden Meat Company,
with a capital of $50,000.

Canadian Butter Gains Ground.

At the annual dinner of the Manches-
ter Wholesale Provision Association
last week, the president remarked on
the great possibilities of the colonies of
Great Britain in the matter of food sup-
plies. Colonial butter is now within
two or three shillings per cwt. of the
price of Danish, which for generations
has held sway in England. This is a
great accomplishment when it is remem-

bered that colonial butter has to travel
half the circumference of the globe be-
fore being landed on the shores of Great
Britain.

WhAT WE EXPORT TO NEW
SOUTH WALES.

N a reeent report to the Department

I of Trade and Commerce, Ottawa,

J. S. Larke, Canadian commereial
agent to Australasia, refers to the great
inerease in imports of foodstuffs from
(anada into New South Wales, the total
for 1903 being barley, maize, oats and
wheat to the value of £22,324, and flour
valued at £60,280, as eompared with
nothing in 1902. Canada had the flour,
the wheat and the oats needed by New
South Wales during the drought period
in 1903, and yet all that was supplied
from this souree was one-eighteenth part
of the oats, one-tenth of the flour and
one-hundredth part of the wheat.

In this is surely a lesson for Canadian
exporters to be ready tor such oppor-
tunities when they come instead of al-
lowing the trade to pass into the hands
of the United States. The figures of
the total imports for 1903 namely, $1,-
428,139 for grain and $596,452 for flour,
indicate what a broad field is open to
Canada in New South Wales and the
improvement in methods that is neces-
sary it Canada is to seeure its share of
the trade.

There has also been a fair growth
in most hines in whieh trade with Can-
ada was done to any extent. The most
marked exeception was in timber in which
trade fell to eomparatively low propor-
tions. In 1903 Canada exported into
New South -Wales eordage and twines
to the valie of £3,613. fish valued at
£7,785 (the total importations of fish
into New South Wales for the vear be-
ing valued at £149.047), agrieultural im-
plements valued at £43,004, as against
total importations of £167,308, medi-
cines valued at £3,283 as compared with
£101,606 from all countries, whiskey
valued at £1,076 in comparison with
total importations of £51,144 and £10,-

159 worth of timber out of a total of
£290,312.

The most interesting feature in con-
neetion with the above figures is the
very small proportion of the total busi
ness Canada is doing exeept in one o
two lines. Canada has speeial advant-
ages hoth in the rviechness of her acees
sible fisheries as well as in efficient
means of doing a large trade in fish, and
vet her share is but one-twentieth of
the total amount imported bv New South
Wales. The same remarks apply to

timber.

J. T. James, Bridgeburg, Ont.

In 1900, owing to
the increasing demands of trade. he was
obliged to enlarge his premises by erect
g a lue two-storey structure, which
ranks among the most substantial stores
of the town. and provides accommoda
tion tor a successiul aud rapidly-growing
business. )

interest in municipal afiairs, having been
a leader in the wmosvemen for incol
porating Brideeburg as a- village in

1894, and reeve ior two vears immedi

ately foliowing A\t preseut he has ex
tensive farming interests in the adjoin
ing township of Bertie, and is seniot

partner in the firm of James, Disher &

Near, lumber dealers and contractors

Ridgeway, Ont. Ile enjoys the distine
tion of having edited and published 1he
“Bridgeburg Review” for three vears

and has for the last three vears been
presudent of the Bertie Agricultural So
cietly.

WHAT THE TRADE PAPER DOES.

FEATURE of the trade paper
A which is peculiar to it, but not
often discussed, is its co-operative side,
i.e., its making one family of the mem-
bers engaged and interested in an in-
dustry. Take a man in the grocery
business for instance. He has his local
newspaper every day from which he gets a
modicum of what is going on in the
world of politics and finance. But what
has it to put him in +touch with
his own particular interests? Absolute-
ly nothing. The latest process of manu-
facture or brand of goods on the mar-
ket may mean dollars and cents to him
and yet nothing about them is to be
found in such a paper.

On the other hand his trade journal
keeps him in touch with all the people
who make or job or retail the goods in
which he is most interested: Through it
he is made acquainted with developments
in the grocery trade—in the manufacture

of food stuffs, ete., and put in real
touch with the industrial family of
which he is a member.

Another valuable feature of the trade
paper is that while it does not alto-
gether take the place of the salesman,
it does take his place in many places
where it is not profitable for a manufac-
turer or jobber to send a salesman. It
brings the little man in the small town
in touch with the big man in the large
town. It is a distributer of ideas, a
drummer for business, and is often more
effective than any individual traveling
man cZn ever hope to be.

DIRECT FROM THE FIJI ISLANDS.

NE of the novel occurrences In
O Montreal during the next two
months will be the arrival of a cargo of
raw sugar direct from the Fiji Islands
for refining purposes. The Dominion
imports a considerabie quantity of sugar
from this far-away source yearly, the
total value of sugar from the Fiji Is-
lands during the fiscal years 1903 aund
1904 being $231,333 and $175,615, re-
spectively. This has formerly
gone to Vancouver, whercas the latest
shibment in December, 1903, was for
Montreal. Owing to navigation on the
St. Lawrence being closed at this sea-
son of the year, it will be necessary to
discharge the cargo at New York and
transfer by rail to Montreal. Had the
steamer been able to complete the jour-
ney to Montreal, it would have afforded
an opportunity to test a return cargo
direct to Australia. It can hardly be
hoped, however, that direct trade be-
tween Canada and the Fiji Islands will
be regular or permanent, else it might
go lar towards solving the problem of
cheap transportation from Eastern Can-
ada to Australia.

ADVANCE IN JAMS AND JELLIES.
e ] * HE abnormally high price of Cana-
dian refined sugar has already
heen effective in advancing the cost price
of several grocery staples. A few days
ago manufacturers of confectionery in
New Brunswick advanced prices, and
their lead has been followed by several
of the Ontario candy manufacturers,
who say that with sugar at six cents
they have no choice but to put up the
price of the manufactured product.

This week the jam and jelly makers
advanced quotations on all staple lines
one-fourth of a cent.

Naturally enough the question suggests
itseli to the retailer, ‘“Will the price of
canned and preserved fruils advance in
sympathy with the rest?”’” The answer
is difficult to foresee. If the sugar mar-

WHO FIXES THE PRICE OF SEED.
HE statement was recently made

by one of the. leading Canadian
dailies that Toronto seedsmen stood
in the unique position of fixing the
world’s prices on alsike seed, and of be-

(ing the leading seed exporters in the

world.

The reason for making such a sweep-
ing assertion is not apparent, unless it
be the desire to ‘‘boom’ Canada. In
any event it is wise for those who
would fain wax eloquent over the trade
possibilities of Canada to be careful of
their premises. It so happens in this
particular' case that they are partly
wrong and partly right. Canada, Ger-
many, and the United States rank as
the largest producers of alsike seed in
the world, and although Canadian seeds-
men have a good deal to say in deter-
mining the world’s prices, they can
hardly claim to control the market abh-
solutely. Some years Canada leads in
the production of alsike; in other sea-
sons the yield is larger. in Germany or
the United States, in which event the
ruling price ‘is fixed for Canadian seed
exporters, as happened during the year
just closed.
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FRAUD AND INJURY IN ADULTER-
ATED FOODS.

l N view of the attention now being

paid to the question of food preser-
vatives and adulteratives by the Cana-
dian trade, the following generalization
in the New York Journal of Commerce
of Jan. 25 is particularly timely:

“In the effort to secure legislation and
the enforcement of existing laws to pre-
vent the adulteration of food and drugs,
or their sale under fraudulent labels,
there may have been some magnifying
of the poisonous character .of various
sophisticated articles and of the injury
to health that results from their use;
but it is not safe to give too much cre-
dence to the plea that adulteration is in
most cases harmless and that it has the
merit of cheapness.

“The ground is sometimes taken, for
instance, that there is no proof of in-
jury to health from the consumption of
peas colored with sulphate of copper, or
articles preserved with boric acid, or
fruit jams and jellies made of vegetables
and glucose and variously dyed, because
there is no record of deaths caused by
them. But injury to health and impair-
ment of nutrition are quite a different
matter from homigcide. We can Hardly
he expected to wait until articles of
food pronounced by science to he un-
wholesome, deleterious or lackingf in the
nutrition thev purport to have, are
known to be killing people befofe pro-
hibiting their sale or requiring their
true character to be disclosed/ to con-
sumers. It is not easy to say what
causes the large proportion of prema-
ture deaths that occur every day, but
unwholesome and injurious food con-
tributes largely to the list. Neither is
it easy to trage the multitudinous ills
that impair strength and undermine the
health of people to their causes, but we
may be sure that impure and adulterated
foods, drinks and drugs are among them.

“If chemical and medical science tells
us that certain common adulterations of
food are deleterious to health, that is
reason enough for restraining their man-
ufacture and sale and for compelling
those who purvey such articles to let
their customers know what they are
getting, without having specific proof of
the injury done in individual cases or of
deaths caused by their use. If they are
in their character and quality injurious
to health, there can be no doubt that
they are injuring the health of a large
proportion of those who consume them,
and that is a matter of public concern.
Nor is it logical to say that the enforce-
ment of laws intended to prevent this
insidious undermining of the public
health should be in the hands of a
“hard-headed husiness man’’ instead of
a scientific expert. The purpose of such

laws is preventive, and to be effective
they must take cognizance of the char-
acter and quality of the articles sold for
food and the efiects they must produce,
and not wait for empirical proof that
the harm has been done in particular in-
stances.

““Another position contended for which
can hardly be conceded is that it is not
a function of public authority to afiord
protection against fraud and deception
as well as against injury to health, the
reference being to the labeling of food
products.  The health of  the people
however, may be protected by labeling
goods, if the labels show what the
‘goods’ are and tell whether or not they
contain deleterious matter. Moreover,
the people have a right to protection
from fraud. They have a right to know
what they are buying and paying for,
when it is so disguised or packed as to
conceal its character. It may be that
many adulterations and imitations o1
falsely-labeled articles are not injurious
or unwholesome and are cheaper than
the genuine. Very well, let them be
sold honestlv and for what they aie
Let those who cannot alford better and
are willing to take these know what they
are getting. FKraud and false pretease
are no more respectable in a grocery
store or an apothecary shop than anyv-
where else, and where they afiect the
food and medicine of the people they are
proper subjects for legal repression.”

THE PRICE OF TOMATOES.

Mr. Owen, of the Bloomfield Canning
Co., was a caller at the Toronto oflices
of The Canadian Grocer during the
week.  Naturally  enough conversation
was directed to the recent action of the
tomato growers of the Hamilton and
Niagara districts in ‘“‘holding up’ the
canners for 30c¢. a bushel for tomatoes
instead of 25c¢. as heretofore. Mr. Owen
says that if the growers hold together
they may succeed in bringing the canners
to time for the present at any rate.
Their action will undoubtedly have the
efiect of forcing the canners to take up
the cultivation of vegetables on their
own aceount.

At this juncture a comparison between
prices paid for raw material by canners
in Canada and the United States is in-
teresting. Canadian canners pay on the
average 7c¢. a hushel more for tomatoes
than their American cousins, which
means that the contention of the Onta-
rio growers that tomato growing is un-
profitable at the present prices must be
taken with a grain of salt. The canning
factories here, moreover, would not ob-
ject so much to paying 30Uc. for toma-
toes if they could only secure suitable
supplies; iI the growers want a better
price, about the quickest way to get il
is to pay more attention to quality.

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CANADIAN TRADE IN 1904.

HE annual report of the Trade and

T Commerce Department of Ottawd

shows that for the fiscal year 1904

there was an inerease of  nearly $18,-

000,000 in the mports and a talling oft

in exports of over $12,000,000, leaving a
net gain ol nearly $6,000,000.

The increase in imports during the
year has been general on all important
articles, notably among them, coal, coke,
ete,, to the extent ol about 34,040,000,
2,300,000 ;

sugar amd wmolasses nearly §
tea, $1,222000; wood and manutfacture
of, $200,000; wool and wanufaeture
of, over $1,700,000; electrical apparatus,
nearly $500,000.

During the year there was an 1
crease in the imports rom Britsh Gui
ana and the Dritish West Iudies aggi
gating $4,500,000 in round numbers. This
has practically all oceurred in the -
ports aud 1s covered by the item sugar,
where the incerease from British Guiana
has execeded 31,600,000, and, from the
British West Indies, $2,700,000 or a to
tal of some $4L,370,000° oun  the other
hand the imports from  Germany ol
sugar fell o trom 35,116,741 i 1903 10
P08, 717 1 1904,

Oun the other hand the deercase n
exports amounted to  over 31,600,000
on animals (living) ; over $10,500,000 o)
breadstutfs, wheat; over $1L,000,000 ou
fish; over $4000,000 on provisions: ovel
$3,000,000 ou  wood, unmanualactured.
There has, however, been  an inercase

i the exports of minor articles ag
gating nearly $5,500,000, leaving a uel
total decrease of $12,52545).  Nearly
the whole net deercase 1s attributed to
the one  item, wheat. The production
for export in Manitoba and the North
west was cousiderably less than o the
previous year, the quantity mspeeted at
Winnipeg being but 40,400,000 bushels,
as against ucarly 52,000,000 the previous
year, indicating that practically  the
sae proportionate gquantity to that pro
duced was inspected as in the year 1902
The great mflux of immigration mto the
Northwest and the increased  acreage
prepared for the coming vear's crop
would naturally account tfor the holding
back of a larger quantity for consump-
tion and se®d than was the case in the
previous year, reduecing to that estent
the quantity available for export.

It ll]iglll be iuteresting to note that
the total inerease in the averezate trade
of the country for the twenty years
from 1873 to 1893 was a little less than
$30,000,000, while for the eleven years
sinece 1893 the inervease  has  execeded
$225,000,000.

BL'SINESS among the jobbing trade
is reported as being fairly satis-

factory. In spite of the heavy
roads and severe storms that have pre-
vailed during the past week or ten days,
travelers’ orders are fairlv numerous
and for good amounts. One Jobber states
that the month of January has turned
out better than the previous three Janu-
arys. Colleetions also are reported as
heine fair. The sugar market continues
unchanged and firm. Beet is reported
somewhat easier abroad, but not suffi-
cient to warrant any ehanges by loecal
refiners. Teas are quiet. The demand
for Ceylon greens is fair. Some offers
for round lots of Ceylon greens have
been declined. Coffee is in somewhal
better demand loeally and a general firm-
ness of the New York and-foneign mar-
kets has a tendeney to eonserve present
prices. Spices generally show an easier
tendeney, with business only fair. Mo-
lasses and syrups are both firm. The
report of the short erop from the islands
has made holders of what little stock
there is here firm and indisposed to sell.
Canned goods are unchanged with some-
what better demand, corn being more
freely inquired for. The foreign dried
fruit market is very qmet Some little
tradine has been done in Valeneias and
stocks are reported generally short.
California fruits are firm and prices
well maintained. The fish business is
improving and dealers look forward to
a larger volume after February 1st.
Frozen fish are meeting with ready sale
and the continued cold weather is favor-
able to good business. Green fruits
generally are dull and little business go-
ing. No change in rice. Nuts are re-
ported as about 10 per cent. higher for
some erades, though little business is
being transacted. Flour shows no new
feature this week. Business is small,
with the undertone of the market firm.
Feed is unchanged. Tn rolled oats an
unsettled feeling seems to prvail, owing
to the faet that American rolled oats
are eoming on the market. despite the
dutv and freight. Hay is easier, owing
to good supplies. No change in loeal
provision market. Business is up to the
average. Dressed hogs are decidedly
stronger, with supplies light. No change
in cheese and business quiet: holders
do not seem disposed to make any con-
Butter maintains its firm tone.
Fees are ecoming inf slowly and prices are
firmer in conseauence. Qwing to the
limited offerines of potatoes, the mar-
ket is firm and prieces looking up. Beans
are decidedly stronger, and an advance
is noted. TFEvaporated apples are very

strong. Stoeks are verv short indeed,
which is explained by the faet that the
combine has restrieted produetion this
vear. An opportunity for the old style
of dried apples is now open, and al-
though no firm ficures have been made,
41-2 to 5e is the general idea on these
coods. Maple produets have been in
sc~ewhat better demand during the
v % Honeyv is quiet and hops are un-
changed.

brisk considering the sea-
son of the year. Canned vegetables are
moving freely, while the situation in
canned fruits is beginning to show de-
cided improvement. There is a shortage
in tomatoes, and importations from the
United States are frequent; imported
goods, however, are comparatively in-
ferior, only the gcheapest brands being
available on account of the high rate of
duty. These goods are used mostly in
the Northwest.

The meeting of Hamilton and Niagara
district tomato growers last week,
when a determined stand to charge 30c¢
per bush. for tomatoes for canning pur

is of particular interest to the
grocery trade at the present juncture.
The canners have been paying 25c.,
which the growers contend is an unpro-
fitable one for them. If the growers
press their claims, the canners may have
to grow their own tomatoes; it is hint-
ed in certain quarters that canned to-
matoes are too near the export margin
now to warrant the canners in paying
more.

Owing to the export demand , and
shortage in foreign markets, the price
of gallon apples has bheen advanced 10c.
per doz. The Canadian Canners report

syrup, damson plums 22’s and 3’s heavy
syrup, Lombard plums 2’s light syrup
and 234’s heavy syrup, green gage plums

Fairbanks, the prineipal camp, via the
Yukon River from Dawson and thence
up the Tanana. This trade has been
crowing very rapidly during the past
two seasons, and nearly all of it has
been secured by the wholesale houses of
Dawson. To faéilitate trade efforts have
been made to secure the establishment
of a sub-port of customs at Fairbanks.
by the U. S. customs authorities. Word
cemes from Washington that =~ sueb o
move is not likely to be made and that
it is opposed by ‘the Northern Commer-
cial Co., one of the bhig u»mpames doing
Lusiness in the north. It is an Ameri-
can concern, though having a large es-
tablishment in Dawson. As the ereation
of a sub-port at Fairb:nks would make
it possible for Canadian steamers to
traffie from Dawson, the N. C. Co. oper-
ating a large fleet of river steamers of
United States register, on the Lower
Yukon, naturally opposes, as it leaves
a monopoly in its hands, of the trans-
portation.

The very greatest of the many im-
Jortant moves in opening up of the
{ruit-growing areas of the famed Okan-
agan distriet is that just ecompleted or
Frought o suecessful issue by the
Messrs. Shatford. This deal, involving
a transfer of property eovering over
35,000 aeres, in one of the mest favored
distriets of the interior of the provinee,
is on a financial basis ensuring suceess.
as the gentlemen negotiating it have
ample backing. The amount involved

in the transfer has not been definitely

stated to the publie, but it is understood
to overrun $400,000.

The properties known as the Ellis
renches, are loeated at and near Pen-
tieton at the extreme south end of Oka-

ean Lake, and are to be divided into
small plots of ten acres, and some larger,
as the conditions favor. This will be put
on the market as soon as surveyed, and
such is the demand that already many
people have made a payment on sites
seleeted before survey, and which will
be reserved for them. The large number
of prosperous Manitoba farmers desir-
ing to make homes in the milder climute
of British Columbia, ensures a rapid
settlement of the new location. Many
of these Manitobans, attracted by ex-
cursion rates given by the C.P.R. have
been visiting the Okanagan distriet and
in nearly every case, the visit has re-
sulted in the decision to purchase land
and return to settle and engage in fruit-
growing, as soon as a disposal ean bhe
made of property on the prairie. As a!l
cf these men have accumulated an in-
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dependence at farming 1 Manitoba,
they are in position to make a fair start
in British Columbia where conditions
differ greatly, and ecapital to start is
absolutely necessary.

To the visitors from the colder climate
of Manitoba and the Northwest, it is
simply marvelous to find that instead
of forty below, the weather seldom is
so severe as to make the mercury drop
below zero. When it does, it is not for
long, and not often more than onee in
a Winter. At the present moment, there
is but slight snow at all points on
Okanagan Lake, and thawing weather is
the rule instead of frost. Those who
have lived there for some time assert
that it is better to have it a little colder
than it has been this season. At Arm-
strong and Enderby on the braneh line
of railway leading south to Okanagan
Lake the snow is a little more in evi-
dence, but only just enough for sleigh-
ing, while thawing every day is the rule
there as well.

The wondertul success of the efforts
heing made to grow all kinds of fruit,
vom grapes and peaches to apples has
stimulated efforts to establish canning
industries. At the present moment, Mr.
J. M. Robinson, who deserves credit for
having been the pioneer in opening up
this distriet, by placing small acreages
on the market, is in Montreal to inter-
est eapital in putting up a $100,000 fruit
and vegetable cannery to serve the two
~ettlements of Peachland and Summer-
land on the southwestern shore of

xanagan Lake, in both of which he is
interested. The surplus of such fruits
as peaches, and vegetables as tomatoes
already warrants the building of a can-
nery, and the industry is but in its in-
fancy. Nearly a hundred thousand fruit
trees are set out in the peachland set-
tlement alone. Of these hardly more
than ten per cent. have been old enough
to bear yet, but every year they are
coming in, and every year the number
of trees planted is inereasing, till it will
not be long before there will be hun-
dreds of thousands of bearing fruit trees.
The acreage already brought under cul-
tivation even in this one settlement,
now approaching its sixth year, is very
small eompared to what is available.
But rapid progress is being made, and
cultivated is inereasing
enormously.

The marketing of fruit from the

.anagan has shown a gratifying in-
crease in the past season. The ship-
menis of apples from Vernon and Ke-
lowna, the prineipal shipping points as
yet, are increasing, while other points.
notably Peachland, towards the southern
end of the lake, will soon be a consider-
able factor. At the latter point peach-
xrowing is bound to be a valuable in-
dustry, and there is praectieally no limit
to the auantity possible to be produced.
The season of 1904 was the first, praec-
tically. in whieh peaches in any quantity
were marketed, but the results were re-
markable. The erop was large and of
finest quality. Orchards set out but four
vears ago had splendid crops. Others
are coming into bearing next season.

Girapes also are being eultivated” and
promise great results. The apples from
clder orchards at Peachland are unex-
celled anywhere.

At a meeting of the British Columbia
Wholesale Grocers Exchange lheld i
Vancouver on Saturday last, a resolu-
tion was passed setting forth the views
of the wholesale men. respecting  the
present Assessment Act, and suggesting
amendments whiech would remove the
handicap under which the trade now
labors. Some of the difficulties set in
the way of local enterprise have been
adverted to in a former letter. The
Wholesale Grocers Exchange also en-
dorsed the request for a duty on lumber,
which is now being -pressed at Ottawa.

- - -

The attention being given to fruit-
raising in all parts of the province is
leading to eonsiderable discussion as to
the advantageous disposal of the sur-
plus ,over what can be consumed in the
provinee and-shipped out in the ftresh
condition. As mentioned a week ago,
New Westminster is taking active steps
to make the establishment of a fruit
cannery there a success, in the interests
of the Fraser Valley. Above, reference
1s made to the efforts to establish a sim-
ilar industry on a large scale in the
Okanagan, and -at the same time the
Victoria Fruit Growers’ Association has
veen taking dp the same matter at their
recent annual meeting. It was stated
there that the association had a number
cf propositions for sueh an establish-
went, and reports are to be made short-
ly.

Another matter taken un by the Vie-
toria fruit growers, was that of a second
tfruit inspeetor under the Dominion Fruit
Marks Act. The ground upon which this
1s to be urged is that a large number
of districts on Vaneouver Island and
adjacent islands markef a Jarge guantity
of fruit which is bought in Vietoria and
shipped out to a considerable extent,
with no marking or grading at all. Tt
is impossible for one inspeetor to cover
the whole provinee, so the association
laims. Henece they have sent a strong
resolution to the Minister of Agrieul-
ture, Hon. Sydney. Fisher, asking for
the appointment of an inspeetor—with
headquarters at Vietoria.

* - -

Steamer Athenian of the C.P.R. Ori-
ental serviee reached Vietoria and Van-
couver on the 22nd, with a large eargo,
mainly of rice and tea for shipment to
eastern points.

Steamer Miowera .of the Canadian-
Australian line, reached port on Satur-
day last. She brought 499 boxes of but-
ter consigned to loeal wholesalers, 35
cases of arrowroot, 129 sacks of grass
seed, 100 bales of fodder from Austra-
lia, 300 tons of raw sugar from Fiji for
the B. C. Sugar Refinery, and a large
quantity of general cargo, including
1,500 bales of wool, and 700 bales of
hemp.

An interesting banquet of local manu-
facturers was held in Vietoria on Fri-
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day evening last, the object being to
foster a spirit of mutual support and
friendliness between local institutions,
and to advance their interests in op-
position to outside competition. **En-
courage Home Industry ™ was the motto.
The claim was put forward by one of
the speakers that Vietoria had more
manufacturers than all the rest of the
provinee, it the lumber industry were
excepted. The banquet was largely at-
tended, and the menu served was unique,
everything being ot local produetion.
There were on the list: Cowichan mut-
ton, Island turkey, Sooke oysters,
Saanich vegetables, ete., whide the liquid
refreshment was Vietoria brand as well.

CONFIDENCE AS AN ASSET

i

HE great invisible forece in
commercial life to-day, which
until recently has not receiv-
ed the consideration its im-
portance demands, is to the

mind of the writer what is commonly
known as confidence.

We may think that we have confidence
and trust in our business neighbors, ad-
visers, customers, and in those with
whom we come in contact in a business
and social way, but 11 we stop to con-
sider we will find if it does actually ex-
ist the recipient has created it by his
acts, transactions and assoeiations and
not through words expressed.

A person can oppose us: he may re-
gard matters in an -entirely different
light; yet his actions may develop to
our satisfaction that he conscientiously
believes what he advocates, and if such
is the case we eannot help but respect
his opinions. :

Many of our great thinkers have view-
ed matters in advance of their time and
the world has stamped them as fanaties;
but thev persisted in their belief, and
how often do we find that they were
right and realize that they had studied
the question from all sides and naturally
were able to express an opinion in ad-
vanee of us who had erred in our hasty
expressions, which were based upon
what we had heard and not upon what
we knew from an intimate knowledge
of the question.

A man who in this manner proves te
us our error creates in us a confidence
which only the most overt acts can
change. We should not judge hastily,
or think ourselves possessed of more
knowledge in reference to a subject than
any one else, for we are likely to find,
although we may be as familiar with the
subject as any one else, they may know
something of which we are not aware,
and we may be in possession of facts
which they have not learned, whereby
the exchange of views will prove bene-
ficial to both.

It does not take a trained mind to
discover the influence which confidence
has upon the public. We find without
any apparent reason or without radieal
views expressed by either of the great

political parties in this country that the
approach of a political campaign with
its problematical results produces de-
pression and uneertainty in business
cireles. The same is the case when any
change of policy is contemplated or be-
lieved to be under consideration, how-
ever advisable it may prove to be. We
know the influence which the failure of
a large financial institution has upon
houses engaged in kindred lines, al-
though their solvency and ability to
carry out their contracts is not question-
ed. The same is the case when a com-
mercial house is forced into bankruptey,
it ereates a lack of confidence in trade
circles whieh it takes time to overcome.
This places the banker, merchant and
credit man on the alert and he becomes
more diligent and careful regarding
those with whom he forms his business
connections.

There is no one more susceptible to
the influence of confidence than the
credit man, who is daily brought face
to face with all phases of duplicity and
evasion of the solvency laws. Too many
small debtors of to-day fail to appre-
ciate what influence confidence has in
the formation of a basis for credit. If
the creation of confidence was encourag-
ed by them there would be no need for
laws which at present work a hardship
to many small merchants who are strug-
gling along, denying themselves, endeav-
oring to build up a business which in
the future will place them in an inde-
pendent position. The honesty of such
men in many ecases is a more substan-
tial asset than the capital of the mer-
chant regarded as money 2ood. and law
honest who endeavors to evade the law
and delay the payment of accounts
whenever an opportunity affords.

Honesty as the best poliey is too often
forgotten in the present day, but he
who takes it into consideration is bound
to sueceed if he but perseveres. Bad
faith, deception and insincerity ean
never be covered by flowery words or
smiling professions to the contrary, for
our acts are bound to belie our words,
and to-day a person is judged by what

he does and is and not by what he as-

sumes to be.
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The world is a severe, but, in most
cases, a just, eritic. We ean never de-
ceive ourselves, and in the long run of
life we are unable to deceive the world,
for sooner or later the truth will out.

The merchant and banker of to-day
do not sufficiently encourage the efforts
of those who live a business life which
entitles them to the eonfidence of those
with whom they have connections. A
breach of faith, a wrong deed is severely
criticized, and justly so, but the honor-
able act passes unnoticed. Why should
it not receive the commendation it war-
rants? A little more display of grati-
tude and appreciation would prove a
mighty factqr in produecing and encour-
aging m 1'it/orious efforts.

Young\dhen cannot cultivate a more
lasting or substantial asset than the
confidence of those with whom they are
associated, or make an investment which
in the future will pay a better dividend.

Too many follow the instructions of
the grasping old parent to his son when
he entered the business world, ‘‘Get
money—honestly if you can; but get
it,”’ and follow the spirit of the words
uttered in jocularity, but wisely appli-
cable, to ‘“do others before they have
the opportunity of doing you.”” Our
great cities possess sections the environ-
ments of which seem to be productive of
criminals. The people of these sections
believe that no one has confidence in
them, there is nothing for them to gain;
they become reeckless, care not what they
do and usually reap the harvest of their
deeds. This can be attributed to a lack
of ambition and aspiration and of con-
fidence in their ability to command the
respect and confidence of their fellow-
men, whose position in life they would
strive to attain. Our educational sys-
tem has overcome this to some extent,
and produced a confidence within the
individual. Hence, we find to-day the
most modest sections developing master-
minds who are destined to be a power
for good in the future.

The confidence of our merchants is
daily shaken by fakirs with schemes
whereby they promise to give most any-
thing for a nominal remuneration. This
class of commercial sharks creates a
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lack of confidence and untold annoy-
ance and handicaps those doing a legi-
timate business who can offer so little
in comparison with the others’ ideal, but
never materializing propositions. Let
us. eonstantly make deposits in the
world’s bank of honesty, straightfor-
wardness, sincerity, honorable deeds,
and destrov all checks of bad faith, de-
ception and hypoerisy, in this way culti-
vate and aceumulate a fortune of eon-
fidence, which reverses, produced by eon-
ditions over which we have no econtrol,
can_never affeet; and the eredit based
upon such a eapital will never be redue-
ed unless we forfeit it ourselves.

HOW TO DO BUSINESS IN THE
WEST INDIES.

The Canadian Groger is in receipt of
the following letter from Pickford &
Black, steamship owners and agents,
Halifax, referring to West Indian trade,
in which a valuable suggestion is offered
to Canadian exporters:

Editor Canadian Grocer,—The article
in The Grocer of Jan. 20, on ‘“‘Our
Trade with the West Indies,” is good
reading. Still we differ a little in one
item of your article. The proper way
to work the West Indian business is to
have an exportation company at the
point of shipment which would carry in
stock all lines of Canadian goods re-
quired by the West Indian trade. This
trade could thus be handled very econ-
omically, necessitating only one traveler
instead of half a dozen, and the goods
could be shipped promptly on receipt of
orders.

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SUGAR PRICES IN 1904.

W ILLETT & GREY, reviewing the
year 1904 in their Weekly Sta-
tistical Sugar Trade Journal,
say: **The year opened with granulated
sugar at 4.36 cents per pound, declined
to 4.26 cents per pound in February,
and with fluctuations of 5 cents to 10
cents per 100 pounds, from time to time,
the quotations steadilv advanced to the
end of the year, when granulated closed
at 5.60 eents per pound. The average
price of granulated for 1904 was 4.772
cents per pound, against 4.638 cents per
pound in 1903, a ¢ain of .134 cent per
pound in refined sugars, against a gain
of .254 eent per pound in raw sugars.
The average difference between raw and
refined in 1904 was .798 cent per pound,
against 918 cent per pound in 1903, a
deerease of .12 cent per pound in refin-
ers’ returns for the year.

**The average price of granulated in
1902 was 4.455 cents per pound; in 1901
it was 9.05 eents per pound and in 1900
5.32 cents per pound. The average price
of granulated for ten years has been
4.731 cents per pound. 'The average dif-
terence, eentrifugals and granulated, for
ten years has been .830 cent per pound.

**Refined business for 1905 will be
done on a different basis than in 1904,
inasmuch as the former contract busi-
ness has been done away with and the
guarantee of prices is also abandoned,
placing the business on a cash basis at
the refinery door.’’

Concerning the raw-sugar market
they say: ‘‘The year opened with cen-
trifugal sugar 96 test (the standard for
raw sugar) at 3.47 cents per pound, de-
clining at the end of January to 3.31
cents per pound, which was the lowest
point of the year, and within .06 cent
of the low price for a long series of
years. Fkrom February throughout the
year prices steadily advanced with only
slight reactions, closing the year at
47-8 cents per pound. The average
price of centrifugals for the year 1904
was 3.974 cents per pound, against 3.72
cents per pound in 1903 and 3.546 cents
per pound in 1902. The year 1904 shows
an increased valuation of .254 cent per
pound for raw sugars. The average
price for ten years has been 3.89 cents
per pound duty paid.

‘‘The influence of the Cuban reeci-
proeity treaty has been in 1904 to main-
tain the price of centrifugal sugars be-
low the parity of beet sugars in Eu-
ropean markets, with the exception of
a short time in the months of August
and September, when Cuban centritu-
gals and foreign beet sugars were quot-
ed at the same parity. Thus it appears
that while the general advance in the
price of sugar throughout the world has
given the Cuban planter large returns
for his erop, he has not obtained the
tull benefit of the reduced duties, mainly
for the reason that he has not asked it.
His position in 1905 should be sueh as
to enable him to obtain full benefits of
the reduced duties.”’

HOLESALE grocery business is
not yet very brisk, but as this
is ordinarily a quiet season of

the year, there is nothing surprising in
that circumstapce. The only unsatis-
factory feature in the situation is the
slowness of collections, and in this re-
spect there is now some improvement.
The entire price list is steady this week.
Sugar is quiet, and at time of writing
is still at $6.40 for granulated. No one
seems disposed to hazard many guesses
as to the future of the market. Readers
should always consult our ‘‘last minute
markets’’ for changes in sugar about the
time of going to press. Canned goods
are quiet, the only changes of note be-
ing a general reduction in canned apples.
Owing to the high price, canned toma-
toes are not selling very briskly. The
price has reached the point where the
consumer refuses to buy. Coflee is easier
in the New York markets and the local
advance noted in these columns last
week is not being followed in all houses.
In foreign dried fruits, such as apricots,
peaches, pears, nectarines, a sharp ad-
vance may be expected soon on the local
market. Nothing but the fact that local
houses had good supplies on hand has
prevented this advance being made be-
fore this. These goods would cost the
wholesale houses much mdgre' laid down
in Winnipeg to-day than they are now
charging the retail trade, and a sharp
advance is due at almost any date. Re-
tailers would be well advised in stocking
at present sices.  Evaporated apples
are lower o e local market than
might be ex d in comparison with
Eastern priceSgfand at the prevailing
values no new stock is coming from the
East. This is another line of goods in
which an advance seems inevitable. The
local market has been almost bare of
xxx spies, but new supplies arrived
early in the week. Quotations are to be
found below. Oranges and lemons are
cheaper. Cornmeal is sure to decline
still further, and the trade are advised
to buy sparingly at present prices.

Sugar.

Sugar still maintains its strong posi-
tion, but its future course is hard to de-
termine. The trade are buying only for
immediate requirements and are expect-
ing a decline. Time will tell whether
they are right. More than a week has
passed without any further advance. We
quote:

/ ~\I UES continue strong and tend
upward. Evaporated apples are

the last line to join the proces-
sion and the advance is quite marked.
There are the usual Spring changes in
the air. The Maritime Spice & Cofiee
Co. is to be amalgamated with the Geo.
IX. Barbour wholesale grocery bhusiness,
under the style of Geo. E. Barbour Co.,
Limited. Mr. Barbour is the youngest
among the young men controlling the
wholesale grocery business of St. John,
and has already made a marked success.
There are not many changes of special
interest. Nutmegs are particularly low.
Hops are tending higher. Rice is firmer
and {o offset the price some very poor
samples are seen.

OfL

There continues a large sale for burn-
ing oil. Prices are unchanged. In lin-
seed oil the very low prices are still
quoted. Dealers have very largely
bought for their Spring requirements.
Turpentine is unchanged al the rather
high prices quoted. Cod oil is held firm
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at full figures. Stocks are not large.
Lubricatling oils are unchanged.
Salt.

There is still no agreement between
the importers and the Winter port boats
in regard to salt importation, owing to
high freight rates quoted. There is still
a fair stock of Liverpool coarse held.
Prices are firm. The railways, including
the street railway, use a large quantity
at this season.

Canned Goods.

Dealers are making contracts for later
deliveries in canned meats. Priges are
the same as last year. In vegetables,
prices are held firm at full figures. In
fruits, quite full stocks are held.
Salmon seems plentiful. Oysters - are
rather higher. Gallon apples are dull.
In domestic fish, stocks of finnan haddie,
kippers and clams are very small and
sardines are not a large stock.

Green Fruits.

There is but limited business. In ap-
ples, Ontario fruit supplies the demand
for best stock. There is a full supply
of cheap apples, but demand is not
large. Valencia oranges have a fair
sale. Some nice Jamaicas are still of-
fered, but season is late. Sale of Flo-
ridas and Californias, particularly the
latter, is light. Lemons are quite low.
Cranberries are rather firmer.

Dried Fruit.

There is little movement. The sharp
advance in evaporated apples is the
chief feature of the week. They are 25
per cent. higher than a very few weeks
ago. Prunes are also higher. Some Va-
lencias are offered. Raisins, while firm,
show little business. Currants are low.
Prunes are unchanged. Apricots and
peaches have but a small demand. Dates
are quite a fair stock; prices, while low,
are firmer. Peels have very little de-
mand and figs are also light sellers at
this season. Nuts are dull. Peanuts
hold at higher prices than last year.

Sugar.

No advance is reported this week at
the time of writing this report. Prices
are held firm at full figures. It is many
years since the trade made as handsome

a profit on sugar as has now becn the
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
