Under the Act ofthe Legislature ofthe last Session, I caused a Census of the Island to be
taken, a copy of which I have directed to. be laid before yeu; and it will-bc satisfactory to
you to observe the steady increase of population that has taken place of nearly one third since
the year 1827.

Ia my visit during the Summer of such parts of the Country as I could convenienty
do, I was gratified in noticing the progressive improvement and comfort that appeared to
prevail-and I anticipate with pleasure, at a future day, to sec the good that will result
to our Peasantry from a sober, steady, and persevering industry.

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of .dssembly;
The Accounts of the past year shall be laid before you with little delay.
I regret to observe that the Revenue has not been so productive the last year as the

preceding one; -its fluctuation rnust necessarily be looked for, and that circumstance will, no
doubt, have its influence with you, in making your Appropriations for the service of the
present year.

I think it necessary to inform you, that owing to some unavoidable and unforeseen
cause, a larger amount of work has been performed on the new Wharf ir. Charlotte-Town
than was contemplated. in the estimates of last year.

I shall desire the Papers to be laid before you, and recornrnend you to vote such furthier
sumn as, under the circumstances, .you may think the Contractors entitled to.
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-IMr. Presiden, an& Gentlemen of Bis Majesty's Council;
Mr. Speaker, and Gentleme of the House of .ssembly;

Resume your oficial duties, and, guided by an impartial and honorable desire to the
fulfilment of them, uphold the character of the Country, and your own credit.

Having concluded your Legislative labours, it only remains for me to express my earnest
hope that you carry with you to your retirement the pleasurable feeling of having faithfully
discharged the duties that have been confided to you.

I thank you for the Supplies you have voted for the service of the year-their application
to the purposes for which they have been entrustcd to me, I shall conscientiously endeavour
to fufil.

Mr. President, and Gentlemen of E-is Miesty's Concil:

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the Bouse of Assembly:

With peculiar satisfaction I notice the continuance ofyour desire to promote the advance-
ment of Education; it is a matter of such infinite consequence to the future prosperity Of the
Colony, that liberality in fostering this most important object cannot be too much encouraged.

In taking leave ofyou for the present Session, I would recommend to you to exert all the
influence you may possess, by instilling into the minds of those in whose Districts you seve-
rally reside, the beneficial effects of moral and sober habits, essential to the general welfare,
and also to themselves, as being the primary means of insuring, under the favour of Provi-
dence, health and happiness, and a reasonable hope of acquiring a competence for their
declining years.

After which, the President of the Council, by His Excellency's command,
declared the General Assembly to be prorogued until Wednesday the 7th day
of May next.
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
