The development on the Velvet, the
Victory-Triumph, the Leiter and other
properties, Mr. Morrish says, makes a
wagon road necessary. He says that his
company, the Victory-Triumph, and the
Leiter will probably unite and construct,
at their own expense, a road from the
properties of these companies to the
Dewdney trail, a distance of two and a
half miles.

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HUNTERS  WARNED

The Game Act Is to Be Rigorously
Enforced.

FACTS WORTH KNOWING

“The Principal Game 1n the Country
May Be Killed For Food Between
October 1 and January 1—The Law
Is Very Stringent.

There have been 80 many fla-
grant violations of the game law in this
gection of the province that protests

G. Lang was recently made. Mr. Lang
expressed himself as follows:

T wish you would give publicity to
our protest against the wholesale slaugh-
ter of game in our neighborhood in the
hope of drawing the attention of the
authorities to the present deplorable
state of affairs. The right bank of the
Pend d’Oreille river from Waneta to the
mouth of the Salmon—a distance of 15
miles or so—with its southerly exposure
and abundance of grass and brush, has
always been the favorite winter quarters
of both cotton tail and black tail deer.
Some years ago strangers were astonish-
ed at their iinmense numbers. Herds of
15 to 20 were common, and the hunter
might easily see 50 or 60 deer in a day.
About that time the mischief began, and
one man is known to have killed 150
deer for the hides alone. Five years ago,
when a large number of men' were em-

loyed by the hydraulic works at Seven-

ile creek, the slaughter reached its
height. Wnen two or three deer were
wanted for camp five or Bix were killed,
the fattest chosen and the others left to
rot. Men took their rifles outand used
the deer solely and simply as targets,
with no necessity for and no thought of
using the venison. I have often heard
from those here at the time that for 10
miles up the road in the following spring
there was & continual and unbearable
stench from the rotting carcasses of
slaughtered deer!

«“Two winters ago deer were becoming
gearce, but still many were killed and
shipped and numerous carcases wasted.
Last winter even, three men boasted of
having together killed 75 deer, besides
which others killed over 150, and the
reckoning was approaching and this
year it has come with a vengeance!
Those who are least to blame suffer
most. The professional hunter if free to
go elsewhere, but the pros ctor and
placer miner must remain w ether ven-
ison is plentiful or scarce and this win-
ter many have gone without or obtained
but little of the only fresh meat avail-
able. Where in former years there were
100 deer there is now scarcely one. Now
that it .is too late, people are inquiring
about the game laws. These will now
be rigidly enforced, but that is not ‘suf-
ficient. The only remedy is to get rid of
the professional hunter by closing
the market to venison for - at
least a season or two. Unless this is
done a few years will suffice for the

\ practical extermination of deer in the
\ Kootenays.

In conclusion allow me to
\ask why white hunters from across the
Yine should be permitted to hunt and
market deer in this province, when
TUnited States Indians daren’t even kill
a deer for theirown use?”’

It is flot lawful at any time to kill
cow wapiti (cuommonly know as elk) cow
moose, ewe or lamb of the mountain
sheep, fawn, English blackbird, chaf-
finch, thrush, robin, all species of quail,
English partridge and gull. Nor is it
lawful to buy, sell or offer for sale, wil-
low gfouse, quail, pheasant, prairie
chicken, doe of any age, and deer
under the age of 12 morths, or any
blue grouse, hare, deer, caribou, wapiti,
moose, mountain goat or mountain sheep
before the 1st day oi October in each
year. The eggs of any of the birds men-
tioned above cannot be taken except for
breeding purposes. Free miners, how-
ever, actually engaged in mining or pros-
pecting may kill game for food—but for
food only. And no one is allowed to
kilY 'during any one year more than 10
deer, 5 caribou, 3 mountain sheep, 5
mountain goats, 2 bull wapiti, 2 bull
moose, 250 ducks.

Any onme informing the authoritiés
of the violation of the provisions of the
game act of 1895 and securing the con-
viction of any ome (except himself) is
9utitled to half the pecuniary penalty
imposed by virtue of the provisions of
the act. -

Plenty of Ore in, the Shaft of Eureka
No. 1.

Millionaire Clark Bouds the Eureka
Claim—Lots of Ore in the
Butte & Boston.

RepusLic, Wash., Feb. 14.—[Special.]-
The sun is shining bright and strong to-
day and the streete are lined with people
thawing out after the cold spell.

The shaft on the Eureka No. 1is
down 20 feet, driving along on the foot
wall. They have two feet of quartz that
assays $30 per ton, but the entire shaft
is 1n quartz, which is about 20 feet wide.
Fall shifts are now running.

Along both mineral
belts cabins are observable. In walking
along the trails you see no signs of life,
until suddenly you come to & pole at the
mouth of & tunnel, which the deep snow
has hidden.

Public Debt and Expenditure Are
Rapidly Increasing.

The last number of the Canada Gazette
contains the statement of the public
debt of the Dominipn on the 31st of last
menth at $343,007,784.32, against which
there are assets in the shape of sinking
funds and investments amounting fto
$78,204,758.92. ‘This is an increase over
the corresponding month of 1898 of $2,-
940,188.92. The receipts for the month
of January on account of the consolida-
tion fund amounted to $3,650,102.68,
against $3,512,149.19, and the expendi-
tures were $6,640,687.32, against $6,206,-
477.49 last year, an increase of $334,209,-
83. The expenditure on capital account
amounted to $437,335.41, an increase of
$80,545.37 over the corresponding month
of last year.

WANT MORE MONEY

.
Mayor Goodeve Sent to Victoria on
a Special Mission.

STRONG INSTRUCTIONS

The Oity OCouncil and the Board of
Trade Unite in Asking for Addi-
tional Appropriations for Build-
ings, Roads and Other Purposes.

A meeting of the council of the board
of trade was held Saturday to consider
the advisability of sending a delegate to
Victoria to urge upon the provincial gov-
ernmen the absolute neceseity of increas-
ing the appropriations for this city and
neighborhood.  Strong pressure Was
brought to bear on Mayor Goodeve, and
he was induced to consent to act as the
representative of the board and of the
council, should the latter body desire it.
A meeting of the city council was held
almost at once, when every member in
town was present and authorized him to

act.

Instructions following, which speak for
themselves, were handed him and were
unanimously endorsed by the city coun-
cil, and he was instructed to proceed at
once to Victoria as the joint representa-
tive of the two bodies, a8 well as in his
official capacity as mayor of Rossland.

The Instructions-Read Thus:

RossLaND, B. C., Feb. 18, 1889.
A. 8. GoopEvE, Esq., Mayor of Ross-
andd— Sir: The Rossland board of
trade begs to hand you herewith a copy
of the resolutions forwarded to the hon-
orable chief commissioner of lands and
works and James M. Martin, M.P. P,
last December. By referring to them
you will see that the board asked for
$21,500 for new roads, trails, efc., in this
division, while the maintenance of the
existing roads, etc., will require at least
$3,600 more, oOr $25,000 in addition.
From the newspaper reports of the esti-
mates it appears that only $15,000 has
been appropriated for this purpose,
which is necessarily an utterly inade-
pate sum. The trunk wagon road to
(Gladstone alone will cost $17,000, and as
it opens up the promising and rich min-
ing districts of Rock ecreek Sullivan
creek, Sheep lake, Upper Sheep creek,
Norway mountain and Burnt basin, 1t8
construction is a purely business propo-
gition,and it is believed will increase
the revenues of the proviuce by much
more than its cost in the next two or
three years, and these districts will ulti-
mately be large revenue producers. The
board therefore most respectfully urges
that a further grant of $10,000 for roads,
trails, etc., should be provided in the
supplementary estimates: =

ith regard to the joint coutrt house
and city hall the board respectfully sub-
mits that the provincial government ap-
propriation should be increased to $25,-
000 on condition that the city contribute
$15,000 and agree to share equally there-
after with the provincial government
the cost of maintenance ahd repairs.

Regarding mining roads within the
city limits the board urges that the pro-
vincisl government might (in view o
the revenue derived from shipping mines
within the city limits, a revenue which
is rapidly increasing,) appropriate at
least $5.000 to aid the city in construct-
ing and maintaining roads to shipping
mines situated on Red mountain, Monte
Christo mountain, Columbia &Kootenay
mountain and Deer Park mountain.

AN APPALLING ACOIDENT.

Twenty-One People Killed and 100 In-
jured in Bejgium.

BrussEeLs, Feb. 19.—In a railway col-
lision today 21 persons were killed and
100 injured. There were no Americans
or English among the victims. The
gcene presented a terrible picture. When
the locomotive of the express train
leaped onto the roofs of the three rear-
most carriages of the train from Tournal
it crgshed through them and ground the
carriages and their occupants into an al-
most_ inextricable mass of eplintered
wood, broken and twisted ironwork an
man_gl_ed humanity. 8ix of the bodies
of victims were found intertwined in the
wheels of the express locomotive. The
terrible disfigurement of the dead pas-
sengers was appalling.

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THE MINING REVIEW

An Important Strike Made in the
Velvet on Sophie Mountain.

SIX FEET OF ORE FOUND

Work Has Been Resumed on the Iron
Colt—Great Activity in the North
Belt—Evening Star Outlook Is of
an Encouraging Nature.

The principal event of the past week
in mining circles was the find of six feet
of ore in the Velvet property on Sophie
mountains. In the crosscut run from
the 160-foot level at a point 40 feet from
the shaft an ore body six feet wide has
been encountered. This same body was
found in the 50- and 100-foot levels. In
these levels it was four feet wide, but
now it has widened out to six feet. This

following on the heels of the find made
in the Victory-Triumph some days since
has attracted favorable attemtion to
Sophie mountain.

Another important event during the
past week was the resumption of work
on the Iron Colt. This closes up a link
in the long chain oi working properties
in the north belt that extends from the
Novelty to the Columbia & Kootenay, a
distance of about two miles, These in-
clude the Novelty, No. 1, War Eagle, Le
Roi, West Le Roi and Josie, Centre Star,
Iron Mask, Virginia, Iron Horse,
Iron Colt, Columbia & Kootenay.
With the development in  pro-
gress all  along the northern' line
the results cannot fail to be productive
of a largely increased output during the
present year.

The development in the Evening Star
continues to be encouraging.
Drumbheller, the president of the Even-
Star company, visited the property dur-
ing tre week and was very much pleased
with the Fesult, and stated before his
departure for Spokane that the intention
was to commence shipping within a
short time.

The Ore Shipments.

Shipments of ore from the mines of the Ross-
land camp were phenomenally light during the
past week. The War Eagle shipped but lictle

owing to the change going on in connection
with the compressor. The Le Ro1 did not ship
a single ton and nothing came from any other
shippers except the Iron Mask. The shipments
for tge week ending February 17 were as follows:

VeLver.—The most important strike
of the week has been made in the Velvet
property on Sophie mountain, which is
the owned by the New Gold Fields of
British- America. In the crosscut rup
from the 160-foot level,at a distance of
40 feet from the shnft, an ore chute has
been struck that is six feet wide. This
is the most important find that has yet
been made in the Velvet. The same ore
chute was met in the 100- and the 150-
foot levels. In these two levels the ore
body was only four feet wide, and the
fact that it has widened out tosix feet
at the 160-foot level is regarded as im-
portant. It is said that the new find
carries about the same values as in the
upper levels. The ore: there averaged
about $40 per ton. The bottom of the
ghaft is also in ore, and the outlook for
the Velvet is most promising.
EveninG Star.—Quite a few changes
are being made in the development of
the property. An upraise will be run
65 feet along the ore chute from the
lower tunnel to connect it with the upper
tunnel for the purpose of 'sampling the
ore body, which extends trom the lower
tunnel to the upper tunnel. Roy H.
Clarke, engineer and assayer for the
company, will commence to sample ore
this week, and assays will be made on
_the raise a8 the work progresses. Tak-
ing into consideration the assays that
have been had in both the lower and
upper tunne's, gnod results are expected.
As soon as the raise has been run to the
upper tunnel, stoping and sinking on
the ore body will begin. The ore was
first found 1n the upper tunnel, and is of
much more value in the lower tunnel,
and the lead is of greater width
where they are now working. The plans

of developmgm\t in this camp that have:
1

been generally\ approved of is tosink a
shaft and then raise for parposes of ven-
tilation. Therefore, the raise will
be of great advantage to the
property for this .reason, besides
defining the extent of the ore body.
The usual nnmber of men have been
working during the past week in the
lower tunnel, and progress has been
made to the extent of 12 feet. Only
hand drills are .being used and, of
course, headway is much slower than
where machines are used. The fault
which was supposed to have been passed
has been struck in driving the tunnel.
Therefore the break must extend lower
down than the depth of the lower tun-
pnel. 1. M. Drumbheller, president of
the company, left Friday for his home
in Spokane. He has bean overlooking
the property, and expressed his pleasure
at its appearance.

Lt Ror.—The shalt is now campleted
to the 800-foot level, where drifting has
begun. “The incline for a double com-
partment shaft down from the Black
Bear tunnel is nearly completed to the
600-foot level, and the double drum
electric hoist of 100-horse power is now
being designed and should be here at
the end of nine or 10 weeks. In the
Black Bear the sharp corners are
being taken off so that the timber and
supply cars can be easily drawn bya
mule to the top of this new shaft, down
which men, timbers and supplies will be
lowered into the mine. For the main Ee
Roi hoist two 80-horse  power
boilers have been ordered, and Crow’s
Nest coal will be the fuel used. This is
a new feature in the camp, the intro-
duction of coal for use in the mines. The

amount of wood heretofore used in the,

mine was something enormous and it
remaing to be seen whether it will be
economical to use coal. Two new Roe-
bling ropes are now being put on the
drums and as soon as the rollers are put
in the shaft. The mine will ship from
300 to 400 tons a day. In the meantime
development work is going on in the
200-, 350-, 600-, 700- and 800-foot levels.
It is expected that. some shipments will
be made this week, probably to the
amount of 250 to 300 a day.

Wir EacLe.—Shipments from the
War Eagle during the past week have
been very light, owing to a block in the
mine and the fact that some.working
parts of the compressor had to be sent
for to the east and has not yet come to
hand. It is hoped to have everything

in shape very shortly, and in the mean_
time there will be a gradual increase in
the shipments until they far exceed
those of the past. Messers. Gooderbam
and Blackstock, who have been here
more than a week, will leave for the
east during the coming week. The com-
pany’s experts and attorneys have been
going through theevidencein the Centre
Star suit and will soon be ready to go
into court. The case will be bitterly
contested and both sides are confident of
winning. The improvements outside ars
progessing well ‘and the roads being
placed in good shape.

Deer PARr.—Active development is
being carried on. One machine has just
started drifting north from the 300-foot
level. The other machine is working in
the raise in the north drift of the 150-
foot level. This raise has been driven
for a distance of 35 feet. This raise is
intended to connect the 150-foot level
with the north drift of the 100-foot level.
Timbering is in progress and both the
bottom of the shatt and the sump are
being timbdred. Twenty-four men are
at work and good progress is being made.
No shipments can be made as there i8
not enough water for sorting. F. A.
Mulholland, general manager, is in
Toronto, and during his absence Lorne

Iron Corr.—Work has been resumedl
on this property, which bas been shut
down since early in . January, 1898.' The
intention is to extend the drift on the
350-foot level 100 feet. This drift is now
in a distance of 150 feet. A chamber is
to be cut out on the 350-foot level and a
shaft sunk for a distance of 100 feet. As
there is considerable low grade ore to be
taken out in the course of the work the
intention is to send this to the smelter.
It contains a large excess of iron, and is
said to be wanted by the smelter’s man-
agement,

HomesTAKE.—The timbering in the
shaft has been completed to the 200-foot
level. The shaft is now in first class
shape. Stations have been cut at the
150-foot and 200-foot levels.

VIVE LE PRESIDENT

M. Loubet Elected in France by a
Large Majority.

AGITATIONS IN PARIS

¥

The Canaille Turns Out in Force—Na-
tionalist Deputies Threaten to Raise
Trouble After M. Fanre’s Funeral
on Thursday.

Pagis, Feb. 18.—From an early hour
the stations of the railroad lines leading
to Versailles were crowded with people
gathered to witness the departure of the
deputies and senators. M. DeRoulede
arrived by the Lyons railread, and was
met by members of the Patriotic League.
Order prevailed at stations where to all
appearances there was no special police
precautions faken. The first trains took
an army of telegraphists and telephon-

ists to Versailles; where the town hall
was decorated with flags and draped
with crepe. The lamps were lighted
and veiled with crepe. The members of
the national aesembly, viz: senators and
deputies, began to assemble at 10 o’clock
and to select their seats. M. Loubet,
president of the senate and presiding
officer, arrived in a carriageat 10 o’clock.
The Assembly Meets.

Paris, Feb. 18,—The national assem-
bly met at Versailles at 1 o’clock this
afternoon, M. Loubet, president of the
genate, declaring the sitting open amid
the applause of the leftists. The names
mentioned as candidates were: Loubet,
Meline, Dupuy, DeFreycinet and De
Schannel. The voting began with the
letter <“D’’ M. Dousette casting the first
ballot. :

M. Loubet Is Elected.

Paris, Feb.18.—M. Loubet was elected

by 483 votes against 270 cast for M.

Meline.
Dangerous Gatherings of Mobs.

When the news reached Earis a num-
ber of gatherings commenced, and soon
‘the streets were in an uproar with a sav-
age Parisian mob in full force. o

The agitation of the canaille was
caused by M. DeRoulede énd Drumont
and their party. But the authorities
say measures have been taken to pre-
serve order.

At Joan of Arc’s Statue.

The nationalists gathered about the
statue of Joan of Arc and M. DeRoulede
made a fiery address to them. The

crowd then marched to the boulevard
and stopped in front of the Libre Parole
office. There the nationalists yelled
themselves hoarse, with cries of ** Vive
L’Armee”’ and * Spit upon’ Loubet.”
The appearance of President Loubet in
a carriage was the signal for. hostile
demonstrations and cries of ‘“ Panama,
Panama.” In opposition to the cries of
¢ Panama’’ the supporters of the presi-
dent raised ghouts of of ‘* Vive Loubet.”
At that stage of the demonstration a de-
tachment of mounted cuirassiers ap-
peared and cleared a passage for the
president’s carriage. The noise was
then redoubled, and the police had great
difficulty 1n restraining the mob.
Deputies Lead the Mob.

Suddenly M, DeRoulede, Millevoye
and Habert appeared. The mob sur-
rounded M. Millevoye, who donned his
deputy’s belt, which is his usual methed
ior signalling to his friends, and his sup-
porters=ranged themselves behind the
three deputies, shouting ‘“Down with
Loubet,” “‘Resign,”’” and - “Panama.”
When this body of men reached the
Palace de L’Opera, there was not a suffi-
cent strong force of police there to bar
the way and the demonstrators finally
returned to the statute of Joan of Are,
where the deputies mounted upon a
sand heap. M. Millevoye then waved a
tri-color flag above M. DeRoulede, while
the latter harangued the crowd.

Roulede’s Violent Speech.

He said: “Listen now what I was
prevented from saying at the Versailles
election. . The president belongs to the
people. I rejoice at this manifestation,
but today we cannot go to the Elysee

|and spit upon him whom we have no

wish to recognize as chief of the state.
We must allow to rest in peace, such as
it is, the man who is still lying there,
and return home. But on Thursday we
shall not fail to attend the funeral cere-
monies. You will find among the fol-
lowers of the eoffin,/the judges of the
criminal section of the court of cassation
and the base deputies who elected this

You know your duty,down with this
republic and long live a republic of the
people.

Police Finally Win.

The demonstrators then marched to
the Rue Des Pyramids, shouting and
flaunting tri-colors.

He thinks that a million
per annum for a period of 10 years is
none too much for the beunefits which
such a line would confer upon the coun-
try. It would greatly benefit the Do-
minion of Canada because, 8s Sir Charles
gays, the greatest development is always
along the line of the mosi travel. The
fact that the terminus of the Canadian
Pacific line of steamers is at
Vancouver has largely made that city
what it is and has added materially
to the business of the Canadian Pacific
railway. With a steamship line having
a terminus at some seaport on the
Atlantic seaboard of Canada the trans-
continental railway would soon be made
one of the great highways: of the world.
This would do more for tke de-
velopment of Canada than any one
other ~thing that could happen.
More or less of the passengers passing
to and fro would be attracted by the re-
sources of the country, and in time
would either settle or make investments
here and so assist in the sooner making
Canada the wonderful country that
her great capabilities and re-
sources . entitle her to become.
Canada has, indeed, a glorious destiny
to fulfil in the history of the world, but
in order to bring-this speedily to its
quickest fruition it will be necessary to
make efforts like that outlined in the
matter of the proposed Canadian steam-
ship line. It is by enterprises of this
kind that we will conquer.

placing of lead ores on the free list; the
correspondent of the Toronto Evening
Telegram, writing from Washington on
the subject, says: “There will be joy
in the Oanadian west over the placing
of lead oree on the free list, Not least
enthusiastic in their jubilation will be
the Oaslo board of trade. The Kaslo
board of trade may be said to voice the
sentiment of British Columbia, so far as
the mining interests of the Province are
concerned, and ordinarily the citizens of
Kaslo would be prepared. to rest their
case on its merits. Their smelting
interests, from which source springs
practically all the opposition to free lead
ores, would not be feared but for the C.
P.R. The latter is now in possession of
the Trail smelter, and the fact that the
C. P.R. is among the fighters of reduced
duties on ores seems to have given many
westerners cause for alarm; fearing the
power of the interests which claim Sir
Wm.Van Hgroeasanallay,the Ksloboard
of trade has made a direct appeal to the
Canadian members of the Anglo-Ameri-
can commission.”

The joy expressed in the above is a
little previous, as the Anglo American
commission has risen and failed to do
anything witk the lead or any other
matter. Therefore, the celebration
which would probably have followed the
placing of lead on the free list by the
United States will have to be postponed
for some little time, we fear. The con-
gress of the United States, however,
may bé made to see in time the injustice
of the duty levied on lead and lead ores
and abrogate both. This is a consum-
mation most devoutly wished for by the
miners of the silver-lead producing sec-
tions of the Kootenays.

A POOR MEASURE.

A bill is pending before the legislaure
of the state of Washington, the purpose
of which is to amend the mining law.
The aim of the bill is to require that.
those who locate mineral ¢claims shall do
go for the purpose of developing them
and not for the purpose of speculating in
them. It is claimed by those who favor
the passage of the bill that one of the
most serious drawbacks in the opening
of a new district is the claim speculator.
It is alleged that he does nothing for
himself and he deprives others of oppor-
tunities to which they are entitled.

The dominant idea of this proposed
 measure is not a good nor a tenable one.
There is a tendency on the part of legis-
lative bodies on both sides of the inter-
pational boundary line to show too much
paternalism towards the mining indus-
try.. If it is just and proper for men to

The Minister of Finance Delivers
His Budget Speech.

He Estimates the Deficit for the Year
‘Will Amount to About a
Million Dollars.

Vicroria, Feb. 20.—The minister of

day the budget speech in the legislature.
He first made a statement of the finan-
cial affairs for the year ending June 30th
last under the administration of his pre-
decessor, Mr. Turner. For that year he
said there was an estimated and author-
ized expenditure of $2,060,614, while the
revenue, along with $285,000 to be left
over from the last loan, was estimated
at $1,5673,089, leaving an estimated de-
ficit of $487,5625. The actual result, how-
ever, has proved to be: Revenue, §1,-
439,623 ; expenditure, $2,097,347, and de-
ficit $647,723. Deducting $86,315 for
sinsk'mg funds left a net deficit of $561,-
408.

In the current year, basing his calcula-
tions largely on the first half already
expired, he estimated thot the gross de-
ficit would ‘be $1,063,010, and deductions
be $96,382, required for the sinkingfund,
and net deficit would be $966,628. As it
would be impossible to wipe off by
economy or by iucreased taxation the
deficits found existing when tte govern-
ment took office, and necessarily con-
tinuing for a time, a loan would be re-
quired for an amount which he esti-
mated at $1,750,000.

AT ITS OLD TRICKS.

The Winnipeg Tribune fears that the
board of trade of that city will be in-
duced to repeat its action of last year,
when the council of the board passed a
resolution declaring for the defeat of the
Kettle River Valley bill, when that
measure was before the Dominion house.
The Tribune declares that the Canadian
Pacific railway ‘“seems to have always
had ‘a very potent influence with the

It it
were a fact that prospectors as a' class
were becoming wealthy, there might be
the bad excuse of envy for the framing
of such a bill as the one under consider-
ation. It is a faet, however, that alarge
majority of the guild are poor, indeed,
and a fairly wealthy one is the excep-
tion, as usually they are compelled
by poverty to part with their holdings
for much less than they are worth. It is
true that once in a great while a pros-
pector makes a lucky gtrike, but the rest
usually live principally on hope and an
occasional grub stake and die with a
very small amount of the world’s goods
and chaitels in their possession: This
being the case, it would seem that the
measure, like the one that is pending
before the Washington legislature, should
not be adopted. It islevelled against a
class which is of the greatest benefit to
mining. They are the pioneers of the
industry and the less legal restrictions

that they are subjected to the better.
They are the nomads of the mining

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THE SCHEME IS DEAD

There Will Be No Large Company
Store Started Here.

GEO. GOODERHAM TALKS

s Not His Inteution to Enter Into
Tompetition With the Merchants of
Rossland—He Intends to Keep His
Good Record Clear.

Messrs. George Gooderham and T. G.
Blackstock, president and vice-president,
respectively, of the War Eagle Consoli-
dated Gold Mining compony and joint
owners of the Centre Star mine, have
about completed their inspection of the
properties.

To a MinEr representative Monday
Mr. Gooderham stated that the delay
in starting the new electrical compressor
and hoisting plant had been occasioned

by some slight alterations that were
found to be necessary in the foundations
and the installing of additional power
to start the ‘machinery. The plant for
this purpose i8 now on its way here from
Toronto, and by the time it arrives
every thing will be in readiness to start
the big concern. The putting in of this
last additional machinery will take buta
very short time, so that within the next
two or thtee weeks at the outside the
great mine should be shipping its full
complement of ore to the Trail smelter
under the new management.

Asked about the price of War Eagle
stock Mr. Gooderham said the manage-
ment was not interested in any way in
causing the price to mount up as it was
at present doing. That was in the hands
of the brokers, who probably understood
their business.

Conducted on a Business Basis.

He and and.¢he other directors of the
company were endeavoring to conduct
the affairs of the concern upon a strictly
business basis, and while they depre-
ciated the undue inflation of this stock,
they bad done nothing to assist the
movement, but were acting entirely
apart from and independent of it.

It was natural, however, said the
president, with a smile, that as the pub-
lic generally were aware of the improved
conditions for working the property as
well as the sound condition of the mine
itgelf that the stock should be somewhat
in demand. ;

Plans for the Centre Star.

The plans for working the Centre Star,

Mr. Gooderham said, would, so far as he

was concerned, be carried out on pre-
cigely the same lines as the War Eagle.
It would be possible at the present time
with the facilities at hand to make a
daily shipment of 200 or 300 tons, but
the management preferred to -put the
property in still better shape by erecting

- new buildings, as had been done in the

case of the War Eagle, before starting
to ship in large quantities. During the
progress of the work a certain amount
of ore would be shipped, but this would
be restricted to simply getting the ore
out of the way in the workings. By the
autumn, however, the mine should be
in full working order and shipping to
the full capacity of the new plant. The
intention was, in both the War - Eagle
and Centre Star properties, that once
the mines were shipping regularly in
large quantities there should be no stop-
pages.
The Company Store Matter.

Mr. Gooderham’s attention was called
to the rumor that it was the intention of
the War Eagle company to erect a com-

pany departmental store in Rossland
backed by the unlimited capital at his
disposal. It was further pointed out
that the story had caused considerable
uneasiness in business circles in this
city. That while local merchants had
nothing to say about ordinary competi-
tion such as they always counted upon
meeting, they were seriously alarmed at
the prospect of a concern starting such
as was mentioned. THE MINER represen-
tative further stated that a good deal of
feeling had arisen amongst men here
who had invested largely in Rossland
property, had assisted in making the
place what it was, and who feared to see
all their efforts swept away and them-
selves and their families crowded out of
the city.

In reply Mr. Goederbam said: “I
am very glad,indeed,that you have men-
tivned the matter. I can assure the
business men of Rossland through THE
Mingr that neither the company nor
myself have any intention of doing any-
thing of the kind. The question of a
department store was mentioned to us,
but nothing further was done.

Has a Clean Record,
“I have a business record of 65 years

in Toronto to maintain, where no man
can say that I have ever sought to injure
him in his business or drive him out of
existence simply because I had ample
capital at my disposal. I desire that
my Toronto record should be maintained
in Rossland. We have extensive inter-
ests here, une way and another, but I
desire to work in harmony with the citi-
zens of this flourishing town.

“We shall probably put up a ware-
house on the mirce flat, similar to that
lately erected by the British America
corporation, where iron, steel and other
heavy material can be sasily and cheap-
ly delivered direct by the railway, and
8o save the expense of hauling, but we
have no intention of keeping in stock
anything further than our own mine
supplies,” ;

Mr. Gooderham further: expressed
the satisfaction he experienced at being
able to promptly state his views and to
express his regret that Rossland mer-
chants had been unduly exercised over
the matters in question.

HOME UNIVERSITY WORK

R. E. Gosnell of Victoria, Is Here in
Its Interest.

He Will Interview a Number of Oiti-
zens and Arrange For the Organ-
ization of & Local Reading Oircle.

Some days ago Tar MiNer referred
editorially to the University association,
the objects of which is the extension of
the benefit of university education in
cheap and practical form, so as to bring
them practically within the reach of all.
The general secretary of British Colum-
bia, R. E. Gosnell of Victoria, is in the

city, baving arrived Sunday evening
and will be in the city for several days.
He will interview a number of citizens
and arrange for the organizition of a
local reading center. :

The University association as pre-
viously been explained, is the‘outcome
of a congress of university men help
during the World’s fair in Chicago, and
has made rapid- strides in the United
States. The system is an adaptation of
the English university extension, the in-
structioi being imparted in the form of
a printed syllabi or parts in each course,
the courses so iar including universal
history, universal literature, political
economy, political  -science, - 'and
geology, practical geology. and practical
astronomy, The cost of-each course is
only $3.75, which includes the cost of ex-
amination, and in point of. thoroughness
and practical value the instruction is
equal to that obtained in‘the best uni-
versities.

While subscribers may take the courses
privately the usual method followed is
the formation of a reading center, the
members of which meet once a week un-
der the direction of a local leader. Fif-
teen or 20 minutes a day home reading
will carry a student through a year’s
course, and such a system is admirably
adapted to recommend itself to'the con-
ditions which exist in this country.

ELECTRICITY IN MINING

It Was First Used at Aspen, Colo-
“rado.

A Street Car Motor Was Utilizéed to
Draw Cars—Its Use Has
Spread Since.

‘“ The first electricity used for mining
purposes wae in Colorado,” said W. A..
Carlyle of the British America corpra-
tion, who spared a few moments of his
time from his business duties to talk to
a MiNer reporter Monday afternoon.
¢ Electricity used as a .motive power in
mining was first adopted by the Aspen
Mining & Smelting company. of Aspen,
Colorado, where, in the Veteran tunnel a
Sprague street car motor was rigged up
to haul a train of empty cars 1,200 feet,
and to raise from an incline.
Improvements were quickly sug-
gested and made, and . today
electricity is used very extensively
in that camp. A vertical shaft to tap
the famous Molly Gibson vein was sunk
and operated at a depth of 1,200 feet,
with the largest electric hoist now run-
ning. (Except the War Eagle plant,
which is not yet running.)

“In Cripple Creek there are now from
50 to 60 electric hoists running, using
induction motor with, of course, at least
the alternating current, and where these
hoists have been properly constructed
and properly handled, excellent results
are being obtained. The electric hoists
then and now vary in power all the way
from 5- to 50-horse power.

“There are now two under construc-
tion of 200-horse power each, and one of
300-horse power.”’

TWO MORE WIRES,

The Spokane & Northern Improving
Its Telegraph Line.

F. E. Michaels, superintendent of the
Spokane & Northern Telegraph com-
pany, is in the city on a tonr of inspec-
tion. On Monday he started a force of
men at work stretching two wires be-

This will
give the company independent wires for
the transaction of commercial business.

MACLAREN LOSES

The Le Roi Stock Can Now Be
8 Transferred.

JUDGE MARTIN'S DECISION

Offer of the British America Corpora-
tion Is Considered Eminently Fair
and the Plaintiffs Can Either Ac-
cept That or Nothing.

Mr. .}ustice Martin, in the supreme
court Monday, renderel a decision in
the now celebrated injunction case of
McLaren vs. the Le Roi Mining & Smelt-
ing company, which appears hereunder.
J. Barnet McLaren is the holder of 3,000
shares,and other outstanding sharehold-
ers made up a total of 17,000 shares.
McLaren obtained an injunction from
Judge Hanford, of the United States
circuit court in Seattle, which was- dis-
solved on the hearing. A temporary in-
junction against the transfer of the prop-
erty wasatterwards obtained from Judge
Prather, of the sauperior court of Wash-
ington, but it is understood that
that has also been dissolved.  The
glaintiﬁ then sought relief in the courts

ere and the case was heard on Friday.
C. V. Bodwell of Victoria appeared on
behalf of the plaintiff, and E. P. Davis
of Vancouver and O. R. Hamilton for
the defendants. At the close of the
hearing the defendants offered to pay
the plaintiffs the same amount for their
shares that had been paid to the Turner
and Peyton interests. This offer was
refused. The result of that refusal is
the dissolution of the injunction and the
plaintiffs are now out of court and the
meeting for the transfer of stock can
now be held. The decision is as follows:

In this matter I have, owing to its
urgency, been requested to give judg-
ment at the earliest moment possible,
and I now proceed, briefly to do so.

The point which, during the argu-
ment, seemed to be strongest in favor
of ithe plaintiff’s application to continue
the injunction was the alleged harsh
and oppressive proceedings on the part
of the defendante, amounting, it was
urged, to what the court should regard
as fraud. On the part of the defendant
company any such intention was not
only disclaimed, but on the other hand
the court was asked to draw the infer-
ence from the affidavits filed that the
plaintiff was endeavoring, by resorting
to these proceedings at a critical stage of
the flotation of the new enterprise, to
compel the defendants to buy out the
plaintiff’s interest at an exhorbitant
figure. At the close of his argument
the counsel for the company, as an evi-
dence of the willingness of his clients to
deal tairly with the plaintiff, offered his
undertaking to purchase the plaintiff’s
shares at a sum which would be the
average price paid for the shares of the
Turner and Peyton interests; this he
was prepared to do in the event of the
court being of the opinion that it was
tair and just that his clients should
make such an important coneession.

This offer has impressed megfavorably
and I am of the opinion that-if the plain=
tiff were to refuse it, it would be neither
just nor equitable for me to continue an
injunction which would so very pre-
judicially affect the welfare of the com-
pany. I may add that, under all the ex-
ceptional circhmstances of this case, 1
should, even without this undertaking,
bave had difficulty in coming to the con-
clusion that the injunction should be
continued, and, in my opinion, the un-
dertaking presents a happy solution of
the difficulty which has arisen between
these parties.

My decision is, therefore, that coun-
sels’ undertaking having been given as
above expressed, the motion to continue
this injunction will be refused.

T suggest that the parties come to an
arrangement themselves as to costs;
but, in case they cannot do 80, this ques-
tion may be spoken to latter.

A Farewell Dinner Given: Him by
His Globe Friends.

MINER'S NEW  EDITOR

Wobert Jaffiray Presided, and Speeches
Were Made by the Chairman, J. S.
Willison, and Others—It Was a
Pleasant Occasion.

The Toronto Globe of February 13,
.contains the following account of .the
dinner given to John B. Kerr by his as-
sociates on the Daily Globe:

Tae RossLAND MINER, one of the best
&mnown daily newspapers of British Co-
Jambia is to have a new editor, in the
person of John B, Kerr, who for close on
seven years has been a member of the
Globe staff. The sppointment is of im-
portance, for THE Mi~er ranks high in
the daily press of Oanada and in Mr.
Kerr it will possess an editor of high in-
gellectual powers, of conspicuous fairness
and of wide experience.

Not only is Mr. Kerr an excellent
mewspaper man; he is noted for a really
remarkable popularity, for the personal
affection—it is not too strong a word—in
which he is held by all of his very wide
acquaintance, theresultof the possession
on his part of a singularly sympathic
temperament. The esteem in which he
js held by his fellow-workers of the
Globe staff was shown on Saturday even-
ing. The fact that his appointment be-
came known to the staff late on Friday
evening. The circumstances required
that he leave to occupy his new post
early this week. Within less than 24
hours after the appointment became
known s farewell dinner in his honor
had been organized and was in progress.
The dinner took place at McConkey’s,
and proved an entire success. It was a
fsmify affdir, members of the wlobe staff

alone being present. Robert J affray,
president of the Globe Printing com-
pany, occupied the chair, and among the
score or 8o of guests were: J.S. Willi-
son, managing editor of the Globe; C.
W. Taylor, business manager; and
a full representation of the editorial
staff.

The gpeaking was brief and to the
point. The loyal toast honored, J. 8.
Willison, managing editor, proposed the
health of Mr. Kerr. Their acquaintance
ran very far back, he observed, for they
had been friends when both were mem-
bers of the press gallery years before.
Mr. Kerr had been an exceedingly good
and useful member of the staff, he said.
No member of the staff had been more
highly esteemed or better liked by all

_his associates. Mr. Kerr kad been in
British Columbia already, Mr. Willison
remarked, and he went back to that
province, taking the sincere personal at-
tachmentof all hisconfrereson the Globe.
Mr. Willison added a few remarks upon
Mr. Kerr’s personal qualities, alluding
$o the modesty which 1s one of his most
marked characteristics. Newspaper men,
he observed were characterized by mod-
esty to an extent unusual in other occu-
pations, and he hoped that Mr. Ker.
would go out to Rossland realizing just
how big a man he really was. He pre-
dicted for Mr. Kerr and for the paper he
was going to edit a most successful
career.

Mr. Kerr, in acknowledging the toast,
which was honored with much en thuei-
asm, thanked his friends for the good
eomradeship which had prompted this
act of kindness. Apart from personal
congideraiions, it was no inconsiderable
wrench to part from men with whom he
had been associated so long and who had
always shown themselves perfectly clean
3n their business methods, perfectly
grustworthy professionally. If he had
any convictions at all, they were news-
g:per convictions. He had an ideal of

w a newspaper should be conducted,
and Mr. Kerr spoke in warm terms of
the closeness with which the manage-
mont of the Globe approximates to that

~ deal. Thereis between the public and
she management of a newspaper, he
continued, an implied contract that it
should give good and unbiased news in
the space it is worth. It was upon such
lines, Mr. Kerr declared with emphasis,
that Tae Miner would be conducted by
him. Referring again to the Globe, he
said that, speaking from seven years of
intimate acquaintance, he had never
known that principle to be deflected
from in the slightest degree. This was
more creditable to a newspaper than ex-
cellence a8 to publication, because it im-
pled upon the part of the staff and the
management a co-partnership in dealing
honestiy and uprightly by the publie,

Mr. Kerr closed an excellent and mov-

ing speech with a few remarks upon his

connection with the Globe.

Mr. Jaffray, who was the first to re-
spond to the toast, said it was not an
unmixed pleasure to be present, as it
meant Mr. Kerr’s departure from the
staff. He was pleased, however, to be
able to bear tribute to the regret they
felt in losing him. It could be said that
the management of the Globe always
was glad to see members of the staff
progressing. He was sure Mr. Kerr
woald not leave the paper unless it was
to advance himself, to occupy a position
which would be of advantage to himself
and of greater usefulness to the commu-
nity. Mr. Jaffray spoke of the value of
modest assurance, of perseverance and
application, and of the possession of a
sound, level head. He had been much
pleased with Mr. Kerr’s remarks upon
the higest duty of an editor and upon
the conduct of a newspaper. He was
sure he would try to carry out in prac-
tice what he had advocated, and would
edit Tae RossLaNp MINER with fairness
and vigor. Upon the subject of fsirness
in journalism, Mr. Jaffray spoke with
gome particularity, dwelling upon the
advantage it is to the country and noting
with satisfaction the high reputation for
fairness which the Globe enjoys through-
out the country. He concluded by ex-
pressing his regret that ‘Mr. Kerr was
severing his connection with the Globe,
and his wish that great success might
attend him in his new career. He urged
him to be truly Canadian in his attitude,
and was sure that they would hear that
he had raised Tee RossLAND MINER t0
be the first newspaper in the province of
British Columbia.

The
Speaker voices the general feeling by
gaying that the news regarding the com-
mission is very disquieting. *‘Itisim-
possible,” the Speaker continues, “to
say where the fault lies, but a failure to

arrive at an understanding will be a ser- | ¢

ious blow to the hopes of both countries
in regard to the future reiationship.”
A More Hopeful Feeling.

A representative of the Associated
Press here made inquiries in the proper
quarters and found a much more hopeful
teeling prevailing there. The intimation
is made that matters have taken a favor-
able turn. A high official said: *I
admit that at one time the outlook was
rather black, and it was feared a dead-
lock would ensue, but the negotiations
weathered the storm and have got into
smooth water again. We now hope for
a successful issue.”’

Company Directorships.

The debate on the address to the queen
in reply to the speech from the throne at
the opening of parliament was contin-
ued in the house of commons during the
week, and asit is expected to exclude the
ministers of the crown from holding
company directorships proved most in-
teresting, and although it was rejected,
chiefly owing to a brilliant piece of
special pleading by the government
leader in the house, A.J. Balfour, the
debate was distinctly unfavorable to the
ministers, and had the question been
made one of confidence the amendment
would undobtedly have been adopted.

No Ministerial Guinea Pigs.

There is a strong feeling in the house

A | against ministerial ‘‘guinea pigs,”’ and it

is expected that the ministers will now
quietly and as speedily as po-sible re-
sign their directorships. The Times
published a stinging rebuke of the gov-
ernment position, saying: ““The chiv-
alry of public life, if nothiug more, is
felt to be smirched by such connections,
and every minister who has the courage
to rid himself of directorships will rise
appreciably in public estimation. Itis
well known that the late William E.
Gladstone gave an excellent example by
having his colleagues resign their direc-
torships of companies before they as-
sumed positions in the cabinet. Butthe
conservatives have not been so squeam-
ish, and some of the present ministers
hold five directorships.

Beresford’s Plans Coldly Received.

The scheme of Rear Admiral Lord
Charles Beresford for the settlement of

the far eastern question by the forma-

‘tion of a league, to be composed of the

United States, Great Britain, Germany
and Japan, as cabled here from the
United States, has not aroused any en-
thusiasm in Great Britain. The Spec-
tator characterized Beresford’s plan as
“futile and as needless as it isimmoral.”
It then proceeds to argue that neither of
the powers mentioned is prepared to
provide an army to resist a Russian in-
vasion.
Not Prepared to Besist Russia.

“On the contray,” the Spectator says,

*‘Great Britain would feel through all

her veins that a Russian conquest of
Northern China had indefinitely in-
creased the secnrity of her Indian em-
pire by at once absorbing Russian means
and satisfying Russian ambition, while
Americd, which is only seeking trade,
has no army to throw away. The work
would have to be left to China and ber
new made army, which will require half
a century of victory to make it equal toa
Russian army.”

THE YUKON RAILWAY.

Toronto Globe Harping on OCarrving
Out the Old Plan.

Togronto, Ont., Feb. 18.—The Globe,
under the heading ‘“All Canadian Route
Wanted,”” says the wischief that an
irresponsible and partizan body like the
genate may inflict on important inter-
ests, accumulates. Had not the govern-
ment’s well-thought-out plans for giving
us independent access to the Yukon
country been frustrated, the gituation
which imperilsthe negotiations at Wash-
ington would not have arisen. The duty
of the government is quite clear.

It must not abandon its purpose to
give us an all Canadian route to the
Yukon. Until it carries out that purpose
we will be held up at Skagway- and
treated like strangers at our own gate-
ways. There are two ways of doing this,
first, by procuring the building of the
railway for a land grant, or second,
building it with the public money. We
have never altered our opinion that the
former is the preferable way. The
Yukon country is surely capable of bear-
ing the burden of a railway to open
it up.

DISENFRANCHISING NEGROES.

The North Carolina Assembly Is Try-
ing to Do That.

RavEieH, N. C., Feb. 18.—An amend-

ment to the constitution of North Caro-
lina, limiting suffrage, has been adopted
by both branches of the general assem-
bly. It passed the house pesterday by a
vote of 81 to 27, and the senate today by
a vote of 41 to 6. It will be submitted
to a vote of the people in August, 1901,
at the same time that state officers are
voted for.

The avowed object of the amendment

is to eliminate the ignorant negro vote.

To do this education, property and poll
tax qualifications are prescribed, %:xt
this is made ineffective as to white peo-
ple by the further provision that any
person can vote who was entitled
to vote on January 1, 1867, or
any time prior thereto, or whose ancest-

ors were lqenﬁtlod to vote.

Fifteen Thousand Dollars for the
Oourr House.

ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS

Streets and Bridges Around This City
to Be Improved to the Extent of
$15,000—The Hospital to Be Helped
to a Considerable Exten.

Vicroria, B.B., Feb. 17.—The esti-
mates and supplementary estimates were
presented this afternoon, For the finan-
cial year ending June 30, 1900, the re-
ceipts are estimated at $1,549,989, and
the expendituresat $1,764,873. There are
many radical changes in the details of
expenditure. - The grants to hospitals,
for instance, estimated at $40,000. are to
be on the basis of. $500 to ‘each and 50
cents per diem for actual treatment of

every patient. The only grants to resi-
dent physicians provided are: Ash-
croft, $300; Nicoia, $400; lower part of
Cariboo, - ; 150 Mile House,
$300 ; Salt Spring Island, $200, and West
Coast, $500. The public works appro-
priatione include $10,000 for the govern-
ment _building at Atlin and others
places in Qassiar. The wall and bridge
s_ppropriations include the following:
Yale, north, $11.000; Yale, east, $13,000;
Yale, west, $8,000 ; Lillooet, east, $6,000;
Lillooet, west, $4,000; Cariboo, $8,000;
East Kootenay, north and south, $9,000;
West = Kootenay, Revelstoke, Nelson,
Slocan and Rossland, $15,000 in each;
Cariboo trunk road, $24,000.

Vicroria, B. C., Feb. 17.—During to-
nights session of the house W. C.
Wells, member-elect for Northeast
Kootenay, was introduced by Premier
Semlin and Mr. Kellie, and took his
seat. The estimates and supplementar-
ies were also presented, showing a con-
templated revenue of $1,549,989.45 and
expenditures of $1,764,874.81. The voles
in which Rossland is mostdirectly inter-
ested are court house $15,000 and hospi-
tal $500, with an additional 50 cents per
day for each patient treated. Besides
these there are the following: Rossland
assessor and collector, $960; clerk,
$900, and second clerk $780; regis-
trar and deputy of saopreme and
county courts, $1,200 and $1,020; roads,
streets and bridges, $15,600; fire de-
partment at Rossland, $150; with $3,000
in_the supplementaries for the Mater
Misericordia hospital at Rossland ; $500
for the public school janitor at Rossland ;
and $500 for a school and teacher at
Brooklyn. It is understood that the in-
spector of metalliferous mines, receiving
$125 per month, will have an office at
Rossland. Last year some $38,000 was
gpent in public works alone in West
Kootenay. The general program is
salaried reduction in the 1899 estimates,
while one of the largest West Kootenay
works comtemplated is the reclamation
of the land bordering the Columbia river
agd I%levelstoke, for which $40,000 is pro-
vided.

JUSTICE DENIED TURNER

The Legislative Chiefs Won’t Allow
Him a Show.

Government Moembers of the Investi-
gating Committee Absolve Him, but
Refuse to Report to the House.

Vicroria, Feb. 17.— The so-called
blank warrants which formed the basis
of a charge made by Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor MclInnis against the Turner
ministry at the time of their dismissal
last summer engaged the attention of
the legislature for some time this after-
noon. At & recent meeting of the
public accounts committee, the matter

wag taken up at the instance of Mr.
Turner, the batch of warrants being
produced and the auditor-general show-
ing that the blank sheets had been in-
gerted in accordance with the usual
practice, for his convenience in making
memoranda, as payments under the
warrants were made from -time to time.

Every member of the commission ex-
pressed himself as satisfied that the
blanks were inserted proper pur-
pose. The meetings/Of committees are
beld in private; and therefore Mr.
Turaer moved to have the facts ascer-
tained and reported to the house with
the other proceedings. This, however,
the government members declined to do,
refusing to make any report whatever as
vo the warrants.

Accordingly, when the report of the
committee was read in the house today,
Mr. Turner asked leave to put ina mi-
nority report on the subject of the war-
rants, the presentation of minority re-
ports being in accordance with the prac-
tice of the legislature in the past. The
speaker, however, refused to allow the
presentation of a minority report, de-
ring that this would be the rule in
the future, according to English practice,
no matter what had been done in the

st, and thus the matter ended, though

AN UNMIXED EVIL.

For some time past it has been stated
that & company store is to be
gtarted in this city. At firstit was said
that the British America corporation
was to open a store of this kind. This
was stated because that corporation
erected storehouses near the railway
depot for the purpose of keeping therein
the supplies needed for its mines. Itis
now certain that this is the only object
intended, for the company absolutely re-
fuses to sell anything that is in the stock
of goods in ‘that storehouse. Then it
was claimed that the Gooderham-Black-
stock syndicate intended to found sfich
2 store here, and it was telegraphed
from Toronto that a compauy with a
capital of $100,000 had been organgzed
there for the purpose of establishing and
maintaining a departmental emporium
in this city. Messrs. Gooderham and
Blackstock, since their arrival here, a
few days ago, have been questioned by
newspaper reporters as fo the proposed
store and they refuse to discuss it.

A store of this sort, run under the
wings of a large corporation like the
War Eagle or the British America cor-
poration would be a combination de-
partmental and company store. It
would bée of great harm to this com-
munity. The company store has come
to be considered such an evil that the
lawmakers of the province in their wis-
dom have seen fit to legislate against it
in the measure which is know as “The
Truck Act.”” Company stores are a direct
infringement of the rights of the em-
ployes, who are compelled to work for
corporations owning and operating them.
This is 8o because employes are forced,
under pain of losing their places, to
purchase their supplies there and are,
perforce; compelled to take what is
given to them and to pay whatever
prices are exacted. It is no wonder
therefore that legislation has stepped in
to remedy this evil.

The departmental store has long been
recognized in the larger cities as a men-
ace to the public good. This is so much
the case that agitations have been
started for the purposg of securing legis-
lation against them. In some places
they have actually been legislated
against. One large departmental store
will sometimes crowd out of business
hundreds of smalk shopkeepers. This
has the effect of lowering thé -value of
real estate, which would be occupied by
the smaller stores, if the larger ones did
not exist. The wages-of the employee of
these big stores are usually meagre. In
addition to this they, in their endeavor
to sell cheap goods, those who make
them are paid starvation wages, and 8o
the worst features of the sweating sys-
tem are perpetuated by these establish-
ments.

If, however, there is a combination of
the company and departmental store, as
it is feared there may be here, it would,
indeed, be a calamity for this city. It
would crowd out,spd@er or later, the
small stores of Rossland. This would be
80 because the smaller dealers could not
possibly compete with a combination
with unlimited resources at its back,
like that which would be behind a com-
bined departmental and company store.
When these storekeepers were pushed
to the wall and, perhaps, long before it,

the price of business lots would depre-
ciate very materially, as thera would
only be a few to occupy them. The
aggregate result would be generally dis-
astrous to the city.

1f the heads of any of the larger com-
panies have in contemplation the start-
ing of an establishment of this kind
they should pause and consider whether
it is either wise or humane for them to
doso. Surely they can use their money
in other enterprises to better advantage
and not embark in one that would entail
80 much injury to this community and
its citizens. Surely there are mining
and other ventures enough to absorb
their surplus capital. Men of such
wealth are not compelled by their cir-
cumstances to enter into a competition
that would be so ruinous to g0 many. In
conclugsion we would say to them that
they should follow Punch’s advice to
those about to get married—Don’t.

PERMANENT BUILDINGS.

The project to have a joint: court
house and city hall has been received
with marked favor on all sides. The
details are all important. It is stated
on good authority that having in mind
the experience gained elsewhere in such
matters, where public buildings were
sometimes erected which oiily sufficed
for the immediate wants of the commu-
nity, or at Jeast for a short period of
time in advance, compelling expensive
gnlargements and alterations to meet
increasing demands, aund in in many in-
fltancee forcing the erection of new build-
Ings, the attorney-general of the Prov-
Ince has decided that the mnew court
house in Rossland shonld be a commo-
duous and substantial bailding of brick
or 'etone, and for this purpose an appro-
Priation of $35,000 or $40,000 will be in-
Serted in the current estimates. No one
doubts but that this is the wiser and, in
the long run, the most economical course
to pursue, and all Rossland will rejoice
to see it taken.

There is no reason why the civie
8uthorities should not follow the gov-
émment’s good lead. The same argu-
Ment holds good for new municipal
Quarters as for the new court house, and
Yan arrangement can be arrived at for

a joint building, the city will be saved
the cost of purchasing a site and bevond
all question it will be cheaper to erect
one building in place of two. The exact
amount of the city’s contribution has, of
course, not been figured out, but the
desired accommodation can he obtained
without going.to any unreasonable ex-
travagance. ;

The citizens-can be counted upon to
vote a' sufficient sum for the purpose,’
when the details are forthcoming.

ASSOCIATED PRESsS DISPATCHES.

TaE MiINER is glad to note that British
Columbia papers are taking up the ques-
tion of having a purely Canadian press
telegraphic serviée. The Province thinks
the service might be improved by bav-
ing the present Associated Press dis-
patches carefully edited and the trivial
items of no interest to Canadians elimi-
nated. The Victoria Globe adds that
while this would be an improvement, it
would only be a slight one, and would
not remove the real cause of all the trou-
“ We would,” says the Globe, * still be
getting a mass of United States news
and doctored cable dispatches. What is
really required, and what the Globe sug-
gests, and invites the newspapers of
British Columbia and all Canada to agi-
+tate for is a purely Canadian press tele-
graph service, with headquarters at
Montreal or Toronto, that would fur-
nish British and foreign news through
special correspondents in London,
and maintain correspondents in every
city and town of importance in the Do-
minion. The Canadian Pacific Tele-
graphs could easily establish such a ser-
vice, and aided by the principal papers
of the country, furnish live Canadian
news that would so change the complex-
ion of our newspapers, so revolutionize
the daily reading matter furnished to
our people, that Canada would no longer
be regarded, even by her big southern
neighbor, as a scattered community liv-
img on the back street of creation.”

I'ae MinEr cordially indorses the pro-
ject and trusts that all Canadian papers
will Meartily support the undertaking.

SHOULD BE CONNECTED BY
TELEGRAPH.

The business community of Rossland
is subjected to considerable annoyance
over the fact that there is not tele-
graphic service into the Boundary Creek
countrys It is claimed that the tele-
phone service with that section is un-
satisfactory and costly. The telephone
line is sometimes down -and it is
alleged that there is more delay
than there  ought to be in
the bandling of messages. The only
way to relieve the situation is to con-
struct a telegraph line. The CGanadian
Pacific will have a line into the Boundary
Creek country, via the C. & W. railway,
in about ‘four months. It is said, too,
that the Spokane Falls & Northern Tele-
graph company, the lines of which ex-
tend along the Corbin system, intends
to build into the Boundary country and
to Republic this spring, and this will

tend to relieve the situation. In the
meanwhile the telephone line will have

to be used and the management should
endeavor to handle the business as ex-
peditously and for ae reasonable rates
as possible. The volume of business
transacted between Rossland and the
Boundary country is large and
is constantly growing. The fact
that the present facilitiee in the
way of the transmission of mes-
sages are inadequate shows that this is
the case. This is not to be wondered at
because of the roundabout way that has
to be traversed in order to cover the dis-
tance between here and there. When
the Canadian Pacific gives this city
quick communication with Grand Forks,
Greenwood and other places in
the Boundary Creek country, then
we will, indeed, do considerably more
business with the people of that section,
and they with us. Much of the traffic
that is now going into that country via
Marcus and Bossburg will then pass
through Rossland. This is as it should
be, as the interests of Rossland people
are very large in that country,

A WISE SELECTION.

The selection of Rossland by the gov-
ernment as the permanent headquarters
of the inspector of metalliferous mines
is a wise and happy move. This is so,
because this is the chief mining town of
the Province and is within easy reach of
the other important mining divisious of
the Kootenays. Besides this, a consid-
erable portion of the inspector’s time
will be spent here, where there are so
many important mines, to which he
will be compelled to give much of his
attention. It shows, too, that the peo-
ple of the coast, through their repre-
sentatives in the legislature, are begin-
ning to recognize the importance, not
only of Rossland, but also of the mining
industry. in and around it. - The
inspector of ' metalliferous mines has
hitherto to a large extent made his
headquarters in Victoria. Now, how-
ever, the convenience and almost neces-
sity of this officer having a domicile
here has come to be understood and has
been acted upon. There has been some-
thing in the charge that has been freely
made ' that the Turner government
seemed to subordinate every other sec-
tion of the Province, in order that Vie-
toria might be exalted and benefited.
The power intrusted to their hands was
in some instances used in this way and
to the detriment perhaps of other sections
of the province. It is, therefore’
with pleasure noted that the govern-

ment seems to have no desire to favor
any particular city or ‘section of the
Province. They seem to legislate for
the entire Province and not a section of
it. This is as it should be, and is some-
thing that is to the credit of the govern-
ment. Itisto be regretted, however,
that the government has not in its wis-
dom seen its way to include in the esti-
mates a sum sufficient to put the Ross-
land sghool of mines upon its feet. This
ir'’a most worthy institution, and if the

‘government understood fully the great

benefits it would ultimately confer on
the Province it wowld have no hesitation
in setting aside a sufficient sum
for ‘- its support. The school of
mines, however, whether the gov-
ernment aids it or not, is certain
to be one of the institutions of Rossland.
This is s0 because it is an actual neces-
sity.  Hitherto it has been supported
golely by the contributions of those yho
attend its lectures and the sum of $300
appropriated by the city council. Ross-
land is proud of this school and the
excellent results that are being attained
in it in the way of fitting young and old
to become better prospectors, miners
and even mining engineers. It is cer-
tain, judging by the temper of the Roas-
land 'people and those who attend it,
that they will continue to support it and
that it will exist for a long time, even if

| it never receives a dollar of government

help.

THE MAYOR’S MISSION.

The ﬁ‘gﬂres supplied by the estimaies
brought down in the house Friday even-
ing are disappointing so far as Rossland
is concerned.

The Rossland board of trade is an
entirely non-political body, composed of
the business men of the city, with J. 8.
O. Frazer, the manager of the Bank of
Montreal here, at its head. Aiter mak-
ing a most careful inquiry into the facts,
reported to the government that in their
opinion, the sum of $21,500 should be
gpent this year for new roads, trails,
etc., in this diyision, while $3,500 was
needed for the necessary maintenance
and repair of the existing road, etc.
Regarding miniag roads within the city
limits, the board urged thatan appropri-
ation of, at least, $5,000 should be made
in view of the revenue derived from
shipping mines within the city limits.
In the estimates received Friday even-
ing the total amount granted for roads,
trails, etc., for this division is placed at
only $15,000, while the court house ap-
propriation is placed at $15,000.

Yesterday on agcertaining theamounts
proposed to be granted by the govern-
ment special meetinge of both the board
of trade and ‘the city council were at
-once called, and as a result Mayor Good-
eve will leave today for Victoria as the
duly accredited representative of both
the board of trade and the council to
press upon the government the urgent
necessity of providing in the supple-
mentary estimates for an increase of the
grants. ;

His worship will urge the grants
already asked for by the board
of trade, and in addition will
submit the joint court house and
city hall project, requesting the Govern-
ment to grant $26,000 for this purpose on

the undertaking of the city to contri-
bute $15,000, and to share equally here-
after with the Provincial authorities, the
cost of maintaining and keeping il‘ re-
pair the joint building. !

The Mayor goes to Victoria with the
hearty good wishee of all Rossland for
his success. A rapidly growing mining
community like this city, contributing
so largely as it does to the Provincial
revenue, has good and substantial
grounds - for preferring, what after all
is said and done, is a very reasonable
request. ;

A
A PHENOMENAL WEEK.

Brokers agree in stating that thestock
business for the week just ended has ex-
ceeded in_ volume and importance any
like peri?)?{!ince the boom of 1896, The
business has been conducted very quiet-
ly and has been shorn of many of the
theatrical methods which characterized
it in the boom days of 1896, when it
seemed that there had to be flourish of
trumpets before and after each transac-
tion. The stock sales of4the week aggre-
gated a very largesum, indeed, far larger
than manv of our readers have any idea
of. It may scarcely seem credible, but
onefirm declared that it handled $20,000
worth of stock in one day during the
past week. The books of one minping
company revealed that over 100,000
shares of its stock changed hands during
the same period. At this season of the
year business is usually dull, as it is in
summer that the high tide of business
usually comes. This year’s business be-
gan to get lively immediately after the
holidays, and has continued to increase
until high water mark was reached last
week. It is fair to infer, therefore, that
the volume of business will be greater
this year than 1t was last, and that the
midsummer season will see even livelier
flurries than prevailed last week.

One reaszon for the intensity of the
flurry of the past week is that Rossland
is now the recognized stock dealing
center for all the divisions of the Koot~
enays, and in addition to this there is
considerable dealing here in the shares
of Republic camp. At one time, and
not very long ago, investors were not go
broad in their views as to the yalue of
mining properties. They womld not
touch anything that did not bear the
Rossland brand. Now they do not care

a8 to the location so much as they do for

the intrinsic’ worth of ‘the properties
which are owned by the companies in
which they are investing. They want
to buy shares in companies that
have properties that are yislding
or are likely to pay dividends. They
no longer purchase the shares of a com-
pany because its property is located
“next” to the mine of the “GreatMag-
nify” company. At the same time this
desire to purchase outside shares has
not hurt the sale of the shares of local
companies of merit. They sell just as
readily as ever and at good prices. It is
only those companies that have proper-
ties of uncertain value whose shares sell
for little or nothing. The inveestors
have learned & great deal about the
merits of mines, and are not so easily
gulled by the promoters of wildcat com-
panies. £

Another feature is the fact that the
stockbrokers realize that this is the
center fora very large mining region
and are as willing to sell the shares of
Slocan, Boundary, Nelson or Republic as
they are those of Rossland. They see
that the larger the mining section that
can be made tributary to Rossland the
better it will be for the city and for
them. :

There is still another factor and that
is the increased area in which shares
are purchased. The desire to speculate
in stocks is spreading till it has reached
nearly every section of Eastern Canada.
A short time since the coast cities only
made small purchases of shares, Now
they are investing largely and are
rapidly taking their places among the
larger customers of the Rossland brokers,

Though Defeated He Is Still in the
Ring.

MARCHING WITH HIS ARMY

With Nearly 20,000 Men He Is Ad-
vancing on Omdurman, Where Lord
Kitchener Has 6,000 Men—All Fur-
loughs Have Been Withdrawn.

Carzro, Feb. 22.—The Khalifia has left
Sher Keila and is moving northward
with a considerable force. He hag been
fiercely raiding the Arabs along the
route he is following and the latter have
become panic stricken. Major Macdon-
ald, the head of the Britich expedition
which had been exploring East Africa,
has started for Omdurman and Major-
General Hunter, the recently appointed
governor of Omdurman, and other Brit-
ish officers on furlough have been re-
called.

Marching on Omdurman.

Loxpox, Feb. 23.—The Daily 'Neyvs
publishes the following dispatch from
Oairo: “The khalifa is advancing upen
Omdurman with between 15,000 and
20,000 men. Preparations are urgently
proceeding to meet him.” A foot note
to the dispatch says: “The facts are
that Kitchener’s scouts came in touch
with the khalifa strongly entrenched
with 16,000 men, and the British officer
having only a small force found it neces-
gary to retire to Omdurman.”’” Lord
Kitchener has 9,000 men in Omdurman.

THE COURT OF INQUIRY

War Beef Kept the Court Engaged
Yesterday.

Subsistence Department Now Being
Heard, and the Contractors Will
Have a Chance of Explaining.

W AsHINGTON, Feb. 22.—Today’s pro-
ceedings of the court of inquiry investi-
gating the beef controversy developed
nothing new. The canned beef was gen-
erally condemned as unsatisfactory,
while the refrigerated beef was con-
demned, the complaint being that it
often decomposed en route to the camp.

The testimony of representatives of
the subsistence department was begun,
that of Colonel Woodruff, assistant com-
missary general, being the most notable.’
He purchased more than 800,000 pounds
of canned roast beef, and told -of the
method of purchasing and the reasons
that prompted it. He ook issue with
General Miles’ contention that beef on
the hoof was the usual source of the
fresh meat supply of the army.

Another feature of the day was the in-
troduction of Mr. Daly, who charged
that when the war commenced the re-
frigerated beef at Chickamauga, Jackson-
ville, Tampa and in Porto Rico had been
treated chemically. He was not exam-,
ined, however, in regard to this charge.
Colonel Davis announced that the con-
tractors who were attacked were en-
titled to be notified of the examination
upon this point that they might have
ample time to appear should they de-

sire to do so.- The law decided this, he|

CANADA THE ROUTE

Sir Hibbert Tupper Advocates a|
Large Subsidy.

FAST  ATLANTIC SERVICE

Deyelopments Follow the Routes of
Travel—British Columbia Should
Have a Good London Ageney—Wbi
the High Commission Adjourned.

Hon. Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper, K.
C. M. G., Q. C., late minister of justice
of Canada and member of parliament for
Pictou, N. 8.,who has been in Rossland
for some days in attendance at the su-
preme court, left last might for the coast.

In conversation with a MINER reporter
last night he said he did not care to
speak at present on British Columbia
politics, and so far as Dominion politics
were concerned there was little to say.
He had had no intimation as to when
the house would meet, but it was long
overdue now. As to the legislation that
would come before it, the most impor-
tant was the Ailantic steamship service.
It was of the utwmost importance that

‘Canada should arrange for the fastest

possible service, and if the government
should bring forward a bill providing for
a subsidy of a million dollars a year for
10 years he for one would support it. It
was of importance to Canada that the
travel thraugh the country shouald be in-
creased. :

¢ Look at the way Vancouver has
been benefited,’’ he said, * by being the
terminus of the Canadian Pacific and
the port from which the Oriental steam-

‘ers start. When people arrive at the

Vancouver hotel they naturally look
round, and the consequence has been
the investment of large amounts of
money in the city by people who would
never have otherwise thought of buying
property or of entering 1nto business.
The route of travel is the route of im-
provement. In most cases the direct
routes of railways are through the poor-
est lands, while the indirect routes run
through the best possible sections.

¢ Yet it is a fact that the setilement
and development always follows the rail-
ways, and the more fertile sections are
left comparatively undeveioped. Bug
the shortest and most direct route from
Europe to the Orient lies through fertile
lands in Caaada, and people can see for
themselves what the capabilities of tbe
gountry are. As soon as the travel 18
1ncreased money will be put into the
country to develop it, and ere long Can-
ada will have as large a population and
as many railways as the United States.

“Canada and especially British Colum-
bia really needs more capital than is
now coming in, and it is important that
British Columbia should be well repre-
gented in London by an agent who is

‘capable and knows the country well.

There should be a permanent exhibit of
the resources of the province in London,
well looked after, under the direction of
the provineial agent, and this should be
a thoroughly representative one. The

mining regions should be especially well |
represented and the agént should be one |

who is well acquainted with the mining
resources and capable of informing the

countries of the chances for making
money. The office of the agency should
be in some central location and be well
fitted up. They should, indeed, be hand-
gome offices that will attract people to
come in.

“No, I don’t think the Anglo-Ameri-
can high joint commission will be able
to accomplish anything. The adjourn-
ment to &xebec simply means that the

commission has been unable to accom- |

plish anything and that rather than en-
dure the humiliation of being laughed
at in the house as soon as they came
back and had to anmounce & complete
failure after their flourish of trumpets,
they simply obtained from the Ameri-
can commissioners the agreement to ad-
journ to the recess of parliament. But
I must be going, good bye!”’

A TERRIBLE TALE OF THE SER

An Awful Storm on the
‘ Atlantic.

THE BULGRRIA LOST

101 Persons Believed to Have Gone
Down.

MATE SCHARGE'S STORY

Gale After Gale Was Encountered—
The OCargo Shifted — 100 Horses
Broke Loose and Added to the
Trouble—The Steamers Listed and
the Boats Were Swamped—No Help
Could Be Given.

Barrvore, Md., Feb. 22.—The British
steamer Vittoria, Captain Weberall, ar-
rived today from Hull via Hampton
Roads with four of the ¢rew of the Ham-
burg liner Bulgaria, before reported
disabled. The rescued mariners are:
Second Mate O. Scharges, Quarter-
masters Carl Luktke and John Schultz
and seaman William Starke. They
were picked up by the Vittoria from an
open boat of the Bulgaria’s, three and a
balf hours after they had been cast
adrift in latitude 40 N, longitude 43, on
February 5.

The Few Who Were Saved.

These, with the 25 women and child-
ren, who were picked up by the tank
steamer Weehawen and landed in Ponta
Del Gada, Azore islands, a week ago are
all that are known to be safe of the crew
of 89 men and 41 passengers, which the
Bulgaria had aboard when she sailed
from New York for Bremeu, January
98. Captain Weberall said that he
sighted the Bulgaria in a disabled con-
dition at 7 s. m. February 5, with flags
flying and the tank steamer Weehawen
standing by and communicating with
s A Heavy Sea On.

There was a heavy sea on and his ves-
sel drifted away from the disabled craft,
but he steamed toward her and again

located her. He saw the men aboard the
crippled vessel attempt to lower a boat
and just as four of them-gob into it it
broke lose from the steamer and drifted
away. The four men made an effort to
row back to the Bulgaria, but could not
approach her on account of the high
geas. The Vittoria was preparing to go
to the assistance of those on the Bul-
garia, when the four men came along-
side and after considerable difficulty
they were taken aboard. :

2 Attempt at Rescue.

Daring a luli the second officer of the
Bulgaria,accompanied by six of the crew
ofthe Vittoria, manned the boat just
vacated and started for the sinking

the side before another gale began, and
the brave fellows not being able to reach
the Bulgaria found it impossible to re-
turn to the Vittoria until several hours
had passed. Captain Weberall would
not abandon hope of being of assistance
to those on board the ill-fated vessel,
and remained in sight of her until might-
fall, when a perfect hurricane arose and
carried the waiting ship miles away.
Lost to 8ight.
In the morning the Bulgaria was not
to be seen, and the Vittoria proceeded
on her journey. The story of the ex-
periences of the Bulgaria and her pas-
sengers and crew as told by Second -
cer Scharges is a thrilling one. “Sea
after sea swept over-us,” said Scharges,
“smashing in the doors of the cabin and
flooding the main deck, washing away
the awning deck, and creating bhavoc
and disorder all over the ship.
Stampede of the Horses.

“To'make matters worse 100 horses that
were stabied on the upper forward deck
stampeded and in their fright made a
wild dash, trampling each other to
death. Thib state of affairs lasted until
all but 20 had been killed or drowned in
the wash of the waves. Then the
butcher of the vessel with a number of
seamen went into the pen and tried to
quiet the beasts that remained. This
failing, a did also attempts to force
the frenzied animals overboard, their
throats were cut. Before the maddened
animals were dispatched, however, the
butcher had bota his legs broken and
one of the seamen was badly injured.
Any idea that our troubles were over
was soon dispelled when it was found
that the vessel was leaking.

Four of the Holds Filled.

«All ‘the hatch coverings had been
blown off and before they could be re-
placed four of the seven holds filled, and
all had considerable water in them. The
cargo next shifted, listing the steamer
beavily to port. In addition the car-
cages of the dead horses washed aport,
adding heavily to the list.

How They Worked.

¢ Then for 72 hours passengers and
crew worked like slaves throwing cargo
overboard to lighten the ship, but it was
of little-avail. Inch by inch the ship
settled, and ae she sunk deeper the
waves washed with greater force and
freedom over her. One wave carried
away eight of the life boats from the
low-lying port side, and with these went
much of the hope from the hearts of the
pasgengers and crew. At4 o’clock on
the morning of the 5th the order was
given to call all hands on dock to pre-
are to take to the small boats. he
water had flooded the engine room and
four pumps could not keep it down. It
was then up to the gratebars, but the
firemen still managed to keep the fires
burning.

Life Preservers Given Out.

‘“ Each passenger and seaman Was
given a life preserver and the remaining
bouts was gotten ready and provisioned.
Shortly after daylight the three steam-
ers, the Wehawken, Vittoria and Kourd-
istan, one after another, hove in gight.
The Webawken was the first to be of ser-
ice, a8 she sent two boats, in which the
25 women and children were placed.

Conduct Was Excellent.

The second officer stated that through-
out all the conduct of the crew and pas-
gengers was excellent. The women were

The Bulgaria had no accommodation for
first class passengers, and all the pas-
sengers on board were in the steerage.
