RETURNED AT THE

HEROIC EFFORTS AT RESCUE 

MADE BY JACK McLEOD,
A MINER.

FHOENIX, B. C., March 4.—John 
Salmon, who was fatally injured at the 
Knob Hill mine yesterday by drilling 
into a missed hole, died at the Phoenix 
general hospital today. This makes the 
second victim of the accident, Salmon’s 
partner, William Watson, having been 
killed outright.

Dr. Foster, the coroner, held an in­
quest last night, and after visiting the 
scene of the fatality the jury returned 
a verdict of death by accident.

Watsoti’s funeral was held today un­
der the auspices of the Knights of 
Pythias, of which he was (a member, 
the Granby mines being closed for the 
funeral. His father, who lives near Re­
public, on a ranch, arrived last night 
and took the remains to that place to­
day. Salmon’s funeral will occur on 
Friday and the interment' will be at 
Greenwood. His' uncle, Martin Salmon 
of Rossland, arrived before his nephew 
passed away. Both young men were 
from Nova Scotia and both were well 
thought of, generally, having been em­
ployed in this camp for a number of 
years.

ARROWHEAD; B. C„ March 9.—A 
serious accident, resulting in the 
deaths of four miners at the Nettie L. 
mine, . near Ferguson, occurred on 
Saturday evening when the night 
shift were going on duty at 7 p. m. 
The day shift bad quit work at 4 p. m. 
and fired their shots, and it is supposed 
that some of the lower workings be­
came filled with powder gas ,tnd 
smoke.

Robert Savage was the first man to 
descend to his work, and when at the 
bottom was heard to call for help, that 
he was suffocating. ' George Groshy 
descended to his rescue and succeeded 
In bringing him up to the lower floor 
level, when Groshy became insensible. 
Savage’s body dropped back down the 
winze, a distance of about forty feet.

Allan Caulder then rushed down the 
ladder and on reaching the bottom 
called out for help and Pat Crtlly, 
shift boss, and brother of the superin­
tendent, went down to share Caulder's 
fate Barcley Crilly went down and 
actually reached his brother, but the 
gas drove him up to the level more 
dead than alive.

Jack McLeod, a Cape Breton miner 
of great experience, made an attem 
with a rope. He secured a body wl 
the line and bore it to the ladder foot. 
The men above raised Paddy Crilly to 
the level, McLeod partly sustaining 
him from the ladder.

Six times McLeod came up with the 
body of a rescued comrade, and six 
times went down perhaps to meet his 
own death.

The sixth and last man having been 
carried up, McLeod collapsed, and 
Jack Sweeney descended to see If any 
more remained hi the winze 'xittom. 
For the seventh time McLeod had to 
go back, with John Hendricks, to 
Sweeney’s rescue.

The names of the dead are: Pat 
Crilly, shift boss, Allan Caulder, Ed 
Gognan and Robert Savage. Two 
men, Nels Johnson and Otta Bloom, 
are now under the doctor’s care and 
are expected to recover. No blame is j 
attached to the mine appliances or 
equipment.

An inquest will be held this after­
noon.

Copper is now firmly established on 
a basis better than 13 cents for Lake, 
with sales reported yesterday as high 
as 14 cents. The market has lost its 
hesitating tone of a few weeks -back, 
and it is at the present moment 
stronger than at any time since the 
upper movement started early in De­
cember. A remarkable feature of the 
advance Is that it .has been attended 
by no important setback, and even the 
most conservative of the copper Inter­
ests are now agreed that a radical 
change has been effected In the situa­
tion. So far as can be learned the 
advance In the price of the metal has 
been a legitimate reaction from a 
period of undue depression. Copper at 
11 cen(s was as unnatural to the opin­
ion of good judges of the situation as 
was the 17-cent level, but it must be 
admitted in the very depth to which 
the price declined was found remedy 
for a quick recovery. There is no nor­
mal price for any commodity. Prices 
always have been and always will be 
regulated in the long run by the opera­
tion of that irrevocable law of supply 
and demand. Some faint protests have 
been made that copper prices should 
rally from their depression and in a, 
very few quarters there have been 
claims of manipulation, but no sound 
reason can be adduced for such state­
ments.

This advance in the price of copper 
means much for the cupriferous mines 
of Southern British Columbia. It adds 
considerably to the value of the ore 
mined in the Rossland camp, which, 
although It is essentially auriferous, 
nevertheless contains quite a percentage 
of copper. But it means everything to 
the big copper mines of the Boundary 
country. With the red metal at 14 
cents that section will soon become the 
scene of gigantic mining operations 
which > will necessitate the employment 
of several thousand more

If a party of British members of 
parliament are to visit Canada next 
summer care should be taken to show 
them a number of things which may 
surprise _Jhem. but which will ulti­
mately do them good.

THE PRIOR GOVERNMENT.

The people of British Columbia— 
particularly the struggling builders up 
of the Kootenays and adjoining dis­
tricts—are watching with the closest 
attention the attitude of the present 
government at Victoria.

In the first place public interest is 
chiefly centred to the question as to 
whether the Prior administration can 
command a majority,at the next meet­
ing of the legislature. As to that, 
opinion appears ' to be very much 
divided, and not without good reason.

There is a very considerable element 
which believes that we bad “better 
bear the ills we have than fly to those 
we know not of.’’ Another faction, 
disgusted at the ineptitude, slothful- 
"hess and corporate domination of pre­
ceding administrations, dreads a con­
tinuance of the same conditions under 
the Prior regime, which is largely com­
posed of men who were guilty of the 
sine of omission and commission that 
are responsible for this impression. 
Still another class vehemently adheres 
to Joe Martin and his political" doc­
trines, and boldly asserts that the 
time is not far distant when that gen­
tleman will sweep aside his Island op­
ponents and ride triumphantly to 
power and patronage. But lastly, and 
most important of all, exists the great 
mass of electors, who, while they know 
nothing of the hair-splitting issues 
that now constitute the bone of conten­
tion between the various political 
cliques, are waiting with patient 
anxiety, boom of desperation, for the 
inauguration of an era of prosperity 
that rightfully belongs to them, but 
which has been for years denied them 
by the peanut politics of those who 
dominate British Columbia Affairs.

THE VICTORIA CRIgIS.

According to a special dispAtch this 
morning from Victoria, the Prior gov­
ernment is to difficulties. Of thirty- 
eight members of the legislature the 
premier does not appear to be able to 
control more than eighteen, including 
Houston of Nelson, Neill of Alberni, 
and Gilmour of Vancuver. Coalition is 
talked of, but there is little reason to 
expect much In that direction. Both 
Joseph Martin and Richard McBride, 
the chiefs of the oppositionists, are un­
alterably opposed to the present admin­
istration and would move heaven and 
earth to insure its speedy downfall. As 
shown in the dispatch, the preparation 
of the new voters’ lists should precede 
an election, and this to the more neces­
sary because of the redistribution. That 
would mean .postponement of the new 
assembly’s session beyond the end of 
the fiscal year and landing the province 
in all sorts of financial tangles. The 
alternative is the holding of the election 
on the old lists, which to hardly to be 
thought of. Perhaps the best way out 
is pointed by the suggestion that the 
Prior government should be given sup­
port enough to carry it through the ses­
sion, allowing the supply bill to be passed 
and certain non-contentious necessary 
legislation to be enacted. The Kootenays 
are particularly interested in having the 
obstacles to mining progress removed. 
As all parties are practically agreed on 
this ^ matter, their should be no great 
difficulty in the way. With the ground 
thus cleared and the voters' list pre­
pared the house could be dissolved and 
the elections brought on without (jauger 
of damaging the public interest.

THE LABOR DISPUTES.

This province has been Abundantly 
cursed with strikes, which in the know­
ledge of everyone have seriously inter­
fered with its material progress. At 
present the coal miners’ strike is in­
flicting great damage on this district 
and less directly on nearly the whole 
of British Columbia, and Just as a 
prospect of its settlement arrives an­
other trouble breaks out on the rail­
way. In, both cases, of course. -;ach 
party to the dispute claims to nave 
right on its side and directly contradic­
tory statements are made as to the 
disputants’ relative positions. Mean­
while the public to conscious of icing 
heavily injured by the interruption to 
industry and traffic while it is unable 
to help itself.

The New York Evening 
Post in noticing the objection to the Am­
erican commissioners entered by Canada 
observes: “We must confess to ascer­
tain force in the objection. Construct­
ively, Mr. Root and Senator Turner, and 
even more, Senator Lodge, lack judicial 
quality to all this Alaska dispute. All 
three in' time past have committed them­
selves unequivocally agatost the Can­
adian contention. This is doubly unfor­
tunate in an evenly divided commission. 
If the British foreign office should 
point, its commissioners in similar fash­
ion, choosing only persons who live and 
die by the headland-to-headland theory, 
it is clear that the conference 
suit in a deadlock, with considerable 
and needless loss of temper, time and 
money.

They 
may be conducted to public or private, 
to the discretion of the court, because 
a^ourt it will be, with all the powers 
of compelling the attendance of wit­
nesses, sworn testimony, the produc­
tion of books, documents and papers 
relevant to the investigation, and the 
punishipent, as for contempt, or recal­
citrant witnesses, if any such there 
should be on either side.

THE SMELTER CITY ; :It was indeed comforting to learn re­

cently, in a cable dispatch from London, 
that the. price of radium had been re­
duced from $1,000,000 to $900,000 a pound. 
Many had come to the conclusion that a 
million dollars for one small pound was 
rather exorbitant and were preparing 
to do without it

An English chemist has made the pub­
lic announcement that he Is ready to 
sell the precious metal at the rate of 
eight shillings a milligram, or at the 
rate of $2,000,000 for every two and 
three-tenths pounds—in other words, a 
kilo. He has made no wholesale price, 
chiefly because he has only about one 
hundred milligrams on hand. In the en­
tire world there are about two pounds, 
and the chances are that there will be 
no rfver supply before spring.

Radium is a scientific sensation. It 
is said to be the most important discov­
ery in the last generation, and epochal 
in the history of science. Briefly de­
scribed, it is a powder, a combination 
of metals, which gives off a light al­
most as strong as the light of the'sun. 
It is far ahead of Roentgen rays, the 
scientific sensation of six years ago, 
as these rays are ahead of twilight.

■WOMAN AS DISCOVERER.
Mme. Sklodowska Currie was asso­

ciated with her husband in the experi­
ments which led to the discovery of 
the metal. They had found that a metal 
known as uranium possessed great radio 
activity, and later discovered a still 
greater radiant substance, which, in 
honor of Mme. Carrie, a Polish woman, 
was named “polonium.” This led them 
to believe that there was a metal of 
even greater radio activity, and they 
finally came upon radium. It will never 
bt plentiful; because of the great quan­
tity of- other substances required to pro­
duce It To obtain one kilo (two and 
three-tenths pounds) 5,000 tons of uran­
ium residues must be treated.

The new metal differs from sulphate 
of lime and compounds of barium, cal­
cium, strontium, uranium, etc., which 
possess the property of glowing in the 
dark, in that radium requires no expos­
ure to light to become incandescent, but 
will glow for months and years for all 
any one knows, and will even cause other 
substances to become radio active. It 
is 'a white crystalline powder, which, 
in the light looks inoffensive and harm­
less, but when in the dark glows like 
steel melted to Its highest pitch. And 
whether it be in daylight or dark, it is 
constantly sending out the rays, which 
can pierce three feet of iron, take photo­
graphs ln closed trunks and bum through 
metallic cases. So far as is now known, 
it radiates its full strength perpetually. 
Itr rays travel almost as fast as sun­
light.

The metal could, of course, be used 
for heating, generating power or for 
a dozen things, but until the cost is re­
duced somewhat from the present —32.- 
000,000 a kilo^-it is not likely that it will 
bo used extensively for anything. Its 
ultimate use will be as an aid to sur­
geons, physicists and medical practition­
ers, and to each of them, it is said, it 
will be an invaluable assistant Doc­
tors predict that it may prove efficacious 
for. the treatment of many diseases 
which now run their course practically 
undisturbed by the best treatment.

lumbia. Father McKinnon arrived in 
the city last night, and was received 
by Father Coccola, who has been iu 
charge of the parish since the departure 
for New Westminster of Father Welch.

Father McKinnon is a Canadian, born 
in Pictou county, Nova Scotia. He took 
his classical course at St. Francis Xav­
ier college, and theology at Ottawa uni­
versity. After the usual course of pro­
bation he was received into priesthood 
on Easter Sunday last. Thereafter he 
was instructor for a time at St. Louis 
college, New Westminster, and his first 
charge was at Atlin, wlyere he engaged 
in missionary work. From Atlin Father 
McKinnon was sent to the Slocan parish 
to relieve Rev. Father Cote, with head­
quarters at Sandon. Following this he 
was moved to East Kootenay and placed 
in charge of the Michel and Morrissey 
missions. From this work he has been 
brought to the Golden City, and will re­
main here in charge of the local parish.

The new rector has already made a 
favorable impression among his congre­
gation, and this sentiment will doubt­
less grow as time passes.

On Sunday Father McKinnon will be 
introduced to the congregation by Father 
Coccola at high mass. The evening ser­
vice will take place at Trail in order 
to' give Father Coccola an opportunity 
to present the new rector to the congre­
gation there. The locum tenens will then 
leave for his home in East Kootenay.

The board of trade has started the 
ball rolling in the direction of securing 
a grant from the government for a 
wagon road to the Murphy creek min­
ing section. The matter is not new, hav­
ing come up on a previous occasion 
when the St Thomas mountain wagon 
road was also under .discussion. The 
latter project secured the undivided snpr 
port of the board at that juncture, and 
it is felt that something should now 
be done to give the mines of Murphy 
creek a chance to develop into producers. 
The entire absence of transportation 
facilities prevents machinery being taken 
into the Murphy creek section under ex­
isting circumstances, and brings the cost 
of supplies to a figure that seriously 
hampers the development and progress 
of the district.

It is hoped that H. C. Killeen, provin­
cial supervisor of roads , and bridges, 
may be secured for a trip of inspection 
in the district The merits of the appli­
cation would be patent to* him upon in­
vestigation, and it is assured in advance 
that his co-operation would be enlisted.

The principal property in the Murphy 
creek section at present is the Victoria, 
operated by the St Joseph company of 
Rossland and Portland. A small force 
of men has been engaged all winter on 
"the property, and the statement is made 
by the company that a larger crew would 
have been employed had it been possible 
to lay down the necessary supplies at 
reasonable cost Moreover, the juncture 
is approaching, according to the com- 
prny, when machinery will be required, 
and this cannot be taken to the pro­
perty over the existing trails. It is as­
serted" that the Victoria possesses two 
fissure veins each 100 feet in width, that 
the ore is largely free milling and that 
the valhes, though small per ton, are 
sufficient in view of the enormous veins 
to yield a handsome profit when handled 
in quantity.

Prof. F. R. Blochberger is the local 
representative of the company and is in 
charge of the work on the property. 
The ore is claimed to concentrate 11 to 
1, and to be 45 per cent free milling. A 
sample sent to Virginia City for test 
purposes gave returns of $4.76 on the
plates and the concentrated product 
went $49.64. The ore sampled was from 
the surface, and the impression is that 
better values will be secured as depth 
is reached. Drifts are now being driven 
to tap the vein at depth.

In the vicinity, of the Victoria are the 
Roberts, Kitchener and Buller claims, 
owned by Forteath and Mclvor. These 
Claims also possess a big lead carrying 
lew values. The Heather Bell on Mac- 
kay mountain would also be served by 
a wagon road to Murphy creek, and the 
outlook for a considerable amount of 
traffic over such a thoroughfare' is ex­
cellent. ■ ~-

military stores. Upon his arrival sev­
eral matters relating to the local corps 
will be gone Into. •

The company of Rocky Mountain 
Rangers stationed at Rossland is not 
In particularly good shape for the ap­
proaching season. It has lost the com­
pany commander, Captain Hart-Mc- 
Harg, and the junior subaltern, Lieu­
tenant Logan. This leaves Lieutenant 
Herbert Townsend as the sole com­
missioned officer in this city. More­
over a number of the rank and file 
have left the city, including, several 
non-commissioned officers, so that the 
task of recruiting the company to 
strength for the approaching season’s 
drill will be somewhat arduous. After 
the present year the corps will be in its 
own
holding the company together. There­
after, matters will be on an entirely 
different basis, and the service is cer­
tain to be popular in every quarter.

The question of a new company com­
mander is agitating the minds of the 
members of the corps. It is an open 
secret that the captaincy has been of­
fered to Archibald B. Mackenzie, secre­
tary of the board of trade, that the 
militiamen are pressing him to assume 
command and that he is guaranteed 
the undivided support and assistance 
of the corps as a whole. Mr. Macken­
zie is a veteran of the Northwest Re­
bellion, wearing a medal and clasps 
gained in the ranks of the Queen’s Own 
Rifles of Toronto/ In which he after­
wards served as a sergeant for several 
years prior to coming to British Co­
lumbia. His acceptance is qualified 
as yet, but the militiamen are insistent, 
and are exerting every effort to secure 
his assent. This would leave another 
vacancy in the commissioned ranks, 
for which no nomination has been 
made.

The officers and men of the Rossland 
company feel that the juncture has ar­
rived when the Rangers should be 
placed on a new basis in respect to 
regimental organization. Apparently 
this was the Intention when the corps 
was raised, for in the militia list the 
various companies are grouped in the 
same manner as rural regiments 
throughout the service. There is, how­
ever, no cohesion. No regimental ma­
chinery has been provided," no staff or 
field officers provided for, and no 
scheme for mobilizing the companies 
at a common centre has ever been at­
tempted. The sentiment here is that 
this should be remedied, particularly 
as the corps has attained to the dignity 
of drill sheds at the various company 
headquarters, Indicating that the mili­
tia department regards the organiza­
tion as permanent. If brought together 
at full strength for a week or two of 
training during the summer, the 
Rocky Mountain Rangers would be a 
compact corps of 250 officers and men 
with two Maxim rapid-fire guns—a 
corps that would be a credit to the 
militia of Canada.

It is desired also to secure the ser­
vices during the approaching summer 
of a trained Instructor from one of the 
regular posts. The Rocky Mountain 
Rangers are too far remtfved from any 
school of Instruction to be able to at­
tend without a, loss of time and money 
that makes the idea impracticable; 
moreover the cost to the government 
would be substantially less If an in­
structor was sent to the various com­
panies. In addition the Infantry drill 
has been radically altered since the 
present militiamen learned the work, 
all of which makes It especially dear- 
able that an Instructor should be fur­
nished. , ", *#,

MINERS WERE MURDERED.

Report of Investigator Evans on West 
Virginia Case.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., March 9. - 
The official report of Chris Evans, who 
was sent to the West Virginia coal fields 
to investigate the killing of colored min­
ers at Atkinsvllle, has been received 
at the headquarters of the United Mine- 
worl/ers.

The report says that General St. Clair, 
whe is the attorney for the coal com­
panies, created an agitation, to have the 
men arrested and taken to Charleston, 
and that immediately afterward arrange­
ments were made with the United States 
maishal by the mineworkers' officials 
to give bond for all who were arrested, 
but that later, on account of the agita­
tion created by Deputy Marshal Cun­
ningham, the agreement entered into 
with the marshal was broken and Cun­
ningham was sent to arrest the men.

According to the report there was great 
feeling against Cunningham, and the 
men decided not to allow him to arrest 
them, and he was driven away. Mr. 
Evans says he sent a telegram to the 
men to submit quietly, but that the coal 
companies, who own all the telegraph 
and telephone lines connecting with the. 
town, refused to deliver it, and before 
he could get any message to the men 
Cunningham and his deputies, who, he 
said, were the worst characters he could 
collect, went to the town a second time 
and killed the miners in the nighttime 
in their beds.

Mr. Evahs says that he went to the 
scene of the trouble the next morning, 
after 48 men had been arrested for con­
spiracy to kill Cunningham, and found 
there, in a house occupied by colored 
miners, the dead bodies of William Dod­
son, William Clark and Richard Clay­
ton, all colored.

The report continues: "On Inquiry we 
found that the wife of the colored man. 
with four children, together with eight 
colored men, were in-jhe house and that 
kbont daybreak all those in the house 
were awakened by shots being fired into 
the house from the outside. This shoot­
ing took place withput anything being 
said to those on the inside, and the three 
colored men I have mentioned were 
found dead on the floor. Two were in 
their night clothes, and the other was ‘ 
partly dressed, with one shoe partly 
laced, and the other -foot bare.

"We visited another house, where Jo­
seph Hiser lay in' bed mortally wodnded, 
having been shot through the window as 
he was stooping to put on his trousers 
after getting out of bed. Hiser lived 
with his sister, and she made the state­
ment at the inquest that she pleaded 
with those doing the shooting not to 
kil- her children, and in reply, Cun­
ningham said: ‘Women and children 
most take care of themselves.’

"In no instance could we find where 
these people had been asked to surren­
der until after the deputies had com­
menced to shoot at the occupants of the 
houses named.

"We next went to the house of Lucian 
I-awnson, who was considered mortally 
wounded. I am led to understand that, 
after the shooting referred to, this man, 
with others, returned the fire of the 
posse, and this is the only instance where 
any attempt was made to return the fire 
on the part of the miners. During the 
shooting, in many Instances, the 
find women pleaded with the men outside 
to have mercy on them, but their cries 
were met .with derision and curses. Our 
livestigation proves conclusively that no 
effort had been made to shoot or resist 
except In the one case mentioned, but 
all would have been too glad to have 
surrendered had they been allowed to 
dv so."

Mr. Evans says that the coroner’s jnrv 
returned a verdict of felonious killing 
aw nst Cunningham for the killing of 
V Ilham Dodson.

The industrial school is intended to 
train the boys and girls of the Koote­
nay and Shuswap tribes to be inde­
pendent and usbful citizens. Since its 
inception, about a hundred young peo­
ple have been received as children and 
turned out after a seven years’ course 
as trained agriculturalists and trades­
men with sufficient tools or stock, as 
the case might be, to make a fair start 
in life. There are now sixty boys and 
girls in the school, four priests, as as­
sistants to Father Coccola ip the edu­
cational work, and five trades instruc­
tors. In front of the big main build­
ings stretches an orchard of 300 apple 
trees, ail bearing abundantly after 
years of caréful experimenting before 
a single fruit was secured. About the 
buildings and to the rear are great 
vegetable gardens and grain fields, 
while to the rear on the meadow lands 
are the timothy, clover and alfalfa 
fields. In the stables are the finest 
horses ever brought into the Kootenays 
—Clydesdales, Percherons, etc.

The graduates of the school have 
done the institution credit. They are 
honest, energetic, hard working, capa­
ble and eminently moral. In the towns 
they receive precisely the same treat­
ment that is meted out to all other 
classes, and their trade is sought for. 
The events of the year are the big fes­
tivals at the mission, When Indians 
in hundreds flock from every direction 
to participate in the Impressive reli­
gions ceremonies.

The work is established on a firm and 
permanent basis now, and bids fair to 
continue to improve and widen its 
scope of usefulness. And from start 
to finish the institution is a monument 
to the energy, talent and devotion of 
Rev. Father Coccola.

NEW GOLD STORY.

Haligonians to Seek Treasure in Straits 
of Magellan.

HALIFAX, March 6.—The schooner 
Hattie L. M. has sailed with a party 
of venturous spirits, who are seeking 
â new Eldorado in the south. The 
party is commanded by Captain C. H. 
McLeod of Pictou, a well known and 
skillful mariner, who has sailed many 
times around the globe. Several years 
ago, when the first rush to the Klon­
dike was on. Captain McLeod was 
given command of a vessel which sail­
ed from Boston with a party of prosl 
pectors and speculators for Skagway. 
Passing through the Straits o{ Magel­
lan, Captain McLeod beached his ves­
sel on the soft sands of an island for 
examination. In the burrow made by 
the vessel’s keel, he saw evidences of 
gold. Some say he found nuggets, but 
the captain is reticent as to that. He 
kept his counsel and completed his 
voyage. On the coast he was given 
command of a big ship sailing to the 
Orient, but he always kept In mind the 
gold sands of the Magellan island, and 
when he had saved enough to start 
Ills venture he returned to Nova Scotty. 
He organized the Pioneer Exploration 
company, with a capital of $100,000, 
and succeeded in interesting a number 
of prominent business men who have 
put their money into the venture. They 
include Hon. S. H. Holmes, ex-premier 
of Nova Scotia, who is president of the 
company ; Evan Thompson, A. E. Mc­
Manus of Halifax, J. D. Copeland, D. 
G. Kirk and Dr. W. Macdonald of 
Antlgontsh. There are also in addition 
several young Englishmen who arrived 
here two weeks ago, and who have each 
contributed *600 for the privilege of 
accompanying the expedition. Among 
the Englishmen are Sir J. Astley 
Cooper, a grandson of Sir Astley Coop­
er, the famous court physician; Lieut. 
Swan well of the Imperial Yeomanry, 
who saw service in South Africa; Dr. 
G. S. L. Hopkinson, who was also In 
South Africa; W. Tooney, a wealthy 
English farmer; F. H. Wilkinson and 
Mr. Johnson, 
equipped with all appliances for placer 
mining. The island to which the party 
are bound is said to be Staten Island. 
It is reported to be rich In gold, and 
all the party are hopeful of striking it 
rich. They will be away a year.

,FINDING THE ST. EUGENE.

The story of the discovery of the St. 
Eugene mine has been told and retold, 
but the tale is, briefly, as follows: The 
work among the Indians had progress­
ed to a point where the church build­
ings could not hold the crowds that 
gathered to service, and the Indiana 
rebelled against freezing In winter and 
burning in summer. They took their 
complaint to Father Coccola, who re­
torted that they could not expect him 
to supply them with food, raiment and 
medicine and then have funds left to 
build bigger churches for them. His 
suggestion was that they should prove 
themselves worthy of something better 
by getting out Into the hills and locat­
ing mineral claims that might be turn­
ed over to advantage. The result was 
that many of them brought In samples 
of mineral. One day a surly chap came 
Into Father Coccola’s dispensary and 
threw a chunk of mineral on the 
ground with the remark: “You say In­
dian no good. Now see if white man 
any good.” Father Coccola saw that 
the sample was of extraordinary value, 
and pressed the Indian repeatedly to 
reveal the spot where he had found 
it The man refused point blank to 
tell where the sample came from, sim­
ply saying “Come and stee.” Father 
Coccola was laboring from 5 o’clock In 
the morning till after sundown and was 
loth to leave his work, even for so 
promising a proposition, until several 
weeks after when he went to the spot 
guided by the Indian and accompanied 
by James Cronin, now general man­
ager of the St. Eugene mine. The two 
were tracked by prospectors who knew 
Father Coccola was in possession of a 
valuable secret, but got their stakes 
and locations just before the whole 
country was staked.

FOUNDING THE MISSION.
The St. Eugene was sold for *12,000, 

and this sum laid the foundation of the 
St. Eugene mission as it exists now. 
The mission Is located near Grant)rook, 
includes a number of large and sub­
stantial buildings and possesses many 
broad and fruitful acres of splendid 
agricultural ground. The feature of the 
mission Is the handsome church and In­
dustrial school teeming with life. For 
many years it was the real centre of 
East Kootenay, and the value of Its 
work among the Indians and Its deeds 
of charity among all classes won it

As the arrangements for the enforce­

HELENA: WATER WORKS.

It is likely that an agreement.The City Gets a Favorable Judgment on 
Appeal.

SAN FRANCISCO, March 10. — The 
right of the city of Helena, Mont., to 
build and operate its own water works 
is affirmed in an important decision 
handed down by the United States court 
of appeals. The Helena water works 
company had sought to restrain the 
city from such action, claiming that its 
franchise and contract with the muni­
cipality were violated and its profits 
illegally interfered with by the city’s 
proposal to build its own water works.

In a suit brought on these T grounds 
judgment in the company’s favor was 
given. %

The higher court reverses this decis­
ion and directs that the bill of complaint 
be dismissed. In its decision the court 
of appeals declares that the water com­
pany has no exclusive right to supply, 
tbe city of Helena with water, and that 
the municipality violates no contract 
in building and operating its own water 
works.
