i.l London, July 3.—Fragmentary re­
ports have been received in London 
of a naval battle which took place 
yesterday morning in the Baltic be­
tween Russian and German warships.
The latter appear to have suffered 
very severely.

A Copenhagen despatch states that 
two pre-Dreadnought German battle­
ships— the Witteisbach and one of 
the Kaiser class—have returned to 
Kiel in a badly damaged condition, 
the latter ship having sustained 
many shots below the water line. Tne 
battleships mentioned are about 13 
years old. Each carries four 9.4 inch 
guns and has a speed of 18 knots.

From Stockholm comes the infor­
mation that the German mine-layer 
Albatross has been lost. She was 
chased by four Russian cruisers, and 
ran ashore to escape capture. Twenty- 
one of the crew of the Albatross were 
killed and 27 were wounded.

Reuter’s Copenhagen correspondent 
reports that the scene of the battle 
was off the Island of Gothland, 
directly across the Baltic from Win- 
dau, where a German squadron was 
defeated a few days ago in an effort 
to cover the landing of troops in the 
Russian province of Courland Ac­
cording to the Copenhagen despatch, 
messages from Gothland state that 
gunfire was heard from there last 
night, and that a naval action took 
place at 6.30 yesterday morning 
within sight of the harbor of Ljugam.
The warships later steamed north, and 
at 10 o’clock four cruisers were seen 
closely engaged near land.

From Petrograd comes a report, 
forwarded by Frçderick Rennet to the 
Daily News, that a German cruiser of 
the Magdeburg type was sent to the 
bottom during the engagement. The 
Magdeburg carries 12 4-inch guns, has 
a speed of 27*4 knots, and is prac- 1 
tically identical with the famous light 
cruiser Karlsruhe.

Rome, via Paris, July 3—Comment­
ing upon the reported movement of 
Greek bands towards Berat, Albania, 
which is a part of the hinterland ot 
Avlona, the Giornale d’ltalia says:

“Italy cannot tolerate such a pa­
tent violation of the conference at 
London in a part of Albania directly 
affecting Italian interests. Either 
an official or unofficial advance in 
that direction assumes from an Ital­
ian point of view, greater gravity 
than the Serbian and Montenegrin oc­
cupations of Elbassan, Tirana and 
Scutari.”

The Italians occupied the rocky 
uninhabited Isle of Sasseno,- com 
manding the entrance to the Gulf of 
Avlona, Oct. 30, 1914, and the en­
virons of Avlona itself on December 
25, 1914, after Prince William of 
Wied and nearly all members of the 
International commission had left Al­
bania, which fell into a state of an- 
anarchy. Avlona is 33 miles south­
west of Berat.

New York, July 3—Negotiations 

reported today to be in pro­
gress between officials of the British 
treasury and a group of New York 
bankers represented by J. P. Morgan 
and Company, and others, for the flo­
tation in this country of $100,000,000 
British war loan. Reports disagree as 
to the nature of the proposed loan.

In some sources it was described 
by a part of the great British war 
loan of $5,000,000,000 recently auth­
orized, while in other quarters it 
was said that the loan to be floated 
here would be a separate one bearing 
an interest rate of five per cent. It 
was understood that the ottering 
would be increased to $300,000,000 if 
the bonds were well taken up by 
American investors. Bankers believe 
that the loan will mature in ten 
days.

It is thought that the British gov­
ernment will free from income tax all 
British loans subscribed for in for­
eign countries. Unless this was done, 
it was said, there could be little hope 
that the issue would be popular 
in this country.

Proceeds of the loan, it is said, will 
be left in America to be drawn 
against by the British Government 
in the purchase of war munitions, 
food stuifs and other supplies in the 
United States. It was the belief 
here that Henry P. Davison, of J. P. 
Morgan and Company, who sailed 
for London some time ago is work­
ing out the details of the proposed 
loan with British bankers.

But has this treatment killed the re­
corder of war? By no means. Our 
leading papers have free-lance 
staffs scudding here and • there in 

- powerful cars; interviewing civic of­
ficials, the wounded in hospitals, the 
stray spectators of battles—Casting a 
net in fact, over the whole area of 
war and sifting all that seems good.

Strange to say these men are doing 
better work than ever before. Their 
haul of “color” facts and narratives 
is far wider than when they left offi­
cial reporters, limited to 50 words or 
so at the day’s end, and that at the 
mercy of fagged operators and a mili­
tary censor, who cut out all the hot 
stuff, and made a tepid mess of work 
for which life, limb and liberty had 
been freely risked.

It is the bare truth that modern 
armies hate and fear the newspaper 
man in their midst. Nor is this to be 
wondered at. The general’s one aim 
is secrecy, and the correspondent’s 
publication—wide and swift as tele­
graph and wireless can take it. It 
is for this reason that the present 
corps of men employed to gather 
war news, have censors in their own 
editors, who often submit despatches 
to the war office and alter then on 
patriotic ground.

Will Make a Disclosure 
That Will Involve 

Six Heads.
By Special Wire to the Courier.

New York, July 3—On the auth­
ority of Charles Seeker’s counsel, 
Martin T. Manton, it was said to­
day that if Becker fails in his appeal 
to the United States supreme court 
he will, before going to the elecrtic 
chair for murder of Herman Rosen­
thal, make a public disclosure of the 
names of the men with whom he is 
alleged to have divided $100,000 in 
graft money collected from gamblers 
and keepers of illegal resorts during 
his career as head of the famous 
police strong arm squad. Six men, 
some of them police department of­
ficials are understood to be involved 
in the statement Becker has prepared 
while awaiting the outcome of ap­
peals to Governor Whitman and the 
United States Supreme Court.

“Becker will make a clean breast 
of the grafting,” said Mr. Manton. 
“He will issue a statement not for pay 
but to divide the guilt of graft. He 
realizes his perilous position and does 
not want to die, if die he must and 
leave a set of men to use others as 
he has been used. He wishes to have 
the truth off his mind as soon as 
possible.”

It was reported that Becker’s state­
ment would attempt to explain the 
death of “Big Tim” Sullivan, who 
was believed to have been killed by a 
New Haven Railroad train. Conflict­
ing statements and denials by some 
of the informers against Becker and 
by others confused the situation to­
day . One clear point was that the 
informers could not deny their tes­
timony against Becker without vio­
lating the contract under which they 
were granted immunity by the state’s 
representatives. Under this agree­
ment they were to enjoy immunity 
unless shown to be guilty of perjury.

dustrial and technical purposes.”

! In view of the fact that the ques­
tion of increased accommodation is 
imperative, the, members of the com­
mittee who are not members of the 
board, stated their willingness to be 
present at the next regular meeting 
of the board to express their views. 
Carried.

Secretary Bunnell brought up sev­
eral accounts from teachers who had 
presided at the lower middle school 
examinations at the collegiate.

The chairman stated that there were 
some of them pretty large. He ask­
ed if the act stated the exact amount 
to be paid.

Petrograd, July 3.—The activity of t 

a Russian submarine in the Black Sea ■ 
is recounted in an official statement 
issued by the admiralty to-day. The 
undersea boat sank two Turkish 
steamers and one sailing vessel, with 
cargoes of coal and provisions, and 
then exchanged shots with three arm­
ored schooners off the mouth of the 
Bosphorus, driving them ashore.

The text of the statement follows:
“A Russian submarine in the Black 

Sea to-day torpedoed and sank a 
steamer of 2,500 tons. It then set fire 
to and sank a sailing ship of 1,500 
tons. Subsequently a small steamer 
was sent to the bottom. The three 
vessels were in the neighborhood of 
Kesken, and were laden with coal and 
provisions.

“The submarine also shelled an­
other steamer anchored in the river 
and several coal laden barges and a 
tug were driven ashore.

“Near the mouth of the Bosphorus 
the submarine came into action with 
an armored schooner, 
change of shots this vessel, with two 
others of a similar type were run 
ashore.”

The lieu­
tenant drop ed dead three yards 
away. Four ther men managed t , 
reach the same shelter as myself. A 
fifth was shot just as he was jumping 
in.

“We dared not move. Our fellow, 
were making a flank attack, and we 
were between a French and a German 
mitrailleuse. I could see the Germans, 
fleeing by ten or a dozen at a time.

“At 8 o’clock in the evening wc 
crept back. A captain told us the 
remnant of our company were 400 
yards to the rear. He might well say 
remnant.

Legion FightsSTARTS TO WORK.

By all accounts the attack on the 
German entrenchments between Be- 
thune and Arras furnished as hard 
fighting as any in the war. Among the 
troops that took part in it were the 
4000 men of the Foreign Legion. 
Alexandre Paiget, a young Swiss 
volunteer, recounts his experiences in 
a letter to his family.

“Our artillery," he writes, “had 
made a clean sweep of the barbed wire

lines took to flight, and we followed 
them with the bayonet. They sur­
rendered b y scores T. myself pursued 
two of the enemy. As soon as they 
saw mÿ bayonet they cried, ‘Kamerad, 
pardon!’ and threw down their rifles 
at my feet. I was about to run them 
through (for we had orders to spare 
none) when my lieutenant called out

DANGEROUS JOB.

Sergeant Maurice Juven, of the ioth 
French Infantry regiment, who had 
been fighting since August 5, and, 

I being wounded on May 1, was sent 
I to the Paris “Hotel Dieu" to be treat­

ed for a shell splinter in the right 
eye, has had some interesting experi­
ences of trench warfare, says the 
London Daily Mail.

“I was made sergeant and one of 
the bomb-throwers of my company," 
he said. “It is not the pleasantest 
task to be a bomb-thrower. At the 
beginning we experimented with 
many sorts of bombs, but found 
most of them too risky for the 
thrower and the men in the trench 
behind him.

“I remember one cold day having 
a very nasty expedience with one 
of these bombs. It was cold and rain­
ing and I put the sack of bombs 
in a little recess in the side of the 
trench to be out of the wet. I sup­
pose I must have been half asleep 
when the sentinel gave the alarm 
that the Germans were moving to 
the assault. The lieutenant and the 
men came crowding up into the gal­
lery!, and the former shouted out, 
‘Hurry up with the bombs, Juven.’

“I handed my tinder briquet to the 
sentinel, and pulling out a bomb 
tried to get the fuse to light. I had to 
blow on it for two or three seconds 
before I saw the red glow running 
along the cord. I then jerked back 
my hand to throw the bomb, when, 
to my dismay it slipped out of my 
half frozen fingers and flew back 
into the trench behind me. I shouted 
a warning, but there was no need; 
the men had all bolted to cover be­
hind the nearest re-entrant angle. 
So when the flash and roar of the 
explosion came only three men were 
still near enough to be hurt. They 
were bowled over and cut about by 
flying stones and gravel, but were 
not seriously hurt. We had no time

As a result, we have thousands of 
ministers drawing salaries totalling 
millions of dollars annually, who 
outwardly pose .as God’s servants, 
ministers of his religion revealed In 
the Bible, but who in reality are 
hyprocrites. Privately they will con­
fess that they do not believe that 
man was created in God’s image and 
fell from it. Neither do they believe 
that Jesus redeemed man from the 
fall; for they say. There was no fall. 
Neither do they believe in a coming 
Time of Restitution, which the Bible 
declares is the great hope for the 
world. (Acts 3:19-23.) They are 
hypocrites pure and simple. As the 
Apostle Paul declares, they “speak 
lies in hypocrisy, having their con­
sciences seared with a hot iron.”—1 
Timothy 4:1, 2.

There are exceptions to this gener­
al rule. They are found amongst the 
lees educated ministers, whom their 
educated brethren style “moss- 
backs.” There are others whose 
consciences are not entirely seared, 
who are In great distress, wishing to 
be honest, but fearing the cost. They 
say little about the future, occasion­
ally work In a little Truth, and are 
generally very unhapply. I have 
hope for many of these yet, that they 
will get right with God and take 
their stand for truth and righteous­
ness, casting all their cares and fears 
upon the Lord—fears respecting 
their living and provision for their 
families, respecting their good 
names, which will be cast out as 
evil, as mine has been, if they will 
firmly stand. The time of decision 
is here. Whoever is not for God and 
for the Truth Is against the same.

The great leaders of Eccleslastic- 
ism seem to have no conscience. If 
approached by their confiding flocks, 
they dodge the questions with de­
ceptive phrases, fearing not God, 
neither regarding man, but merely 
looking for gain, each from his own 
quarter—his denomination.—Isaiah 
56:11.

It is the duty of all who see th=> 
Truth clearly to act positively. (2 
Corinthians 6:17, 18.) Whoever
lends financial aid or moral support 
to the great systems which are op­
posing the true teachings of God’s 
Word, and assisting in the perpetua­
tion of Satan’s lie, is a partaker of 
the evil deeds and will share fn the 
woes soon to come.

There Is not so much of profit In 
the lesson verses as there Is In wlrnt 
precedes and follows, and as tills Is our 
last lesson In this book we must gath­
er all we eau lu the space at our dis­
posal. Our last lesson was In chapter 
xil, and because of David’s great sin 
be was told that the sword should nev­
er depart from bis house and that the 
Lord would raise up evil against him 
out of his own house (ill, 10, 111. 
There is always a reaping from all 
sowing, either good or bad (Gal. vl, 7; 
Hos. vili, 7>. Chapter xili tells of the 
beginning of his household troubles 
and of the flight of Absalom aud his 
sojourn three years hi Geshur. Chap­
ter xiv tells of the plea of the wise 
woman of Tekoa and of Absalom’s re­
turn to Jerusalem aud reconciliation 
with his father after dwelling two 
years there without seeing his face 
(xlv, 2833). Absalom’s remarkable 
beauty Is descritied In verses 25, 2<i. 
TUe utter helplessness of the sinner 
and the great mercy of God are most 
suggestively mentioned by the wise 
woman In verse 14.

Chapter xv describes Absalom's re­
bellion and Ibe plight of the king, aud 
would have been a much more sugges 
wve and helpful chapter than the one 
assigned us. David's crossing the 
Kidron and going up by Olivet (verse? 
23, 30) is so suggestive of our lord's 
doing the same thing because of the 
rebellion of His son Israel (John xviii. 
It. The notable words of devotion on 
the part of David's servants and ot 
Ittnl the Glttite (verses 15, 21) should 
be our continual heart words to our 
Lord Jesus. See also the devotion ot 
Huslial. David's friend. In verses 32-37. 
and David's submission to the will of 
God in verses 25. 2». Chapter xvl tells 
of Sbimei's cursing and how David 
left him wholly to God. Chapter xvii 
describes the suicide of Aliilhôpital be 
cause the counsel of Hushni was pre 
ferred to his. It also tells of David's 
friends who so kindly cared for him 
at Mahnnalm. Our lesson, chaplet 
xviii. tells of the battle between Absn 
lom's army and that of David and ut 
the defeat of the former and I lie dentil 
of Absalom. It Is truly patlietle to 
listen to David's Instructions to the 
leaders of Ids hosts. "Deal gently for 
my sake with the young man. even 
wi^i Absalom" (vçrse 5i. and then to 
bear bis heartbroken cry when he 
learned that Absalom had been slain: 
■O my son Absalom, my sou. my son 
Absalom! Would God 1 had died fot 
thee. O Absalom, my son. my son' 
(verse 33.) See also xlx, 4. Does H 
not help to make more real the love of 
God In giving up His only begotten 
Son to die for us? (John ill. Ill: 1 John 
111. 16; lv. 9. 10: Rom. vlii. 32.

The folly of seeking to make a name 
for oneself Is seen in verse 18. A grand 
Illustration of llie significance of the 
command In Hab. II. 2. is seen In les 
son verses 19-32. The words are, "Write 
the vision, and make It plain upon ta 
bles, that he may run that readeth It." 
but they are generally misquoted, "that 
he that runs may read." ns if one 
could take It In as they do the udver 
tlsements by the roadside when trav 
eling sixty miles an hour by train. 
The true meaning evidently Is, get the 
message correctly and then run and 
tell It. In our lesson Cuslil had the 
message, for he had seen what he was 
to tell Although insistent. Abiiuaaz wai 
the fleetest messenger, he knew noth 
trig, and his running was In vain 
(verses 21. 29. 30). and he had to stand 
aside. And there are many running 
today whom God never sent. They 
know nothing, hut the worst of It Is 
that .they take pride In not knowing 
and yet Insist that they have been 
sent. It is blessed to be able to say. 
"That which we have seen and heard 
declare we unto you." "We cannot 
but speak the things which we have 
seen and heard" (1 John 1, 3; Acts 
lv, 20).

After Absalom was dead all Israel 
longed for David, and said one to an 
other, "Why speak ye not a word of 
bringing back the king?” David him 
self sent to the priests aud elders ot 
Judah, saying. "Why are ye Hie last 
to bring the king back to his bouse?"

Herein we see the Satanic cunning 
of our great Adversary: By estab­
lishing great religiouh institutions 
he has satisfied a certain mental 
craving, bound to assert itself In 
humanity.

I read His Book, 
and see Us great Divine Plan of the 
Ages, showing a gracious blesstug 
for the Elect on the Heavenly plane 
and a grand Restitution for the non­
elect to perfection on the earthly 
plane.

Have we not driven away from 
God and from the Bible some of the 
very best minds of the world, plung­
ing them into business, pleasure, so­
ciety, novel-reading, theatre-going or 
intoxication—anything to stop them­
selves from thinking about the ter­
rible possibilities of the future re­
lated to them by you and me who 
have been deluded by these doc­
trines of devils?

St. Paul describes Satan’s work 
concisely in the statement which 
forms our teit. If the true light of 
God shines into any heart, it begins 
a transformation work at once; 
hence Satan’s anxiety to keep people 
from thinking of God as a reason­
able and adorable Creator and from 
studying His gracious Plan for hu­
man redemption. We see how the 
eyes of all have been much holden— 
the world seeing nothing at all, and 
Christians seeing little enough of 
the goodness of God. Thus St. Paul 
prayed for Christiana that the eyes 
of their understanding opening, they 
might be able to comprehend the 
lengths and breadths, the heights 
and depths, and to know the Love of 
God, which passes all human under­
standing.—Ephesians 1:15-23; 3:14-

Church wbuld surely go to eternal 
torture, but that by joining the 
Church they would have a chance ot 
Heaven, even though the path led 
through Purgatory. Under these un­
scriptural teachings, Christianity 
has enrolled its hundreds of milliors, 
very few of- whom know anything 
about the real Christianity of the 
Bible—true discipleship of J-fsus 
Christ.

We see them in Europe to-day— 
of all creeds—doing their best to de­
stroy each other—to send each other 
to Purgatory or to eternal torture. 
About five per cent, are estimated to 
be Mohammedans, Jews and infidels, 
and the remaining ninety-five per 
cent. Christians. What a farce! 
What a hypocritical deception! The 
fact is that probably less than one 
per cent, of all these millions would 
make any claim to be followers of 
Christ or of seeking to cultivate His 
Spirit of meekness, gentleness pati­
ence, long-suffering, brotherly kind­
ness, love. The great majority 
manifest the reverse spirit of anger, 
malice, hatred, envy, strife—works 
of the flesh and of the Devil.—Col. 
3:8; Gal. 5:19-23; 1 John 3:8.

How few anywhere profess to be 
disciples or followers of Jesus and 
His teachings! Christian standards 
have been so lowered that to-day a 
Christian is not one who has sur­
rendered his whole being to God 
and His service, and who has devot­
ed himself to following the Master’s 
example, hut merely one who re­
frains from profanity and such gross 
cins as murder and immorality. 
This change has come - about as a 
revulsion against the thought that 
everybody except a mere handful of 
saints is en route to eternal torture. 
Kind-hearted people could not think 
>f their friends and relatives as suf­
fering thus. They had the thought 
of eternal torture firmly fixed and 
let it remain, but moved down low 
he standard of worthiness for ever­

lasting life.
Lucifer, the cherub, through am­

bition became Satan, God’s oppon­
ent. He deceived our first parents 
into sin by his great falsehood, "Ye 
shall not surely die." (Genesis 3:4.) 
Since then he has supported that lie 
personally and through his demon 
hosts of fallen angels. These are 
not far off stoking fires in Hell and 
Purgatory, but right with humanity, 
perpetrating the original lie and 
convincing the world that Satan told 
the truth when he said, “Ye shall 
not surely die”; and that God lied 
when He said, “Thou shall surely 
die.” The doctrines of demons have 
so far succeeded that now practical­
ly everybody believes that lie, and 
the claim is made that the dead are 
more alive after death than before.

On this original foundation-false- 
imld Satan has huit up various the­
ories, ail of which tend to delude hu­
manity and tb drive them away from 
God and from the promises of the 
Bible. He tells them that the dead 
are alive everywhere, and that at 
death the good and the bad Immedi­
ately enter their rewards and pun­
ishments without resurrection. The 
errors are so skilfully framed as to 
teach that Heaven can be entered 
only through a number of passage 
ways; such as baptism in infancy, 
confirmation, holy water, holy can­
dles and holy burial, prayers, Eu­
charist and masses. Satan enlists on 
nis side all who are interested in 
these various Heavenward helpb> 
These have been reverenced; money 
has been paid to them freely; they 
have made the success already sug­
gested, and claim four hundred mil­
lion Christians. But how few of 
these really know the true God or 
really love Him!

In the Bible, however, God sets 
forth the True Church of the First- 
oorns, whose names are written in 
Heaven. Jesus is the Head over 
ffiese; and they all are brethren, and 
tot divided into clergy and laity, 
fltey are called saints. (Psalm 
50:5.) God could indeed use force 
in gathering His Elect Church, but 
•la will not do so. He will now 
gather merely those who have the 
.earing ear and the responsive heart.

Unfortunately in many sections 
there is a between times mouth, when 
the winter vegetables and fruits are 
jaded and the spring products are forc­
ed and consequently prohibitive in 
price. But grapefruit can be obtained 
almost anywhere at small cost, oranges 
are always inexpensive at this time, 
cranberries, with their wonderful acid, 
are still in season, and lemons, which 
are invaluable, can be used ad libitum. 
Apples, too, can be obtained, and for­
tunate the housewife who has been so 
provident as to buy her spring apples 
in the midwinter.

There is an old proverb which runs 
like this, “Eat onions in May, no doc­
tor to pay.” This applies not only to 
onions, but to lettuce, spinach and, in 
fact, all the green foods that begin to 
appear about March 1. If choice is to 
be made between a porterhouse steak 
for dinner and no green salad and beef 
stow with salad choose the latter every 
time. It will be argued that the nutri­
ment is the same, and as far as the 
meat is concerned it is. But the por­
terhouse steak does not have the min­
erals that the salad contains, and after 
it is eaten the whole body will not feel 
as light, buoyant and as generally sat­
isfied as when the salad accompanies 
the meat

As to the salad dressing, let it be 
very simple, preferably of olive oil cut 
by lemon juice, or if olive oil is too ex­
pensive, with corn or peanut oil, which 
can be obtained at one-third the price. 
As to the desserts, it is very easy to 
use fruit foundation and so work in 
the necessary acids itta disguised tnan- 
aer, for the family will balk at medic­
inal foods if forced to eat them.

Some kitchen odors are savory and 

appetizing. Others are not. The chief 
culprits are cabbages, onions, fish and 
“boiling over.”

Cabbages will not smell if a crust of 
bread is laid on the top when they 
are boiling. Better still, for this im 
proves the cabbages, is a piece of char­
coal.

Onions, barred in so many homes on 
account of the odor—a great pity, for 
onions are blood purifiers, complexion 
beautifiers and disease preventers— 
must be met with a c-ouuter odor. Buy 
some powdered cedar wood and 
sprinkle a pinch on the range. That’s 
all. And, by the way, if onions are 
peeled under water or held under a 
running tap they will not smell, nor 
will your eyes smart 

Fish are often blamed for the odor 
which really arises from the stale bat­
ter or bad butter. If those causes are 
absent, then sprinkle the top of the 
range within “spluttering” distance 
with a layer or salt When frying is 
done, sweep the salt into the fire. The 
salt absorbs all “splutterings” of grease 
and there is no smell.

Fresh dandelion leaves make a deli­

cious salad. Place the greens in a large 
pan of cold water as soon as they come 
from the market and wash them thor­
oughly. Then shake off all the mois­
ture and set in a very cold place until 
ready to serve. To make the salad, 
place the leaves in a chilled salad bowl, 
cover with chopped hard boiled egg, a 
few shavings of young white onion, 
and moisten with a good French dress­
ing.

Blend thoroughly and season with a 
teaspoonful of chopped chives and 
equal amount of fresli tarragon leaves.

Lettuce, Endive and Romaine.
Lettuce, endive and romaine are all 

good salad greens. The two latter 
may also be cooked in several attrac­
tive forms, and tiie lettuce may form 
the basis of a cream of lettuce soup or 
may be boiled and chopped like spinach 
and enriched with a highly seasoned 
sauce.

Every housekeeper should realize the 
tonic properties of these spring salads, 
and some variety of salad should ap­
pear at least once daily in every well 
planned menu in spring. Tills salad 
should he simple and composed mainly 
of the greens themselves, although a 
combination of two or three vegetables 
is permissible.

How two companies of French Infantry 
took a chapel defended by German 
trenches and held their narrow strip of 
captured ground for five days under a 
continual fire from German artillery is 
related in a letter published in the Figaro 
of recent date. The letter was written i>y 
the officer commanding the party, who 
was one of the handful who. remained 
when they were at last relieved. The 
appalling grewsomeness of modern war­
fare is told in thrilling phrases in this 
recital of a heroic act. Parts of the story 
have been elided by the French censor, 
but enough is left to give a graphic de- 
Bcriptlon. It is as follows 

"There was much agitation upon the 
plateau. The order had been given to 
my major to take the chapel at all costs. 
My company has the honor of being des­
ignated as the attacking company, and I 
am sent to reconnoitre the point of de-

Roumania’s entry into the conflict is con­
sidered Just as certain as Italy's was. 
Every hour that passes brings the decisive 
moment nearer and It is understood it may 
now be only a matter of days wrhen she 
will give the word to her military com­
manders. They, as well as many of her 
statesmen, have been fretting with Im­
patience and If it depended on them would. 
have taken the plunge long ago, but Rou- 
mania has had to proceed carefully and 
the counsels of prudence have prevailed.

For Roumanla is vulnerable. There is a 
tender spot in her buckler and she has had 
to establish a line of defence work of which 
the outside world has not heard. Her oil

Roumanla is the Pennsylvania of Europe. 
♦ Her petroleum makes the finest llluminat- 
I ing oil produced in Europe, the finest in 
^ the world, the Roumanians assert. Her 

▲ anthracite coal ranks with that of Penn- 
f sylvania, and Germany and Austria feel 
I greatly aggrieved about Roumania’s oil.

’ They had counted on fighting the war 
with it.

Many of the oil fields of Roumanla were 
financed in Germany. The German gov­
ernment two years ago decided to estab­
lish a petroleum monopoly. None but the 
State could sell oil or its products. This 
ostensibly was a blow dealt to the Amer­
ican companies. But it had other rea­
sons. Roumanla was counted on. Ger­
man companies, which now had the of­
ficial backing of the government, had 
solid interests In Roumanla and with this 
entering w'edge there would be a way 
found at the opportune moment for Ger­
many to take control of the Roumanian 
output.

the dead uninterruptedly; we breathed ..

Roumanla Open to Attacks. ^

Roumanla, generally speaking. Is cres­
cent shaped, and Austria-Hungary fills 
the hollow of the crescent. The upper part, 
running roughly north and south, is the old 
province of Moldavia, the lower, from east 
to west, Wallachia. There is a third prov­
ince, to the east, on the Black Sea, the 
Dobrudja, but It is not of great Importance. 
Austria-Hungary’s deep salient Into the 
heart of Roumanla gives to the Teuton 
allies a choice of points to strike from.

How a general with the special talent of 
von Hindenburg would revel in the situa­
tion, with that entrant angle to work 
from and with, as objective, the choice of 
one or more of the rich wells and mines of 
Bacau, In Moldavia; Buseau, further 
south; Prahova and Dimbrovltza, in Wal­
lachia, and then the English-owned anthra­
cite beds of Gorglu, out near the blunted 
western end of the crescent! Roumanla has 
had to take her precautions, and while ap­
parently busy with problems of another 
nature, such as the reaching of agree­

4 meet the prospective invader really is what 
has kept her occupied to date. She now 

. has practically completed the task.
With regard to the Balkan States, It 

may be noted that Roumanla would like 
the rest of the world to observe that she 
Is not a Balkan State. She heretofore 
quite generally has been so classed and 
she did not remonstrate. Now she thinks 
the time has come to put the matter right. 
All who may desire further information 
on the subject will be supplied with it by 
the Roumanian Geographical Society in 
Bucharest in the form of a monograph 
printed in French. Roumanla would not 
be understood as considering It in any 
way derogatory to be classified as a Bal­
kan State. She simply wants to have her 
position as one of the Latin nations rec­
ognized, and, indeed, geographically, her 
territory does not fall within the Balkan 
peninsula.

The terrible effects victims suffer when 
overcome by the fumes emitted from the 
gas bombs used by the Germans is nar­
rated in a vivid article written by Dr. 
Max Muller and published in the Neue 
Züricher Zcitung. The physician gives an 
account of his trip to the front in Flanders, 
where he was enabled to study the condi­
tion of patients who had been asphyxiated 
by the bombs.

Numerous soldiers had just been brought 
to the hospital at Zuydecoute. The men 
were placed in different wards, according 
to the treatment required. Those who 
had been wounded by bullets were placed 
in one section, while the others, who had 
been overcome by the fumes, rested in an­
other ward. Each day the latter needed 
different and more careful treatment until 
the crisis was over.

While in a convalescent state one of the 
soldiers told the physician of the battle 
fought on the evening of April 22. British

In Germany there are now more than 
one hundred camps for prisoners of war. 
Each forms a little community by itself 
and is detached from the world outside by 
high palisades. The population of a camp 
may be from 15,000 to 20,000. Usually a 
landsturm captain is in supreme charge, 
having under him a staff of subalterns. 
The prisoners are divided into battalions 

j of 2,000 men each. The strictest military 
discipline prevails, and marked distinction 
is made between captive officers and ordi­
nary soldiers. Within the encampment 
each battalion has its own reservation, en­
closed by a wire fence. Every such sec­
tion has a kitchen, canteen, bath house 
and separate quarters generally.
