Lord Rosebery
warned the country long ago that the
policy of expansion had reached the
limits of safety. Lord Salisbury has
pronounced against indiscriminate
seizure of new territory. The whole
world, except the dying nations—and
they show no haste to die—has now
been distributed amongst the great
powers. The time for digestivé of ter-
rritory and consolidation of power has
come And when people within the
United Kingdom take a survey of the
empire, and uf the defensive forces that
are required to protect its interests in
all parts of the wotld, when they con-
sider the enormous cost of the Boer war,
and remember that it is only a small
war compared to what they may be
called upon to undertake, they realize
that the time has come when the great
nation-colonies that have come into ex-
istence may fairly be asked to pass|
from the stage of giving voluntary
military and naval aséistance to a defi-
nite and clearly apportioped participa-
tion in the defense uf the empire,
Grant this, and you arrive at the point
of imperial taxation, which must be
with the consent of the people taxed,
and then you are confronted with the
great constitutional principle that taxa-
tion and representation go together,
This also means that those who pay the
taxes determine the policy to be pur.
sued. So long as the whole ' interna-
tional policy of the empire is deter-
mined by a ministry responsible only
to the imperial parliament colonial
contributions to the cost of defense can
scarcely be more than voluntary. Cer-
tainly they cannot be enforced by the
United Kingdom, If there is to come
into existence the imperial excheguer
for. which 8ir Michael Hicks Beach re.
cently louged, there will have to come
with it some form of imperial repre-
sentation which will exercise control
over imperial policy,  whether m ilitary
and naval, political or commercial.
