This view of the matter, while under
ondinasy ciroumstances it ‘would seem
just and reasonable; will not serve to
adjust in a uusuotory manner the
peculiar oconditions which exist in
this community. ' Granting that a
general desire for citizenship should
manifest itsell among:the alien popu-
labion of Dawson, there are compara-
tively few who have resided here
