This
dsurpation, it is well known, he after-
wards effected. His own character be-
ing light, profligate, and perfidious, John
casily attached to his person and fac-
tion, not only all who had reason to
dread the resentment of Richard for
criminal proceedings during his absence,
but also the numerous class of “lawless
resolutes,” whom the crusades had turn-
~d back on their country, accomplished
in the vices of the East, impoverished
n substance, and hardened in charac-
er, and who placed their hopes of har-
vest incivil commotion,

To these causes ofpublic distress and
apprehension, must be added, the mul-
titude ot outlaws, who, driven to des-
pair by the oppression of the feudal no-

bility, and the severe exercise of the for-
est laws, banded together in large gangs,
and, keeping possession of the forests
and the wastes, set at defiance the jus-
tice and magistracy of the country. The
nobles themselves, each fortified within
his own castle, and playing the petty
sovereign over his own dominions, were
the leaders of bands scarce less lawless
and oppressive than those of the avowed
depredators. To maintain these retain-

crs, and to support the extravagance

and magnificence which their pride in-

duced them to affect, the nobility bor-
rowed sums of money from the Jews at
the most usurious interest, which gnaw-

Under the various burdens imposed

Dy this unhappy state of affairs, the

people of England suffered deeply for

-he present, and yet had more dreadful

-ause to fear the future. To augment

:heir misery, a contagious disorder of a

langerous nature spread through the

‘and; and, rendered more virulent by

the uncleanness, the indifferent food,

and the wretched lodging of the lower
classes, swept off many whose fate the

survivors were tempted to envy, as.ex-

empting them from the evils which were
to come.

Yet amid these. accumulated dis-

tresses, the poor as well as the rich, the

vulgar as well as the noble, in the event

of a tournament, which was the grand
spzctacle of that age, felt as much in-
ccrested as the half-starved citizen of
vladrid, who has not a real left to buy
Jrovisions for their family, feels in the
ssue of a bull-fight.  Neither duty nor
infirmity could keep youth or age from
such exhibitions. The Passage of Arms,
as it was called, which was to take place
at Ashby, in the county of Leicester, as
champions of the first renown were to
take the field in the presence of Prince
john himself, who was expected tograce
chelists, had attracted universal atten-
tion, and an immense confluence of
sereons of all ranks hastened upon the
1p;ointed morning to the place of com-

bat.
The scene was singularly ro-
mantic. On the verge of a wood, which

approached to within a mile of the town
of Ashby, was atPextensive meadow of
-he finest and most beautiful green turf,
surrounded on one side by the forest,
and fringed on the other by straggling
oak trees, some of which had grown to
an immense size. The ground, as if
fashioned on purpose for the martial
lisplay which was intended, sloped gra-
Jually down on all sides to a level bot-
om, which was enclosed for the lists
vi.h strong palisades, forming a space
of a quarter of 2 mile in length, and
about half as broad.

:nclosure was an oblong square, save
that the corners were considerably

Presently there was a stir and anima-
tin in the crowd and he saw His
Majesty in an overcoat. The ('zar ap-|
proached the carringe and was puatting
on his cloak when 8 young mau who
had been standing behind Kommissa-
rvoft tried to pu<h him aside. This in-
dividual had repeatedly attempted to
make his way through the surrounding
crowd and get neaver the carringe; but
Kowmissaroff. wishing to see the Em-
peror, would not saffer him to pass. At
last fhe individual succeeded in
squeezing through,  Kommissavoft fol-
lowed him closely.  Hardly had the
assassin got 10 the front ranks when,
drawing a pistol from under his over-
coat, he levelled it at the Ewmperor.
Kommissarofl, who had noticed lhel
aovement, canght up his acrm, and'
rarning the pis-ol from its aim, caused
it to discharge in the air. In another
instant the assassin, a student named
Karakasoff. was arvested, snd Kom-
missaroft was lost in the surging crowd.
Tho Cz.r at ounce drove to the Kasan
Cathedeal.  Intheevening, all generals
officers, and persons having access at
court assembled in the W uter Paluce.

The Czar was greeted with tnmalt-
nous enthusinsin.  He at once sent for
Kommissaroff. The jpeasant was
brought before him. He was a vouth
of middle size and boorish in his n an-
ner.  The Czar advanced and told him
that he was raised to the rank and dig-
niiy of a nobleman. Then all present
repaired to the Preobrakhewski Cathe-
dral.  The town was illaminated, and
an immense conconrse thronged rocnd
the palace. It was the firct murder-
ous attempf on a Czar that was ever
known in Russian history,

; IN THE BoIS DE BOULOGNE,

The second was made at the grand re-
view given at Pariz in honor the Emperor
ot Russia and the King of Prussin. The
€zar had been riding down the Bois de
Boulogue beside the Emperor Napuoleon.
On his breast was the grend cordon of
the Legion o1 Honor and many other
decorations,  Instead of the rich saddle
cloth,, such as the other sovereigns rode
on, he had a simple bearskin under his
saddle, the spoil of one of his hunts near
St. Petersburg. Tall, well-formed, and
of gracetul carriage, the Czar had not his
equal on horseback in the entire field.
(fficers of every civilized nationswelled
his cortege. Cossacks of the Don, offi-
cers of the Imperial Guard and Arabs
trom the deserts trotied behind him in
the review. Dismounting. he enttred
a carriage with the French Empercr.
Four horses, ridden by postilions, drew
it Squadrons ot gendarms cleared the
wayv. The Imperial equipage moved on
through the leaty avenue between the
Caseade and the Pre Caialan.  Suddenly
a voung Pole. Biazootki by name, took
deliberate aim at the Czar, dischargin
a double barreled pistol. The shot f:nilvﬁ
totake effeet. The secoud tube exploded
in the hands of the Pole. The carriage
checked its progress foran instant, but
neither Napoleon nor Emperor Alexan.

It will be scen that the total number
of applicants for Crown Lands during
the past year is 761; but the total num-
ber for the vear 1878 was ounly 191,
This speaks volumes for the adminis-
“tration of the head of the Crown Land
Department. But it sometimes occurs
to us that Hon. Michael Adams would
like to make Novthamberland to New
Brunswick, what Paris was to France
in the days of Luunis XIV. To prove
what we say, we quote figures. For a
number of years past the Coanty
of Northumberland bas been a
term of reproach in &he Crown
Land office ; for though possessing wide
tracte of nngranted lands, scarce ever
an appliention came into the office from
that County. But now it is the second
fu the Province in point of settlement
enterprise, and will soon be the banuer
County. In the year 1878 the number
of aj plicants for Crown Lands in
that County wns 388, for the year
just past the mnumber renched 191.
1t Northumberiaud is not sstisfied with
this it would be a puzzle to us 1o know
who oug t.

But we will do the Surveyor General
the justice of complimenting him on his
general management of the department.
The settlement of the Provincial lands
during the ) car he has been at the head
of the depairtment quintuples that of the
previous vear; while the prospects arve
that in &ix or seven vears move, little of
our valuable lands will remain unset-
tled..
