It is supposed the capsizing of the British
naval trai ship Eurydice off the Isle of
Wight was due to the suddenmess with
which the squall overtook the ship, and
the fact that its entire force fell on the full
spread of her canvas. As the Eurydice
was completely close in shore, a danger-
ous gust would give probably no warning.
The disposition of her guns, stores, or
otherdead weight, may have given a lever-
age to the force of the wind. The Eurydice
had been on a practice cruise to the West In-
dies, whence she had been for some days ex-
pected at Portsmouth. She had a smart
crew of from two to over three hundred.
Only five persons, including Lieut. Tabor,
were rescued after they had been an hour
'in the water. Three of these are dead, so
the only survivors are Benjamin Cuddi'ord,
able seaman, and Sidney = Fletcher, first-

She sailed so close to
shore that the cordage of the rigging was
visible. Suddenly sleet descended, and
when the storm lifted only the schooner
Joyering her boats could be seen. .

Rushing
up he found the vessel on her side, sinking.
EFe seized a life buoy and jumped over-
board. He had been in the water scarcely
a minute, when the vessel lurched forward
and sank drawing him down such a dis-
tance that he gave himself up for lost, but
the life buoy drew him. to the surface.
The vessel lies with her masts visible.

It is stated that there is no doubt the
Eurydice was carrying too much sail. It
is  feared with the men embarked at Ber-
muda and probably from Admiral Keys’
squadron, the Eurydice had nearly four
hundred on board.

They have in s0 many instances
done the wrong thing, and the facts
have been so thoroughly brought home
to them, that their condemnation may be
read in the face of every elector.

In addition to disapproval of t'he
Government’s administration there is in-
terest in the question of Protection—of a
national policy. A greatprincipleisbefore
the country, and there is the utmost
eagerness to discuss it. In city and
country people will sit for hqurs while
this subject is being dealt with. The
people are anxious to have the opportu-
nity of expressing their opinions on this,
and of condemning the men who have
shown themselves incapable of grappling
with the difficulties and depression of the
present time. The earnestness is un-
mistakeable. It has almost entirely
banished rivalries. The leading men of
a constituency only ask who is the best
man to win for a patriotic policy. There
could be no more certain signs of success,
and when the elections come off we be-
lieve it will be seen that constituencies
which for a generation have returned Re-
formers, have made up their minds that
thenational policy announced by Sir Jorx
MacpoNaLD is the true remedy for the
state of things we all deplore.

Nothing can be hoped from the pres-
ent Government, and as we saw the
other day in the case of the Paris Star,
their most enthusiastic friends have
given them up in despair. Only the
less intelligent and thoughtful * still
¢ stagger on,” to use the words of that
paper, ‘‘with blind faith in their party
‘‘ and its leaders.” But there is no en-
thusiasm- and little hope. The contrast
between the spirit in both parties is ver
striking. During the months which. ::ﬁ
elapse before the elections, that contrusy
must become more marked, and the dé-’
fections from the Ministerial party must
increase. Hundreds, nay thousands, Jf
Reformers will prefer patriotism to*
allegiance, and we believe no Govern®
ment was ever more emphatically con-
demned by a disappdinted people than
Mr. Mackexnzie’s will be when the hour

arrives.

TWO FREE TRADE ARGUMENTS.

THERE are two Free Trade arguments
now much relied upon: by the Gtit
organs that it may be worth while to
enmineoi ther. Taken separately,
neither ap) overpowering,
but taken together they go far to destroy
each other. Ol:lel:ls.idounded on afoex-t:mnﬁ“,'t
assertion, or matter o
which is partly true and partly false, and
the public are to swallow the
latter along with former. It is per-
fectly true that there are some branches
of manufacture which are slmdl y l-ulf‘i
ficiently tected, or nearly so,
whichtl,dopfx?)t suffer very levgrely from
foreign competition. But it.is just as
true that there are others which are in-
sufficiently protected, and which do
suffer very severely in consequence,
At the public meeting in Brantford;
on Saturday week, to discuss the
question, one of the Free Trade
speakers read a letter from four different
manufacturing firms, the substance of
which was that in their opinion the pre-
sent tariff is sufficiently protective, -and
that were it increased they would be in-
jured through the higher cost of raw
material. o of these firms are many-
facturers of agricultural implements, and
the other two of carriages. Now we ad-
mit at once that for mneither of these
branches is any further Protection
necessary. Nearly all those engaged in
the former have agreements with holders
of American patents, in virtue of which
the tees bind themselves not to

any of their machines into Canada
for sale. We venture to;:fngnt with
this peculiar and very sati ry agree-
ment, Canadian makers of farm imple-
ments and machinery are better off
they would be with the Eerelent duty
doubled, but without the American
patent arrangement.  As for the ' car-
riage trade, everybody knows that local
connection rules nine-tenths of it at
least, and that people here do not_go to
the States to buy i simply be-
cause it would be very inconvenient to
do so. But compare the furniture trade,
for instance, ‘with <the two branches
above mentioned, and then say whethér
circumstances do- not alter cases.

He would like to ask the member
or Richelien whether if the Act had not
been in force, the bankrupt estates to which
he had refered would have realized more
than the fourteen cents in the dollar he
had spoken of. The Act was fdr}iy/ quali-
fied to secure the end desired, and a fre-
quent cause of its failures was the indiffer-
ence of the merchants themselves., He
believed the proportion of failures in
Canada was greater than in any country,
but the re of the Insolvency Act would
not alter this fact. . The law was an equit-
able one to both debtor and creditor. Its

repeal would bring about widespread con-
fusion.

Mr. DoMviLLE said the member for
Centre Toronto was very amusing, though
he should probably vote with him. It would
be a great injustice to repeal the Act. His
opinion was that any honest merchant who
found he could not pay seventy-five cents
in the dollar, would call his creditors to-
gether.

Mr. MacMiLLAN pointed out that under
the Act of 1864 farmers were included. In
the legislation of 1869 and that of subse-

uent yeurs,  they were left out, and he
ought with great injustice. It wasa
proper amendment to increase the composi-
tion to fifty cents in the dollar, but the
best amendment would be the repeal of the
Act. .It was mostly mn the hands of the
insolvents themselves, and of broken down
politicians. The only way we could get
our commercial affairs into & normal state
was to repeal the Act, though he could un-
derstand why the merchants who over-
traded and oversold desired to retain it in
force.

Mr. DeviiN said the opinion of the
commercial men in Montreal was much
divided on this question. If the law
of Quebec were in force in Ontario, he
believed the opinion would be over-
whelmingly in favour of the repeal of the
Act. He regarded the Act as odious and
demoralizing, but rather than repeal it now
he would vote to retain it.

DYNAMITE FOR AGRICULTURAL PURPUSES,
The Leeds Mercury has the following : —
‘¢ A series of very interesting experiments
with dynamite took place week at
Hagley Park, near Stourbridge, the.seat of
Lord Lyttelton. The experiments were con-
ducted by Mr. Thomas Johnson, of Dudley,

in the presence of Lord Lyttelton and other-

gentlemen. In consequence of the recent
heavy gales several very fineitrees - were
blown down on this estate, incleding-

of those composing the beech avenue, which
is formed of very old and magnificent
trees. Operations were commenced by
blowing to pieces several ash roots in the
hedgerows on the farms belonging to the
estate. A 1} inch auger hole having been
bored in each of these, they were charged
with a few dynsmite cartri , and broken
into convenient pieces. In the park there
were some dozen- old roots, which had
been grubbed up, and lying out of the
ground ; these were smashed by placing a
small cartridge in a crevice or natural
fissure of the roots, thereby saving the
trouble of boring. On the lower smide of
the park there were some half-dozen ve
large and tough roots, with the fangs sti
growing in the ground. A crow-bar hole
ha.vinugxieen e under each side of the
root, in an opposite direction, inelining to
the centre underneath the main stump, a
few inch cartridges were inserted in each
hole, the fuses were cut the same
length, and fired together, both shots
exploding simultaneously, and blowing
the. root, with its and smaller
fibres, completely out its bed, leaving
an immense cavity behind. The party
then repaired to Park avenue, where
several monster roots awaited them, one
large tonﬂroot, the growth of which was
said to 150 years, and the extreme
length and breadth of which covered an
area of 32 square yards, looked like bid-.

ding defiance to auger, explosives, or any- |

thing else. Auger holes were out of the

uestion, as it wounld lha tflken at lfut

fty to bore it properly, but fortunately a
huge recess was gflcovered between two
of the main ties or fangs, about 16 inches
by 8, leading downwards towards the
centre and strongest portion of the root.
This was charged with a case, or 5 Ibs. of
dynamite. On the fuse being lighted, the
visitors retired behind the neighbouring
trees to watch' the effect. The cﬂrg ex-
ploded, blowing the whole mass with the
root, and at least eight or ten tons of earth in
the air some dozen feet or 8o, breaking the
root into about a score pieces ; a few auger
holes, and the job was completed in the
short space of forty-five minutes. The re-
mainder of them were similarly treated,
with the exception of one, which was
lying out of the ground, within forty yards
of the conservatory. This was broken by
inserting & small cartridge in a deep auger
hole, thus preventing the slightest injury
to the glass. At the conclusion of the ex-
periments, his Lordship said they had
given every satisfaction, and were a thor-
ough success.”

¢HEMICAL FRRTILISING—LEADING THEORIES

EXAMINED—DISCUSSION BETWEEN CONRAD

WILSON, OF NEW YORK CITY, AND PROF.

LEVI STOCKBRIDGE, OF THE MASSACHUSETTS

AGRICULTURAL COLLEGE,

(Conrad Wilson, ., writes as follows :
There is perhaps nothing more detrimental
to husbandry or more discouraging to those
engaged in it, than the mistakes or errors
sometimes committed by scientific men
writing in the interest of agriculture, The
success and prosperity of farmers sd/largely
depends on their readiness fo the
conclusions of science, that anything tend-
ing to weaken their confidence in 1ts pro-
essors rises to the importance of a national
misfortune. Their attacks on

would seem to be of questionable policy,
even if it should prove to be tenable and
sound. Butlet us glance briefly at the
doctrine of these prominent writers, and
see whether their conclusions are really
justified by the facts.

¢ It has been claimed,” says Prof, Ville,
that ‘ the meadow is the foundation of all
good agriculture, because with the meadow
we have cattle, and with cattle, manure :
these axioms are now veritable heresy. I
hope to show you that agriculture to be re-
munerative must be founded on artificial
manures.”  Again, ‘‘the intervention of
animals being a necessity of circumstances,
manureis produced, and we -are compelled
to take notice of it.” In another place he
says, ‘‘ We maintain that it is possible to
produce better and cheaper artificial ma-
nures than can the farmyard.”., . '

On the other hand, Prof. Stockbridge is
equally clear and positive in claiming that
chemical fertilizers have emancipated hus-
bandry fronr the need of animal dung. In
reporting his own experjmental corn crop, .|
he describes his method of feeding ,plants
as ‘“ the cheapest of all methods of pro
ducing them ; the cheapest in the world ;
cheaper than barnyard manure ; theaper
than anything known.” Like Professor
Ville, he seems to regard barnyard manure
as a sort of necessary evil, a waste product
of the farm, to be utilized simply geca.use
it is there.

Let us now see if there are not, perhaps,
some facts of experience, some conclusions
of practical men, or possibly some scientific
authority that may tend to correct the
erroneous estimate assigned by these the-
orists to barnyard manure,

EXPERIMENT OF MR. DANA.

From the careful and elaborate experi-
ment made by Samuel L. Dana it appears
that an average cow, kept on a daily ration
of 24 1bs. of hay, and 12 1-2 Ibs, of pota-
toes, will yield, in addition to her hiquid
evacuations, - over 31,000 lbs. of dung per
year, containing 189 lbs. of ammonia,
which, with other included elements,
amount in chemical valuation to over $40.
By the same authority it also appears that
the liquid manure amounts to over 7,000
lbs. a year, and surpasses the solid dung
in value in the ratio of 2to1. This makes
the total value of the manure more than
equal to the entire cost of feeding. He
further states that ‘“100 Ibs. of eattle
urine afford about 8 1bs. of themost power-
ful salts ever used by farmers.” is is
equivalent to about 600 lbs. a year of the
salts referred to, for each animal.

ESTIMATE OF PROF. JOHNSON.

It is estimated by Prof. Johfison that a
ton of clover contains potash, phosphoric
acid, and nitrogen sufficient to make it
worth $17.57 for manure ; while a ton of

standard, over $22. And some other feeds
have astill bigher manurial value. In the
above experiment of Mr. Dana. the daily
ration of hay was equivalent to 4 tons
a year. Now if this ration had been clover
instead of hay, the manurial value per year
would have been over $72, according to the
authority of Prof. Johnson. These conclu-
sions, resulting as they do from both prac-
tical investigation, are further confirmed
by the experience of successful farmers.
